Independence. Reciprocity, Ete.

Hon, Mr. M.owatt, premier of Oun.
tario, has given expression to a trath
which is of great importance in the
consideration of Canadw’s future and
ber relations with other eountries—
especially with the United States.
He says that  British connection is at
present the strongest tie between the
provinces of the Dominion, and he is
vight. This fact is so manifest to the
leaders of the conservative party that
it justifies the claim so frequently made
by some of them that independence
is only another word for annexation.
By this is meant shat if British connec-
tion is severed, the strongest tie which
binds the provinces together is cut,
and some of them, if not all, will seck
the closer relationships with the United
States which their interests require
and, in ‘doing so, these relationships
will be political, bs well as social and
commercial. It, thevefore, appears
that there is, after all, not much
difference of opinion between the great
and most successful liberal leader of
Canada—Mr. Mowatt—and leading
conservatives, as to the’ effect of in-
dependence, in its bearing upon the
question of annexation.

If we understand the position of the
liberal party correctly,it claims to look
forward to independence, as the ulti-
mate destiny of Canada, while a large
proportion of the conservative party
does the same thing, but both parties
—or rather their leaders—say the
conntry is not yet ready for the change.
Indeed, Mr. Laurier said, in his recent
Boston speech, that there was no senti-
ment whatever in Canada for im-
mediate independence ; while the con-
servatives are playing hide and seek
between independence and imperial
federation.

There is, therefore, on all hands, a
consensus of oninion that Canadu’s
presenc political status is only a tem-
porary one, but while there is, thus,
a general admission that' our destiny,
as a people, cannot bs worked out until
we assume the responsibilities iu-
volved in the changes foreshadowed, it
is to be observed that the leaders of
hoth parties seem afraid to address
themselves to the work of placing the
country in its true position as one
half of the North American continent.

There are many Canadians who claim,
with much show of reason, that the agita-
tion constantly going on in favor of re-
ciprocal trade with the United States,
and the undoubted preponderance of seii-
timent existing all over the country in
favor of it—a sentiment which is voiced
by the organized liberals in the advocacy
of unrestricted reciprocity, and by the in-
dependent libersls and liberal-conserva-
tivesin declarations for reciprocity in a
more modified form—is but the mani-
festation of a general desire for the closer
relationships which territorial proximity,
common ancestry, language and traditions,
and the commercial requircments of the
two countries render entirely natural, as
well as necessary to the full prosperity of
both. But all who approach the problem
of our future destiny with the desire to ar-
rive at just conclusions on which to base
action, find an array of sentimental con-
siderations, party prejudicesand interests,
indifference and want of true patriotism,
which form gn almost insurmountable bar-
rier to progress—Those whoare in power
and are, therefore, enjoying the privi-
leges and emoluments of office, will not
make any move that may not only not
better their own condition, but perhaps
involve greater exertion and self-denial
on their part. Those who have long
fought for: office and power against the
dominant party, prefer the old lines,
rather than to work upon new ones, lest
they may not succeed by means of the
latter as soon as they hope to do by the
former. The rank and file party men, as
a body, have been so long accustomed to
follow their leaders, that they ~lose confi-
dence in their own judgment, as soon as
it is challenged, while partyism has driven
far too many intelligent men into an in-
dependence that is manifested only by in-
difference. It is no wonder, therefore,
that we find the Lauriers, Mowatts, Fos-
tersand Chapleaus, all agrecing that Can-
ada is to become a great and ind.pendent
nation, while they do not strike a blow at
the chain that binds her to a condition of
dependence; and have to observe the de-
vices by which they endeavor to satisfy the_
popular demand for the privilege of our
natural relationship with our kindred to
the south of us, while each and all are
afraid - to take the steps which both in-
terest and destiny seem to demand.

