[ EDITORIAL NOTEN.

Now that the Court of Cassation has
annuled the judgment of the court
martial of 1894, which condemned Drey-
fus, the French government. seems de-
termined to push the inquiry to the
end without respeqt of persons. Under
the decision of the court, Dreyfus is to
be tried before a second military tri-
bunal, but the latter is to sit at Ren-
nes, in Brittany, where the conditions
are much more favorable to a just
verdict than in Paris, and the new
court is, besides, to be chosen by the
Council of Ministers. Moreover,
that the trial will result in the ac-
quittal of the accused and his rein-
statement in his former military rank,
seems assured by the restriction ‘of the
inquiry to the question whether Drey-
fus, in 1894, encouraged a foreign pow-
er to engage in hostilities with France,
and ‘“‘supplied it with notes and docu-
ments contained in a document called
the bordereau $” As it appears to be
proved that the bordereau was forged
by Esterhazy, that worthy having
confessed that he wrote it in obedience
to the will of his superiors, and the
notes or letters contained in the sec-
ret dosgier are conceded to be false, or
to apply to other officers as well as
to Dreyfus, the trial must be largely
in the nature of a formality. As re-
spects Dreyfus, then, the speedy end-
ing of the inquiry may be assumed.

But his accusers, the conspirators

who trumped up the charges which
sent him to his island prison, and the
Jew-baiters and royalists who backed
and egged them on, remain to be dealt
with, and the action of the govern-
ment, supported by the Senate and
Chamber, and by the people, indicates
that no guilty man is to escape. Of
the former, Col. Du Paty de Clam al-
ready occupies the cell previously oc-
cupied by Dreyfus, on the charge of
instigating some of the forgeries;
while General Roget has been trans-
ferred to Orleans, and preparations are
being made to bring General Mercier,
the minister of war who presented to
the court martial the ‘‘secret evi-
dence” on which Dreyfus was con-
demned, and Generals Gonse, de Dois-
deffre and Pellieux to trial. Further,
the Advocate-General who conducted
the case for the state against M. Paul
Deroulede, leader of the Patriotic
League, charged with inciting the
army to insubordination, has been dis-
missed, and proceedings instituted
against the judge before whom the
case was tried, with such failure of
Jjustice as to secure the acquittal of the
accused.
Moreover, decided action is to be
taken against the crew of titled young
royalists who insulted and assaulted
President Loubet at the Auteuil race
course receutly, with the view, no
doubt, to excite the Paris mob and
overturn the republic. That it failed
was due partly to lack of courage on
the part of the brawlers to go to the
length of murder, but more to the
personal bravery of the President, who
sat through the rioting unmoved, and
to the refusal of the people to join
with the titled rabble, some of whom
are likely to pay-dearly for the out-
rage. All this is going to the root of
the matter with a vengeance, and it is
satisfactory to note, as an indication
of the radical change in pepular feel-
ing, that in doing so the government
commands the strong backing of the
Senate and Chamber.

REMARKABLE OPERATION.

An ldiotie Child irestored (o Full Menta
Power,

In May, 1890, one of the most re-
markable surg:cal operations on record
was performed by Dr. Lavelangue in

the Childrem’s Hospital at Paris. It

was the case of an idiot child. Its
head had stopped growing since it was

four years of age, and.was only one-

third the normal size. Believing that

the idiocy was due to compression of
the brain, the doctor divided the skull
longitudinally and kept the edges of
the bones from uniting. Fresh depos-
its of bone took place, and the skul:

gradually expanded to almost its pro-
per size. Then the intellectual facul-
ties, which had hiterto been those of
an infant, grew stronger and stronger
every day, till at last the child was
as sound and healthy as any other in
France. Some of the most remarkable
surgical operations have been perform-
ed in connection with the brain, which
19 now 80 accurately mapped out that
a surgeon can tell exactly where the
seat of mischief in the brain lies.
Should there be a tumor on the brain,
its exact situation can be located, and
then the skull is opened and the mor-
bid growth removed. Reécently a
society beauly, whose complexion was
fading, had the outer skin of her face
removed by a long and most delicate
process, and now boasts the complex-
ion pf a girl of seventeen.

FAMILY DRIVEN MAD.

. An extraordinary case of madness,
in which all members of a family, con-
sisting of father, mother and four chil-
dren, were simultaneously afflicted,
has occurred at Stavelot, A party of
strolling gypsies, who undertook to
tell the father’s fortune by means of
cards, declared that he would be kill-
ed w_hll‘e serving in the army, and this
prediction so impressed him and his
family, that in the course of the same
day they all developed signs of wav-
ering reason, and before long had to
be put under restraint.
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HOME CHEESE MAKING.

As a general rule, home butter mak-
ing can be made to pay better than
home cheese muking, and with less
labor, although I have known many
instances where this has been revers-
ed, writes Geo. E. Newell.

The writer having beea conversant
with the cheese making industry from
boyhood, would not advise any one to
go into it at home without some prev-
ious, practical knowledge of the busi-
ness.

The markets of the present day call
for, cheese of a certain standard qual-
ity, whether of domestic or . factory
manufacture. The standard must be
a first-class one in order to obtain a
profitable price, and unless one feels
full confidence in his abilily to meet
market requirements, he should con-
sider milk as too valuable material to
experiment with.

Nearly every one, however, who con-
templates home cheese making possess-
€8 a general idea of the subject with
more or less experience, and to such
I direct my remarks. You will not
find it profitable (o attempt home
cheese making with too small a quan-
tity of miik. I would place the mini-
mum daily quantity that you should
attempt to make up at all at 150
pounds, while 300 pounds, and from
that up, would be better.

Do not attempt the manufacturing
task with crude apparatus, any more
than you would think of producing
No. 1 butter from a ramshackle churn.
Aim to have a cheese factory in minia-
ture, without, of course, many of the
accessories that a large factory would
find necessary. Ihe- heating arrange-
ment of your dwarf vat should be per-
fect and above reproach. A zine-lined
wooden tank, in which rests.-on sup-
ports a removable tin receptacle for
the milk, should be used.

