THF KING OF COREA. styled at home, considers oimaelf the 
suzerain of the world. Ho was suzer­
ain of Lower and Upper Burmah, and 
lost them both. Thibet is the only 
country the “Son of Heaven’1 would 
fight desperately for.

Of the King and Crown Prince of 
Corea, by whom he was received, Mr. 
Norman has not a flattering opinion. 
The Crown Prince he describes as little 
better than a “hydrocephalous idiot.” 
The King is a slight improvement up­
on this. Corea alone is not in a posi­
tion to make a fight. The country is 
impoverished, and under its present 
ruler is of no use to the Coreans or to 
anybody else. There are only a few 
hundred Corean soldiers at the capital, 
and they are of the opera bouffe order.

Trade, Price and Tariff.
The entire business of the country is 

still marking time, waiting for the 
passage of the tariff bill; but with this 
difference, that President Cleveland’s 
letter lias brought the entire issue to a 
head, Whatever happens, whether the 
bill is past or beaten; it will be per­
fectly clear who has won, and the coun­
try will he able to govern itself 
cordingly.

Meanwhile the entire country is ad­
justing itself to the lower level of price 
for food, for wages, and for products. 
Both the textile and the iron weeklies 
have been full of assertions for two 
weeks that stocks were never lower in 
the hands of retailers and jobbers. 
Small orders are multiplying and in 
dry goods there arc signs of some slight 
movement in trade,while Bessemer iron 
and its products show somewhat etiffer 
prices.

The situation for cotton is undoubt­
edly affected by the low prices made 
by the Amoskeag Mills last week, the 
lowest of the century. The approaching 
stringency, not to say collapse, in 
Australain affairs points to prices still 
lower for wool, even if the passage of 
the tariff precipitates a sudden Ameri­
can demand. Consumption, measured 
by wool sales, is larger now even than 
in 1892, but cotton takings are for 
three weeks the same as last year, 35,- 
799 hales this year and 36,011 hales last 
year, while in 1892 they wers 42,993. 
In short, without a paniç, business is 
at the panic level, and half its pro­
ductive force is believed to be idle, al­
though in boots and shoes there has 
been a return to about the usual uut-

A Millionaire’s'Shopping.
On the fiiçt floor of the building at 

Broadway and Rector Street, NewYork, 
where Russell Sage has his office, is a 
clothing store. The show windows 
have been crowded since the firm moved 
in a few months ago with advertise­
ments and price cards accounting ex­
traordinary bargains inside!

There were ready-made suits, with 
trousers rigidly creased and coats that 
looked so fine as to be a source of 
torment to Sage, who is said to be 
worth $50,000,000, and who spends $50 
a year on clothes. Every day as he 
went to his wire-cage office on the 
second floor he saw one suit marked 
$12 that particularly caught his eye— 
or, maybe, it was the price.

Some of the Characteristics of the
Ruler of the Troubled Kingdom.
Li Houi, King of Corea, is the twenty- 

eighth sovereign of the dynasty of Han. 
Though only 43 years old, he has been 
on the throne thirty-years.

He has a variety of titles, such as 
“Son of Heaven” and “King of Ten 
Thousand Isles,” yet his hereditary 
claim and all his grandeur did not save 
him the humiliation of being obliged 
to ask China’s permission to assume 
rulership or pay heavy annual dues. 
The Chinese Emperor regards him as a 
vassal, but the King of Corea is so 
holy a personage in his own country 
that it is a sacrilege to even mention 
his name. He literally has no name 
to speak of until he dies. Then his 
successor allows him one.

To touch him with an iron weapon 
is high treason. One of his predecess­
ors, Tieng-tseng-tsi-oung, died from an 
abscess in the neck in 1800 rather 
than have it lanced. Hie present Ma­
jesty, presumably, shaves himself.

On the other hand, any subject 
touched by the King’s hand has to al­
ways wear a brass plate to commemor­
ate the fact.

