Capt. -MeNell Had Only Been Married a Few
‘Weeks and Had His Wife With Him.

‘{Wedlnesday’s N. Y. Herald.)

‘With her captain and owner rolling
‘in_.his cabin berth, suffering from five
pistol shot wounds, and his assailant
:in-irons.in the lazaretto, the Nova Sco-
«tia bark.J. H. Marsters, which sailed
.from Whitestone a week .ago yester-
day on her way to Demerara, returned
-to pogt,‘yesterday afternoon, flying the
British ensign union down as a signal

The red
leather, for instance, which is now fo
largely used comes from across ‘he
Atlantic, yet, so far as I have heen
enabled to ascertain the opinions of
the workers, they pooh, poch! Ameri-
can competition, and one of their lead-
ers has styled it ‘All rot,’ appareaily
in ignorance of the fact that Amer!-
cans have studied our markets, have
the leather at command, the best ma-
chinery is theirs, and their faetery
system has been so carefully adjusted
on piece work that there is no limit
to the output. ' In Leicester I find that
it is the old traditions of handwork
which control the operatives. They
insist thatf machines shall be judged
by what a man has hitherto done with
his kit of tools, and they do not take
into account the capacities of the ma-
chine itself except to their own ad-
vantage. As a manufacturer said to

! me today, ‘The only solution of the

problem is for, say, the board of trade
to send an expert to America in the

company of a practical manufacturer |’

When it has reached
a certain stage it has been taken om
cars and removed to Yarmouth, where
it has been subject to a thorough dry-
ing process. It has been brought back
to Portland ground and put up in
sacks.
of grit remaining, the clay having all
the general appearance of the finest
flour. There is a: great demand for
this product, especially on the contin-
ent of Europe, and David L. Collins,
the treasurer and general manager,
was at last forced to decide to remove
the plant to Nova Scotia, with the
view of cheapening the cost of produc-
tion, and because of the fact that it
was found practically impossible to
bring the clay here in sufficient quan-
tities under existing circumstances.
They will also escape paying one duty
when it is sent to England. The pro-
cess of manufacture is in the main a
secret. There are many trained and
skilled workmen employed by the com-
pany, but not one man has mastered
the entire secret of the work. Mr. Col-
lins will take w!th bhim a number of
his skilled men. The works here will
be closed in a few days.

les R. Fisher read a paper on Th
Outlets of the St. John Rlve&,pwhich hag
been sent to the society by Robert Chalmers
of the geological survey staff. The subject
was suggested by a perusal of Dr, Matthew’s
paper which was published in Bulletin xii.,
lately issued. Mr. Chalmers agrees with Mr.
Matthews that probably the Kennebeccasis was
the original St. John, but differed from him
in regard to the theory of the middle river
system (the Miramichi): In regard to the
depression through which the river flows
between Hampstead and Fredericton the
opinion of Mr. Chalmers is that it was formed
in the carboniferous age, The deep passage
from Green Head to Indiantown is one of the
newest parts of the river, and owes its
origin to erosion. Mr. Chalmers considered
that the old outlet of the river by way of
South Bay had been closed by an uplift of
the land in later tertiary times.

In immediate post glacial times the bar-
riers of boulder clay and marine deposits
which existed round the mouth of the St.
John river held in a great fresh water lake
extending along the valley of the St. John
as far up as 'Keswick, of which Grand and

short communication on the same sub-
ject by Prof. L. W, Bailey was then read
by J. Roy Campbell. He drew dttention to
two salient features in the St. John river
valley: a series of northeasterly-southwester-
ly troughs, and a series of much narrower
transverse valleys connecting those troughs.
Of the former the valley from Boker lake to
Edmundston, the great basin of Queens and
Sunbury Co., etc., are examples, Of the lat-
ter the valleys from Edmundston to Fred-
ericton, from Hampstead to the head of the
Rea.c}: from Nerepis to Grand Bay, and from
Boar’s Head to Indiantown are examples.
The origin of those transverse gaps Prof.
Bailev ascribes solely to the. excavating
power of ice in the ice age. To this cause
also he attributes Digby Gut, Petite Passage
and Grand Passage in Nova Scotia. He
thought that in the Champlain period numer-
ous lake-like areas existed in New Bruns-
wick, but did not consider there “was suf-
ficlent evidence to show that those were con-
nected as parts of our great lake. He was
of the opinion that in the varying move-
ments and conditions of the ice age were to
be sought the solution of most of the still
unsettled problems of the St. John river
valley,

Dr. Matthew then read a short paper tak-
ing up two points in which Mr. Chalmers
seemed to differ somewhat with him.

In regard to the middle river system, which
the St. John made tributary he thought that
if the upper basin of the Restigouche and
the Kennebeccasis were accepted as tribu-
taries it was difficult to see how the inter-
vening upper basin of the Miramichi could
be refused. It would be useless to look for
modern burfed river channels leading to the
eastward. Such a channel existed when the
carboniferous basin was raised above the
sea, but an elevation of the earth turned it
southward. The contour of the land in car-
boniferous times (was explained and the
Devonian granite area pointed out. It was
pointed out that the district had been enor-
mously denuded since the carboniferous age,
and that most of the changes affecting
courses of the rivers must have taken place
in the long period between the carbonifer-
ous and post pleiocene times rather than in
the somewhat brief glacial period.

In regard to the pre-glacial outlet near St.
John Dr. Matthew stated that he and Mr.
Cha.l‘mers had com> to practically the same

i from independent data, and this
was the more satisfactory to him, as his ob-
servations had been made some thirty years
ago. In concluding Mr. Matthew, explained
the geological history of the narrows between
Indiantown and the Boar’s Head and also
the valley at Hampstead.

Remarks were made by J. Roy Campbell,
C. R, Fisher and S. W. Kain.

A hearty vote of thanks was tendered the
gentlemen who had prepared the papers, af-
ter which the meeting adjourned.

ARCHBISHOP LEWIS EXPLAINS
HIS RECENT STAND.

In Replying to Congratulatory Ad-
dresses, He Reviews jthe History of
the Case That He Has Against
Wyeliffe.

Kingston, Ont., March 25.—Thirty-
three years ago today Rev. John Trav-
ers Lewis was consecrated to  the
Epicsopal office.. Since then the Eng-
lish church in Canada has made won-
derful strides. This morning at 10.30
o'clock there was a celebration of the
Holy Communion in St. George's cath-
edral chapel in honor of the feast of
‘Annunciation of the Blessed Virgin
Mary, which is observed today. Ad-
vantage was taken of the occasion to
present the metropolitan with an ad-
dress on behalf of the clergy of his
diocese, in which reference was made
to the day as being the thirty-third
apniversary of his consecration as
bishop of Ontario. The address con-
veyed warm congratulations, and re-
cited the progress made under his min-
jstrations. The address continued:

“It is a matter for deep regret that
efforts have recently been made to de-
stroy this unity, and we desire to ex-
press as strongly as possible our dis-
approval and condemnation of the
mezns employed to accomplish this
end. namely, the misrepresentation of
your action in declining to be dictated
to as to the terms upon which you
would accept candidates for Holy Or-
ders, your offence being that you
yourself prescribe the conditions of
aceptance, instead of allowing the
applicant to do so. Your grace’s prac-
tice is merely what every bishop does,
and must do, if a bishop is to have
any responsibility whatever regarding
candidates for ordination. They must
be acepted on some conditions, and
these conditions surely are to be de-
cided by the bishop, and not by ihe
candidate or his friends.” ;

The address was signed by all the
‘Anglican priests of the dioceses of
Ontario.

In replying Archbishop Lewis thank-
ed his friends for their kind words.

Referring to the matter of dispute re-
fered to his grace said: “For the last
two months, owing to illness and loss
of .sight, I have been unable to read.
or write, and, therefore, I was for .a
time ignorant of the real charadtér ¢
the meeting held in St. George’s school
house, Ottawa. At first I thought that
it might have resembled that of De-
metrius at Ephesus, of which St. Luke
gives us this character: ‘Some, there-
fore, cried out one thing and some
encther; for the assembly was confus-
ed; and the most part knew not
wherefor =~ they were come together;
put I know now that the'Ottawa meet-
ing was worse than that of Ephesus.
It was a wicket attempt to impose on
th> dupes there assembled. The prom-
inent charge against me was that I
said that, ‘I would never ordain a "Wy-
cliffe’ student.” This was a base fabri-
cation. I never said or wrote a line
t> that effect. I am not given to mak-
ing sweeping assertions or declarat{ons
of policy, which I know may have to
be modified or changed under changed
circumstances in<the future.

“If the rioters at the meeting had
charged me with the following mis-
nomer they would have been strictly
accurate, viz., that I withstood the
insolent demand of a priest in Ottawa
that I should admit to examination Yor
Holy Orders three years hence a can-
didate of his selection on his condit-
ions and not on mine. His followers,
no doubt, are ignerant that it is the
prerogative of all bishops to ordain
on their ewn cenditions, not on those
of irresponsible friehds of candidates
for Holy Orders—a prerogative I am
not likely to resign at the bidding of
a meeting which has shocked every
right minded Christian. It may be well
to make plain to you my attitude to-
ward Wycliffe college. Up to the pres-
ent time I have never made any pub-
lic statement on the subject, nor €x-
hibited the least hostility to the col-
lege, though I never viewed its estab-
lishment with favor.

“Ever since I could reason on such
subjects I disliked the multiplicity of
small theological seminaries. T believe
that they beget _narrowness, which
ends in bigotry. This: is inevitable
when young men of a certain theolog-
ical stripe are hived together; in order
to be moulded to order by professors
as narrow as themselves. The policy of
the first bishops of Canada,. like.Bis-
hops Mountain and Strachan, was to
concentrate the strength of the church
in the establishment of one or two
great universities where theological
students should be educated in the
same building with students in arts,
as in the great universities in England
and Ireland. This course of action, if
adopted, would ensure less bigotry,
abler professors, larger libraries and
more spacious buildings. Wycliffe col-
lege, being an additional theolggical
seminary, and in my opinion quite un-
necessary, was, therefore, regarded by
me with disfavor, . especially by rea-
son of the object sought to be attain-
ed by its ‘erection, which was avow-
edly the overthrow of Trinity univer-
sity, and by the use of means which
I shall not mention, as I wish'to avoid
controversy. I have been idenglﬂed
with Trinity college from the day of
its foundation. I know its full history.
I have fought its battles, and by vir-
tue of senfority of consecration am
now the chairman of its corporation.
Is it not them too much to ask of even
Archiepiscopal good - nature that I
should view with equal esteem and
Tavor a college intended to spring in-

ity college? But this is not the only
lzrmn.\d for my dislike to Wycliffe col-
ege.

“I seriously obect to some of the

text books used there, notably and
as a specimen, Hatch’s Bampton Lec-
tures, a book characterized by my dear
friend, the late Bishop of Lincoln, in
my hearing as a gross perversion of
the object sought to be attained by
the founder of those lectures, the Rev.
Jochn Bampton. I also object to it as
an authorized “book of reference’ for
candidates for Holy Orders. Buf, fur-
ther, I disagree with a great deal of
theological teaching given in Wycliffe
college, I giveras an illustration the
following passage taken from the cal-
endar of the college: ‘Among the dis-
tinctive principles of this college is an
historical episcopate, ‘traceable to
apostolic direction, as conducive to
the well-being, but not necessary to
the being of the church.’ This, I be-
lieve, to be a fiction without a particle
of support from the New Testament,
primitive antiquity or the book of com-
mon prayer. It is a device manufactur-
ed by well meaning but puzzle-headed
people, in order to escape from the
dilemna of" unchurching sects. But
the device is insulting. It seems to say
to those who are not members of the
church: ‘You have an existence, it is
true, but not a good one. You are in
what is called the esse of a church,but
not the true esse! Just as if the apos-
tles had transmitted to us a choice of
churches of various grades of ortho-
doxy—as if the Catholic church was
like a railway train made up of first
and second class carriages—and as if
any sensible Christian would not pre-
fer to be a member of the body that
had a good constitution, to remaining
a member of one that had merely a
claim to existence. Now I do not be-
live a word of this argument and I
prefer that those ordained by me
sheould disbelieve it also.”

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VENEZUELA CONCESSION.

United States Clﬁzens Secure
Some Valuable Land.

It May Result in a Most Troublesome
Diplomatie Question.

The Territory is Rich in Minerals, Mahogany,
Rosewood and Dyewoods.

Faribuilt, Minn., April 2.—Donald
Grant, a wealthy contractor of this
city; W. H. Fisher, late manager of
the Duluth and Winnipeg railroad,and
J. A. Bowman, a Grand Rapids (Minn.)
banker, have just returned from Vene-
zula, where they obtained a conces-
sion of land at the mouth of the Ori-
noco, running 225 miles south and
from 15 to 50 miles east and west. 'It
is rich in minerals, mahogany, rose-
wood and dye-woods. They also have
the right to mine asphalt on a small
island near Trinidad. The syndicate
will invest a good deal of capital in
working the concession, and Mr.Fisher
is to be the manager.

