FREDERICTON, May 29,—Prelimin­

Count Von Schwerin, the German 
Minister, said that only one German 
had been Imprisoned and he had not 
been tried.

A certificate to this effect has been fil­
ed with the authorities.

WASHINGTON, D. C., May 28-Dis­
crimination against the bluejacket uni­
form of the navy at the dancing pavil­
ion of the Pine Beach Amusement 
Park, a resort adjacent to the James­
town Exposition, has led Secretary 
Metcalf to vigorous action.

Complaint was made to the navy de­
partment by Lieutenant J. V. Babcock 
comr landing the y. S. S. Truxton, on 
Ma# ffth. The substance of this report 
and tn position taken by Secretary 
Metcalf it. tke matter is given by him 
in the follow ïae letter to Governor 
Swanson of Virginia, dated. March 22; 

"The
Truxton states that the dancing pavil­
ion of Pine Beach Payk refuses admit­
tances to men in bluejackets uniforms; 
at the same time grants unqualified 
admittance to soldiers in uniform. On 
receipt of complaints from jwell-behav- 
ed and self-respecting men of the ves­
sel a first class petty officer was in­
structed to apply for admittance and 
if refused to see the manager and ask 
reasons for such actions. Such direc­
tion being carried , out, S. E. Lane, 
gunner’s mate of the first class was on 
the 15th instant refused admission to 
the dancing pavilion, the manager 
stated that under no circumstances 
would men in bluejackets uniform be 
admitted ; that the men were not ob­
jected to but their uniform was; that 
if they wanted to go in and dance other 
clothes would be fqrnlshed them. Re­
quest was made to see the other 
clothes mentioned, and the petty officer 
was shown a dressing room where a 
stock of white clothes were kept, very 
much similar to thé regulation mess

"As the navy is doing everything in 

its power to make the exposition a suc­
cess your attention is invited to this 
instance of apparent discrimination 
against the service uniform, and it is 
believed that some action should be 
taken thereon by withholding license 
or otherwise. If such practices be per­
mitted the result will, this department 
feels assured, prove highly prejudicial 
to the naval service by causing the 
uniform of the navy to be looked on 
with disfavor.

A few 
hours later the man came Into the 
pawn-shop, laboring under considerable 
excitment, and asked to be allowed 
to redeem his watch, as he intended 
to ' leave the city immediately. The 
pawn-broker explained that under the 
city law he could not do It until the 
next day and after pleading for a time 
the man left. The pawn-broker noti­
fied the police of the occurrence who 
at once resumed their search for the 
man.

The county court resumed its session 
at ten o’clock this morning. No busi­
ness was done, however, as Judge 
Forbes adjourned the cdurt until Fri­
day morning when the criminal docket 
will come up.................

In the county court yesterday the 
only case taken up was that of the 
King v. Chas. Smith, a Brooklyn negro, 
charged with stealing sevéral suits of 
oilskins, a shot gun and other articles. 
He was found guilty and sentenced by 
His Honor Judge Forbes to five years 
In penitentiary with hard labor. Srriith 
was previously ’ sentenced to eleven 
years for stealing in Halifax. He serv­
ed part of this sentence and was let 
out on a tlcket-df-leave. The sentence 
Imposed yesterday by Judge Forbes 
will begin on the expiration of the 
former sentence, of which the negro 
still has about nine years to serve.

Had he not gone back to the ways 
of crime after being released on proba­
tion he would have enjoyed his liberty 
permanently. Now a term of fourteen 
years confronts him.

Smith was not represented by counsel 
at the trial. Clerk of the court, C. ,H. 
Ferguson, prosecuted, and the 
witnesses testified as gave evidence at 
the preliminary examination. Prac­
tically the same evidence was brought 
out.

Judge Forbes charged strongly 
against the prisoner, but the jury re­
ported a disagreement, after having 
been out about forty minutes. 
They stood eleven for conviction and 
one for acquittal.

His honor then rather impatiently 
explained to the doubting juror, Mr. 
Howe, that it was not necessary that 
there should be eye witnesses of the 
crime to justify a verdict for convic­
tion, and closed by sending the Jury 
back again. After deliberating for ten 
minutes they announced that they-hail 
agreed on a verdict of “guilty.’’

In sentencing the man, Judge Forbes 
alluded to the term of imprisonment 
imposed on Smith in Halifax for a 
similar crime and said that the public 
must be protected from cririiinals like 
Smith.

The grounds on which the will is to 
be contested are that undue influence 
was brought to bear on the testator, 
also that he was of unsound mind at 
the time. Mr. Howes claims that the 
testimony of the nurses and doctor 
that attended his brother during his 
illness will support the contention that 
he makes. The case will be tried in 
Boston In about a month’s time, and 
If not successful In the first court Mr. 
Howes will carry It to a higher one.