Those who say that the people of Cana-
da are satisfied with their present de-
pendent position, are either interested in
preserving the statu quo,or mistaken as to
public sentiment. If we may form an
opinion from hearing the people of this
province, at least, express their views in
reference to both business and politics, we
are justified in saying that . the great ma-
jority of them aro tired of the bonds—be
they imperial or federal —which prevent
them from having their natural market in
the United States opened to thewm, and
the longer those bouds last, the stronger
will grow the desire to break them. They
believe that it is the duty of our public
leaders to devise a solution of the problem,
and to cease ‘‘marking time” oun the lines
of a cry of unrestricted reciprocity, unac-
companied by any reasonable solution of
the fiscal dificulties to be created by it;
or one of linited reciprocity on terms
which those 1n authority in the United
States have plainly declared to be unac-
ceptable to them.
good people who have faith in the sin-
cerity of their leaders a harsh thing on
our part to say that we believe both
parties are advocating reciprocity schemes
which their chiefs know to be impossible
—the one to work and the other to ob-
tain. Would 1t not, therefore, be a patri-
otic thing for them to accept the inevi-
table, unite their forcesand seccure for
Canada freedom at once to make her own
treaties, determine for herself with whom
and to what extent she would unite her
destinies—in fact place her in a position
in which each of her provinces or natural
divisions 1night be enabled to take the
fullest advantage of its geographical po-
sition and resources, in order to secure
the greatest possible benefits that can re-
sult from the removal of all barriers
against the freest commercial intercourse,
obtainable, which is the foundatior that

It may seem to many

underlies the prosperity of all other in-
terests.

The Sun and our Declining Industry.

The St. John Sun quotes our refer-
ence of last week to the condition of
the lumber trade on the Miramichi,
and, while it appears unable to justify
the existing rate of stumpage on deal-

almost entirely from a revenue stand-
point. It intimates that the national
policy and high stumpage have nothing
to do with the diminution of our ship-
ments and, no doubt, imagines it gets
off a clever thing when it says “We
“venture to think that the national
“policy has not much to do with the
“rise and progress, or the decline aud
“fall of the English deal market.” We
hope that there are not many persons
besides the Sun writer who think us so
stupid as to imagine our trans-Atlantic
markets—not merely the “English,”
but also the Irish, Scotch, Contiental
African and Australian—can
fluenced by Canadian fiscal arrange-
ments, but it ought not to require
more than the knowledge usually
thought to be &' necessary part of edi-
tovial equipment, to enahle oneqto
understand that the greater the: depres-
sion in any market the more necéssit?y
there is for those who supply it to have
the advauntage of cheap and economical
production. If we admit that the na-
tional policy has greatly assisted many
industries in Canada, we must, at the
same time, not forget that they are
-chiefly those which depend
wholly or maialy dn our own market.
It happens that the spruce deal product
of Miramichi and the North Shore gen-
erally, and largely that of St. John as
well, have to seck trans-Atlantic map-
kets. It must, in those markets, be
affected Ly the competition of similar
products of other places, and if these
latter have advantages which enable
them to produce spruce deals at less
cost than we at the Noith S8hore can,
we submit that our competitors can
undersell us and—when prices are low
and the margin of profit small—seli at
living prices, while we must sell mea
loss, or not at all. Those in the trade
—regardless of political affiliatiors or
prejudices—agree that the protective
tariff of the Dominion increases the
cost of many articles necessary to their
operations, and we thiuk the Sun pays’
a doubtful compliment to the intelli-
gence of its readers when it attempts—
even by inference—to make them be-
lieve the contrary. When, therefore,
we referred last weck to the protective
tariff, as well as high stumpage, in con-
nection with the decline of our deal
shipnients, we were quite justified by
the facts. The Sun, like many other
papers which have extreme views in
political matters, will agree to nothing
that seems to reflect adversely upon
the pclicy it supports. It has nailed
ifs national policy colors to the mast,
and flies them day and night, but thers
are oczcasions when - they might be
judiciously bauled down to salutea
passing fact hailing from a neutral if
not friendly quarter. It would, in that
way, gain the respect and confidence of
the well-informed, even if it did get out
of the old and seemingly beloved rut of
partizanship.