There should be from one to two in-
ches of water space between the tin
and zinc sides and bottom, the water
of which can be heated from a cop-
per flue, with zinc water jacket under
all,

_This is simply a counterpart in prin-
ciple of the old-fashioned factory un-
der-heater vat, and I believe can be
obtained in any size of most manu-
facturers of dairy apparatus.

In the improved modern factory vat,
steam from a furnace instead of hot
water under the vat supplies the heat,
the principle of cooking the curd be-
ing the same.

While obtaining a small vat from a
reliable dealer, one had better get all
the other wuccessories necessary, as
they will be better suited to the pur-
pose if made by an experienced manu-
tacturer than a local workman.

The apparatus necessary to equip a
small cheese-making plant ought not
to cost much, if any more, than the
utensils properly required to turn a
like quantity of milk into butter.

While aiming 1o make the same
quality of cheese that comes from a
larger factory, you should understand
that the greatest opening for the sale
of dairy cheese lies in the direction
of small bulk.

The demand for finme, full cream
cheddar cheese that do not weigh over
iive or ten pounds apiece, is never ful-
iy satisfied. Most tactories object to
producing them, on account of the in-
creased. labor involved, and the larger
percentage of milk necessary to make
a pound of cheese. The increased ratio
is caused by the more extensive eva-
poration of moisture from the small
cheese than from the large ones.

It should be borne in mind, how-
ever, that these diminutive cheese
bring a better price in market than
the large ones, solely on account of
their size. I earnestly advise those
dairymen who contemplate home
cheese makiag al all to manufacture
only small sized stock if they would
sell it readily for a good price.

Do not go into the business, however,
unless you have some previous know-
ledge of it, as it will not prove pro-
fitable to experiment with so variable
a product as milk.

1n curing these small cheese be care-
ful and do not have the apartment too
dry. Remember that they are prone
to expel moisture wmuch faster than
the large ones, and can easily become
too dry, if a certain humidity does not
obtain in the atmosphere of the cur-
ing room. |

The surfaces and sides of the cheese
should be kepl as neat and clean while
curing as when taken fresh from the
pess. Marketed in this shape the im-
maculate appearance of the goods will
go a long way toward establishing
their reputation and creating an in-
creased demand. .
Wide-awake dairymen not afraid of
lots of work, and with some previous
knowledge of the business, can cer-
tainly make home cheese making pro-
fitable by following the plan outlined
above.

DUSTY HAY.

Farmers sometimes think, as the
dusty ‘hay is not suitable to give to
horses, being liable to give them
the heaves, tbat they must there-
fore feed it to the cows. We are
not sure but that the same dust
which is so bad for the horse is
equally injurious to the lungs of
the cow, and may produce a pre-
disposition to tuberculous troubles,
if not cause the disease itself.

But we feel sure that this dust
is a fungus, and that its spores
quickly taint milk if it gets into it,
as it will do ir rea 1n the stables at
all. Not only does the milk in

which this dust falls quickly spoil
and mould, but it destroys the good
flavor of the butter.

The safest remedy is to have the

there last summer and though
mere bones are less unwholesome
than decaying flesh, it would be
nicer to have a clean bottom from
which to draw your summer’s - wat-
er supply. When you do start the
Jjob, bear in mind that there may
be a foot oc two of carbonic acid
gas in the bottom, which is deadly
poison. Lower a lighted lantern
to the water; if it burns clear the
well, is safe to work in. If the light
burns dim there is gas and the
simplest way to get it out is to
let down an open umbrella by the
hand, till it touches the water, then
bhaul it up and pour out the con-
tents of that empty umbrella,
away from the mouth of the well,
In this way most of the heavy and
poisonous gas can be drawn up and
the well made safe to work in. But
try it again with a light to make
sure. |
Perhaps that well has begun to
gather the seepage from the yard
and has in it a store of typhoid
germs. For that mere cleaning
out, is no sufficient remedy. A new
well should be dug on a clean spot
some distance off and the old one
filled up. It comes cheaper than a
funeral or two.

MAKING NEGKOES WHITE.

Emile Gaatler, the French Scientist Urges
That the Feat Can Be Accomplished By
Electricity,

The action of the electric current in
leaving white scars on the skin when
it is used with the needle in minor
surgical operations has suggested to
some one that it may destroy the pig-
ment cells and hence, applied on a
large scale, might be able to whiten a
negro’s skin. This theory is set forth
in a somewhat sprightly fashion, by
M. Emile Gautier, the Freach scien-
tist.

“It is known throughout the world
ofl science that electiricity can exert a
characteristic action on the tissues and
liquids of the organism, What is the
exact nature of this action? What is
ils exact mechanism? Is it exclusively
mechamnical or exclusively chemical; or
is it aiternately chemical and mechani-
cal? Does it act by electrolysis or by
vibratory massagef? Over all these
delicate questions hangs still a pall of
mystery.

“But this does not prevent physiolo-
gists and therapeutists from making
common use of electricity in all its
forms, and in particular by the method
of electropuncture, by which they
sometimes obtain results both

CURIOUS AND ENCOURAGING.

“The method is used mnot only for
destroying undesirable growths of hair
eradicating birth-marks, warts, etc.,
but also with success for erasing ta-
too-marks that had been supposed to
be indelible. Electricity, therefore,
modifies the tissues and liquids of the
living body when it traverses them,
either by provoking certain chemical
reactions or certain changes of state,
or by. suspeuding or disturbing the
nutrition of the blood-vessels and
nerves. 4 :
“These facts are perhaps not easily
explained, but they are undeniable,
and aithough the laws that govern
them remain hidden in obscurity they
none the less manifest themselves by
visible and tangible etfects, one of the
most common of which is decolora-
tion.