The King is now the Mikado’s pris­
oner in his own capital, Seoul, though 
his subjects may not know it, for this 
ruler of the Hermit Kingdom is a veri­
table hermit to the outside world, as in­
visible to his people as the Chinese 
Emperor. x

Terms One Dollar a Year in Advance.
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OUR LIEN LAWS.
It is the old saying “that when 

it rains it pours.’’ For years past 
the question of a lien law has been 
annually brought up in the House 
of Assembly. William Wilson, 
the jovial Ex-M. P. P., for York, 
was the especial advocate of the 
Lien Law. He introduced his 
bill every session and did much 
toward educating our legislatore 
upon the subject, but was never 
able during his eight years of 
legislative service to get his idea 
crystalized into law. But by a 
strange paradox, no sooner had 
Mr. Wilson ceased to be a member 
of the House, than that body sat 
about the business of Lien Law­
making in good earnest, the result 
was that at the last session of the 
House two measures of that nature 
and another in the interest of wage- 
earners were introduced, all of 
which have become law. As these 
laws are new to the province and of ^ 
very great importance, we propose 
giving a Lricf synopsis of each.

The first of these measures is 
called the “The Mechanics Lien 
Act,” and was introduced by At­
torney General Blair. It provides 
that, “unless he signs an express 
agreement to the contrary everv 
mechanic, machinist, builder, 
laborer, contractor or the person 
doing work upon or furnishing 
materials to be used in the con­
struction, alteration or repair of 
any building or erection, or erect­
ing, furnishing or placing ma­
chinery of any kind in, upon or in 
connection with any building, 
erection or mine, shall by virtue 
of being so employed or furnishing 
have a lien for the price of the 
work machinery or materials upon 
the building, erection or mine and 
the lands occupied thereby or con­
nected therewith.” Provision is 
also made for a lien upon any 
chattel upon which money or skill 
has been bestowed by any me­
chanic in "which the lien is to be 
enforced in every case, and the 
money due realized to the wage- 
earner is provided and the cojinty 
court is given jurisdiction in all 
such matters. The act also con­
tains provisions by which the 
rights of all parties are protected 
and secured. It comes into oper­
ation on the first of August of this 
year.

The second measure was intro­
duced by Surveyor General 
Tweedie and is called “The Wood­
man’s Lien Act, 189U” It gives 
“any person performing any labor 
or sendees in connection with any 
logs or timber intended to be 
driven down rivers or streams, 
or hauled directly from the woods 
or brought by railway to the place 
of destination” a lien thereon for 
the amount due for such labor or 
service. The provisions for en­
forcing the lien ect., are very.simi­
lar to those in respect to the Me­
chanics Lien Act. The third 
measure was introduced by Chief 
Commissioner Emmerson and is 
called “An Act for the Protection 
of Wage Earners.” This act pro­
vides that in the case of an assign­
ment for the benefit of creditors, 
or in case of the distribution of the 
assets of a company, or in case of 
the distribution of the assets of a 
deceased person by the executor 
or administrator, or in case of the 
seizure by the sheriff of the pro­
perty of an execution debtor, or in 
the case of absconding, concealed 
dr absent debtor, or in case a rail­
way is sold by the bond-holders, 
or under mortgage, the assignee, 
curator, executor or administrator, 
sheriff, trustees, referee or mortga­
gee, as the case may be, shall pay 
to all persons in the employ of the 
assignor, company, deceased per­
son, executor debtor, absconded 
concealed or absent debtor, or 
railway company, wages in full 
for the three months immediately 
before the assignment, winds up, 
death, seizure by sheriff or fore­
closure, as the case may he, and as 
to any other amounts due they 
shall rank as general creditors.

We do not pretend that we have 
done anything more than call at­
tention to the legislation referred 
to, nor do we think we owe our 
readers any apology for taking up 
so much space in this manner. 
Had these laws been in force for

Kingdom of Corea.
The Kingdom of Corea, which China 

and Japan are quarreling over, is near­
ly twice as large as the State ot Pen­
nsylvania. Its population is estimated 
at 8,000,000. The average width of 
Corea is 135 miles and the whole 
length is about 600 miles. There are 
eight provinces, each with a Governor. 
The King’s revenues, which are con­
siderable, are obtained chiefly by the 
letting of lands and from a tithe of all 
the produce. The King owns nearly 
all the land property.