Washington, April 2.—There is a
great deal more in the news from
Faribault of the grant of a concession
by Venezula at the mouth of the Ori-
noco than is indicated. The conces-
sion may become more or less famous
in the history of the diplomacy of the
United States and Great Britain. The
concession is well calculated to bring
to an acute stage the most trouble-
some diplomatic question before the
state department, and one which has
caused the administration more real
concern than the Allianca affair, the
late Guatemalan-Mexican dispute and

-other international episodes. The con-

cession is in the heart of the territory
long in dispute between Venezula and
Great Britain, and Ambassador Bay-
ard, for some time has vainly attempt-
in accordance with a resolution
recently adopted by congress, to per-
suade Great Britain to submit the
whole dispute to arbitration, Great
Britain being willing to arbitrate only
beyond what is known as the Schom-
ber line. There have been intimations
that the administration, in the event
of a physical conflict over the disputed
land, might deem it necessary, in the
enforcement of the Monroe doctrine,
to follow up the moral, and it has ten-
dered Venezula with more substantial
and potent assistance. The fact that
citizens of the United States have got
this concession considerably increases
the measure of this country’s respon-
sibility.

Senor Andrade, the Venezuelan min-
ister at Washington, when seen con-
cerning the Faribault paragraph, said
that he had no official confirmation of
the grant of the concession, amd add-
ed that he does not doubt its correct-
ness, as it is in line with the reports
that such concessions would be made.
The land included in the concession,
he said, is the vital point of conflict
between Great Britain and Venezula.
. The Orinoco is the great commercial
artery of South America, running far
inland throughout Venezula, Brazil and
other countries. Whoever controls the
mouth of the river, Minister Andrade
said, will control this commerce. Great
Britain has taken possession of Spunta
Barina at the mouth, which is to the
Orinoco what the island of Gibraltar
is to the Mediterranean. She has also
equipped a naval station on Trinidad
island, just off the mouth. It is part
of this important territory that Vene-
zula grants the United States citizens.

It is very near to the British naval
station and particularly rich in as-
phalt.

The present concession is the most
emphatic: declaration of ownership
Venezula has made since 1884. In that
year a concession was made to Messrs.
Fitzgerald and Tuanbull, citizens of
the United: States, of part of this Or-
fnoco territory. It was also to be op-
erated by a Unitéd States company,
known as the Manoaco, when Great
Britain entered such an emphatic pro-
test that Venezula cancelled the con-
cession. Since then the conflict be-
tween Great Britain and Venezula has
raged through diplomatic channels.
Now Venezula asserts her rights and
turns them over to United States cit-
izerns.

WAR AVERTED.

The Trc;uble Between Mexico and
Guatemala Finally Settled.

Washington, April 2.—From unoffi-
cial advices reaching Washington the
general terms of the agreement signed
yesterday by which war beétween Mex-
ico and Guatemala was averted are
substantially known. Mexico’s de-
mands were in the form of an ulti-
matum sent by Secretary lylariscalon
November 27, embracing the following
points:

Mexico asks satisfaction for injuries
received by the invasion of her terri-
tory and for the vexations which for-
eigners and Mexicans cutting wood in
the forests of Agua Azul, Egipto, San
Nicholas and San Pedro, and the Mex-
ican residents of Ayula have been the
objects.

Mexico also demands indemnity for
the expense of the mobilization of her
forces and of situating authorities and
employes in suitable places for public
security on the frontier.

Mexico asks that the labors of the
boundary commission, in accordance
with the treaty of 1882,be speedily con-
cluded,. said treaty not being open to
discuyssion. o)

It is understood that $2,000,000 is the
amount ‘of indemnity demanded by

| Mexico; also that Guatemala dismiss

her surveyor general, who had taken
part in locating the boundary line.
On January 12 the Guatemalans wir-
ed the ultimatum. It was pacific in
tone, but did not °concede Mexico’s
right to the territory designated in the
ultimatum,nor the right of a fixed cash
indemnity. The final negotiations are

{ a compromise between the ultimatum

and the reply. It is believed that
Mexico has agreed to arbitrate the
amount of cash indemnity instead of
exacting the $2,000,000 first claimed.
Senor Romero, the Mexican mihis-
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¥or, His Bosn Kept alfvised oF 1h6 ne-|
gotiations, but neither he nor Senor
Arriage, the Guatemalan minister, are
in a position to make public the exact
terms on which war was averted.
President Diaz has announced that
the terms would be ‘communicated to
congress later.

SHIPWRECK AND EXPOSURE.

Terrible Experience of a Schooner’s

Nearly Twenty-Four Hours in the Wate
Before Being Relieved.

On Nov. 24th the schooner Bon-
iform, bound from Sydney to Kings-
pert, N. S., with coal, encountered a
terrific gale in the Bay of Fundy.

BRITISH SHOE TRADE THREAT-
ENED.
(Journal of Commerce.) 5

The great lock-out in the shoe fac-
tories ‘of Leicester and Northampton,
England, may, it ig 1dcally feared, lead
to the introgluction of foreign’ goods in
the ‘English markets. The principal
difficulty heretofore in the way of ex-
porting shoes from this side of the At-
lantic has not been so much because
of price, as thdt the English people
prefer strength and durability to sym-
metry and snug fit. This is doubtless
owing to the nature of the roads in the
respective countries. Hard, metal,
gritty or gravelly roads are peculiar
to the United Kingdom, and therefore
the cheaper class of goods are fortified
with a covering of broad-headed short
nails or tackets, which can be renewed
from time to time, and prevents the
sole wearing out, while the American
or Canadian shoe has no protection
whatever to the sole, the contact being
mostly with wooden sidewalks and on
country roads composed of sandy loam
or clay. A corn doctor in Great Brit-
ain has a very limited practice. No
one on the other hand will question
the greater beauty and neatness of
American and Canadian made shoes,
excepting, of course, the heavier and
stronger class of goods made in our
large factories, intended for the coars-
er class of country wear. * * * It

AIR PLOUGHS.

Every one knows that a boat with a sharp
prow moves more easily through the water
than a scow. That the same is true of ob-
jects that move through the air is not gen-
erally because the resistance of the
air b great enough to be considered
only at . In the case of a train
running at a rate of 70 miles an hour, how-
ever, it becomes a serious factor, and en-
gineers are beginning to look about them for
some means of lessening it. Experiments
were begun five or six years ago and now
the Paris and Lyons railway,: in France, is
building no less than 40 locomotives fitted
with ‘what .may be called ‘‘air ploughs.’
They offer no flat surface to the wind, but
all such surfaces are shielded in front by in-
clined plates, presenting ‘a cutting edge to
the air. Experiments with one of these en-
gines show that they will effect a saving of
from 6 to 10 per cent.—an amount as great
as that effected by compound engines and
other devices involving great expense and
complicated mechanism.

Perhaps ,on the
whole, it pleases the administration
better to have the legislation under
its own control and management. -

Whatever may be the reason for
the predominance of government, both
here and in Great Britain, in legisla-
tion, it is not a healthy thing for the
private members. Those ‘supportlnk’
the government are less free than
they ought to be to .deal with public
measures on their merits.

MRS, E. F. M. WILLIAMS' DEATH.

The President of the Dominion Wo-
man’s Christian Temperance Union.

Temperance women all over Canada
and throughout the United States will
feel deeply the loss of this estimable
lady, who was a personal friend of
so many. It will be remembered that
three years ago, when the dominion
convention met in St. John, Mrs. Wil-
liams was one of the delegates from
Montreal. No doubt there are many
in this city who became acquainted
with her at that time. Immediately
after the death of Mrs. Willlams, Mr:

Williams received a cablegram, signed

by Lady Henry Somerset, Miss Wu\
lard and Anna Gordon, as follows:
“BEarnest sympathy. Our loss wide-
.spread. God grant us her loyalty,
fortitude, faith.”

A Montreal exchange says: ‘‘Mrs.
Ella F. M. Willilams was from old
Massachusetts Puritan stock, and was
in direct succession as a temperance
worker, for her father, the Rev. N.
S. Dickinson, a prominent Congrega-
tional minister in the Bay state, al-
ways took an active part in the tem-
perance cause. He believed in preach-
ing temperanee from the pulpit, and
that, too, when it was not by any
means as popular as it is now. Mrs.
Williams came to Montreal in 1876,
and with her husband became at once
identified with Christian work in con-
nection with Emmanuel church. Her
temperance training had as yet no
means of development, for few, if any,
woman’s temperance societies existed.
But when, in 1883, the Montreal W. C.
T. U. was organized, she formed one
of ‘the original board, having been
unanimously elected corresponding
secretary. In the same year the Que-
bec Provincial Union was organized,
at which conference Mrs. Williams
was appointed superintendent of sg-
cial work. In 1887 she assumed the
superintendency of the Flower Mis-
sion department, and made it a chan-
nel for much good work among the
locol unions. At the convention of 1890
she was elected recording secretary.
But a still higher position awaited
her, when the Dominion Union at its
covention held in Ottawa in 1892 elect-
ed her as president. This choice was
a surprise to the delegates from her
own province, who had not expected
such a choice to have been made by
the Ontario delegates, who outnum-

bered those from all the other prov-

inces together. This far-seeing ap-
pointment proved eminently satisfac-
tory, for Mrs. Williams made an excel-
lent presiding officer. Her intimate
knowledge of the ruled of procedure
and ‘debate contributed to this sue-
cess. She became a means of training

OBITUARY.

On Friday, 29th ult., there passed from
earth to the rest of Paradise the spirit
of one who has long been familiarly
known, at least by sight, to most of
our citizens. Rev. Thomas Nixon De-
Wolfe, who died on that day after a
lingering illness of over six months,
was a son of the late George DeWolfe
of Windsor, where he was born eighty-
three years ago the present month. He
studied for the ministry at the New
York theological school, and- was or-
dained when quite a young man. His
first charge was in the diocese of
Fredericton, where he remained for
twelve or fifteen years, as rector of
Sackville and Richibucto. Resigning
the rectorship of the latter parish
about twenty-five years ago, he came
to Douglas in this county, where he
has since remained in charge of a
little country church which he him-
self built and presented to the people
who worshipped there, among whom
he was greatly esteemed for his kind-
ness and generosity. For the last few
years his health has been gradually
failing, owing to advancing age and
to a severe attack of illness from
which he suffered about four years
ago, and from which he never entire-
ly recovered. Last winter an attack
of brotfichitis' made still” deeper in-
roads upon his enféebled constitution,
and sinee October last he has rapidly
; failed. His last days were spent at
the residence of his half-sister, Mrs.
‘Wiggins, where everything possible
was done for the comfort and relief
of the sufferer, but in vain, death re-
sulting from heart failure.

The deceased was never married,
Mrs. Wiggins and Jas. W. King being
his nearest living relatives.

The funeral took place from Christ
church on Monday morning at eleven
o'clock, services being conduoted by
, the Archdeacon and Rev. Canon May-
i nard, assisted ‘by Revs. J. C. Harvey,
Dr. Bowman, Dr. Willets and Prof.
Vroom. In accordance with the cus-

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THE

ip the basement of the police court
building .at Woolford. there is a- room
containing a . collection of . curious ob-
jects, none of which, perhaps, . would
appeal to the tastes of an antiquary
or a collector of bric-a-brac, but of
which every separate specimen  has:
some more or less remarkable history
attached te it. I know the history eof
most of the remarkable objects col-.
lected together in our police museum;
which to my mind is one of the most
interesting show places to be found in
the town. The fine set: of- burglar's
tools arranged om the table under the
window belongs to a- noted swell-
mobsman, j&ho was caught, red-hand-
ed, by mygelf and another officer. The
revolver:-hanging against the clock
over, the fireplace, and looking harm-
less ;enoughs-in its present position, is
the very weapon with which a famous
criminal shot and killed an unfortu-
nate constable who was endeavoring
to apprehend him. The knife which
hangs near.it— but this is not a cata-
logue of our collection, and I must
proceed with my story.

I have said that each of the varlous
objects preserved in our museum has
some history attached to it. Some of
these histories are cemmonplace and
ordinary, but others arei‘more inter-
esting than many a startling piece of
fiction. They serve to show the won-
derful resource and. ingenu!ty of the
habitual criminal, and none more so

than that which attaches to the little

brown book ‘which stands on ‘tthe
chimney-piece between two pairs of
dilapidated handcuffs, No  one who
notices it-in a casual way would see
anything remarkable about it It is,
to all outward appearance, an ordin-
ary copy of the “Pilgrim’s Progress,”
small enough in size to be ‘carried’
about in the pocket, and apparently
possessing ‘no value in any way. Ney-
ertheless, the possession of that pocket
edition of Bunyan’s immortal work

} would prefer to work it

The secret, therefore, rested with
him, and there was, nothing but . pa-
tience to be exercised.