The Sun will, doubtless, admit that
the cost of the raw material entering
into any industrial product has an im-
portant bearing upon the success with
which the mapafactured article can
compete for a market. Thé%cost of she
raw materials of many articles manu-
factared in Canada and other conntries
is about the same in all of them, and
even the cost of manufacturing them is
claimed to be no greater in Canada
than elsewhere, yet Canadian manufac-

be in-

either

tective tarif in order that their homse
market might be secured to them. It
unfortunately  happens - that the
New Brunswick manufacturer of
spruce deals has to go into an oat-
side market, where he must com-
pete with those who have obtained
their raw material, viz., spruce logs,
much more cheaply than he, Not only
80, but these cémpetins Jeals have also
the advantage of lower freights and, in
many cases; a better classification be-
cause of their finer fibre and make.
This is undeniably the case, as the Sun
must admit, with all New Brunswick
Crown Land deals. These deals com-
pete in the trans-Atlantic markets with
the Quebec and Nova Scotia products,
the stumppge charge 61\ ooth of which
is much less than one-half of the New
Brunswick rate. Some who think they
are well-informed cn the subject, whife
admitting this, as far as Nova Scotia is
concerned, may point 'to the fact that
the Quebec stumpage rate on spruce is
sixty-five cents per M. while it is one
dollar in New Brunswick, but it must
be remembered that the Quebec scale
gives the operator three logs for every
two given by the ‘New DBrunswick
scale, so that the Quebec stumpage
rate applied to the scale of this prov-
ince brings the actual Quebec rate to
less than forty-four cents. The Quebec
spriuce ports pay about the same
freights as ave paid by those of the
North Shore. Nova Scotia pays less,
while the cost of labor, ete., is, in the
main, greater with us than with them.
For some years the spruce deal ship-
raents of Quebec only held their own,
but, of late, those of both Quebec and

those of New Brunswick have slmrply
declined. It must be evident to the
Sun that the low price of deals in our
market abroad does not, of itself, ac-
connt for the fact that our shipments
are rapidly falling off, for if that were
80 Quebec and Nova Scotia would have
a similar experience. 'We are justi-
fied, therefore, in saying that with'a
stumpage-tax more  than  double
that charged in any competing

province, and a protective tariff which
bears hardly on lumbermen’s supplies,
we need net look far for the causes of
our diminished shipments,

The Sun is mistaken about there

This is another point on
which it is misinformed, for we assume
that it would not willingly state a mat-
ter of that kind incorrectly. The
stack of deals is no greater than that

was a season since Miramichi has been
in the deal trade when so few logs
were held over, The decline, of our
lumber trade, is a genuine one and has,
we repeat, been going on steadily.

in 1891 than in 1890. In the six-years
period between 1885 and 1891, inclu-
sive, we shipped 261,000,000 s. f. less
than in'the six years between 1880
and 1885 inclusive, an average yearly
decline of over 43,000,000s.- f. We

The Newfouniland Question.

It is not very casy to see by what rule
of fairness a sma'l community of two
handred thousand msen, women rnd chil-
dren, should dominate one-half uf the At-
lantic sea-coast of British America and
should, from its rock fastnesses, like a
Rhine batron cr a Moorish pirate of old
impose tycannical condizions on a!l who
would approach them. We had great
sympathy with the Newfoundlanders in
their rovoit against 2 similar domineering
L by the French over a part of their coasts
aud upheld their claim as a people to rule
their own territiry. Even when they
went the length of en erinz into a treaty
with a foreign couniry detrimenta! to
their fellow-citizens in Canada we were in-
clined to accord them the largest liberty
in such matters. When, however, in-
censed at the Liperial Government for
not maintaining what the Newfoundlani-
ers helieved, and justly, to be their rights
in vegard to the so-called French coast,
they talked of secession” from the empire
and anncxation to the Uaited States, we
ppointed ‘out that there was an obvious
i imit to the liberty which could be allow-
ied our sister colony 1n her prifirences,
seeing that to make Newfoundland a part
of the United States would be fatal to the
iindependeut existence of Canads, sud,
itherefore, a1 self-greservation is the first
‘law of nations, could not be permitted,
;a'ven if force had to be resorted to in order
!to prevent it. When the Newfonndland
-Governwert negntiated the treaty with
ithe United Swates by which they allowed
‘the United S:ates certain privileges in re-
gard to fishing and bait-bnying, the Can-
adian Government objected to the treaty
on the ground that the fisheries of British
North America had always been treated in
the treaties as a whole, and that to allow
of their division for political purposes
would be to allow either Canada or New-
foundland acting by itself, to imperil and
damage the interests of the other in what
was regarded as common property. They,
therefore, appealed to the British Govern-
ment tuo refuseits sanction, which was
necessary to the treaty, until Canada had
also negotiated a treaty with the United
S a‘es which she was about to do. The
Imperial Government took the same view
aud complied with Cauada’s request,
This action, instead of turning towards
the better consolidation of British Ameri-
¢y, has had for the time being,precisely the
opposite éffect. It has turned the rage of