“It is extremely rare that in the

cases noted above of the surgical use
ofi eleciricity, it does not leave a scar
so distinct that it alters the color of
the skin, on which appears a white
spot of considerable size. It is pro-
bable that it exerts a peculiar selective
action of Lhe coloring matter or pig-
ment of the epidermis.
““The epidermis consists of three dis-
tinct layers of cells, one above the
other. In the deepest layer, the so-
called ‘mucous layer of Malpighi,’ is
found the coloring matter to which the
skin owes its hue, and which is known
as ‘pigment.’
““The pigment exists in all races in
the form of brown granulations, min-
gled with the cells of the ‘mucous lay-
er.” The only difference in this re-
gard, between a negro and a white
mam, is that in the negro these granu-
lations are
MORE NUMEROUS AND LARGER.
“If we could, by any process what
ever, destroy or dlsorganize these pig-
mentary infiltrations, which are, as it
were, natural tatoo marks, the skin
would present in the spots so treated,
even if it were the skin of a negro,
the characteristics of an albino’s skin,
whose peculiarity is that it lacks pig-
ment altogether. :

“Now it is neither impossible nor

even improbable that electricity acts

on the pigment. We have a right to
suppose that it does, since it always
leaves behind it light-colored scars.

‘““Hence, if you wish to bleach a

Kaefirjor a Zulu, a Yoolf or an Abys-

sinian, instead of ruining yourself by

buying soap and rice-powder, set to
work to depigmentize him electrical-

y.

“It is true that we have not yet gone
beyond theory, pure and simple. We
have not yet been informed thow we
shall, in practise, succeed in treating
at a single stroke, all the pigment in
a negro’s skin, without exposing our-
selves to the charge of doing a bad
job. It remains to be discovered, aiso,
whether the negroes desire to change
their color—perhaps the majority
of them would rather keep on as
they are.”

THE WOMEN OF FRANCE

INHERENT LOVE Or GAMBLING SO
DEEPLY PLANTED IN FRANCE.

——
French Girls Born With Different Quall-
iles From English - Ones--Their Up-
Bringing Conducied on Entirely op-
posing  Lines—@ceriod of Edueation
Continued Until the Day of Marrlage,

The enormous difference between
French women and the women of their
own country, writes John Strange
Winter, must strike all English people
who live long in France. French girl
babies seem to be bora with quite dif-
ferent qualities from English ones, and
certainly their up bringing is conduct-
ed on entirely opposing lines.

The free and healthy life of English
{ girls in the schoolgirl age is quite un-
known in France, excepting among a
few very advanced families, who bring
up their childern in the English mode.
These are decidedly in the minority,
and mlthough it'is, on the one ‘hand,
distinctly chic to be English, yet, on
the other, the words “so English” con-
vey to French minds exactly the same
as the words *‘very French” convey to
us, so that the generalty of people look
upon children, especially girls, who
have been bronght up in the English
way as those who have already par-
taken of good and evil.

Until she is about seven years old
the little Freach girl is utterly spoiled,
she is humored, petted and given way
to, she is fed most injudiciously, and,
to our idea, she is started badly. I
have known a French grandmother
say to a child unfortunately cursed
with a very delicate digestion, *“Eat
not much breakfast, my little one, be-
cause I am going to take thee out this
afternoon, and I shall take thee to a
pastry cook’s.”

Then comes the period of education,
which lasts uptil she is seventeen or
eighteen, and, in many cases, is con-
tinued in part until mademoiselle is
married. During the whole of that
time a French girl of the upper and
middle classes is never left alone for a
single moment. Until she is married
a young French lady never sets foot
outside her house unaccompanied, and,
in many instances, she occupies a bed-

er’s, and she is not even allowed to
have the door of communication closed
by day or by night. She is never
trusted, and therefore she is taught
nothing of honor or of defending for
herself. Everything is done for her;
she does not receive or reply to her of-
fers of marriage, or even of
PARTNERS FOR DANCE.

The inherent love of gambling so
deeply planted in the French keart is
made use of even in the schools, for

each week several grades of tickets are
issued to the pupils. The first is the
billet d’honneur, then comes the bil-
let rose, then the billet blanc. To
have no billet is a humiliation and a
disgrace, and it is no uncommon thing
in the middle sized classes to have a
dozen girls sobbing and howling at
once on a Saturday morning when the
distribution takes place. At the same
time, the corresponding advaniages of
working for a billet are very great,
for most parents give a douceur for a
billet d’honneur, and a still greater
honor and glory attaches to the girl
who has worked herself on to the tab-
leau d’honneur at the end of the term.
Then by the time a girl has passed
through the mill and reached the up-
per classes she is tired out of any
naughty tricks she may have started
with; she is a self-possessed young
lady, who has learned to tread the right
path because the other one has been
made so intensely disagreeable to her.

But if the French girl has not been
taught by the good sisters to be ath-
letic she has been trained to have
charming manners, to have a modest,
quiet bearing, and to look to her
parents on all occasions. She seldom
goes wrong, because she is guided in
every relation of life by those who are
older and wiser than herself. Then
she has been taught many things
which would make our English girls
stare with astonishment. She can
sew, darn and mend in the most beau-
tiful way. She can act, too, even
from the very youngest age, and is en-
couraged to do so during the whole
time that she 1s at school, though it is
true that, as art takes no place in
France—socially speaking, that is—the
power is never of much use to .her
afterward.

FRENCH WOMEN’'S AMUSEMENTS.

It would be hard to tell now French
women amuse themselves. Person-
ally I have never heard any amateur
music in France that was worthy of
mention, but all French women dance
exquisitely, some of them swim very
well, and most of them love some form
or other of gambling. I have never
yet heard of any real French women,
at least outside of the artistic class,
who took any form of exercise from
choice, unless one can count a game of
very mild croquet, or still more mild
tennis, in which she never attempts to
take a ball unless it actually comes
begging to be taken, which does not
often happen. A few women cycle,
wearing a charming costume for the
purpose—yes, knickers and all the
rest—in which the rider does the great-
est amount of posing and the smallest
amount of cycling that is possible. She
is always'ready to go to a party, a race
meeting, a theatre, a concert, or a
i charity function of any description.
| Moreover, she is always ready to go to
church, and will undertake almost
iany amount of church work, such as
the care of some particular chapel or
altar.