The people are great sufferers 
through this system of land grabbing 
and tax farming. Grinding poverty 
holds them in a relentless grasp.

The capital proper is Seoul, a walled 
town of 250,000 inhabitants about 
twenty-five miles inland and joined to 
its seaport by a badly made road. 
Seoul is in the heart of Corea and it is 
the one aim and object of every Corean 
to live there for in the city every 
pleasure and vice is more easy of at­
tainment and the chances of getting 
favorite posts by judicious flattery and 
canvassing of superiors are multiplied.

The King is a puppet in the hands 
of his court and the country only pre­
serves its independence through the 
jealousy of the Chinese, Japanese and 
Russians, all of whom covet the land* 
Corea is run by Japanese and Chinese 
and it is difficult to say which race the 
inhabitants hate most. They are, 
however, more afraid of the Chinese, 
who always assume superior airs as 
belonging to the dominant power.

A telegraph has penetrated Corea 
and a wire run from Wan-san, a sea­
port town on the east side, to the 
capital and Chemulpo on the west 
coast.

It is the fate of weak Eastern king­
doms to be the prey of their powerful 
neighbors. Corea has not only, to 
endure the rivalries of China and 
Japan, but is threatened with the 
dangerous assistance of Russia.

The Russians have long wanted an 
open Asiatic port to replace Vladivo- 
stock, which is icebound in winter 
time. Port Lazareff, or Gen-San, as 
the natives call it, about the middle of 
the east coast of Corea, would exactly 
suit them, but a Russian harbor there 
could hardly be accepted by Great 
Britain, considering that she gave up 
Port Hamilton on the condition of no 
Russian port being established in the 
Japanese Sea.

Civil war has gone on in Corea for 
three years. Ground down by official 
tyranny and extortion, the people rose 
in despair. A “national party;”—the 
“Tong Hak”—took the lead and lately 
succeeded in securing a whole province.

Then Japan appeared upon the scene, 
sending troops to suppress the insur­
rection on the plea of protecting her 
subjects. The Mikado’s Government 
next proposed to China jointly to re­
cognize the weak Corean administrat­
ion after a more modern fashion, but 
China as suzerian of Corea, would 
brook no interference. Now therefore 
the question resolves itself into a trial 
of military force between the rival 
empire.

out.

Their son, Li Tchok, the hereditary 
or crown prince, was born February 4, 
1873.

The King’s father, Khoal Khong, is 
still living.

Li Houi has a few ideas of modern 
ways, such as introducing the electric 
light into his oalace. His time is 
largely occupied in religious cere­
monies.

The Coreans are tall, well-formed 
men, very like the Chinese of the bet­
ter class. Indeed, Corea in many'ways 
is a replica of China.

A Corean’s great weakness is hats. 
His imagination runs wild on hats, 
and he wears a vast variety of them. 
The ordinary rain hat, made of oiled 
paper, looks like a folded fan. The 
common hat is so made of bamboo and 
hair cloth as to let in the rain in Win­
ter and the sun in Summer. The up­
per classes always wear overcoats; the 
poor only wear them by way of even­
ing dress.

The principal moral virtue of the 
Corean is that he loves his children so 
dearly that he neither slays nor expos­
es them. In return, if a son meets his 
father in the street he makes obeisance, 
and if his father is imprisoned, it is a 
sacred duty to hang the whole time 
about the prison door.

There is no division of labor to speak 
of; each peasant makes everything he 
wants. Paper is the one manufacture. 
The national shoe is made of straw, 
with an aperture for the great toe to 
peep out of.