" Would Gain,

Londom, April 3.—The annual meet-
ing of ‘the Bi-metallic League was held
today at the Mansion House, the,offi-
cial residence of the lord mayor of
London.  Sip . Joseph Dimsdale pre-
sided /Among' those present ‘were:
Lord George Hamilton, the Duke of
Fife, and Sir Donald H. MacFarlane
and Chas. E. Vincent, members of the
house of commons.

The Rt. Hon. A. J. Balfour, con- |
servative leader in the house of com-
mions ‘made ‘a strong speech in favor
of a double standard. He said that

. the -bellef in bi-metallism was Rrow-

4ing, not only in London and elsewhere
in Great Britain, but throughout the
civilized world. One great change was
noticeable. It was seldom now as-
serted that_,b,lfmetallism was intrinsi-
cally ‘impossible. Formerly a bi-met-
allist was regarded as a dangerous
faddist. Economists who placed value
on the lessons of experience had be-
fore them the irrefutable fact while
the, Latin nations. maintained the bi-
metallici system, the par of exchange
of silver .and gold was preserved for
the whole world, despite wars, indus-
trial . revolutions and - discoveries
of the precious metals. Some persons
admitted that mono-metallism in a
large portion of the world had depre-
clated prices and put a bound on im-
ports.

Thus, for instance, Great Britain
brought. from India and other, coun-
tries wheat at a price below its legiti-
mate value, and these persons de-
clared that this was an advantage
to the consumers, and therefore bene-
fitted the mass of the community. Mr.
Balfour declared, however, that he
was convinced that nobody in the city
was ~ foolish enough to suppose
that the interests of Great Britain
benefitted generally by an unlimited
fall in prices, nor that any large body
of city men was so unscrupulous as
to desire that the debts owed them by
foreign nations should be artificially
augmented by a change in the value
of the currency in which they were
paid. (Cheers.) Another argument
was that the banking supremacy of
London would be threatened by a .cur-
rency change, but no mono-metallist
was ever able to explain how. F¥e
contended that London, as the finan-
cial centre of the world, would gain
rather than lose anything, placing the
currency of the world on a sounder
basis. The third argument was very
absurd. This was that a change:
would depreciate gold, and that there-
fore persons having deposits in banks

payable in gold would withdraw them
instantly. ’.l‘he change threatemed
thus o ciuse such & Gommercial crisis’”’
as the world had never before seen.

This argument was supported by
Mr. (ladstone and Sir Willlam Ver-
non Harcourt. Though a panic was-
proverbially unreasonable, there ap--
peared to him no ground to suppose
that the people would do anything so
inordinately silly as to withdraw their
deposits because the world’s currency
was going to be put on a stable basis,
which, except in particular interna-
tional transactions, they have never
discovered, and which, except for its
slow effect on’the great movements of
commerce, would have a0 effect on
private individual convenience.

The fourth and strongest argument
was “Let well enough alone,” but’
bi-metallists asked, was it well
enough? That the people talked of the
excellence of the British system, but
they find although the gold standard
obtained. in Great Britain, that silver
is the eurrency of Hong Kong! and
the Straits settlements, while in India
debts are paid in something which is
neither gold nor silver, but the strang-
est product of mono-metallist ingen-

_uity the world has ever seen, and as

arbitrary as any forced paper cur-
rency and as expensive as any metal-
li¢' currency tke world had ever heard
of—a. qua.rd varying according to
the arbitrary will of the finance mm-
ister of India.

This triple: system was manifestly
ridiculous. Some alteratisn of this
system was imperatively raquired. If
Britons turned to the world at large
they ‘would find it is much stroager.
To -considér * home interest alone 'im
framing a:currency, whiie Great Bri-
tain was conpected with foreizgm coun-
tries by every commercial tie, was a
violation of the common sense: of every
practical business man. When the
country -depended for its ~ery bread
on foreign nations, and if it were cut
off could not live a day and would
have ruin staring it in the face, it was
the height of folly to attempt isola-
tion respecting the currency medium.
He did pot believe that the common
senge of .the nation would long toler-
ate such a state of things, in view of
what was ‘proceeding in America, zer-
many and France, and even in Great
Britain he was convinced that men of
all elasses would soon combine to end

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The Portland Rolling Mills Doing'
a Large Business.

Their Iron Tested and Pronounced
Excellent — A Busy Sackville
Foundry.

The Revolution That Has Taken Placc in the
" Canadian Clothing Trade.

—

A Sun man paid a visit the other
morning to the Portland Rolling Mills,
Strait shore, and found them running
full blast, turning out nail- plate for
the Foster nail works, axles for the
‘Amherst car works, and bar iron of
all sizes. . The average number em-
ployed is as it has been for some
years, about one hundred men. Some-
times the numbeér runs down to eighty,
sometimes it runs up to a hundred
and ten or fifteen. There is abundance
of work on hand. An important fact
in connection with the product of these
mills is the fresh evidence just re-
celved of the excellent quality of their
iron.  They sent samples of their or-
dinary refined iron to the faculty cf
applied science in McGill University,
and the dean of the faculty has re-
plied, enclosing an analysis showing

it to-have-gone even beyond the test |/

required. The dean congratulates
them and says: “In conclusion, I may
state that the iron is of excellent qual-
ity and fully complies with the re-
quirements.” The iron turned out is
produced from scrap and is of uni-
formly excellent quality.

Says the Amherst Press: Charles
Fawcett of Sackville was in town on
Saturday. In conversationn with the

~ Press he said the outlook for business
in his line was good. His foundry was
running full time, with 50 men, and
about six tons of iron were used daily.
Besides manufacturing stoves, Mr.
Fawcett has a first class nickel-plat-
ing plant in operation, and does a good
share of the nickel work of other stove
foundries in the provinces.

The Albert Manufacturing Co. of
Hillsboro, A. Co., of which C. J. Os-
man is the manager, have placed a
new product on the market—rock wall
plaster—which is claimed to be far su-
perior in every respect to the ordinary

WHOLESALE CLOTHING.
(Journal of Commerce.) ~

There is no branch of Canadian in-
dustry in which the margin of profit
is cut lower than in that of the
wholesale clothing ‘trade, and it is safe
ito say that the farmer and the artisan
can buy their clothes cheaper today
ithan the wholesaler could make them
for ten years ago: Not only this, but
they buy better goods, cut by skiliful
draughtsmen and made by expert tail-
ors, with an attention to detail and
finish that the most expensive suit.
could scarcely boast of a decade 2g9,
and they get them. at prices fully 35
per cent. less: t

Ten years ago only low grades -of
#weeds were made in this country,
‘and most of our cotton stuffs were
purchased in the United States or in
®ngland. Now but few cotton goods
are purchased outside the boundaries
of Canada. The duck overalls which
sold at' $15 'to $24 per dozen in the
later seventies, and which became so
popular, that one leading house tacked
its samples to the counter, sell today
mat $6.50; for the material which then
cost 11 cents f.0.b. in New York—to
which had to be added 25 per cent.
¥or freight and duty—can be purchased
itcday at '8 to 81-2 cents laid down in
Montreal by our Canadian mills.
. In woollen goods the fall in value is
equally marked. The beaver overcoat
which sold at $8.75 in 1880 is offered
now at $6.25; for the cloth today is
‘made in Canada. Ten years ago the
average suit shown by travellers cost
$10, today it runs between $5 and $6.

The cheapest line shown in 1880 cost |.

$5.25, today a fair average blue serge
suit sells at $3.26. Another instance
is afforded by the ordinary ‘“etoffe du
pays” trousers, which then sold  at
$1.65 per pair. The firm offering them
felt at that time that they had touched
rock-bottom prices. Today a pair of
all-wool ' trousers, superior in every
way, can be put upon the market at
$1.25. In. average business suits it s
sufficient to say that the suit of Cana-
dian worsted which then cost $13.75 is
now sold, much better cut and made,
for $9.50.

And yet the expenses of the clothing
firms are very little less. Perhaps, in-
deed, they are greater. The &ost of
making is certainly a trifie smaller;
but the work people make more money
nowadays 1 ecause instead of getting
the work in driblets it comes in one
steasly, continuous stream, and the de-
mand fo* battar and more artistically
made clothing necessitates the em-
ployment of more skilful and conse-
quently higher priced cutters, as well
as of a. higher standard of operators.
The wages of travellers and salesmen
are certainly no less; for increased
competition has led to the selection of
the more able men by those who are
willing to pay for their services. All,
then, that the who}esale clothing
houses have to assist them in facing
the outlook is the lower cost and in-
finitely better manufacture and finish
.of Canadian cotton and woollen goods.
Herein lies their stronghold. The Ca-
nadian tweed which cost 60 cents per
yard in 1880 costs 40 cents today, and
‘Canadian print mills can give them
their silesias at precisely the same
figure that they cost the tailor in Eng-
jand. " The remainder of the loss they
must face by the reduction of the mar-
gin of the profit they are willing to
accept, and thus it is that, today, a
house must turn over twice the am-
ount of goods they did ten years ago
if they are to secure the same returns.
The days when the mammoth clothing
houses . made prineely profits have
passed away, it is to be feared for-
ever. It is known that one of our
largest houses lost money steadily for
a number of years before its principal
decided to retire. Another has lately
held a meeting of creditors, although
the drain on its resources cannot be
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blamed upon the clothing business,
But in the meantime the Canadian ar-
tisan and farmer reap the advantage.
They get better and far more artistic-
ally made clothing -fully one-third
cheaper: and yet the work-woman gets
her full wage and the spacious fac-
tories of the clothing trade are musical
with the whirr of machinery and the
busy hum of myriads of employes.
The paper box factory of D, W
Brown & Co., King square, is an in-
teresting place to -visit. The firm
went into the box-making business
eight years ago, and their trade has
steadily increased. Their factory 1is
supplied with steam power and equip-
ped with all requisite machinery for
turning out work of the best quality.
From 25 to 30 persons are employed.
A Sun man was shown over the place
on Wednesday last. The facility with
which the ecardboard, by means of
modern labor-saving machinery, can
be converted into the finished box is
a surprise to one not familiar with
the business. Boxes are made in dif-
ferent styles as well as in ‘endless var-
jety. Folding boxes are made as well
as other kinds. To enumerate all the
kinds that are shown would require
much space. The firm turn cut, for
example, boxes for biscuits, for shoes,
for tea, for bird seed, for candy and
bon bons, for wedding cake, for tooth
picks, for jewelry, including single
rings and scarf pins, for shelf goods
such as hosiery, boxeés with glass cov-
ers for display, in fact boxes for every
conceivable purpose. They are put
up to order, with the purchasing

firm’s label on them, when desired,

and some, such as those for bon bons,
wedding cake, jewelry, etc.,, are of
very fine finish and appearance. A

\ specialty is in tea. caddies, covered

with the usual lithographs in.oriental
fashion, and the latter, made by the
Maritime Litho Co. of this city, :re
conceded by Montreal men to he su-
perior to any similar work used on
boxes up there. Folding boxes for
bird seed, with the purchasing firm’s
name and_some neat designs on  the
outside, are put up in large number
for druggists. The firm sell their
goods largely to merchants and manu-
facturers in this city, and all through
the lower provinces. The larger part
of a carload of assorted boxes was
being crated on Wednesday for ship-
ment to Halifax. One of the neatest
things the Sun man saw. was a bon

bon box of exceedingly fine finish, -

having the name of the purchasing
firm in gilt across the cover. It was
a very pretty piece of work. There
is no truth in the statement regently

given currency that an mpper prov-

ince combine sought to drive this St.
John -concern out of business. D. F.
Brown & Co. say they can cowmpete
with any other makers on goods of
the same class. They have one cause
of complaint, however, which is that
the rate on their goods to Halifax is
relatively much higher than the rate
from Montreal to the same place,'and
higher an the rate from Montreal
to St. John. They are told by dealers
in outside towns where they compete
that the freight from Quebec is very
little higher tham from St. John. By
shipping to Halifax by the Bay of
Fandy route they have, however, got

‘better terms. In addition to their box

business the firm make some pavper
bags and. keep others in stock. They
are also large dealers in all kinds cf
wrapping paper, stationery, lank
books, and inks; and make a specialty
of twines, which they /Aimport from
Germany from the largest concern in
that business in the world.