against her fellow-subjects in Canada
whom she is doing her utmost to worry
and injuare in every way in her pover. It
may be said that Newfoundland being an
island like Ireland, has an unlimited claim
to Home Rule. Newfoundlaund has long
enjoyed more home rule than Ireland ever
openly claimed, but we may as well say
that there is a limit to her freedom to dia-
pose of herself and annoy her neigbors.
We would point out to the Canadian fish-
ermen of Nova Scotia, who are now de-
manding that the Canadian Government
shall retaliate against Newfoundland by
closing oar fisheries and ports aginst
them, that in doing so the Canadian Goy-
ernment would destroy its very best argu-
ment for the treatment of* British North

-~

American fisheries as a whole. The pres-
sence of Newfoundland fishermen on the
Canadian coast exercising the same rights
as Canadians, and their freedom in our
markets, form strong protests in the minds
of all fair-minded, cool-headed men against
the restrictions, perhapas illegally, imposed
by the Newfour.dlanders against the oper-
ations of Cauadians on their coasts and in
their market. Canada is so much more
powerful than Nawfoundland that she is
bound to exercise forbearance, as long, at
least, as real and permanent injury to her
interests and independence is not attempt-
ed,

COMING BY THE I. C. P,

It is now stated that no application will
be mads to the United States for permis-
sion to transport British sailors and
marines over the Canadian Pacific throngh
Maine, on the ground that the men might
desert when they finnd themselres on
foreign soil. They will be taken to Que-
bec on the Canadian Pacific, ferried ucross
to Levis and sent to Halifax over the In-
tercolonial. This will not advertise the
Canadian Pacific short line as a military
routle.

SCIENTIFIC CATCHING.

Scientific “*catching,” whether develop-
ed on the cricket or Laeball field, may
oftentimes come of use in strange contin-
gencies. On Monday last in Brooklyn a
four-year-old child tambled out of an at-
tic window, and a man named Smith
walking on the street below made such a
splendid catch of the fat bundle before it
reached the pavement that the only loss
suffered over the afair wasa shower of
tears by the hysterical mother. Smith
was the only person who marvelled not at
the feat.

CHRISTMAS TREES.

The annual shipments of Christmas trees
from Maine to New York have well com-
menced. Abcut 12,000 cut in Stockton
were shipped to Belfast on the schooner
William Butman last week and then for-
warded by rail. When loaded they occu-
pied five cars. The trees were spruce and
fir, neatly tied up in packages, making
3,000 bundles. Other large shipments
have staited from points along the Knox
& Lincoln branch to Portland and thence
by steamer.. This makes a very novel
and lucrative early winter business in
Blaiue.

IRISH AMERICAN CONFERENCE.

At a conference of represectatives of
Irish-Americans from various states in the
union, held in New York on Friday last
resolutione were adopted warning the peo-
ple of [reland that they can receive no
further support from the U. 8. until
they call a halt in the war of factions and
re-unite their forces, and declaring that
the confidence of the great mass of the
Irish citizens of the United States can be
restored ouly by a union based upon a clear-
ly defined, moderate and reasonable ex-
pression of Ireland’s demand for kome
rule and a policy, of indepenience of all
English parties.

ABOUT ANNEXATION,

Students of McMaster university, Bap-
tist, Toronto, debated the question of an-
nexation of Canada to the United States
last Friday night and on the vote being
taken the numbers for and agsinst ticd.