The average French woman seldom
travels, or has any desire to do so, but
Ishe will, even long after she is mar-
iriad, put herself to infinite pains to
|acquire a foreign language, of which
| she will never be likely to make any
{use. She is rigid in matters of eti-
| quette, and punctilious in everything
relating to family life in general and

England and France.

It would have been a good thing for
France if the fleet that left her shores
for England conveying the army of
William the Conqueror had been lost
and destroyed on the passage by a storm.
If it had, France would have been saved

from many humiliating defeats and
! national disasters in after years and in
all likelihood the people of the two
countries would have been friends and
neighlors in place of the bitter and
deadly ¢nemies they wero to each other
for centurics. Unfortunately, this did
‘not bappen, as William landed safely in
Eagland with his forces and after gaining
the Battle of Hastings,in which the
Saxon King Harold was slain,conquered
the country and afterwards divided it
among the leaders of his victorious
army. It was the descendants of
this same army who, in after years,
vigited the land of their fathers. They
did not go as friends however, but as
deadly eunemies bound for congquest and
for plunder. Although the leaders and
prominent men of these armies were
the ‘deacendants of the men who were
victorious at Hastings, the great major-
ity of the archers and men-at-arms who
stood the brunt of all the battles that
were fought were the Saxon descendants
of the men who lost the day at Hast-
ings. These men, after gaining the
battles of Cressy, Poitiers and Agin-
court and almost conquering the whole
of France, must have thought that they
were taking ample revenge and satis-
faction out of France for the Battle of
Hastings as well as the misery and per-
secution that Saxon Eogland had to
endure for many years atter it had been
fought. These battles were the com-
mencement of the national enemity and
rivalry that existed among the people
of the two countries, and from that
time until the commencement of the
present century their national armies
met and fought for deminion in every
quarter of the globe. The result of
these conflicts was that England despoil-
ed France of most of her colonies in
the two hemispheres, but since the
First Napolean was defeated at Water-
loo and banished to St. Helena the two
nations have been at peace.

During this long period of upwards
of eighty years the people of the two
nations have become better acquainted
with each other than ever they were
before, and the result has been that the
national enmity which so long existed
bas almost died out. In addition to
this the trade and commerce that have
grown up and are now being carried on
between the two countries is immense
and the benefits that their inhabitants
receive from it is incalculable: At the
present time the disposition of both
peoples 18 in favor of peace. They
have both learned by sad experiénce
that war carries in its train ruin and
death, while peace produces national
prosperity which makes s happy as well
as a prosperous and contented people,
It is to be hoped that the wisdom and
knowledge that bave taken the inhabi-
tants of both countries centuries to
learn will not be forgotten in any hour
of insane passion to avenge fancied
wrongs.

War Against the Trusts..

The manufacturers of the United
States who have beceme wealthy in
consequence of the protective policy of
the Government are at present; pursuing
a course which, it it does not destroy,
may greatly injure the cause of protec-
tion in that country. It appears that
these men, not satisfied with the legiti-
mate profits they have been making are
organising huge trusts in nearly every
line of production throughout the coun-
try for the purpose of restricting manu-
factures and keeping up prices. In
addition to wiping out competition,
these trusts have reduced the wages of
their employes at the same time coolly
informing them that if they will not
work for the wages offered them, they
can go idle. The result of this policy
has been that mauy of the trusts have
a wage conflict on its hands and the
strikers have the universal sympathy
of the great mass of the people of the
country in their favor.  The leading
papers of almost every state in the
Union have also taken the matter up
and after reminding the trusts that
they are the children of the protective
tariff, forcibly advocate that tariff re-
form and down with the trusts be
a potent issue in next year’s presiden-
tial campaigns.

Sir Charles '.l'uppeu Veracity.

During his lengthy political career,
Sir Charles Tupper has gained for him-
self the unenviable reputation of being
the “Great Stretcher” owing to the
reckless manner in which he makes
charges against political opponents for
the purpose of damaging their reputa-
tion in the opinion of the public. His
latest feat in this direction was made
the other day in the Canadian parlia-
fhent when he denounced Sir Wilfrid
Laurier, the Canadian Premier, for re-
fusing to accept preferential trade in
the British markets for Canada when
it had been offered by the Duke of
Devonshire.

The truth of this statement Sir Wil-
frid denied but Sir Charles reiterated
it by saying that both the Duke of
Devonshire and Mr, Chamberlain had
made absolute offers of preferentie’
trade to the colonies. The Hon. M. |
Malock replied to Sir Charles and dur-

ing the course ot his speech said that to

settle this matter he had written to the
Duke of Devonshire early in April.
This letter he read as well as the
Duke’s answer which contained the
following paragraph:—“1 had no. au-
thority to offer and did not offer to
Canada a preference in British mar-
kets.”

After this straightforward and un-
equivocal denial by the Duke, it is not
at all likely that we will hear any more
from Sir Charles respecting the refusal
of preferential trade in the British
markets.

Ottaws Letter.

OtTAWA, 20th July.—The country will
breathe freely now that the Drummond
railway bills have passed the Ssnate and
there 13 a reasonable prospect of little
more being heard of this transaction. The
struggle was acute while it lasted, and at
one time there was a grave daonger that
the Conservative senators would yield to
the promptiogs of the C. P. R. lobbyists
and throw out the bill ; but better judg-
ment prevailed and in the end a com-
promise was effected. Under the amerd-
ment the Government will have power to
torminate the traffic agreement with the
Grand Trunk on giving six months notice.
The main features of the bill, however,
were . left intact. Daring the somewhat
protracted debate in the Senate it was
quite entertaining to watch the rivalry,
and the moves and counter moves, be-
tween the two sections »f the Conservative
majority. In the end Sir Mackenzie
Bowell scored a victory, although some
six or eight of his followers voted directly
agaiust him, Senator Perley being the
most ootspoken among them. Just what
these dissensions in the Tory family may
lead to no one could guess at present; but
Sir Mackenzie Bowell is not the man to
forget this attempt of the Tuppers and
Fosters to stab him again.