The Corean money, called “cash” is 
made of the basest and cheapest com­
position. It takes three thousand 
“cash” to equal a Mexican dollar. It 
is all a Corean pony can do to carry 
$15 in “cash.” In the country districts 
coins of greater value than “cash” are 
of no use; one cannot get change for

The causes of the present trouble 
over Corea are thus enumerated in an 
interview in London bj' Henry Norman, 
an Englishman, who has spent some 
time in that country:

“First of all comes a permanent ill- 
feeling between Chinese and Japanese, 
who have a rooted dislike for one an­
other. Second, their mutual jealously 
as the two great Far Eastern* Powers. 
Third, there are Japan’s vastly prepon­
derant interests—population, shipping, 
trade—in Corea, against China’s an­
cient suzerainty and her modern po­
litical control of Corean affairs. Fourth, 
the rebellion in Corea, threatening all 
foreigners, including Japanese, stands 
for something, hut not so much as has 
been made out, for Corean rebellions 
are not very serious affairs. Fifth, 
Japan, is exasperated by the decoying 
of the pro-Japanese Corean rebell, 
Kim-Ok-Kyun, from his refuge in 
Токіо, and his brutal murder in 
Shanghai, winked at by the Chinese 
Government. Sixth, Japan is affraid, 
not without reason,that China is about 
to settle her difficulties with Russia by 
allowing the latter to occupy a port 
on the east coast of Corea. Finally, 
both countries believe themselves to 
possess powerful forces of the European 
kind and are not sorry to have an op­
portunity of showing what they can do 
with them. This is much truer of 
Japan than of China.”

Mr. Norman has a high opinion of 
the Japanese army. Up to the time 
of the Franco-German war the instruc­
tors of this army were Frenchmen. 
The result of the war was sufficient, in 
Japanese opinion, to make a change 
desirable, and the French instructors 
were changed for English, Germain 
and Italian. Few of these remain, as 
the Japanese now think they know- 
enough about the art of war to prose­
cute it without foreign assistance.

In a fight between the Japanese and 
the Chinese the former, in Mr. Nor­
man’s opinion, will surely win, as the 
Japanese army is equipped according 
to the most modern ideas, and is of 
considerable size, while the number of 
troops that China can put into the 
field is known to none outside of the 
“Flowery Kingdom,” and to few with­
in the realm. Their equipment too, is 
a good deal of a mystery.

The Japanese, Mr. Norman says, are 
not only well drilled and well armed, 
but they arc brave and they are pant­
ing for a fight, one with China pre­
ferred, as they hate the Chinese with 
whole-soul rancour.

The rapid increase of 23,433 tons in 
the weekly product of iron,a rise of one- 
third, is based on the, same condition 
as leads to such faint sign of iniprovc- 
mentin textiles—stocks arc low.

The Japanese Prevent the banding 
of Chinese Troops.

Shanghai, July 28.—The Chinese 
transports sunk off the Corean coast by 
Japanese guns belonged to a fleet of 
eleven steamers which sailed from 
Taku on July 20 with 12,000 troops. 
The fleet left Taku under an escort of 
gunboats. The majority of the trans­
ports proceeded slowly with gunboats, 
while the faster ones steamed at full 
speed so as to land their troops as soon 
as possible. On the transports which 
arrived first on the Corean coast were 
a few hundred soldiers. Most of the 
force, however, consisted of coolies 
with inferior firearms or merely bows 
and arrows. The attack upon the 
steamers from the Japanese last Wed­
nesday is described briefly in a de­
spatch received this evening from 
Nagasaki. Firing was begun by the 
Japanese battery on the shore while 
the Chinese officers, were trying to de­
bark their men from the first steamer. 
The Japanese cruisers then steamed 
up and opened fire on all the trans­
ports which were lying to waiting to 
discharge the men. The Chinese weie 
unable to make any effective resistance. 
They were thrown into great confusion 
and many jumped overboard to escape 
the hot tire, under which the transports 
suffered severely.