The Sun man was able to discover
another lively industry without very
great effort. It was the Bell Cigar
factory, one of the two in this city.
He counted 22 persons at work, and
where thé output for March was over
100,000 cigars. And as the product is
sold close up to the makers’ hands,
there is abundance of work in pros-
péct. Mr. Bell turned up his books
and showed orders received in the
last two months . from Valleyfleld,
Coaticook, Lachute, Megantic, Water-
loo, Ottawa, Gananoque, Kingsto,
Morrisburg, Brockville, Bellevilie, Pic-
ton, Napanee, Port Hope, - Hamilton,
Campbellford, Peterboro, Tweed and
cther upper province towns. But of
course the largest trade is in the lower
provinces. With regard to the output
for the last month, it is worth noting
that the whole lot, over 100,000, were
packed by one young lady, Miss Hella
Alcorn, who to do the work had to
handle each cigar at least five times
from the time it reached her table
until the work was completed. It will
be remembered that .there was a strike
last. year in the Bell factory, and it
is no longer a union establishment.
Tha output now, however, is nearly
as large as before,'though more hands
were then employed. The reason is
that the makers now work much
longer hours. As they are paid by the
piece, the longer they work the more
they earn. One young lady in a re-
cent week earned  over $9. This s
exceptional, but shows what may be
done. The Bell Co. are getting ahead
of their Montreal rivals in the matter
of labels on the boxes, for they make
a specialty of getting photos of the
stores of customers and having cuts
made, and reproducing them on the
labels on ‘the inside covers of the
boxes. They also make a satin label,
with the buyer’s name printed in gilt,
and have just ordered a lot of salin
from Germany for this puropse. The
Sun may was shown a box of cigars
with the words “Our Joe”’ on the label
and under the same a fine photo of
Joe Edwards, in D. A. Ry. uniform,
the letters D. A. R. R. on either sid€,
and a cut of & train in full speed be-
low. Joe is understood to divide his
attention between these cigars and
that big hunk of spruce gum from the
land of Evangeline. Speaking of the
difference between Havana cigars and
the Canadian make, Mr. Bell says
that where the tobacco is stripped In
Havana, that is, the stem taken ouf
it comes here in bales ready for the
table, and the only difference there
can be is in the manner of rolling the
cigar. The matérial is exactly the
same. The American raw leaf that
comes here, and also some Havana,
has to be stripped before using. AS Te-
gards cheap cigars, our makers have
an advantage over Americans, in that
Sumatra leaf, which is the best f_or
covering, comes in free of duty, while
in the United States it is subject to

a duty of $1.50 a pound, put on in the

The liberal Montreal
Herald started in on the Telegraph’'s
line and intimated that all the agri-
cultural implement factories in On-
tario in 1878 had been killed or gob-
bled up by combines during the pro-
tection regime. Montreal conservative
papers are, however, spared the
trouble of confuting the Herald. About
every second day it contains a vara-
graph to the effect that its decayed
industry article said things that were
not so, and that there are lots of in-
dependent implement factories at
work, ‘when it declared thkre were
none.

The contract for a cheese and butter
factory at Hillsborough, P. E. I., has
been let, and tenders are asked or
the erection of a cheese factory at
Dunstaffnage. The Cornwall cheese
factory has paid a dividend of 10 per

The Albert Manufacturing Company,
Hillsboro, are preparing for the mov-
ing of their plaster on a lively and
extensive scale. The mill began work
Thursday. Most of the men from: the
quarry are at work on the road clear-
ing the snow from the track and ice
from about the wharf. Several vessels
are expected in a day or so to load
plaster. .

The Hawkshaw, York Co., tanngry is
running steadily and' turning out a
large amount of leather, which is
shipped as fast as it is manufactured.
In addition to the houses to be erected
there during the coming summer, it is
the intention of the manager of the
extract works to build a large store
and stock it with a full line of general
merchandize.—Gleaner.

Says the Portland, Me., Press: In-
gpector of factories, R. F. Chalk, has
been making a thorough inspection of
the manufacturing establishments of
Portland. He says he finds the iron
industries rather flat, In thirteen ma-
chine shops visited only half crews are
employed.

Speaking of the manufacture of
boots and'shoes in Canada a Montreal
maker says: It must not be overlook-
ed that owing to the great improve-
ment in shoe machinery 250 men can
now make in _the same time as many
shoes as 400 men could fifteen years
ago, in addition to which they would
be better made and more handsomely
designed and finished by at least 25
per cent., and would cost 30 to 40 per
cent. less to the consumer.

A NATIVE OF SHELBURNE, N. S.
Capt. Lauchlan MeKay Dies in Rox-
bury

Boston, April 3.—Captain Lauchlan
McKay, one of the firm of McKay
Bros., ship builders, of East Bosto'n,
died at the home of his nephew in
Roxbury, today, at the age of 83 years
and 3 months. Mr., McKay was born
in Shelburne, N. S., in 1811, and was
a descendant of a sturdy Scotch fam-
ily. * He learned his trade in the Maine
shipyards and with Isaac Webb .of
New York, after -which he was ap-
pointed carpenter on the U. S. zun-
boat Constellation, in which Farragut
was a young lieutenant at the time.
After four years' service he secured
the position of ship builder in the
New York and Boston yards. Later
he, in connection with Captain ilenry
Warner, started ship building in Que-
bec, and continued there frem 1864
until 1876. Since that time he has
conducted a general shipping business
in South street, New York, under the
firm of McKay & Dix. For the past
forty-two vyears he was an active
member of the Maine society of New

Prospect Farm, April 1.—Weldon Col-
pitts or Point de Bute has just returr-
ed from Maritcba, where he has bcen
teaching school for the last thirteen
months.

With the exception of a
few very cold days in the winter and
a few extremely hot days in summer
there is nothing to complain of on the
.score of the climate. The water is not

The
question confronting these couniries
js whether the TUnited States will
astand by and permit the creditor na-
tions of Europe to collect these debts
by force. Meanwhile, to strengthen
their claims for protection from the
United States, there is in progress
among the smaller and weaker repub-
lics a movement to entangle their in-
terests with the United States, so as
to make it a matter of deep concern
to the people should any European
power attack them. :
The .first- intimation of this policy
was seen in the claims of San Do-
mingo to take exception to the French
demand upon her reveune, on the
ground that these had all been farmed
out to an American corporation, which
would be ruined by compliance with
the French demands. Then with the
recent concession made to an Ameri-
can corporation by Venezuela to force
the United States into the issue be-
tween her and Great Britain by imo-
tives of direct self-interst. In other
countries there has been adopted a
policy of farming out to syndicates
certain privileges, such as the right
to import tobacco and opium and the
collections of customs duties.

LUMBER SITUATION.

Present Condition and Further Outlook for
Lumber Over the Border.

Wild Figures as to the Shortage of Spruce
inthe Provinces This Year.

Neither the Boston nor New York
correspondent of the Chicago Lumber-
man takes much stock in the higher
price programme of the North Eastern
Association, whose headquarters are
in Boston. The Boston writer points
out that the first result of fixing a $15
price for spruce is that the Penobscot
and Kennebec log owners have taken
the hint and advanced logs to a basis
proportionate, which has been some-
thing of a shock to the ambitious mill-
owners. He further points out that
as Nova Scotia spruce lumber was
sent there last year and paid the $2
duty it will be more likely to be a fac-
tor this year when there is no duty,
and he predicts that there will be
more N B and N S lumber offering in
eastern U S markets this year than
for years past. Already, he says, ship
brokers note an unusual and early de-
mand for tonnage from those Cana-
dian ports now open or likely to be-
come open early in the season. ‘“We
hear of orders placed with mills that
can only saw when their shipping port
is open, and we hear prices quoted on
these orders that bear us out in our
belief that our Canadian friends see
in the present the accepted time for
coming into possession of their heri-
iage by grace of congress.”

The New York correspondent says:
“Spruce is not doing first rate, and
all recent developments have been fa-
vorable to buyers. An opportunity to
offer a little more stock from the east-
ward has shown them the waiting
outlet is by no means large, and the
tender of specials has run much be-
hind what was hoped for on the open-
ing experience of a few weeks gaq.
Dealers, it seems, are not generally
anxious to secure supplies, and while
probably none have an idea they will
see anything like the low prices of
last year, they find nothing in the
present situation suggesting hurry.
Recelivers meanwhile having no in-
structions to stand for any specific
rate, have eased off here and there,
and the market is a fraction lower than
a week ago., It is generally becoming
known that Canada is likely to play
a very important part upon the spruce
market this season. Her cut of logs
has been large, unusually so in some
localities, and the trade with Great
Britain promises poor, so that in ab-
sence of duty to interfere, the states
are likely to be turned to for a mar-
ket. Both the eastern and state mills
will have to compete against this sup-
ply and buyers are not likely to lose
advantages.”

The Lumberman editorially sums up
the present conditions in the states as
follows: ‘“There are indications that
considerable amount of lumber is go-
ing into building improvements this
season. But that alone will not make
a heavy and urgent demand for all
kinds of stock, and touches many of
_the hardwood lines’very little. There
must be a full tide of manufacturing
in various lines; there must be railway
building and improvement, car eon-
struction, settlement of new lands, the
starting of new towns and the rapid
growth of the old ones: there must be
an expansion of manufacturing suffi-
cient to promote the putting in of new
plants and the enlargement of those
in operations; and there must be en-
ergy in mining, transportation and ev-
erything which contributes to prosper-
ous times before there can be a lum-
ber trade that shall absorb all pro-
duct sufficiently close to the saw as to
cause strong and advancing prices.”

From this view, remembering also
the still prevailing depression of the
great industries over the border, there
does not seem to be much hope of a
boom in the American lumber mar-
kets this year.

THE CANADIAN PACIFIC

Annual Report Deals With the
Great Depression.

The Direetors are Hopeful of the
Future of the Line,

And Point Out the Causes of the Poor Showing
For Last Year.

Montreal, April 3.—At the annual
meeting of the Canadian Pacific Rail-
way company today the annual report
was unanimously adopted and the old
board unanimously re-elected.

On submitting the report, the presi-

dent said: In submitting the annual
report, I beg leave to say that at the
time of our annual meeting two years
ago there were indications of serious
pusiness disturbances in the United
States, but, so far as we could then
se2, the causes of the growing trou-
bles there did mnot prevail in Canada.
Beyond the temporary shrinkage of
the lumber trade and of our market
for certain other producgons of the
ccuntry, resulting from the depressed
conditions in the United States, and
beyond the shrinkage of summer tra-
vel from the United States, due to the
same cause, other depression here in
Canada seems to have been due main-
1y to the excessively low prices which
have prevailed during the past ftwo
wears for our farm products. These
low prices have enforced- - economy
throughout the country, and especial-
1y in the west. Lecal travel has con-
sequently been much reduced, and
since it costs as much to runm a full
passenger train as one half full, the
less has affected our profits almost as
much as it has even our passenger
earnings; and so with our telegraph,
express, sleeping cars and other ad-
jurcts of the service, the expenses of
which have little direct relation to
their earnings. §

West bound freight traffic, which
consists largely of general merchan-

value of either the Canadian Pacific
or subsidiary lines. Advances were
made to the Duluth South Shore com-
pany early in 1893, and before the
present depression began, of $1,316,000
to enable it to secure the control of
the Duluth and Winnipeg railway.
The conditions ensuing prevented fi-
nancial arrangements for the return
o0f the money to the company’s trea-
sury, and the Duluth and Winnipeg
securities are still held up against the
advance and are not at present real-
izable. !

As indicating the extraordimary con-
ditions to which the Canadian Pa-
cific, and more especially its subsi-
diary lines, have been exposed, a
statement is appended to the report
showing decreased earnings of seven-
teen leading railway companies in
the United States in 1894, as compared
with 1893, aggregating more than
eighty million of dollars, and that
many of the companies had already
suffered enormous losses in 1893, as
compared with 1892, %

Improvements, chiefly - permanent
bridges, were made during the year,
amounting to $1,192,000.

The steamships for the Pacific coast
trade, built at a cost of $221,000, and
the maturing car trust obligations
paid $156,000. These expenditures on
capital account were covered by the
issue of £300,000 of debenture stock.

The report states that the author-
ily of the company to create deben-
ture stock is now exhausted to within
£116,000, except for the purpose of the
conversion of pre-existing obligations.

Three hundred and thirty-six timber
bridges were replaced with permanent
work dutring the year. The estimated
expenditures on capital account for
the present year were $461,000,0f which
$70,000 was contingent. The company
has had to reassume £300,000 of prefer-
ence stock, which is now held in the
treasury. An arrangement was com-
pleted with the Quebec government
whereby the interest on the seven mil-
lion dollars due the province on ac-
count of sections of the line between
Quebec, Montreal and Ottawa have
been reduced from five to four and
one-twentieth per cent, effecting an
annual saving of $66,500.