In last week’s number of Le Sentinel of
St. Thomas, de Montmagny, Mr.
Choquette, M. P., who edits the paper,
comes out squarely for annexation to the
United States. He was one of the Cana-
dian guests at the late Boston banquet.

Premier Mowatt of Oatario has come
ont against annexation. His action is,
doubtless, inspired by the fact that other
promicent liberals—particularly in Quebec
—are declaring for annexation.

OWEN E. MURPHY'S LUCK.

New York, Nov. 25.—District Astor-
ney Nicoll said yesterday that he had
made a careful investigation of the case
of Owen E. Murphy, who has returned
frows Canada, whither he absconded with

$50,000 excise fees fourteen years ago, ‘I

find,"'said Mr. Nicoll, ‘““that at the time
Murphy took the money, the Criminal
Code making it a larceny for a trustee cr
agent to misappropriate funds had not
gone into effect. The money was receiv-
ed practically in the capacity of trustes or
agenot. It was deposited by persons anxi-
ous to get excise ‘licenses as a guarantee
that they would pay the fees. 1f they
should not obtain a license the money was
to be returned to them. If they succeed-
ceeded, in was to be devoted to the pay-
ment. The small remnant of the money
Murphy left behind him was afterwards
distributed among the losers by a receiv-
er. The money did not belong to the
city, and the city did not lose anything.
TUnder the circumstances I do aot see how
he can be punished. Bus, if anything
should occur to show that it is possible, I
will go ahead with great pleasure.

HANGED THEIR CORPORAL.

Lonpoxw, Nov. 27, 1891.—There was
much excitement at the Horse Guards to-
day upon the receipt of intelligeace from
Aldershot, where is situated a great mili-
tary camp and barracks, that a apirit of
wurderous insubordination was prevalent’
in one of the regiments stationed at that
place. Taken in conuection with the in-
subordination which has been d'splayed
in the Guards, which some time ago re-
sulted in the practical deportation to Ber-
muda of a whole battalion of the Grena-
dier Guards, and which waa followed by
arevolt in the Coldstream Guards, the
affair at Aldershot miight be oonstrued as
another exhibition of the .discontent
which is alleged to prevail in all branches
of the British service.

It appears that a corporal of the Second
battalion of the Prince of Wales’ Leinster
regiment (Royal Canadians,) which bat-
talion is at present doing duty at Alder-
shot, had by his petiy tyrannies rendered
himself an object of peculiar aversion to
the men. The complaints of the privates
were uuheeded and they determined to
rid themselves of the corporal. As he
was going his rounds he was seized by
the men, dragged to a convenient spot, a
noose thrown around his neck and strung
up to a tree. The free end ‘of the rope
was made fast and the self-appointed exe-
cutioners decamped.

The corporal had been hanging only a
short time when a sergeant d scovered
him and cut the rope. The corporal was
nearly dead, and it required the most
strenuous efforts on the part of the sur-
geons to resuscitate him. The perpetra-
tors have not yet besn discovered.

A BIG SCHEME.

A New York Herald Ottawa tolegram
of Friday last indicates that a big scheme
for a fast trans-Atlantic sarvice is contem-
plated in certain influential quarters.
The despatch says:—“The government
has decided to invite tunders for a fast
line of steamships between Canada, Eng-
land and France. The requirements are
for weekly service with an average speed
of eighteen knnts f.om port to port, with
supplsmental conditions for extra speed.
The veasels mustbe not less than 6,500
tons, to run from Plymouth and Cher-
bourg to Quebec in summer and Halifax
or St John in winter. The plans shown
by the Adamson Naval Coustruction and
Armament Company satisfied the Finance
Minister and adequate financial arrange-
ments will be made by the Dominion.
Tenders will be received up to January
11

“Sir George Baden-Pawell, K. C. M.
G., one of the British Commissioners in
the Bering Sea affair, has been interest-
ing himself in the establishment of the
line. He has seen Preiaier Abbott and
other members of the Cabinet in the mat-
ter, and haa visited Quebec and inspected
the docks and other facilities.