The Redistribution bill was given a
short life in the Senate. Sir Mackenazie
Boweli’s speech on the subject, voicing
the sentiments of the majority, made it
quite clear that the measure would be
thrown out without much ado or cere-
mony. This result has been anticipated
all along. The Conservatives in the Com-
mons did not hesitate to announce their
reliance on the Senate to do what they
could not accomplish themselves. But
Sir Mackenzie’s chief reason for opposing
the bill was most inconsisteut, and does
not reflect credit on his judgment nor
sense of fair play. He explained thatin
1882 the Liberals in the Senate had voted
agaiost the Conservative gerrymander,
and it was only proper that the Conserva-
tives in that House should now array
themselves against the Liberal gerry-
mander. He does not see the impo:tant
difference between what a minoriiy did in
1882 and what a majority proposes to
do now; nor dves he recognise the
further fact that the predominant
party in the Commons have some 1ights
in a matter of this kind. Thisis a mea-
sure which peculiacrly affects the Com-
mons. It had been debated at great
length in the popular House and was
carried by a large majonty. Under our
system of government the Senate should
not have interfered with the essential
features of the bill, and in dcing so they
have acted in a astrictly partizan spirit.
Carried far enough, the exercise of such a
spirit would make it impossible for a
Liberal government to conduct public
business while a Coneervative majority
remaiuns in the Senate. This would simply
be intolerable.

The Couservatives are overdoing the
businees of developing scaadals, Accord-
ing to their notions everything which the
government does is corrupt and mischiev-
ous. During the past week they have
been trying to make out that there was
something wrong in connection with the
purchase of the Long Wharf property in
St. Juhn; but their scandal in this in-
stance was based upon a distortion of the
facts. They assumed that Mr. Blair had
paid, or was about to pay, the price put
upon the property by the valuators,rather
than the sum asked for by the owne:s.
The minister, however, stated clearly
that he would not pay more than the
$100,000 demanded by the owners, al-
though a board of valuators had deter-
mined the value at $118,000. The Con-
servatives really ought ot to say anything
on the subject of property purchases in
St. John. After paying $200,000 for the
Harris lot in 1895 they ought to regard
the Long Wharf property as exceedingly
cheap at $100,000. It is clearly worth
twice as much as the Harris property.

The Conservative press has gone into
convnlsions over the tinal estimates
brought down a day or two ago, proposing
a further expenditure, chiefly on capital
account, of five millions. Their indig-
nation is, however, quite artificial.
It would have suited their game
very much better if the Government
had exhibied a niggardly spirit in
the appreciation of public needs at this
time. The great proeperity of the coun-
try just now imposes extraordinary re-
spensibil.ties upon the Government, and
it would have been a sign of fatal weak-
vess if they had stayed their hands in
meeting the urgent needs of the Dominior
out of fear for the criticism of their op-
ponents. What the Government will be
held accountable for is not the volume of
expenditure, but the pradence with which
the monsy is laid out. This is Cansda’s
growing time, and it is the plain duty of
the present Liberal administration to see
that the foundations for further develop-
ment and progress are laid deeply and
well. The Conservatives are howling
because the Liberals will not make them-
selves slaves to statements that were made
in their opposition days, under vastly
different cenditions and national circum-
stances. It is to the credit of the Liberals
that they have risen superior to the
narrow views which some of them express
when fighting against the waste and im-
providence of the lats Conservative Gov-
ernment.

The Tories have unearthed a frightful
scandal in relation to the binder twine
manufactured at the Kingston peniten-
tiary. The entire product was sold to
Messrs. Bate & Co. for something like 5
cents per pound, and by them it was dis-
tributed among the wholesale trade. The
more the Conservatives talked about this
transaction the worse they made it appear.
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Little by little they keptreducing the cost

of the twine to Messrs. Bate & Co., and
raising the ultimate price to the farmer.

In the end it was made to appear that the
Bates got the twine for nothing, while the
poor steuggling farmer was made to pay
15 cents per pound forit. Of covrse, all

S

this was mere poppycock. The transac-
tion was in every respect defensible, and
under the present low daty on binder
twine it would be impossibla for any
dealer to get more than the prevailirg
market price. Competition is very keen
in this article, and the margin of profit is
necessarily small.

Preferential Trade is one of the Con-
servatives’ sore spots. The reason for this
acute sensitiveness on the subject is ob-
vious. They always assumei to have'a
complete monoply of all the Imperial
sentiment in the country, and in the same
sen-e Prefereatial Trade was held to be
their peculiar policy. They never did
anything about it, however, further than

{o air & good deal of cheap talk. Sir Wil.

the subject in 1896, and within one year
after the general elections a detinite plan
of giving preference to British products
was formulated and carrizcd into effect.
At each session of Pailiament since that
time the Conservatives have moved a res-
olution on the subject, using such motion
as a pretext for usen%g with great posi-
tiveness that Sir Wilfrid had, when in
England, refused the offer of the Duke of
Devonshire to give Canadian products a
preference in the British markets. Sir
Wilfrid’s deuial of this allegation went for
nothing. The Conservative papers only
repeated the reproach with increased per-
sistency. At last the Duke of Devou-
shire, himeelf has written a letter on the
subject, which completely spikes the Tory
guns on this subject. His Grace says:
*l1 do not think that in any of my
speeches you will dnd anything to support
the view of my opinion un the question of
the policy of granting preferential trade
to the colonies which appears to have
been held by Sir Charles Tupper. 1 had
no authority to offer and did not offer to
Canada a preference in British markets.”
Pethaps it is too much to expect that this
contradiction by the Duke of Devonshire
will be accepted by Sir Wilfrid’s traduc-
ers.