The declaration of war has caused 
keen excitement among all classes 
here. Business is virtually suspended. 
The position of Japanese residents is 
precarious. Europeans beet acquainted 
with the city thinks the Sikh police 
will be strong enough to protect them 
from Chinese fanatics. Mobilization 
proceeds rapidly and the preparations 
to embark large bodies of troops are 
making with unexpected energy. The 
Chinese government bought two large 
steamers Thursday and negotiations 
for others are in progress. The Jap­
anese have announced they will hold 
the King of Corea a hostage until in­
ternal reforms demanded by them 
shall have been satisfactorily guaran­
teed. In Seoul the excitement is at a 
white heat. There has been con­
siderable disorder and an uprising of 
the people may come at any minute.

members for Placentia, upon chargee 
of bribery and corrupt practices in the 
late general election. The chargee 
were the same as the previous cases, 
the principal one being the lavish ' 
expenditure of public money the week 
before election without having any 
proper authority. The chief justice 
critisizcd this practice.He also declared 
that McGrath’s second election, when 
he was returned after accepting the 
above office, was also void, as he was 
ineligible to be a candidate then. This 
decision breaks the deadlock and 
makes the government masters of the 
situation. The Whitewayites now 
have only ten to the government’s 
thirteen. Two other Whitewayites 
are yet to be tried, but the government 
will open the legislature without wait­
ing to unseat them. The legislature 
opens on Thursday.

Stoekley
Some weeks ago a special despatch 

to the Gazette from St. John, N. B., an­
nounced that Rev. Finlow Alexander,
M. R., C. S. (Eng.), Episcopal dean of 
Fredericton, and Professor Stoekley, of 
the University of New Brunswick, had 
abjured the Pta estant faith and em­
braced Catholicism. Protestant circles 
were considerably worked up over this 
announcement, but in many quarters 
it was discredited.

There is now no room for doubt on * 
the matter. These two gentlemen 
formally abjured their former faith 
and took their first vow* in the Cath­
olic church before His Grace Arch­
bishop Fabre.

The two gentlemen mentioned have 
been in Montreal for about two weeks 
receiving religious instructions at the 
hands of Rev. A. Jones, of the Society 
of Jesus, a professor in SU Mary’s 
College. When the news of their' 
formal abjuration was received the 
college was closed, and on no pretext 
could the rev. fathers be seen. The 
whereabouts of the two gentlemen 
has been kept secret, and it is under­
stood that they wished to avoid Having 
the matter make public in the press. 
Consequently neither of the gentlemen 
could be found.

At the Archbishop’s palace no one 
was desirous of going against the 
wishes of the two new converts. How­
ever, the Gazette obtained a confirm­
ation from a gentleman whose author- 
fty cannot be doubted. Seeing tbal 
f lie matter was known he did not desire 
longer to conceal it.

Everything being in readiness fur 
the formal embracing of their new 
faith, this ceremony took place in the 
palace, Mgr. Fabre officiating in person. 
The sponsor for Rev. Mr. Alexander 
was Mr. John Meagher, of Meagher 
Bros., wine merchants, 14 de Bresoles 
street, while Rev. Canon Briichesi 
acted in a similar capacity for Pro­
fessor Stoekley.

The ceremony took place in the fol­
lowing order, a public abjuration of 
the faith formerly professed, the sacra­
ment of baptism in the form “If yon 
have not been baptized, I baptize you;” 
the sacrament of penance, followed by 
low mass and communion.

The Rev. Mr. Alexander has a wife, 
now living in New Brunswick, while 
Professor Stoekley is a widower.—

That Horrified Hundreds of 

Salemites.
Salem, Mass., July 25.—The spec­

tacle of a man standing near the apex 
of the steeple of the First Baptist 
church was what held spellbound sev­
eral hundred spectators on Essex street 
at dqek last evening.

Far alx)ve on the dizgy height, his 
feet resting on a narrow cornice, stood 
a man whose form was rather in­
distinctly outlined against the yellow 
background of the belfrey. In 
hand he held a paint pot, and in the 
other a brush. •

Occasionally he would turn about 
seemingly devoid of fear; and grimace 
in a maniacal manner at the crowd be­
low. Then he would sliilt his position 
and commence vigorously to paint the 
steeple.