The Southeastern Tailway has been
reorganized as the Montreal and At-
lantic railway, and ‘the company re-
ceived in addition stock representing
the original investment of $500,000
bonds, covering advances and inter-
est, which bonds are good interest-
bearing security. The report mentions
the gratifying devélopment of mining
industries in British Columbia, and
the increase of niixed farming.. The
Northwest cattle shipments last year
were double 'any previous year. The
land sales last year were 49,467 acres
for $159,631,against 107,348 acres for $352,-
847 the previous year, The company has
unsold 17,273,000 acres besides the town
sites.

net earmings applicable to dividends,
and this intenfion was carried out;
but' the untoward conditions of last
year already referred to in this report
made it necessary mot only to pay the
interest on the land bonds from earn-
ings, but to heavily trench upon the
special fund for the payment of the
August  dividend, and for the neces-
sary assistance to the Minne-
apolis, St. Paul and Sault
Ste  Marie, and Duluth, South
Shore and Atlantic railways Had this
course not been followed, the securi-
ties must have been sold at a great
sacrifice or a floating debt must have
been incurred. Neither of these courses
was adopted, and the company is ab-
solutely free from floating debt.

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‘The Recent Disastrous Fire in Sum=-
merside.

Summerside, March 30.—It is late in
the evening and your correspondent
thought it best to sit down before re-
tiring and write an account of one of
the most disastrous fires t(hat has
ever occured in Summerside. The fire
brcke out in W. A. Brennan’s print-
ing office, known as the Journal, early
Saturday morning, extending  to the
Tryon Woolen Co. and R. C. McLeod’s
warehouse and Bank of Nova Scctia
building, reducing them to ashes. The
fire then crossed the street, burning
down Capt. McKinnon’s grocery store
and Hotel McIntyre. J. A. Gourlie's
drug store and Dr. McIntyre’'s dental
parlors were in the hotel. They were
able to remove their stock, and Capt.
McKinnon saved most of his in a
damaged condition. The fire was under
way three quarters of an hour before
discovery. The Journal office was one
maszs of flames when the alarm was
sounded, and the heat so intense that
the front of the Clifton house was
scorched and the plate glass in stores
underneath broken to pieces. The tot-
al estimated loss is $35,000, with $17,000
insurance. W. A. Brennan is the heav-
jest loser, not a thing being saved
except what was in his safe. The oth-
er parties burned out were able to
save all or part of their effects. Sum-
merside is hampered for want of an
efficient -water supply and a properly
organized fire brigade, as well as %ot
having a good system of night watch.

We talk of ghosts as baleful
and frightful, and in a frivolous or
superstitions way- But my text speaks
of a ‘Ghost who is omnipotent, ‘and
Divine, and everywhere present; and
ninety-one times in the New Testament
called the Holy Ghost. The only tima I
ever heard this text preached from was
in the orning‘days of my ministry,
when a glorious old Scotch minister cama

to help me in my village church. On
the day of my ordination and installa-
tion, he said: “If you get into the
corner of a Saturday night withovt
-enough sermons for Sunday, send for
me, and I will come andpreach for youn.”
The fact ought to be known that the
first three years of a pastor’s life are ap-
pallingly arduous. No other profession
makes the twentieth part of the demand
on a young man. If a secular speaker
prepares one or two speeches for a politi-
«cal campaign, it is considered arduous.
If & lecturdr prepares one lecture for a
ear, he is thought to have done well.
%ut a young pastor-has two sermons to
deliver every Sabbath, before the same.
audience, beside all his other work ; and
the. most of ministers never recover
from the awful nervous strains of the
first three years. Be sympathetic with
all young ministers, and withhold your
criticisms. SN

“The}Position of Great Britain in Declining a
Settlement of the Trouble.

‘Washington; April 4—It is staed by
a person in a position to know with
authority that as soon as Venezuela
is convinced that Great Britain has
officially declined to arbitrate or settle
the bonudary dispute, as suggested by
the United States through Ambassa-
dor Bayard, the “southern republic
will regretfully but resolutely resort
to what she regards as her only re-

course, a resort to, force.

Venezuela fully recognizes the great
military strength of Great Britain, but
it is declared that her people are ready
to see their homes and their cities de-
solated and laid in ashes rather than
submit to what they regard as na-
tionl dishonor. :

It is said that the contention with
Great Britain is not so much in their
territory as the sentiment and honor
involved. So firmly impressed have
they become with this opinion that
they would rather see their country
out of existence than pass into the
practical eontrol of a foreign power.

Little doubt is felt, under these cir-
cumstances, that Venezuela will forc-
ibly resort to protect its rights to the
Orinoco territory as soon as Great
Britain's rejection of a settlement are
definitely communicated.

This territory extends about one
‘Lundred and fifty miles along the
coast, running back twenty-five miles
to what is known as the Shomberg
line. Through the middle of the strip
runs the Orinoco river, commanding
the commerce of the interior of South
America. Great Britain is already
well intrenched there, with a naval
station along the river.

The interest of the United States
in the controversy has progressed
steadily in recent days. It began
with the friendly suggestion through
Mr. Bayard of a settlement, and a
request from congress that Great Bri-
tain submit the matter to arbitration.
The United States squadron, under
Admiral Meade, was accorded an ova-
tion at Venezuelan .ports, and steps
were taken to commemorate the Mon-
roe doctrine by erecting a statue to
President Monroe at the capital of
Venezuela.

‘Within recent years Venezuela has
granted a large concession of the Ori-
noco country to citizens of the United
States. A strong hope seems to be
entertained on the part of Venezuela
that the United States will not stand
idly by if a resort to force is made.

It is understood that the position
of Great Britain in declining the sug-
gestion of ‘the United States for the
settlement of the trouble with Vene-
zuela is as follows:

TO FIGHT THE BEEF COMBINE.

CO0.,

The Cattle Raisers of the West Have
a Big Seheme on Hand.

Chicago, April 4—The Post says: It
is learned from sources close to the
fountain head that the cattle raisers
of the west are bepding every effort
to the perfection of an organization
during the coming season to fight the
dressed beef combine. The recent ad-
vance in the price of beef has in-
censed instead of mollifiled them.
They claim that they are only getting
a small and wholly inadequate advan-
tage from the advance in the price to
consumers, the combine taking most
of it and leaving them an insignificant
end of the gain. Cattle raisers are
now devoting themselves to a scheme
for establishing markets at Chicago,
Omaha, St. Louis, Kansas City ‘and
New York for the sale of cattle for
future delivery, -sales to be made ac-
cording to recognized grades and de-
scriptions.

They claim that under existing me-
thods they are absolutely at the mercy
of the combine, being obliged to ac-
cept whatever prices may be named
on - arrival at the packing centres, or
go fo the expensea of carrying the
stock and at the end of the contest
selling at a heavier sacrifice than
would have at-first been incurred.
They claim that they can keep their
steck on their.ranges and farms cheap-
er than at the other end of the line,
and that they need not contract to
deliver their property at a future date
until satisfactory prices can be-obtain-
ed. :

In order to ensure competition in
bidding for ‘“cattle futures,” the
scheme is said to include the establish-
ing of packing houses and distribut-
ing. depots, as well as the necessary
machinery for the exportation of the
product. >

This sort of thing has been talked
about in an indefinite fashion for a
good while, but it is stated on appar-
ently the best of authority that the
plans are now assuming practical
form with immense resources behind
the proposition.

FRANCE’'S MARTIAL STRENGTH.

France has lately been engaged in
a species of stock taking with results
the reverse of satisfactory. For in
spite of the money that has been spent
so lavishly and in such a patriotically
unstinted manner since the conclusion
of the great war of 1870 she finds her
army inferior to that of Germany and
her navy to that of England. Whereas
the German emperor has ready for ac-
tion a force of 550,000 men, France’s
standing army does not exceed 406,000,
60,000 of whom are in Algeria, while
her reserves are likewise inferior both
in nunmber and efficlency to those of
.Germany. With regard to the navy
France has only 75 ironclads, whereas
Great Britain has 192 of double the
tonnage of that of France and of
greater speed. Yet England spends
only about $10,000,000 per annum more
uron her navy than does her neighbor
across the chanmel. This is all = the
more serious when it is bourne in
mind that instead of having but one
naval rival asg formerly France now
has four, one of which, Germany, s
growing all the time in importance,
and by the opening of the Baltic can-
al is’ bringing her basis of operation
four days nearer France. French tax-
payers have every reaon to grumble.

The Stock Brokerage Office of
Baldwin Bros. Cleaned Out.

Chief Clark and Officers Aet Under
the Criminal Code of Canada.

Edward Sears, jr., and Three Employes of
the Concern Placed Under Arrest,

The raiding of the Prince William
street bucket shop by the police Fri-
day afternoon soon became the talk
of the town; in fact it caused a genu-
ine sensation. The business has,been
carried on in rooms 10 and 11, Pugs-
ley’s building, for some months past,
as a branch of Baldwin Bros.’ estab-
lishment in Boston. Alex. .M. Phillips
was the local manager, and judging
from the books seized by the police a
large business has been carried on.
The rooms were well furnished, con-
taining the usual blackboards, coun-
ters, tables, chairs, etc. The stock re-
ports were received direct from the
head office, which necessitated the fit-
ting up of telegraphing instruments.
‘The branch had its own operator, and
Manager Phillips had his brother, Jas,
T. Phillips, as clerk. , The raid was
made about 3 o'clock, with the result
that everything found in the rooms
was seized, including all letters, letter
books and papers in connection with
the purchase and sale of stocks and
merchandize.

Chief of Police Clark was accompan-
ied by Capt. Jenkins, Sergt. Baxter,

and Evans.

On entering the place the officers
found Manager Phillips, his brether,
‘Walter Gommery, the telegraph oper-
ator, and Edward Sears, a prominent
citizen, therein. - The chief read his
warrant for the seizure of everything
found in the place and the arrest of
all found in it, and then informed
the four men that they were his pris-
cners. It was something of a surprise
party for .them.

The warrant, which was issued by
Police Magistrate Ritchie on represen-
tations made to him by the chief of
police, 'gave the officers authority to
uge force in effecting an entrance, and
required that they should take into
custody all persons found therein, and
seize all tables and instruments of
gaming, ‘monies, sureties for money,
efe.

The four prisoners were at once tak-
en to the central police station, where
their names were entered on the re-
cord book and the following charge
written opposite them: ‘“Arrested on
a warrant authorizing search of pre-
mises used as common gaming place
within the meaning of the criminal
code.”

They stood ready, thewr said,
to deliver the article if the purchaser
called for it. If only a part payment
was made the article was held by the
brokers as collateral security for the
payment of the balance. Mr. Philips
ir acting as Baldwin Bros.” agent fully
believed he had engaged in a legiti-
mate business. He was satisfied that
it was no violation or contravention
of any Canadian law. Mr. Philips in-
structed him to say that he had ad-
vice of cournsel here and was told that
the business as conducted by Baldwin
Bros. did not contravene the provis-
ions of any law. Chief Clark would
say that Mr. Philips acted like a man'
who felt that he was living up to and
not violating any law. Mr. Philips fur-
ther instructed him that he had al-
ways been a law abiding citizen and
did not want to carry on any business
which was against the laws of the
country, or which the authorities con-
sidered as such.

FRUIT GROWING IN. CALIFORNIA.

et

The fruit fields of the world have
been wonderfully increased in the last
quarter of a century, and the eating
of fruit ‘has consequently ' become
much more general. The banana, to
take one instance, was quite unknown
except a. a rare delicacy not many
years ago; now it is the popular feat-
ure of most fruit barrows and the
ordinary commodity: of every fruiterer.
California has given us an enormous
supply of fruit, which, by recent im-
provements, is able to reach Europe
in good; wholesome condition. The
rrocess of drying the prunes is as fol-
lcws: Wide trips of linen are laid on
the ground, and on them are placed
the newly-picked fruit. The hot sun
accomplishes the drying in a. short
while, and then the prunes are care-
fully packed for travelling, and are
transported from the flelds to be rel-
ished in all parts of the world. From
recent statistics it appears that Cali-
fornia - produces at least 26,000,000
pounds of raisins annually. There are
more than 200,000 acres in California
under vires and these yield nearly
15,000,000 gallons = of wine.—Lond_on

technical designation of disappearance
of the rebels.

It is a fact that there are on this
island today between 5,000 and 6,000
rebels, who have rifles and cartridges
within their reach. The government
may scout this statement, but it is
true, and the plan of campaign is to
wait. The leaders know better than
to openly oppose the five or six thou-
sand men against superior forces,
wher. climate and sickness are relied
upon as allies a little later on.

‘“Why don’t the rebels pitch in and
do something before all the Spamish
trcops reach here ?” is a question ask-
ed by opponents of the rebellion here.

The answer is that while engaging
the forces now here the rebels would
suffer losses not to be mended, and
upon. their weakened forces would be
censtantly coming more fresh troops
from Spain.