““President VanHorne, of the Canadian
Pacific Railway, states that the vessels of
the new line will run in connection with
the Canadian Pacific Railway, and he be-
lieves that passengers from Europe via
the St. Lawrence will be landed by his
through line in Chicago within a few
hours of the time that those via New
York will be disembarked at tho latter
port.

‘“The present intention is to have the
new line running betweea Liverpool and
Quebec before the opening of the World’s
Fair, and ‘o compete with American rail-
ways for a share of the travel in connec-
tion therewith. Itis stated that the gov-
ernment subsidy will be made $1,000,000
per year for an efficient service.”

ONTARIO'S PREMTER ON RECIPROCITY,

A Toronto despatch of last Tharsday
refers to a letter of Hon. Oliver Mowat*,
premier of Ontario, to one of his sup-
porters, in which he thus refers to the
reciprocity question and independence—
“The imperial authorities have refused
nothing in the way of self-government
which our representatives have asked for.
Our co>mplaints are against parliaments
and governments which acquire their
power from our own people. To the
United States and to- its people we are
alnost friendly. We recognize the ad-
vautages which would go to both them
and us from extended trade relationg, and
we are willing to go as far in that direc-
tion as shall not iavolve, now orin the
futnre, political union, but there the
Canadians of every party nave hitherto
drawn the line, and, I trust, wi.l continue
to draw the line. We do not wish to dis-
connect ourselves with the wmotherland
unlcss it should be, by and by, to set up
for ourselves as an independent nation in
friendly alliance with the fatherland, if no
longer in political connection with it.
But the time for absolute independence
has not come. The strongest tie between
the provinces of the Dominion at this
moment is British connection and all that
such a connection implies. British con-
nection should, therefore, be cherished by
all practical means until other ties and
the mutual interests of the provinces be-
cume strong enough to secure their union
and independence as a nation. North
America is amply large enough for two
independent nations and two friendly
nations would be better for both popula-
tions than one nation embracing the
whole continent.”

THE CHURCH OF ENGLAND,

‘The growth of the Church of England
during the preseat century is described by
a writer in The London Daily Graphic.
The increase in the number of clergymen
has not kept pace with the growth of popu-
lation. In 1801 there were 19,307 clergy
for 9,000,000 people; in 1841, 14,613
clergy for 16,000,000 ; 1891, 23,000 clergy
for 29,000,000. The incomes of the clergy
have improved. In 1831, out of 10,500
benefices, there were 2,040 with an in-
come not exceeding £100, and 2,994 with
anincowe between £100 and £300. In
1881, out of 13,617 benefices, the number
with an income of not more than £100
had declined to 1,107, and there were 3,-
447 with an income between £100 and
£200. The fact that the private property
of clergymen is taxed to the extent of £9,-

000,000 shows that many of them possess
private means. Many incumbents spend
more than they receive from their bene-
fices, Itis commonly believed that the
mass of the clergy of England are pooily
paid, while the great dignitaries of the
church are overpaid. It is to be hoped
that they are generally willing to give as
they receive. Such liberality is ascribed
to Dr. Waodford, the late bishop of Ely,
who spent £20,000 on a theological col-
lege, and Dr. Wordsworth, the late Bis-
hop of Lincoln, who issaid to have spent
in sixteen years £80,000 on pious and
charitabls works. It is impossible to es-
tinsate spiritual results arithmetically, yet
the friends of the church take pride in
noting that according to imperfect re-
turns the number of confirmations in-
creased from 177,433 in 1880 to 225,058
in 1889, the total for the ten years being
2015,631. Societiés in connection with
the church do & large amount of educa-
tional, missionary and charitable work.

A NOTABLE TRAIN.