The action of the S:nate in throwing
out the Redistribution bill is well caleul-
ated to cieate a crisis in the country. It
raises, in the most direct way possible,the
question as to whether the Liberals, after
having been elected by a large pop-
ular majority, are entitled to carry
on Government in the country, or
to fold their hands and meekly submit
to the continuance of Conservative rule.
That is the issue, and it is anxceedingly
grave one. No fair-minded man can deny
that the gerrymander of 1882 was a gross
outrage. The Liberals were committed to
undo that wrong. They have tried to dg
it, under the authority given them by the
people, and the Conservative majority in
the Senate has thrown out the bill after a
few hours’ debate. It was not an extreme
or radical measure. [t did not reach all
the wrong that had been done. It was,
indeed, a very mild form of redress, and
in handing over the delimitation of con-
stituencies to a bench of judges it bure on
its face the desire of the Government to
be strictly just with their opponents.
When it first came before Parliament the
chief objection urged against it was that
Kent had too many members and Toronto
too few. The Government promptly tovk
one seat away from Kent and gave
another to Toronto. In every way the
Liberals showed a desire to be fair, and to
restore county boundaries as near as possi-
ble to théir pusitions anterior to 1882.
All this was ignored by the Tory senators.
They viewed the matter only from the
party standpoint, and thinking solely of
how they could help the discredited
minority in the Commons they rejected
the bill unceremcniously. The situation

These protracted sessions will
continue at the caprice of the Tories until
the people fully realise the cost of such
obstructive tactics.

Britain and the Transvaal.

Replying to a questicn in the House of
Commons on the 20th inst. 1eza1ding the
relations between Great B itsin and the
Sou'h Afiica republic, the secretary of
state for the colonies, Mr. Chamberlain
ssid that the moditications made in the
franchise law of the Transvaal led the
government to hope that the new law may
prove the Laais of a settlement upon the
lines 11id down by Sir Alfred M1 ncr, the
British high  commissioner of South
Africa. The goveinment, hoaever, Mr.
Chamberlain added, observes that the
Volksraad had still retained o nuwber of
conditions that might be interpreted 8o as
to tuke with one hand what wasgiven by
the other. 1t would also be easy by sub-
sequent legislation to alter the whole
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hour and joined the family at breakfast. He °
then said he had spent a bad night, bat felt
better. He asoribed his stomach trouble to l
his having eaten some apples Thursday. He
stateq that he did not mind the pain, but
said there was a tightness about the chest
which he did not like. He did mot think
it dangerous, and later he said this had
passed off. After breakfast he telephoned‘

A second atter they were uttered he was
dead. The only sign noticed by Mrs. Inger-
#oll was that the whites of his eyes suddenly
showed. There was not even a sigh or a
groan as death came,

character of the concessions, but Mr.

Canada’s Merchant Marine.

The Dominion shipping list issued by
the Maritime depirtment shows that
although last year there were a few more
vessels than in the preceding year, the
trend of Canadian shipbuilding is down-
ward, and the number of vessels of all
kinds on the registry list is steadily de-
creasing. Last year 278 vessels of 24,5622
tons were built and registered, as com-
pared with 236 vessels of 17,094 tons in
1897 and 326 vessels of 21,243 tons in
1894. The registry shows that in 1879
there were 7,411 vessels, steam and sail,
0f 1,332,094 tuns; in 1889 there were
7,163 vessels of all kinds, with tonnage of
1,040,481, and in 1898 there were 6,643
vessels of 693,782 tons. The value of the
vessels built last year is estimated at
$1,103,490 and the totsl value of Canada’s
merchant marine is placed at $20,803,460.

Death of no'bm G. Ingersoll.

New York, Jnly 2'2 —Col. Robert G.
Ingersoll died at his sammer home, Walston-
on-Hudson, near Dubb’s Ferry,a few minutes
after noon yesterday. His death was sudden
and unexpected, and resulted from heart
troubles, with which he had been affected
since 1896. In that year, during the Repub-
lican Nativnal convention, he was taken ill
with heart disease and had to return home
He never fully recovered from the attack,
and was under the care of Dr. A. A. Smith
constantly. He had frequently to take nitro-
glycerine to aid the action of the heart. For
the last three days Mr, Ingersoll had not
been feeling well. He had some stomach
trouble, but it was not considered serious,
Thursday night he was in better health and
spent a portion of the evening playing
billiards with Walston H. Brown, his son-in.
law, and C. P. Farrell, his brother-in-law,
Yesterday morning he arose at the vsual

Doctors were hastilly called, but their
verdict was that death had come when Mis.
Ingersoll saw the movement of the eyeballs,

Ingersoll was one of the most elogquent
men of the present day. He was a lawyer
of prononnced supremacy and was held in
the highest esteem in the courts of his
| country. There was no office in the gift cf
his people that he could not have ebtained
but for his pronounced antagonism to ortho-
dox Christianity. A man of unimpeachable
morality and uprightoess, honest in all his
dealings, overflowing with generous impul-
ses, Ingersoll set his face against the teach-
ings of revelation and, as his spare moments
permitted, conducted an energetic warfare
sgainst the Church of Christ. As an orator
he had few living equals, *

Oa Tuesday of last week the Standard
0:] Cumpany’s big tank stenmship Maverick,
took fire at Africville, near Three Mile
House on Bedford Basip, Halifax, about 4
o’clock in the afternoon, and in the course of
a few hours was a total loss.

The steamer arrived in port on Sunday,
with two barges, all laden with oil in bulk
and cases, from New York. She anchored
in the stream and remained there till Mon-
day morning when she moved up to the
Basin to-discharge her cargo.

The dischargs began at 1 o’clock at the
rate of 100,000 gallons per hour, and at the
end of one hour a large 8-inch copper pipe,
through which the oil was being discharged
barst. A flow of oil covered the vessel in a
moment, and ran into the boiler rooms, and
in a few minutes the vessel was & mass of
tlames. One mau a fireman, was badly burn-
ed.
The Maverick was cut loose from the
wharf, and drifted 200 yards away, and
grounded, where the most picturesque
and fascinating flame of burning oil complet-
ed its work of destruction.