The evening shadows were lengthen­
ing, and gradually the form of the wild 
painter was melting in the gloaming 
shades. It seemed to the onlookers, 
who beheld the scene with bated breath, 
that he must fall to the earth.

Warning cries from the spectators 
were unheeded. His feet rested on a 
shelf less than six inches in width, but 
he maintained his balance. How to 
induce him to retrace his steps was a 
question not easily to be answered.

The spectators were horror stricken, 
and many were so fascinated by the 
sight that they were incapable of ac­
tion. For any person to venture out 
on the belfrey and scale to the position 
occupied by the insane painter meant 
death to the two.

A policeman climbed the interior of 
the belfrey and reached the aperture 
through which the painter had made 
his way to the outside.

friends.” And there can be no greater 
test of self-sacrifice. “The good Shep­
herd givcth hie life for the sheep.” 
This spirit of self-sacrifice has too 
much the worldly spirit of covetous­
ness. The world is full of this unholy 
thing; and the tide is sweeping it into 
the church.

Says Dr. Carey in his Baccalaureate 
sermon in June last; “Covetousness 
which is idolatry, is the crowning sin 
of Christendom and is a fruitful source 
of innumerable evils. Wealth is 
multiplied and centralized. God’s cause 
is robbed and the mildew of his curse 
descends upon the unholy spoil, multi­
tudes who have complained that they 
have so little, will in the days of ac­
counts, mourn that they had so much. 
It is said however, that there is a sign 
of the Millennium in the state of 
Maine, when a few years ago a church 
disciplined five Well-to-do members 
because they gave nothing.”

Nothing can b# more evident that 
the spirit of covetousness and not of 
self-sacrifice has come down upon 
some of our churches than to compare 
the wealth of the churches with the 
small offerings made to carry forward 
the work of the Kingdom of Christ.

John tells us that we ought to lay 
down our lives for the brethren. 
What a holy consecration this would 
be if we should lay down our lives in 
helpful service for one another. And 
the world and the church, need this 
kind of Christanity. Never before in 
the history of this race was there a 
greater demand for self-sacrifice. We 
have the noble example of Christ. He 
was rich yet for our sake he became 
poor. He gave all he had, even His 
own precious life. We call ourselves 
Christians. If we are we must be like 
this Christ. And if we are like Christ 
can we shut ourseves up in our selfish, 
ness and covetousness when a dying 
world is calling for the Bread of Life? 
While some of us are hoarding up 
wealth and accumulating property and 
adding year after year to our posses­
sions or spending our means in the 
pursuit of pleasure, souls are perishing 
for the gospel and the cause of God is 
languishing for money to carry forward 
its work. How shall we feel about 
this matter upon our dying beds? 
And when we come to meet our Judge?

A minister called upon a man who 
was fast drawing near the gates of 
death and found him greatly excited. 
Said the minister—“Are you afraid to 
die?” “No;” said the dying man. “I 
am not afraid to die but I am ashamed 
to die.” What shame and 
must come to him who professed to be 
Christ-like, artH yet lived a selfish 
covetous life while thousands of oppor­
tunities to do good and advance the 
Master’s cause was neglected or dis­
posed. How true will then seem the 
poet’s words:

“I lived for myself, I thought for myself. 
For myself, and none beside—

Just as if Jesus had never lived.
As if Jesus had never died.”

Cultivate this spirit of self-sacifice 
so beautifully exemplified in the life 
of your Lord.

HE WAS LOYAL TO EVERY DUTY.

Christ lived as if He fully believed 
that God had a work for Him to do. 
Wherever that work called Him He 
went; whatever sacrifice it demanded 
He made; whakrer truth is called forth 
He fearlessly disclosed.

So true was He to duty and to God 
He could say, “My meat and my drink 
is to do the will of Him that sent me 
and to finish his work.” Never once 
did He falter in the path of duty. 
Never did He seek to evade duty. 
Never did He once complain of the 
difficulty attending His life work. 
Always and ever He was at the post 
of duty. Nothing was permitted to 
come in between Him and His work. 
No excuse did He ever frame or offer 
for non-fulfillment of services. He 
was ever loyal to duty.