‘“Let Spain get here all she intends
to send, and then we will play hide
and seek with them, aided by clima-
tec conditions, we can combine all our
forces and strike a decisive blow at
the sickening and climate worn forces
of Spain.” 2

That is about the reply that the in-
surrectionists would make to creiti-
cien of their lack of aggressive activ-
ity. Already the government troops
arz2 scouring through Manzanillo, and
Col Santo has just. telegraphed the
governor here as to what action shall
be taken in the event of the rebels in
big or little groups desiring to sur-
render.

THE UPPER NILE.
British Trespass in the Territory Dis-
cussed in the Frenech Chamber.

Paris, Apri§ 5.—In the senate today,
M .Hanotaux, minister of foreign af-
fairs, replied to the statement made
in the British house of commons on
March 28 by Sir Edward Grey, parlia-
mentary secretary of the British for-
eign office, in regard to the Anglo-
French situation in Africa, which
statement was called forth by the com-
plainant by the British Royal Niger
company that the French expeditions
were trespassing on territory in the
Upper Nile valley that is under Brit-
ish protection. M. Hanotaux said that
the French opposed the contention of
the Niger company that it has the
right to monopolize commerce into
and prohibit the transit of its entire
territory. In regard to the Upper Nile
valley, France maintains that the Khe-
dive of Egypt is the legitimate master
of these regions, and she therefore de-
mands from Great Britain an expla-
nation of what territory she claims.
France wants to know where Egyptian
influence ends and British influence
begins. Great Britain’s claims on this
point are most vague.

France has been unable to obtain an
explanation, and when the inquiries
were pressed Great Britain has broken
off the negotiations. There could not,
however, be a question of aggressive
action or peremptory orders when so
many complex problems were involv-
ed, of which many diverse solutions
might be usefully considered.

M. Hanotaux added: “Nobody can
~wish to hamper the initiative of the
brave explorers of these countries, but
when the time comes to decid the ulti-
mate destiny of these regions we be-
lieve that the rights of the Sultan of
Turkey and the Khedive of Egypt
should be respected, and that there
should be reserved to each what be-
longs to him. :

‘“The two great nations, France and
Great Britain, will find means to re-
concile their interests and satisfy their
common aspirations towards civiliza-
tion and progress.”

OSCAR WILDE ARRESTED.

A Verdict of Not Guilty in the Marquis
of Queensbury’s Case.

Oscar Afterwards Arrested in the Cadogan
Hotel and Bail Refused.

London, April 5.—The suit of Oscar
Wilde v. the Marquis of Queensberry
came to a sudden and unexpected ter-
mination this morning  shortly after
the third day’s proceedings were com-
menced in the Old Bailey before Jus-
tice Collins. The jury, aecting upon
instructions, returned a verdict of not
guilty, coupled with the statement
that the justification set up as a de-
fence by the Marquis of Queensberry
was true in substance and in fact,
and that the statement complained of
was published for the public good.

At the close of the proceedings it
became known that it was momen-
tarily expected that a warrant for the
arrest of Oscar Wilde had been is-
sued and he was later arrested at the
Cadogan hotel. Wilde had called at
the Cadogan hotel with a couple of
friends, when at half-past six o’clock
a detective walked into the office and
asked for him. The officer was told
that Wilde was not staying there, but
he was not to be put. off with any
such explanation and insisted whether
‘Wilde was staying there or not that
the man he wanted to see was there.
The clerk thereupon showed him to
the room where Wilde was sitting
down. The officer at once told him
that he was under arrest and bade
him prepare to accompany him. Wilde
said nothing, but immediately went
with the detective, who took him to
Scotland yard, where the warrant was
read.

The  prisoner remaineéd 'silent
throughout these proceedings. He
was taken to Bow street and placed
in the dock of the police station. Here
he stood with his hands in his pock-
ets while the charge against him was
being taken. The prisoner made n»
reply. He was then searched, after
which he was locked in a cell. Short-
ly after he had been locked up one
of his friénds arrived in a carriage
at the station with a small Gladston=
bag containing a change of clothing
and other necesasries, but the police
refused to permit him to leave it.

Lord Alfred was
greatly distressed by this imforma-
tion.

The prisoner will be allowed to re-
ceive food from a hotel until temor-
row, when he will be arraigmed in
court on a charge involving a penal
cffence.

London, April 6.—The Leader pub-
lishes an interview with Lord Dou-
glass in relation to the Wilde scan-
dal. Lord Douglass said: “Myself and
every member of the family except my
father disbelieve absolutely and en-
tirely all the charges. We think them
simply part of the persecution father
has carried on against us as long as
I can remember, and that Mr. Wilde
and his counsel are to blame for not
showing, as theyt could have dome,
that that was the fact.”

~HYPNOTIC EXPERIMENTS,

Transferting Magnetic Energy to &
Crown of Iron Thus Curing Insanity.

A French physician has recently made
some experiments in connection with
magnetism and electrigity in relation to
hypnotism, which have led to remark-
able results. The latter discovery
establishes the fact that the cerebral
activity can be transferred to a crown
of magnetised iron, in which the activity
can be retained and subsequently pass-
ed.on to a second person. Incredible as
this may seem, the possibility has been
proved by the experiments referred to.
The doctor placed the crown, which In
reality is only a circular band of mag-
netised iron, on the head of a female
patient suffering from melancholia,
with a mania for self-destruction,! and
with such success was the experiment
attended that within a fortnight the
patient could be allowed to go free
without danger, the crown having ab-
sorbed all her marked tendencies.

About two weeks afterwards he put
the same crown, which meanwhile had
been carefully kept clean from contact
with anything else, on the head of a
male! patient suffering from hysteria,
complicated by frequent recurrent per-
jods of lethargy. The patient was then
hypnotised and immediately comport-
ed himself with the manner of the wo-
man who had previously worn the
crown. He practically assumed her
personality, and utted exactly the same
complaints as she had done. Similar
phenomena have, it is reported, been
observed in the case of every patient ex-
perimented upon. Another experiment
showed that the crown retained the im-
pression required until it was made red
hot.

WHY JIM WOULD, WIN.

A Study in Figures—Interesting Mathe-
matical Play, ‘

Jim and Tom agreed to get up a little
match in addition, whereby the winner
will be the one who first reaches a hun-
dred by calling out a number alternate-
ly which, when added to the foregoing,
is no less than one and not more than
seven. Now, Jim knows a thing or two,
and wins the match, and, moreover, he
predicts to Tom that he will surely win
it, in spite of all that Tommy can do not
to prevent it. Which numbers must Jim
name in succession to be sure to win
the game every time ?

In this case, Tom begins with three.
The solution is :—Jim names every time
that it is his turn the highest number
which can be divided by four but not
by eight. No matter what number Tom
names, keeping within the range of
seven upward from Jim’s number, Jim
follows up with say four (Tom having
begun with three), twelve, twenty,
twenty-eight, thiry-six, and so on up to
ninety-two. Now Tom is compelled to
name a number within range of ninety-
three to ninety-nine, and it is, of course,
Jim’s turn to say one hundred.

Try it, and let, your fellow-contestant
begin with any number he chooses.
You are sure to beat him every time
by following this method.

YWhat Sueez ng Iudicates.

Dr. Scanes Spicer, reading a paper
the other day before the Chemists’ As-
sistants’ Association ‘on * Sneezing,”
told his hearers that the act of sneezing
has always been regarded as super-
natural, and by many races was held
in reverence. Hence rose the custom,
not even now altogether obsolete, of
making some remark directly after
sneeczing. Sneezing was regarded as a
sign-of impending death during the
plague of Athens. Many classical writ-
ers make special reference to sneezing,
and some supposed that during sneezing
devils were expelled. :

Sneezing itself is a reflex nervous ac-
tion, and is brought about by mechani-
cal irritation to the ends of the nerve
fibres, ich occur in the tissues of the
nose. hen this irritation occurs.

change of temperature affectin> the
tissues of the nose, a nerve impulse is
transmitted to the brain, and certain
nerve centres in the medulla ohlongata
are affected; this results in certain im-
pulses being transmitted along the.
nerves to the muscles cOmtrolling re-
spiration. By this means the egress’of*
air during the expiration is delayed,
and the various exits are closed. When
the pressure, however, reaches a limit
the exits are forced open, ‘“ a powerful
blast of air is expelled, and the patient
sneezes,”—Landon Daily News.

In the English Courts.

The inequalities of sentence in the
English criminal courts are strongly
criticized in the English law journals.
The Law Times, the most influential of
the English law periodicals, is publish-
ing a series of articles on the criminal
law and its administration, and in a re-
cent number gives the opinions of Jus-
tice Hawkins, the best-known ‘criminal
judge of the country. He belleves that
great care should be taken in consider-
ing the past history and the surround-
ings of each prisoner before sentence is
pronounced. Though he has the reputa~
tion of being a severe judge,.he is
strongly opposed to flogging, and never
imposes a sentence in which that is a
part of the punishment. Some of the
Jjudges approve the lash as a means of
punishing criminals accused of acts of
violence, but most of the judges be-
lieve that it has little eficacy. He says
of the duty of a judge administering the
criminal law :—* Let him consider well
before passing sentence upon a prison-
er. Let him consider the nature of the
offence committed, the injury to indi-
viduals and society resulting from the’
offence, and then, with even justice,
having a regard to all surrounding cir-
cumstances and the previous history. of
the criminal, firmly but humanely put
in force the power with which the coun-
try intrusts him for the protection and
the welfare of the eriminal.—New York
Tribune.

the indemnity shall have been paid.
I<ndon, April 7.—The Times, in an
editorial on the latest report of Japan
demands, says it considers that Japan
is justified in imposing these.condi-
tions, and adds that the British can-
net object to the occupation of the
Liav Tung peninsula.

The Daily News says it thinks that
the proposals are likely to meet with
the general approval of the European
powers.

THE BY-ELECTIONS.

The four by-eleétion campaigns now
in progress will be closéd the day be-
fore the meeting of parliament. The
constituencies are all close ones, but
at present it does mot appear that
there is to be a party fight in Quebec
west. The constituency of Vercheres,
near Montreal, isvacated by the death
of Hon. Felix Geoffrion, a supporter
of Mr. Laurier, and former associate
of Mr. Mackenzie in the liberal minis-
try. Mr. Geoffrion was nine times
elected and never defeated in Ver-
cheres, and represented the constitu-
ency for thirty-two years. His major-
ity at the last g;eneral election was
168 in a poll of 2000 votes. In the
previous election it had been 124, but
in 1882 he was only 19 ahead. It will
be seen that the seat is ene which the
opposition might faﬁ‘ly claim wunless
Mr. Geoffrion was stronger than his
party. Another Mr. Geoffrion, one of
the leaders of the Montreal bar, suc-
ceeds his namesake as the grit candi-
date. :

Haldimand is proverbially a fight-
ing constituency, though wuntil Dr.
Montague’s time it was not a happy
hunting ground for the liberal con-
servatives. The late Col. Thompson,
an old time liberal, sat for the con-
stituency before confederation. He
was ‘ré-electéd in 1867 and by acclama-
tion in 1872 and 1874 In 1878 Mr.
Nicholas Flood Davin laid siege to the
county on behalf of Sir John Macdon-
ald, but even in that year, when near-
ly all Ontario went for the chieftain,
Haldimand stood fast. In 1882 Mr.,
Thompson was once more elected; this
time by the reduced majority of 126.
Toward the end of this term Mr.
Thompson died and & by-electigh took
place, in which Mr. C. W. Colter, also
an opponent of Sir John Macdonald,
was elected. As this contest took
place shortly before the general elec-
tion a great'dea.l was made of it, and
the expression ‘“Haldimand has
spoken” was much heard in the land.
Haldimand speke in another tone in
1887, when Dr. Montague, then under
thirty years old and unknown outside
his county, entered upon his political
struggles. The doctor was the first
liberal conservative to carry the seat,
and he had only a majority of one.
There was some dipute about even that
majority, and the election was voided.
Later in the year the doctor was again
elected by a majority of 17,.and after

. prolonged lit_igntlun was again un-
seated. In 1889 Mr. Colter was elected
by a majority of 46 over Dr. Mbn-
tague, who in his ‘turn successfully
protested the election. In the fouoiv-'
ing by-election Dr. Montague was re-
.turned. A year later the general elec-
tion took place, yrhen the same oppon-
ents met again, Dr. Montague win-
ning with a majority of 78. He has
now vacated the seat by the accept-
ance of office and entering on his
sixth contest since 1887. At present it
appears that he will be opposed by a
McCarthyite, who wﬂ}, of course be
supported by the regular opposition.