Atout the 20d week in December the
first C. P. R. train with a man-of-war'’s
crew will run from British Columbia to
Halifax ; and on Dec. 18, the same train
will make the return trip with regulars,
The C. P. R. cars for this service left
Moutreal on Friday, 20th ult. Accord-
ing to the Star no detail has been left out
to assure every comfort of the troopsin
transit. The principal object of interest
is the kitchen car which isa 'novelty of
arrangement. The car is. arranged ex-
teriorily much in the manner of the nsual
baggage car, having four sliding doors for
the entrance of supplies. The ‘ centre is
occupied by two immense cooking stoves,
each heated by two fires and containing
four large oveas. They are specially de-
signed, and their covking capacity can be
imagined, when it is stated that five men
cooks are needed for their attendance.
At one end of the car is found the store
room, containing all the requisites for the

meonts set aside for the atiendants and
ranged in neat order ; around are all the
shining brass pans and cauldrons, neces-
sary for the preparation of the great
quantities of food required. This huge
kitchen upon wheels is to be responsible
for the complete ““mess” arrangements for
the troeps, which will tax its capacity to
the utmost. The nsual colonist sleeping
cars will be occupied by the men during
their long journey. There are several
marked improvements in the fittings of
these cars, the most noticeable of which 18
a convenient detachable bracket table, to
be fixed between the seats at meal time,
and sopport the plates and dishes. The
bedding accommodation is both. good and
ample. It consists of a good hair pillow,
mattress and warm gray blanket-rug for
each man. This unigue train of cars
has already left Montreal for Vancouver,
It is to reach that destination in
time to take on board a party of two hun-
dred and fifty time expired marines, ac-
compsnied by twenty-five officers, who
retarn to the Old Country. This com-
pany leawg Vancouver on December 5,
and are expected to arrive in Halifax on

A Good Water Supply at ths Jail

Referring to the pumping works put up at
the County Jail, Newcastle, a brief notice of
which recently appeared in the ADpvaNce,

:| the Advocate says :—

*“The apparatus is from the works of the
Toronto. Pump Company, costing between
seventy and eighty dollars, the building ard
tower being an additional charge.
“The windmill is so contrived that it can
b started whenever required, if but a light
breeze is blowing, and when the fans are
dropped by casting off a wire in the pump
house, off she goes, a long vane keeping the
mill fsce to the . wind, unless when it blows
very hard, and then an ingenious brake at-
tachment as soon'as a certain speed is de-
yeloped turns the windmill sideways to the
wind when it almost stops until turned again
by the vane. The windmill is about 45 feet
from theé ground and is reached for oiling or
other purposés by a light ladder from the
ground. The lower section of the frame-
work of the tower is closed in and forms a
pump reom about 12 feet square, with pavil-
lion roaf the pump rod pacsing through the
apex of the roof. The well is bricked up to
the floor ofthe pump room, the pump is
seven feet below th2 surfaca and the pipes,
1} inch, leadiag from it run underground io-
to the basement of the jail, and from thence
up to the tank in‘the. attiz, thus avoiding
all danger from frost. .The tanks, two in
namber, hold about 1700 gallons of water,
and with a good breez> have been filled in
an hour and a half, or at the rate of nearly
twenty gallons a minate.

CANADIAN FISHERMEN SAID TO BE HARSHLY
AND UNFAIRLY TREATED.

Havurrax, N. S, Nov. 24.—Nova Scotia
fishermen are loudly demanding protection
at the hands of -the Dominion Government
from the outrageous treatment accorded
them by the Newfoundland authorities. The
masters of a namber of Canadian vegsels have
formulated a statement of their grievances
for the immediate attention of the Dominion
Government. They say lagt year the New-
oundland Government placed a heavy tax
on Canadian vessels. This year they posi-
tively refuse.to sell Canadian vessels bait
upon any condition, while giving it to
Americans free. This has crippled Cana.
dians on the Grand Banks, they preferring
to fish in Americaa vessels, while Newfound-
land treats Canada in this uwaneighborly and
n-British maoner. Canada meekly gives to
Newfoundland free markets for its surplus
A fleet of

tions in Canadian waters : not only so, but
the great balk- of the Newfouadland and
Labsador catch is taken inside the Canada
line. Tiis season a fleet of 76 sail of New-
fonndlanders occupied the best fishing
staiiona west of Blanc Sablon, while the
Canadian fleet were compelled to fish at
other places on their own' coast. Mr,
Whitely, a member of the Newfoundlaud
G vernment, controls all the fishing stands
for traps at Boone Esperance, the best
harbor on the Canadian Labrador coast,
and fits out his fleet with Supplies from New-
foandland on which he pays no dnty, while
his son acts as collecter at Blanc Sablon and
compels Canadian vessels to pay duty to
Newfoundland on the salt and barrels they
have ob board, but which are neither landed
vor used in Newfouadland waters. Three-
fourths of Newfouadland’s entire catch in
Labrador is takea in Canadian waters, and
this season 19 less than 100,000 quintals of
of this fish has been slaughtered in the Can-
adian market.