STORY OF THE HERMOINE,

ACCOUNT OF A BRAVE DEED BY
BRITISH JACK TARS,
Why Britons Rule the Waves—Cat Out n
spanish Frigie in the Face of 4 Mot
Fire Without the Loss of a Van,

On the night of Sept. 22, 1797, while
the British thirty-two-gun f{rigate
“Hermione” was cruising off the west
coasl of Puerto Rico, & mutiay broke
out on board, It would appear that on
the preceding day, while the crew were
reefing the topsails, the captain—
Hugh Pigot by name, and described
as “‘one of the most cruel and oppres-
sive captains belonging to the British
navy”—called out that he would flog
the last man off the mizzen-topsail-
yard. Capt. Pigot was known to be
a man of his word in matters of this
sort, and, as the “cat” would natural-
ly fall to the lot of the men atthe
extremities of the yard, two of these
poor fellows made an attempt to
spring over their comrades nearer the
mast, but missing their hold fell in the
quarter deck and were both killed.
When this was reported to the cap-
tain he is said to have answered,
“Throw the lubbers overboard.” This
was the culmination of a long series
of oppressive acts on the part of the
captain, and the resuit was that the
crew mutinied, and ki.led their officers,
with a few exceptions.

CAPT. PIGOT WAS STABBED

and while still alive thrown out of the
cabin window. Thereafter the muti-
neers took the ship into LaGuayra, and
represented to the Spanish governor
that they had set the officers adrift in
the jo!ly boat. Soon afterwards the
“Hermione” was added to the Spanish
navy, and as fitted for sea in this ser-
vice she mounted forty-four guns,
while her crew, which in the British
service had been 220, was increased by
10C, exclusive of about 70 soldiersand
artiderymen.

Two years later—in September, 1799
intelligence reached Admiral Sir
Hyde Parker, commander-in-chief at
Jamaica, that the “Hermione’ was
about to sail from Porto Cabello for
Havana, and, accordingly, on the twen-
tieth of the month, he detached the
twenty-eight-gun frigate ‘“‘Surprise,”
Capt. Edward Hamilton, to look out
for her. The total force of the ‘'Sur-
prise” was 197 men and boys. Capt.
Hamilton, it seems, proposed to the
commander-in-chief to attempt the cut-
ting-out of the ““Hermione” if a barge
and 20 more men could be given him,
but Sir Hyde Parker refused hissanc-
tion, considering the enterprise too des-
perate. The “Surprise” was ordered to
cruise about 60 to 88 leagues off Porto
Cabello, and endeavor to intercept the
“Hermione.” For some weeks these
orders were acted on, but the “Her-
mione ' was not met with, and, as the
provisions of the “Surprise” were run-
ning short, Capt. Hamilton determin-
ed on more energetic measures. On
Oct. 21 he was off the harbor of Porto
Cabello, and had satisfied himself that
the “Hermione” was still there. She
was moored between two batteries
situated at the entrance of the harbor,
and appeared to be

READY FOR SEA.
The batteries were said to
some 20J guns.

The “Surprise ’ stood off and on un-
til the evening of tne twenty-fourth,
when, after dinner, Capt. Hamilton an-
nounced to his officers his intention of
attempting the capture of .the ‘‘Her-
mione.” Later the crew were muster-
ed aft, and the captain made a speech,
in which he reminded them if their
former succeessful exploits. He con-
cluded with these words: “I find it
useless to wait any longer; we shall
soon be obliged to leave the station,
and that frigate wiil become the prize
of some more fortunate ship than the
“Surprise.” Our omyy prospect of suc-
cess is by cutting her out this night.

This proposal was received with
great cheering, and the crews for the
six boats were immediately selected.
Every man was to be dressed in blue,
no white was to be shown; the pass-
word was “B.itain,” and the reply “Ire-
land.” At half-past seven the expedi-
tioa started, Capt. Hamiiton leading
in the pinnace. It was distinctiy laid
down that, in the even: of reaching
the ship undiscovered, only the board-
ers were to board, the boat s crews re-
maining where they were to be in
readiness to take 4he ‘“Hermione” in
tow directly thne caples were cut. The
rendevous was to be the “Hermione s”
quarter-deck. When within a mile of
the “Hermions ” the advancing boats
were discovered by two gunboats, each
mounting a long gun and were fired
upon. The pinnace, by the captains
orders, threw off all attempt atcon-
cealment, and with hearty cheers its

PULLED FOR THE PRIZE.
The other boats cught all to have fol-
lowed suit, but some of them imstead
fooled away their time and powder on
the gunboats, By the time the “Her-
mione” was reached her crew were on
the alert; nevertheless, Capt. Hamil-
ton and his party made good their foot-
ing in her forecastle, and, pushing
their way along the gangway, reach-
ed the gquarter-deck. The cables were
cut and the “Hermione ” taken in tow
not a second too soon, for the shore bat-
teries were now entering a vigorous
protest in the form of a heavy fire.
Meanwhile, there was hard fighting go-
ing on on the frigate, and it wasnot
untit an hour after the first attack
that all opposition was put down, At
two oclock in the morning the ‘“Her-
mione ' was safe in British hands once
more, and out of range of the land bat-
teries.

Of the British there were none Kkill-

ed, though Capt. Hamilton, Mr. Max-
well, the gunner, and ten others were
more or less severely wounded. The
Spaniards had 119 killed and 97 wound-
ed out of their total of 365.
“It is impossible,”” says James, ‘to do
justice to Capt. Hamiltion, the gunner,
Mr. Maxwell, and the first boarders
from the pinnace; they were unsup-
ported for more than ten minutes, and
this gallaant handful of men succeed-
ed in possessing themselves of the
quarter-deck. The history of naval
warfare, from the earliest times to
this date, affords no parallel to this
dashing affair; it was no surprise, no
creeping upon the sleepy unawares,
The crew of the frigate were at quar-
ters, standing to their guns, aware of
the attack, armed, prepared, in readi-
ness, and that frigate was captured by
the crews of three boats, the first suc-
cess being gained by sixteen men.’