This characteristic of our blessed 
Lord needs to be pondered by Chris­
tians. The world has come into our 
churches and laid its hand upon our 
members and demanded service. The 
rp*ult is that so much time is spent in 
connection with worldly ^institutions, 
all good in themselves, no doubt, that 
the services of God’s house are often 
neglected. In almost every community 
organizations have multiplied until 
it is well nigh impossible for one to 
attend a tithe of them. Then all sorts 
of schemes are set on foot to make 
money. Entertainments abound; in 
village and cities every night brings 
some demand upon our time.

In many cases the world gets the 
service of the Christian, while the 
prayer-meeting is neglected. Some 
professed followers of Christ can give 
two or three nights out of the week to 
some lodge or club or insurance meet­
ing and scarcely ever attend the 
the prayer-meeting. Is this loyal to 
Christ? Can He who was so true to 
His Father’s commands smile upon 
such followers? Has He not said “As 
my Father hath sent me into the 
world, even so send I you into the 
world?

We cannot serve the church of 
Christ and so many worldly societies.

Christ founded the church. It is the 
only institution that can claim His 
approval for its existence. Let Christ’s 
followers stand by Christ’s church and 
be loyal to Him and to His church. 
Let all Christian duty have the pre­
eminence.

Let our churches answer the ques­
tion in the church letter as the fact, 
warrant—“what proportion of your 
membership (a) regularly attend the 
prayer-meeting?”—and see how we will 
blush at their answers. That old word 
duty ought to be written on all our 
hearts. We have taken that beautiful 
word “Love” and talked about it and 
preached about it until we have no 
place- in our thoughts for “duty” and 
“obedience.” Talk about this “greatest 
thing in the world” as you may, and 
declare it the “summum bonum—the 
supreme go<xl” if you desire; but this 
fact remains true that no greater word 
exists than duty and no greater 
evidence of a Christian life can be

produced than loyalty to the duties 
Christ our Saviour lays upon us. 
“Obedience is better than sacrifice,” 
and loyalty to Christ imposed duty 
than all our professions of love. The 
Master has said “If you love me keep 
my commandments.” The proof of 
true discipleship is obedience to 
Christ’s commands which is but an­
other way of saying loyalty to Christ 
given duties. Let this mind of faith­
fulness in discharge of duty which so 
fully dwelt in Christ, characterize our 
life also. He was faithful in the dis­
charge of every duty, His Father j ut 
upon him. He became obedient utito 
death, even the death of the cross. 
Let us catch the spirit of this faithful 
and obedient life.
AND FINALLY HE WAS I.OYAL TO THE 

TRUTH.

He uttered the truth. He lived tin- 
truth. He was “the way the truth and 
the life.” He made no compromise 
with error. He drew the lines sharply 
between the truth and what was false.

The truth is going to stand, it may 
go down but it will come up again. It 
may be on the scaffold now* but it will 
some day be on the throne.

This Christ so faithful to His Father;

The Demand for Cottonwood
A correspondent of the “Northern 

Lumberman” states that last winter, 
in St. Louis, lie found that while white 
poplar was selling slowly and there 
was no demand for yellow pine, and 
hardly any for cypress, cottonwood 
was in active request. The lower 
grades of cottonwood are used for 
packing boxes, vegetable crates, barn 
hoards, sheathing, etc., and the upper 
grades are largely made into wagon- 
boxes, where the toughness of the 
wood renders it specially valuable, 
while clear stock under twelve inches 
widdeserves for flooring, ceiling, casing 
and other purposes where pine is com­
monly used. When properly dried, 
cottonwood is said to be equal to 
popular lor many purposes, and be­
cause of its lightness, the ease with 
which it is worked, and the way it 
takes and retains paint, it answers for 
many uses where pine was once con­
sidered indispensable.