Though Antigonish three times re-
turned Sir John Thompson to Ottawa
it cannot be called a liberal conserva-
tive constituency. Notwithstanding
the late premier’s great personal
strength, and the fact that he had re-
presented the county in the legisla-
ture he had only 40 majority in the
general election of 1887. 'In 1891, when
he was recognized as one of the lead-
ing minds in the government, and
stood next to”the:premier, he had a
majority of 280, but this was largely
a personal vote. In 1882, when ' Sir
John Thompson was :not in the field,
though the government candidate was
a strong man, the opposition majority
in Antigonish was 333, and four years
before, when two grits ran against
one liberal comservative, the latter
was 131 votes behind the successful
candidate. In 1874 the county went
grit by acclamation. It will 'be seen
that those éffusive liberal conservative
journals at a distance *which talk
about a' government walk-over-in An-
tigonish are not well informed. We
should say that the Antigonish fight is
the hardest for the government of the
four. The government candidate is
a young and inexperienced politician,
though as fine a-man .as can be found
anywhere. He has against him a tried
and hitherto successful campaigner,
probably the strongest man in the
local grit ranks. Sir Charles Hibbert
Tupper and his comrades will make
a grand contest, and there is reason to
expect that the county may be held.
But it ijs no more a walk-over than
‘Haldimand or Vercheres.

At the worst'
he would oiﬂy be restoring, as far as
he could, the life of a cultivated Greek
at a time when the national spirit was
low though the love of art and beauty
prevailed. It is pleasanter to look
back on classic life, even in its best
aspects, through the softening dis-
tance of the centuries than to find
some of its every day occurrences re-
vealed to us througl} the Pagan apos-
tles of our time. Christianity has not
made the wonld: perfect, but Christian
nations, with-all ‘their faults, are in
a far higher plain of morality and
decency than the bést of nations of
antiquity. ',leeu'e some . respects
in which the blackguard of the mod-
ern slum lives a better life than the
philosopher of the classic days. Whag
the rough lacks in intellectual gift, i
artistic taste, and in self-contrel, he
makes up in‘a sturdier manliness and
greater simplicity.

NOTSO SMALL.

Gidin

A New England contemporary
speaks of the proposed union of “little
Newfoundland’”’ with Canada. New-
foundland is not so little as this editor
thinks; The island is more than two-
thirds as large as all, the New Eng-
land states, and exceeds in area’ Mass-
achusetts, Connecticut, Rhode Island,
New Hampshire and Vermont put to-
gether. But with Newfoundland goes
Labrador, with an area of 120,000
équare miles. Newfoundland and Eab-,
rador together are equal in size to the
_six New England states, with New
York, Pennsylvania and New Jersey
It may appear at present
that Labrador does not amount to
much as a possession. As yet, how-
ever, very little is known about it, ex-
cept that it has valuable fisheries. It

.seems certain that there are good tim-

ber lands in the interior, and it is
not improbable that ILabrador has
great mineral wealth. The time was
when Alaska was hardly thought
worth the taking. But now it is one
of the mest valuable possessions of
the republic. Newfoundland may not
at present be in‘funds. But she isnot,
little and is not without great national
wealth. .

THE COST OF DEFENCE.
—

The British admiralty is spending
$4,500,000 on the construction and equip-
ment of the battle ship Magnificent,
which was floated out of dock last De-
cember. But the cost of ships is not
the only heavy item in the current jex-
penditure applicable to the navy. The
estimates include a naval barracks at
Chatham to cost 1,800,000. ‘At Devon-
port the quay and dockyard extemsion
will enclose 41 acres, and the outlay
proposed is $10,600,000. This belongs to
last year’s programme. The new
works to be undertaken include &
breakwater at Portland Harbour,
which can only be protected from tor-
pedo attack by a physical barrier. The
area of the harbor within the break-
water will be 1,450 acres. A The esti-
mated cost of the works is $3,500,000, to
be distributed over ten years. A like
sum is te be spent in extending the
mole at Gibraltar 3,200 feet, giving an
acreage of 260 at five fathom depth.
The Dover pier is to be made 9,300 feet
longer. For barracks at Portsmouth
over $3,000,000 is asked. Large exten-
sions are proposed to the naval works
at Hong Kong. The whole programme
of dock and harbor work yet to be
constructed represents .an outlay of
$45,000,000, half of which was asnction-
ed last year by parliament.

The reports of correspondents whom
the English papers have sent to the
scene of the Armemian outrages seem
to establish beyond a1l doubt the essen-
tial truth of the first story of the
massacres. It appears to be quite
probable that there were revolution-
ists and troublesome people among the
Ammenians, but nothing could justify
the barbarities inflicted on the whole
population by the Turkish soldiers and
Kurds.

They had all been struck
at the unbiassed and yet firm and per-
fectly fair manner in which Dr. Me-
Leod had brought out different points
wkile the investigation was going on.
They believed throughout that the re-
sults obtained, and which Dr. McLeod
had endorsed, must be for the good
of the country and to the satisfaction
of those present, because coming from
 him they could not but be founded on
equity and righteousness. (Applause.)

Cholora Has Made Its Appearance Amongst
the Japanese Troops.

Londen, April §.—The correspondent
of the Times at Hong Kong in a de-
spatech to that paper, which will be
published tomorrow, Ssays that the
‘Chinese of the Island of Formosa are
disaffected, thinking that their exclus-
jon from the armistice indicates that
they will be deserted by the Pekin
authorities, and the foreigners on that
island believe that the Japanese would
be welcome after a slight resistence.
There is great fear at Canton at the
prospect of an attack <pon the part

of the Japanese. The precautions taken
to prevent a Japanese approach have
‘cused the suspension of the night traf-
fic on the river.

San Franecisco, Cal., April 8.—The
following advices were received today
by the steamer from Tokio:

Early peace is confidently expected
by the leaders of the Japanese govern-
ment, although not as unqualified as
ten days ago. Then the conviction of
the ministers was so pesitive that ac-
tivity in military circles maiterially re-
laxed and the departure of several
bodies of troops previously ordered to
China were delayed until the owutlook
should become clearer.

THE SUGAR BOUNTY.

The West India Committee of London
_Issue a Cireular on the Subjeet.

Washington, April 7.—Sir. Julian
Pauncefote, the British ambassador,
has furnished to the department of
state a copy of 'a circular issued by
‘the West India committee of Liondon.
concerning  sugar production. The
ambassador explains that it is not to
be regarded as an expression of opin-
ion by his government, but only of
the committee’s views. The circular
calls attention to the fact that the
sugar industry, beet as well as cane,
is passing through a crisis of the
most serious description,and expresses
the hope that in attempting to provide
a remedy the various governments
will avoide taking any steps which
may aggravate the crisis instead of
relieving it. It is shown that while
the production is increasing at the
rate of a million tons per year, ibe
consumption grows slowly, the rate
being only 250,000 tons per annum.
Naturally prices are depressed and
the bounty system is. ascribed as the
cavse of this state of affairs. Thers-
fore, it advocates the entire abolition
of the bounty and the stimulation cf
consumption by the reductiom of the
duties levied on sugar, which are ex-

{ cessive in Europe and prevent the

pecple as a whole from usine ~ugar.

Prior to his flight from England, Bal-
ufor was a member of the house of
commons in the liberal\interest, and
was 4 prominent church member. The
failure of the building society referred
to caused widespread suffering, hun-
dreds of persons having invested
every penny they had in the world in
the concern. When the crash came
they were ruined, and public sub-
scriptions were taken up for their re-
lef.

THE GREAT POST-GLACIAL LAKE
OF NEW B WICK. ¢

In the account published of the pro-
ceedings of they Natural History soci-
ety on Tuesday night, 2nd inst. . a |
slight reference was made to the state-
ment ,of Robert ‘Chalmers in regard
to a post-glacial lake, traces of which !
he had lately discovered.

In his paper Mr. Chalmers speaks
as follows: “The barriers of boulder
clay and marine deposits which existed
around the mouth of the St. John at
this period (the post-glacial), held in
a great fresh water lake, extending
along the valley of the St. John as
far up as Keswick river and beyona
it, of which Grand and Washademoak
lakes, Belleisle bay, etc.,, are rem-
nants,” As this 'was a new proposl-
tion and some members of the society
were anxious to have further infor-

and Belleisle valleys at a previous
date, however, and left terraces along
their sides, it is very difficult, per-
haps impossible in some cases, to dif-
ferentiate the marine from the lacus-
trine deposits there, and it will re-
quire a good deal of time and care to
work out the details.

Farther, as there are a number of
facts which go to show that the ridges
of crystalline rocks underwent greater
changes of level than the apparently
stable carboniferous basin, with prob-
ably some deformation or~warping,
the correlation of shore lines within
the area of pre-carboniferous rocks
becomes an exceedingly complex ques-
tion.” Mr. Chalmers also stated that
these investigatiog® would be contin-
ued in the field, with a view to oro-
curing further data. Prof. L. W.
Bailey, in - referring to tke “lake,”
drew attention to the great expanse
‘of water which is found in the central
basin during freshet time. High fresh-
ets even now join Grand,” Maquapit,
Otnabog and other sheets of water
into one great lake-like region. No
doubt in the Champlain period, a fime
flooded river valleys, numerous lake-
like areas existed, and may have’
formed such deposits as those referred
to by Mr. Chalmers. He thought, how-
ever, that further' evidence would be
needed to, show that those lake-like
areas: were connected as parts of one
great lake. Prof. Bailey referred to
a paper read by W. T. L. Reed before
the society in 1884, in which Mr. Reed
put forth a theory in regard to this
great Acadian ‘lake, which he esti-
mated had occupied an area of 300
square miles.

It is hoped that the geologists of the
province will give the matter some
field study this summer. .

OUR BOSTON LETTER.

A Dozen Families Leave New England
for the Canadian Northwest.

Eddie Connolly Heard From—The Lumber and
Fish Markets.

(From our own correspondent.)

Boston, April 6.—Thé American press
has about finished with Newfoundland
affairs, after , publishing a large
amount of matter daily, in addition to
the relief fund subscriptions, for sev-
eral months. Although Boston people
have been exceedingly generous in
raising , méney for Newfound}and, yet
there was nothing subscribed that was
not, spread before the readers of Bos-
ton paperss. The latter with -great
frequency viciously assailed Great
Britain'-'and Canada for being lax in
their subsériptions to the stricken col-
ony, while at the same time single sub-
scriptions were being received at St.
Johns from England half as large as
the total amount subscribed here. Of
course it was not heralded in every
British paper as something remark-
able, as they do here, but nothing is
too far from the facts for the pur-
poses of many American papers when
they can thereby get in a shaft at
‘things British. The Bowring fund
raised in Liverppol amounted to £1,-
500, and in addition there have been
contributions from many other sources
aggregating $15,000. The people of
Halifax have been generous at all
times towards Newfoundland, and St.
John and other towns in the lower
provinces ‘have contributed a respect-
able share, notwithstanding the press
statements that Great Britain and
Canada were ‘“sarving Newfoundland
into confederation.”

A movement is being agitated among
the French-Canadians of New Eng-
land looking to a large emigration to
the Canadian Northwest. Rev. Abhe
Morin, founder of Morinville, in the
Edmonton district, a well known pro-
moter of colonization, spent some time
in Massachusetts and Maine recently
and as a result a dozen families have
left with their effects. The great ma-
[ jority’. of French-Cangdians in New
‘England are employed in the mills in
the textile centres, where. they receive
wages that barely enableg them and
their usually large familles to exist.
The lowered wage scale, which has
been in operatiorn since the depression
began, and the closing -of the factories
during last summer, have not made
them rich with this world’s goods, and
as several of the corporations contem-
plate removing to the southern states,
Athereby throwing a large number out
¢f employment, there is a gene\‘al
feeling that Fr. Morin’s scheme will
prove a success, He is also securing
a large number of his countrymen in
the western states who will join ‘the
two large settlements formed by emi-
grants from Kansas and Nebraska.

The Bill Passed af the Last Session of
the Legislature.

+ All Persons Doing a Peddling Business Must

Take Out a License.

Be it enacted by the lieutenant gov-

i ernor and legislative assembly, as fol-
 lows:

1. No person shall within any county

; in the province peddle or hawk, or

carry from place to place, for the pur-

| pese \of peddling or hawking, goods

or merchandize without at the time
possessing a license duly issued tg

: him as in this act prescribed.