Bank:r Stetson Pays $30,000.

IT WAS IN SETTLEMENT OF JONATHAN BOURNE'S
LOSS AT THE GAMBLING TABLE.

Bostoxn, Nov. 20. —John Stetson, banker,
broker and theatrical mianager, to-day paid
to Mrs. Anna B. Everett $30,000 and thns
settled one of the most remarkable cases ever
tried before a Massachusetts court.

Mrs. Everett claimed that Mr. Stet

counts iu the indictment, and the jary de-
clared him not guilty of fif y-three of them
and disagiecd as to the other three. That
caée was placed on the docket for a new
trial. Then Everett’s wife went to his rescae

There isan old law in Massachusetts
which gives to any person, the right to sue
for money lost at gamiog by any other per-
son, provided the loser does not bring suit
within three months. In case of recovery
the plaintiff 1s to receive three times the
amount lost. Mrs. Everett learned of this

#dFhe immediately sued Mr. Stetson
to rccover $51,000, which is three times the
amouot which Mr. Bourne lost at gambling,
including interest. Mr. Bourne was nota
party to this euit. He would have given
that sum to have kept the matter quiet, but
Mrs. Everett had a two-fuld object in view,
and would not abandon her case. Mr,
Bourne therenpon departed for Oregon, and
is there now.

The case was bronght into court, and Mre,
Everett wasin danger of losing it on her
original declaration; but she discovered new
evidence which, itisalleged, proved con-
clasively that M-, Stetson was the proprietor
of the clab, and also that Mr, Bourne lost at
gembling the sum named.

Curinz Pork.

Following plan for cucing pork has the ex-
perience of years to back its excellence:
The barrel in which the pork is to be pickled
must be porfectly clean. If a barrel isused
for this a second time it must be cleamsed
perfectly, for if a suspicion of taint remains
he meat will spcil. A barrel which has
held any kiod of liquor will not keep pork,
but a-molasses barrel does nicely.

Cover the bottom of the barrel with salt.
Put a layer of pork, turning the riands to-
ward the side of the barrel, and packing the
pieces as closely as possible. Fill all spaces
and covaer the meat with ralt. Contioue to
pack in this way until the cask isnearly fall,
haing an extra allowance of salt for the top.
Fit a board to the top of the meat, and keep
in place with two or three clesn stones.
Now fill the barrol with caturated brine, and
be assured that your side pork is well pack-
ed, Itis wise to watch the brine, however,
if the weather is warm, and if it looka the
least red or mouldy pour it off, scald and
skim it, and when cold drain it into the bar-
rel. If there is not enough brine to cover the
meat, put as much salt ioto a pail of water
as it will dissolve, and drain it into a barrel.
Ham ard Bacon.—-Pack the meat in a
aweet clean cask, and cover with brine made
as follows: Take half as much water as will
cover the meat, and put in all the salt it will
dissolve; add the other half of the water re-
quired, with twe quarts of molasses and a
quarter of a pound of saltpetre for each hun-
dred pounds of meat. Insix weeks the
meat will be ready for smoking. It should
be hung in the smokehouse for a day or two
before the smoking begins, to drycff, In
dry weather a dark smokehouse is necessary,
to guard against fliez.  As soon as the meat
is sufficiently smoked, which is largely a
matter of taste, each piece shouldbe en-
veloped into astrong paper bsg, fastened
securely 80 no insect can get through where
it is tied, and hung in a dry place. Our last
ham was cooked early in July and was per-
fect.—S. A. L., in Country Gentleman.