AN AMAZING FORGERY.
60,000,000 Franes of ¥purfous Silver Now
in Circulat o
French officials in Algeria have just
unearthed a most daring band of
forgers. We are told that the band
is composed of skilful forgers of all
countries, that its headquarters are at
Oran, and that it has put in circula-
tion forged money amounting to 60,-
600,000f. The band consists of a hun-
dred members, fifteen of whom are
now in prison. Besides the regular
members there were several persons on
the pay roll whose duty it was to cir-
culate the forged money in the prins
cipal cities of Europe.
Only silver money was made and
only tools of the finest quality wera
used. Moreover, it is said) that the
forged pieces of money contained ex-
actly the same amount of silver as the
money cast at the Treasury in Paris.
Yet it is estimated that the forgers
realized a profit of fifty per cent on
every coin which they placed in cir-
oulation. A French expert says on
this subject:—

"Ninetyreight out of every hundred
forgers will confine their operations Lo
silver money, for the reason that
only skilled experts can hope to forge
gold money successfully. Iorgers of
silver money take a coin, say a five
franc piece, and make a perfect mould
or it, and into this mould after it is
dry, they pour an alloy, which has as
much as possible the appearnce and
the density of silver. This alloy is
composed of common metals, like tin

and zinc, though real silver is some-
times used.

A French journal, commenting on
the present case, says:—“In old days
forgers were punished with death. To-
day the penalty prescribed for this
crime is relatively light. Doubtless
this is the reason why the forgers of
the present day are so daring, and
why this crime is so much more com+
mon now than it was some years ago.”

NEW INDUSTRY.

Engliish Sctentists Belleve They Can Siake
Diamonds by Dynamite.

‘‘Diamonds Made by Dynamite”
would be a queer sign on a jeweler's
window, but queer things are 9ound
 happen in an age of eleciric tur-
nates on the one hand and liquefied hy-
drogen on the other.

Afier close siudy of the South Af-
ricun diamond fields scicutists form-
ed the theury that diamonds wereraade

quefied by emormous heat and pres-
sure and dissolved in irun, fruom waich
they crystallized out in cooling. By cal-
culation iL avas fouud that ihis wold
culation it was found that this would
requ:are a temperature of about 1,00U
degiees ceutigrade, 7,282 degrees “ah-
repheit, and a pressure of 15 Lons to
the square inch. Moissan, of Paris, cud
other experimeniers have proai:eu
crystals by imitating this process as
closely as possible, but they were too
small and imperfect to have any value
as jewels. Some other process mus. be
discovered whereby carbon and iron
can be subjected Lo an enormous heat
and pressure before we can hope to
produce diamonus on a commercial
scale. In this condition Prof. (feokes
has suggested Lo the KRoyal institution
that ' “1n their researches on Lhe gases
ifrom fired gunpowder and cordite Sir
Frederick Abel and Sir Andrew Noble
obtained in closed steel cylinders pres-
sures as great as Y5 tons to thesquare
inch, and temperacures as high as 4,000
degrees centigrade.” Here, then, if the
observations are correct, we have suf-
ficient temperature and enough pres-
sure to liquefy carbon, and if the tem-~
perature could only be allowed to act
for a sufficient time on the carbon
there is little doubt that the artificial
formation of diamonds would soon pass
from the microscopic stage to a scale
more likely to satisfy the requirements
of science, industry and personal de-
coration.
QUEEN VICTORIA’S PERQUISITIES,

Queen Victoria is not only in re-
ceip. of her annual income from the
’people of Great Britain, but she is en-
| titled besides to a comsiderable num-
| ber of perquisites for the supply of
the royal household.

Among the most curious of these is
her right to every whale and sturgeon
captured on the coast of the United
Kingdom and brought to land. Both
of these perquisites date back to the
days of the Norman kings, ‘and it ap-
pears that in the case of the whale the
monsters were divided between the
sovereigR and his consort, the Queen
taking the head, in order that her
wardrobe might be replenished with
the whalebone needed for the stiffen-
ing of her royal garments.

Another of the Queen’s perquisites 18
a certain number O0f magnificent cash-
mere shawls, which are despatched to
her every year from the kingdom of
Cashmere. They \vary in value, as a
rule, from $200 to $2,000 apiece, and
the Queen is accustomed to present one
of them as a wedding present to every
young girl of the aristocracy in whose
future she is in any way interested.
Every tailor holding a patent of “pur-
veyor to Her Majesty,” if he conforms
to ancient tradition and usage, should
present her with a silver needle each
year

Another class of royal purveyors 1s
callec upon to present annually to her
a tablecloth, while from other sources
again she is entitled to an annual con-
tribution of such varied “tips” as
white doves, white hares, firetongs,
currycombs, scarlet hosiery, nightcaps,
lances and crossbows.

Moreover, at the coronation the Lord
of the Manor of Addington must pre-
sen! to the sovereign a ‘‘dish of pot-
tage’” composed of ‘“almond milk,
brawn of capons, sugar, spices, chick-
ens parboiled and chopped.” At the
same ceremony the Lord of the Manor

Persons, too, with certain descrip-
tions of nails were supposed to possess
certain characteristics. For instance, a
man with red and spotted nails was .oi
a fiery, hot tempered disposition, while
pale, lead colored nails denoted a
melancholy temperament.

Ambitious and quarrelsome people
were distinguished by narrow .nmls,
while lovers of knowledge and liberal
sentiment had round shaped nails.

Conceiled, obstinate, narrow mind-
ed persons were possessed of small
nails; lazy, indolent individuals of
fleshy nails, and those of a gentle,
timid nature of broad nails.

Those persons whose nails grow into
the flesh at the sides are generally
luxuriously inclined, while those with
very pale nails are subject to both
bodily and mental suffering.