2. Such license shall be issued by
the secretary of the municipality un-
der the seal of such municipality upon
apglication made to such secretary,

(a) Upon proof to his satisfaction
that. the applicant is a British sub-
ject, and resident within the county,
or an adjoining county, and has been
S0 resident for the space of at least
twelve months, then last past, and
during. that time has been assessed
for rates and taxes in such county or
adjcining county, and paid all agsess-
nlents “therein made against him, and
upon payment to such secretary of a
fee for such license of fifty cents; or

(b) Upon proof to the satisfaction of
such secretary, that the applicant {3
a British subject and resident else-
where within the province, and has
been so resident for the space of at
least twelve months then last past,
and has during that time Been assess-
el for rates and taxes within the pro-
vince, and has paid all such assess-
ments then made against him, and up-
on payment to the secretary of a fee
for such license of five dollars; er -

(¢} Upon proof to the satisfaction of
suck secretary, that the applicant is a
British subject not entitled to a i-
cemse under the aféregoing Sub-sec-
tion (a) and (b), and upon payment

‘for such license of a fee of thirty dol-

lars; or

(d) In the absemce of proof as afore-
sald, upon payment of a fee for such
lice of one hundred dollars,

3. Such license shall bear date of
the day on which it is issued and
shall upon the face thereof, show the
amount of the fee paid therefor. ILi-
cense fees when received, shall be
paid to the county treasurer, and
form part of the contingent fund of
such county.

4. Every person who shall hawk or
peddle, or attempt to hawk or peddle,
goods or merchandize within any
county, without at the time having in
his actual possession the license by
this act required, or who, though he
has ' such license, has obtainédd the
same without being in fact qualified
tinder this act to receive such license
shall be liable to a penalty for eaacl;
offence of a sum not less than ten
dollars nor more than forty dollars,
to be recovered with costs before any
Justice of the peace under the provi-
slons of chapter 62 of the consolidated
statutes.

5. Half of such fine when coll
shall be paid: to -the informant,ec;;dé
the other half shall be paid to the
treasurer of the county in which the
offence occurred, and shall form part
of the contingent fund of such county,

6. Every person hawking or ped-’
dling, or attempting to hawk or ped-
dle, shall at all times, upon request of
any constable, exhibit ‘to him his Ii-
cense therefor, and ff he refuses cr
neglects so to do, may thereupon, and
without warrant ,bé arrested by such
constable and taken before a \justice
of the peace, and all proceedings shall
thereupon be had in all respects s
though an information had been made
against the person so 'arrested for
hawking or peddling without license,
and a warrant. had upon such infor-
mation been issued by such Justice,
and he had been arrested thereundsr;
and if upon the hearing, such person
shall prove that he, at the time of hig
arrest had such license, duly issued
to him asg by this act provided, such
justice shall, notwithstanding, make"
a conviction against him, and thersby
1mpose‘ a fine not exceeding five dol-
lars for refusing to exhibit such n-
cense to the constable, in case it shall
be ‘proved to the satisfaction of the
justice that thé person so arrested
had neglected . or refused upon request
to exhibit such license, such fine when
recovered shall be paid to the ‘con-
stable who made the arrest.

T
any offence under this chapter, in
case it can be proved that such per-
son was hawking or peddling, or_ at-
témpting to hawk or peddle, goods or
merchandise within the -county, the
onus shall be upon the defendant to
prove that he had a license .uthor-
izing him so to do, and that he was
in fact duly qualified to receive such
license at the time he obtained the
same.

8. Nothing in this act shall prevent
any person from hawking or peddling
fruits, vegetables, meat, fish, oysters,
or any products. of the garden, farm
or sea.

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GRADING OF HAY.
(Montreal Trade Bulletin.)

Owing to poor grading, Canadian
hay has an unenviable reputation -in
the American market. For instance,
LNo. 1 straight timothy, which should
not contain more than five percent of
white clover of alsike, has actually
been found to be mixed with thirty
per cent of coarse red clover late cut.
Canadian farmers must learn to grade
their hay differently from what they
are doing at present. They must de-
sist from putting 20 to 30 per cent rf
poor hay with 70 to 76 per cent of No.
1, .or they will find out their mistake.
It is a fact that American buyers are
beginning to appreciate our No. 2 and
stock hay consisting of fine timothy
and red top and alsike clover mized,
for which there is a ready demand at
good prices across the border; but the
demand will probably not last more
than six weeks longer. No. 1 Cana-
dian timothy when properly graded is
finer than New .York state timothy;
but Michigan timothy is the leading
kind in the New York market. Can-
adian farmers and shippers would do
well to observe the above instructions
in grading hay for the American mar-
ket

Account sales hawe recently been re-
ceived from New York, showing very
unsatisfactory results, one lot netting
only $4 at point of shipment. A sam-
ple of this hay was forwarded o New
York from this city, and the commis-
sion merchant to whom it was sent
replied, saying that the hay, if like
sample, should bring $14 in New York.
‘The hay was accordingly shipped from
a country station; but when the ac-
count sales were received, they \only
showed $4 per ton net, to the shipper.
Other shipments, however, have turn-
ed out fairly well. Probably the fault
lies in shipping the wrong class of
hay or for want of proper grading.

THE STATE OF TRADE.

Condition 6! Business as Reported
"byDun & Company.

Additional Signs of Improvement in
Some Quarters.

The Business Situatien in Canada as Viewed
by Bradstreets.

New York, -April 5—~R. G. Dun &
Co.’s weekly review of trade says: The
returns of the highest importance,
given this week, show the condition
of the’retail trade in March through-
out the country and the distribution
of goods to financial consumers In
comparison with the fall consumers
in comparison with the same month
in 1894 and 1893. While the returns
fully given cannot be condensed into
a single comparison, and in view of
the widely Qifferent conditions in dif-
ferent sections and branches might in
that form be the less useful, there is
gratifying evidence that most trades
show a marked improvement over 1894
is realized, though on the whole the
trade is smaller than in 1893. The oc-
currence of Easter in March last year,
but in April this year, is found to
account for much difference in the
vclume of the retail trade, especially
in dry goods and millinery and the
severe weather and backwardness of
the season, also retard recovery.
‘While the volume of trade, In quan-
tities of goods sold, is, nevertheless,
larger than last- year, but on-the
whole smaller than in 1893, the main
difference in comparison with 1893 is
found in the general decline of prices
wkich makes trade in value smaller
even where it s clearly as large or
larger in quantity.

The best news from the industries
is that the labor troubles have been
settled or avoided, Mahoning Iron and

'Eastern wollen mills being again ac-

tive. Next in importance is the bet-
te rdemand for many products, which
gives greater reason to hope that re-
cent advances from the bottom may
brove successful. Following the rise
in coke, there have been this week
sdles of 2,000,000 tons of lake ore at
about 18 per ¢ent advance and finished
products are no- longer inactive, Bes-
semer iron rising to $10.65, grey forge
to $9.25, common bar to 95 cents, strue-
tural angles to $1, and plates $1 per
ton. Chicago shares In the rise and
the Illinois steel company has achiev-
ed a notable success in taking the
contract for steel plates for shipyards
at Newport News. Eastern works
gain more slowly, notwithstanding the
low price of anthracite coal. The pro-
duction of Connellsville coke for the
week, 168,101 tons, was the largest on
record, but there is some fear that
higher coke and ore may close some
works,

The success of the shoe manufactur-
ers in raiging prices grows more com-

ed when jobbers resisted. It is con-
ceded that orders are on the whole
smaller than usual, especially from
‘the west, though ths south is taking
more than usual because of the severe
winter.

Leather is as stiff ag ever, and there
is no yielding in hides, which are high-
est in the west, though the possibility
of importations fromi Germany is said
to hinder further advances in some
qualities. The cotton manufacturers,
once stimulated by the rise In raw cot-
ton, go on gaining, though cotton has
halted. A better demand appears for
many qualities, and in ‘some slight
advance in price.

The sales of wool reflect the renewed
confidence of manufacturers, as strikes
are out of the way, for 6,675,100 pounds
were sold last week, against 4,648,200
last year. No rise in prices is seen or
expected, in view of heavy sales and
receipts of foreign wool.

New York, April 5.—Bradstreet’s re-
view tomorrow will say: General trade
at Halifax continues dull. This is true
at Toronto also, where prices remain
steady, notwinthstanding the unfa-
vorable weather. Montreal merchants
are reported meeting their paper fall-
ing due a week ago fairly well.

THE BRITISH COMMONS.

Speaker Peel Tenders His Resignation
£=8 in a Touching Address.,

The Chaneellor of the Exchequer Introduces
the Local Veto Bill.

Lcndon, April 8.—Before‘a crowded
house, at 3.30 p. m., the speaker of the
house of commons, the Rt. ifon. Ar-
thur Wellesley Peel, M. P., arose and
announced his resignation. He then
delivered his farewell address.

When the speaker arose there was
prclonged cheering, and every mem-
ber present uncovered his head. The
peers’ and other galleries were full.
T. S. Ambassador Bayard and many
other members of the diplomatic corps
were present.

Sir Arthur Peel concluded a touch-
in gaddress by saying: “I hope that
by the co-operation of all its members
the house will continue to be the pat-
terrr and model for foreign nations,
for those great people who have left
our shores and carried our blood, race,
language, institutions, habits and
thoughts to  the uttermost parts of
tha world.”

The chancellor of the exchequer,
Sir Wm. Harcourt, in expressing the
thanks of the house for the services
of Sir Arthur Peel, paid a high tri-
bute to the zeal, ability and unremit-
ting attention and firmness with
which. he had maintained the privil-
eges and dignity of the house. He
concluded with moving an address to
her majesty, praying that a signal
mark of royal favor may be conferred
upon the late speaker.

The motion, which was supported
by Mr. Balfour, the leader of the con-
servatives in the house of commons,
was unanimously adopted.

The parliamentary secretary of the
foreign office, Sir Edward Grey, reply-
ing to a question pn the subject, said
that the government had heard that
the ex-queen of Hawaii had been sen-
terced to imprisonment, but, he add-
ed, the matter was not one in which
Great Britain could intierfere, nor
were there any grounds upon . which
Great Britain could base a represent-
ation on the subject.

Sir Wm. Vernon Harcourt then in-
troduced the local veto bill. The chan-
cellor of the exchequer, in introduc-
ing the measure, said that the bill
provided that a poll should be taken
on the request of a tenth of the num-
ber of parochial electors. Prohibi-
tor; resolutions would be carried by
a majority of two-thirds and would
ccme  into force on the first of Janu-
ary on the expiration of a year from
the date of the pool. After three
years the prohibitory resolutions
might be repealed by a simple major-
ity instead of two-thirds. The bill
did not provide compensation, but pro-
viced a time limit when licenses were
extinguished. He pointed out that in
the United States the question »f com-
pensation received no attention, li-
censes being simply refused. The same
system, he added, prevailed in Sweden
and Norway. . :

Moreover no compensation was
given when Sunday closing of the pub-
lic houses was introduced.

NELSON’S FAMOUS SIGNAL.

The question as to what Nelson real-
ly signaled at Trafalgar has been
raised in London. At the naval ex-
hibition a box made of wood from his
flagship, the Viectory, carried a legend
which purported to be ‘‘the correct
version” of the signal. The alleged
correction consisted in the substitu-
tion, at the very beginning of the
signal of “The Commander in Chief”
for “ England,” and in the insertion
of “this day,” after “‘every man’” and
before “ will do his duty.” A writer
in the Leeds Mercury points out that
the superfluous “this day” ‘are simply
borrowed from Braham’s lyrical ver-
sion of the signal, in the refrain of
this once famous song, 'T'was in Tra-
falgar’s Bay. The substitution of “The
Commander in Chief” for “England”
is less easy to account for; though the
original signal as framed by Nelson
is known to have been “Nelson ex-
pects,” ete.

A correspondent of the London
Standard, whose grandfather as flag
lieutenant gave out the signal, states,
on his grandfather’s authority, that
“Nelson,” which was not in the code,
would have to be spelled out by means
of six different flags, whereas for
‘“England,” which was in the code, one
flag sufficed.

Discussion will always be possible
in regard to such things, and even
sayings that were at once put down
in writing soon get strangely changed.
Francis 1., after Pavia, did not ex-
claim, “Tout est perdu fors ’honneur!”
though in a letter on the subject of
the defeat he wrote something very
like it. Napoleon III. on the afternoon
of the Sedan was represented as writ-
ing to the King of Prussia: “N’ayant
pas pu mourir a la tete de mes troupes,
il ne me reste qu’a deposer mon epee
entre les maine de votre majeste’”’;
what he really wrote was: “N’ayant
pas pu mourir,” etc. There is*no room
however, for any confusion or conflict
of readings in regard to Nelson’s sig-
nal at Trafalgar, which must have
been registered in the signal book,
nad in many signal books at the time
of the issue. Yet there are at least
two versions, both claiming to be
authentic; of which the later (and less
authentic) was put forward at the
naval exhibition.

Conservative readers in the Valley,
who followed the recent advice of the
Register and took in the St. John
Sun, received the news of Sir C. H.
Tupper's threatened resignation on
Wednesday last. Those who depeni-
ed on the Halifax organ for their in-
formation heard nothing till Thurs-
day. It is ever thus; the Sun is the
most enterprising daily in the mari-
timee provinces, and in its news is
usually' ahead of its Halifax contem-
poraries.—Berwick Register.
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
