OTHERS BREAKING OUT

Garleton Gounty Forests Are
Fast Being Destroyed

Drysdale Plant at Woodsiock Scorghed —
Aeports of Damage in Many
. Outlying Disirie's.

HARTLAND, N. B, June 5. — The
forest fires that have been causing so
much anxiety during the past few days
are this morning subdued to a consid-
erable extent. That at Rockland (Cold-
stream) has been guenched and a fav-
orable wind protects the village. Last
night was calm and the fire had a
chance to die down, but should the
wind veer to the northerly direction
much danger would still follow.

At Windsor, twelve miles from here,
another fierce orush fire has broken out
and all available men in that locality
are out fighting the flames, for not only
is the forest itself endangered, but
the buildings.

In Carlisle, Ashland, in Simond,
Wicklow and Wilmot, in the northern
parts of the county and in some locali-
ties in the southern portion fires are
raging and much wood is being destroy-
e d. During the past two weeks thou-
sands of acres of green woods bave
been burned over and many farmers
have lost entirely all their wood re-
serves. Four years ago similar forest
fires swept the forests of the county
and since that time stove wood has
been so high that many have had to
resort to coal at $10.50 per ton. That
no great effort is made by the govern-
ment authorities to apprehend and pun-
ish those who set fires is causing wuch
indignation.

WOODSTOCK, N. B, June 5. — At
seven o’clock this morning the fire de-
partment was called out owing to 2
blaze on the roof of the can factory in
Wellington ward, formerly known as
the Drysdale factory. For about a
month work has been suspended in this
factory. The roof was badly damaged
before the fire was got under control.
The department was compelled to re-
turn to the building at 9.30 te put out
the embers. As the lower part of the
building was partly saved the magchin-
ery was not badly damaged. It is sup-
posed that tramps slept in the build-
ing last night. The loss is covered by
“insurance.

Since Wednesday forest fires have
been working toward Woodstock from
Tapley Mills, six miles away. The coun-
try is thickly settled and much. dam-
age has been . done the woods and
fences of C. L. 8. Raymond, C. L.
Smith, Walter Estabrooks and the
Beardsleys. It has reached. the out-
skirts pf the town and is threaténing
the dwellings of Messrs. Smith, Has-
kins, Estabrooks and Flewelling. Noth-
ing can be done untfl it réached the
town. Rain is much desired.

The Fifth Could Not be Found—Hary
‘ Noakes Gets 12 Months n
Reformatory.

- ———

The first session of the Juvenile
Court was held this morning in the
Equity Court Chambers, Judge Forbes
presiding. Stanley Pitt, Harry Noakes,
,Charles Harrington, Roland Lemon
and Guy McIntyre had been summon-
ed to appear and all were on hand ex-
cept Harrington, who could not be
found.

Stanley Pitt, between 10 and 13 years
of age, son of Fred. Pitt, of the Marsh
Road, was charged with playing tru-
ant from Dufferin School. His father
informed His Honor that the boy was
incorrigible and notwithstanding the
several spankings administered he
would persist in playing truant. The
lad was found guilty, but the passing
of sentence' was deferred.

Harry Noakes was next called.
"When asked why he did not attend
achool the boy said it was because he
did not like his teacher. Amid strang-
led sobs he explained that this was be-
cause the teacher kept him in after
school for making mistakes in his
spelling. His age was eleven, he could
not read but he.could spell some and
proceeded to demonstrate it.

&Henry Noakes, the boy’s father, then
took the stand. He said he understood
that the object of the court was to
help the boy. He had not been able to
keep his son at school. He thought he
was intelligent, in fact he thought at
times he was too sharp. He had talk-
ed the boy seriously and had punished
him severely. Here the recorder said
he did not thing much of this punish-
ment business. No child of his had
ever been struck to his knowledge.

Mr, Noakes—“That is not the English
way. They would not stand for non-
sense like that there.”

In reply to questions of the judge and
recorder the boy said that he did not
go anywhere when he stayed away
from school. He just played around
the streets. When he did go the teach-
er punished him. She slapped him ors
the legs for spelling wrong.

Judge Forbes.—“I do not think it fair
that statements like this should go out.
The boy is seeking an excuse and
would not hesitate to say things that
would apparently reflect on the teach-
er.”

The recorder said his idea was to find
what are the boy’s reasons for staying
away from school and to convince them
that the excuses were worthless.

Mr. Stodard, the principal of Winter
street school, testified that the boy had
attended school less than a quarter of
the time. The teacher had never abus-
ed him.

After some discussion the judge said
that as the boy was so incorrigible
there seemed nothing to do but send
him to the reformatory.

Mr. Noakes asked that this should
not be done. He had a great terror of
the effect it would have on the boy to
learn the taint of being a reformatory
bird.

After some further testimony Noakes
was sentenced to twelve months in the
reformatory.

Lipton's Famous Yacht is
Being Broken Up

Sir Thomas Will Never Build Another
Challenger, Says a Member of
the New York Club.

NEW YORK, June 5—The New York
American today says: Sir Thomas Lip-
ton, it was learned, yesterday, has
sold - his big sloop yacht Shamrock
Third which raced for the America's
Cup in 1903, to J. J. Mahoney, a ship=-
ping broker, who is breaking her up
for her lead and nickel steel. The price
paid was reported to be $7,500, about
one-tenth of the amount Lipton ex=
pended on the famous yacht. Know«
ledge of the relegation of Shamrock
Third to the scrap heap came yester-
day when government men pounced
down on Robins Shipyard, Erie Basiny
where the boat is being dismantled,
and threatened to take possession of
the vessel until duty is paid on the
lead of which the keel is made. Thera
are approximately 95 tons of lead inf
the Shamrock Third’s keel and the
duty would amount to mnearly $2,000.
'When seen at his home last night Mr.
Mahoney scouted the idea that duty
could be collected on the yacht.

“I broke up the Shamrock I and IR
without paying any duty,” he said,
“and I don’'t see why I should pay inl
this case. If the Shamrock Third had
been brought over on the deck of an-
other boat there might be some claimy
to a tariff but this boat came over on
her own bottom and therefore does not
come under the head of goods brought
into the country.”

Sir Thomas Lipton also figured in the
news of yesterday in another way.
Word that he desired to have another
try at “Lifting the Americas Cup” was
brought by John W. DeKay, Presidents
of the Mexican National Pkg. Co., who
arrived on the Lusitania. But as soon
as the committee members of the New
York Yacht Club learned of Sir Thom-
as’ reported wish they declared that
instead of its being an’ intimation of
his purpose to race again it . really,
amounted to a decision that he would
never send over another challenging
yacht.

Said H. Deb Parsons, chairman of the
regatta committee: “Sir Thomas knows
that only certain rules govern the cup
race. He also knows that we cannot
change those rules because they are a
part of the deed of gift which accom-

panied the cup. If he really cares to
race again he can build a beat accord-
ing to the rules he caunnot build a boat
according to the rules just as easily as
the Americans can. Before he will issue
a challenge he wants us to build a slow
poat and race against another slow
boat. The idea of the cup race is to
'determine the swiftest craft.”

Mossages Gan Now Do Auiomateally
" Besorded In-Prnt. -

- BPRLIN, June 5. —Céptain Hoviand,
of the Norwagian nevy, has invented a
yemarkble system of automatically re-
cordipg wirsless telegraph miessages in
print. His apparatus has just been
shown to representatives of the Nor-
weglan government and the press at

changed between a station erected
after the inventor's own designs and &
Norgegian wireless station 12 1-2 miles
away at Tjomo.

BEATS TO SCIENTISTS

Well-Trained Canine Pringipal Actor in
Series of Novel Experimenis.

g

LONDON, June 5—James, the only
dog in England with a really scientific
mind, was without doubt the great
success of the exhibition held by the
Royal Soclety at Burlington House
yesterday.

Patiently, and with never a kigh of
complaint, James stood with one of his
forefeet and one of his back feet, and
then, for the sake of variety, with his
two forefeet in two glass jars, contain-
i ing salts in solution. From the jars
' ran wires, connecting Wwith Eintho-
van’s string galvanometer. TUpon a
screen the moevments of a vertical
line indicated the beats of James’
heart.

James is a true-bred British bull-
‘dog, in the best of training, sound in
wind and limb. Had he been affected
| in the heart, those jerks would have
: shown it. The faintest uncertainty in.
! the beat would have been shown upon
the screen. An inquirer, by taking
James feet out of the jars and placing
his two hangs in, could see at once
the differerice between the beat of a
human heart and that of a dog.

For an hour in the afternoon and
again in the evening James displaved
his heartbeats to those who were in-
terested. Men whose names are fam-
i ous in the scientific world came to see

James, asked how it was he stood so

still, and when they grew accustomed

to his rather fearsome mouth, called
{ him Jim for short. “He is trained to
' it now,” said Dr. Waller ,his owner,
“gnd likes' it.” He has done it fairly

Synopsis of Canadian North-
west Land Regulations.

Any person who is the sole head of
a family, or any male over 18 years old,
may homestead a quarter-section of
‘available Dominion land in Manitoba,
Saskatchewan or Alberta. The appli-
cant must apprar in person at the Do-
minion Lands Agency or Sub-Agency
for the district. Entry by proxy may
be made at any agency, on certain
conditions, by father, mother, son
daughter, brother or sister of intend-
ing homesteader.

Duoties.—Six months’ residence upon
and cultivation of the land in each of
three years. A homesteader may live
within nine miles of his homestead on
a farm of at least 80 acres solely own-
ed and occupled by him or by his
father, mother, son, daughter, brother
or sister.

In certain districts a homesteader in
good standing may pre-empt a quar-
ter-section alongside his homestead.
Price $3.00 per acre. Duties.—Must re-
fide six months in each of six years
trom date of homestead entry (includ-
ing the time required to earn home-
stead patent) and cultivate fifty acres
extra.

‘A homesteader who has exhausted
his homestead right and cannot obtain
a pre-emption may take a purchased
howmestead in certain districts. Price
$3.00 per acre. Duties.—Must reside
six months in each of three years, cul-
tivate fifty acres and erect a house
worth $300.00.

TURKISH DIPLOMAT
KILLED BY HIS WIFE
Tragedy Bue, In a—m-aﬁn."lo Accession
oflho New Saltaa

BELGFADE, June 5—A distressing
tragedy took place at the Hotel Cen-
tral, at Semlin, Hungary, opposite Bel-
grade, early yesterday morning, when
Saami Bey, secretary of the Turkish
legation here, was shot and instantly
Xilled by his wife, a beautiful Russian
actress, who afterward attempted sui-
i cide.
| The womam, who was Mile, Ludmia
! Viadimiroska, an aectress popilar in St.
Petersbung and Moscow, secretly mar-
ried Saami Bey according to the Turk-
ish rite, and the tragic sequel to their
love romance was due, iR # Ieasure,
to the accession of the néw sultan.

Saami Bey was a member of an in-
fluential family, and very popular with
the Young Turk party, which secured
for him an important post in the suite
of Mehmed V.

The return of Saami Bey and his
wife to Constantinople has been dis-
cussed for a week past, and the secre-
tary was informed that inasmuch as
his wife had been an actress, she
could not be admitted to the select cir-
cles of harem soclety in the Turkish
capital.

Saami. Bey thereupon proposed a di-
vorce, which, according to Turkish
law, can be accomplished only by the
desire of the husband.

His wife displayed great grief when
this decision was made known to her,
but consented to a divorce. The cou-
ple went to Semlin for the week-end,
and when servédnts entered their beéd-
room at the Central Hotel this morn-
ing they found Saami Bey dead, tith
a revolver wound in his head, and his
wofe suffering from a wound which
will probably be fatal.

She left a note on the dressing table,
which contained the sentence: “My
!ove does not recognize divorece.” She
is now in the Semlin Hospital in a
critical condition.

PROFESSOR PLANS
T0 REBUILD ATHENS

BERLIN,- June 5—The recokstruc-
tion of Athens according to German
ideas is the latest possibility.

Professor Ludwig Hoffmann, the
well-known German architect, who has
been commissioned to modernize the
ancient capital of Greec¢e, has just re-
turned from Athens after a visit of in-
spection. In an interview Professor
Hoffmann states that it is his inten-
tion to alter the entire aspect of the
city by means of wide streets and well-
arranged squares, plantations, trees,
etc. The Acropolis is to be “improved”
by a “Corzo” road. The streets will be
leveled and asphalted. Although thg
professor admits' that the presents tate
of the city in no way disgraces its
great achievement past, yet his >lans
for an Athens made in Germany wil
be submitted to and probably accepted
by the city fathers in a few months.

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PHOTOGRAPH MADE BY A TEAR

Extracrdinary Snapslm of a Woman's Profile on Lens of,
Spectacles With Which She Read.

LONDON, June 5. — Quite uncon-
sciously a Ientish Town woman kas
taken a portrait of herself without the
use of a camera. The facts ure remark-
able, and the interasting phenomenon
will probably arouse much curesity in
photographic circles.

What apparently happened was this:

The woman, wearing an ordinary pair
of srectacles, was reading the other
evening about the hard lot of Milton
Wellings, the ccuuposer, whose famous
song, “Some Day,” is fraught in her
own casé with many painful memories.

Behind her, on the table, was a small
paraffin lJamp, which threw a light over
her 1ight shoulder. As she read, a tear
stcod in each eye. Almost simuiltane-
ously the lens in the line of the lamp-
light became blurred. She thereupon
removed her spectacles — to find the
blur an excellent snapshot of herself In
profile.

«Mr. Wellings' song, ‘Some Day,’ has
been always a gréat favorite of mine,’
she said yesterday. “Two years ago I
happened to sing it in the presence of
a woung couple. The young man show-
ed such admiration for the song that
unpleasantness arose, and the result
has been a very unhappy one.

“«Naturally, the account in the news-
papers of the misfortunes nf Mr. Well-
ings interested me greatly. As I
thought of what he had undergone, and
of my own sufferings as well, my feel-
ings were stirred.

«I was sitting, as I generally do when
1 read, with the lamplight hehind me.
My right side was turned slightly to-
ward the light. During my reading I
pauged to think of those words in
‘Some Day’:

«sAre you dear or do you live?

«A tedar came into each eye. Sudden-
1y the right lens became blurred; the
sight was obscured. 1 thought my
éyes must be tired, and. with the idea
of resting them, I took off my spec-
tacles,

“Then I chanced to look at the right |
lens. There was something upon it. The .
tear, I am positive, had not touched
it; it was quite dry. Wwhat was this
blur? ((

“] held my spectacles up to the light.
I was amazed. There, on the right
lens, I could see quite distinctly a pro-
trait of myself in white, showing my
head and .shoulders. The coil of my
hair, the pattern of my bloiise, vhe lace
collar, even a bit of my brooch, were
all recognizable. 1

“1 am not & rerstitious, but I must !
confess the sight quite startled me. 3 2 A
was so uncanny, I called out to a iddy
in the house, and she came at once.
She had not the slightest hesitation in
saying that it was a portrait of myself
—the details were all so plain. After-
ward I showed it to other friends, and,
like myself, they were perfectly aston-
ished.

“Phe portrait is in just the same con-
dition now as it was when I first saw !
it. How it got there I am at loss to |
know. T have worn the glasses a very !
long time — they were originally my%
mother's — but nothing of the sort has |
ever happened before. i

The spectacles have been submitted ,
to a well known oculist for. examin-
ation. He was unabl,e, however, to ex-
press any definite opinicn as to the
process by which the piclure appeared
on the right lens. He suggested that
tears may have trickled down the wo-
man’s cheek on to the lens, And that !
in wiping it she had unconsciously !
c¢aused the formation now upon it. !

In regard to this suggestion, the wo-
man declares emphatically “that no
tears trickled down her cheek, and that |
she made no attempt to wipe the lens. |
Moreover, when she was wearing the |
spectacles, there is an appreciable space
petween her cheek and the lower rim
of the lens, 80 that it could not catch
any falling tears,

BILLIONS ARE

P
WAR VETERANS

Many and touching were the reféren—
ces in the thousands of orations deliv-
ered on Memorial Day to the “dwind-
ling ranks of the veterans of the Clvil
War” It is & seif-evident proposition
that the numbér of men whic took part
in a struggle forty-five yedrs ago
miist decrease as time goes by; yet the
stagering fact remains that last year
the Government of the Unitéd States
disbursed $163,093,086 In pensions for
1908, being almost $10,000,000 more than
it was ever called upon to disburse
in any vear but ohe since the mhemor-
able
able that the high-water mark has not
yvet beéen reached despite the un-
doubted. décrease in “the number of
those entitled to a pension, for Con-
gress shows a tendency to grow more
gederous with the surviyors, to raise
their pay, as it were and to extend
the scope of the several Acts that pro-
vide for the care of those who were
injured in the struggle between the
Blue and the Grey.

AFTER THE WAR.

Liacking practieal experience in theé
matter of pensions, it would be rea-
soriable to argiue that the greatest
sum would be paid the year after the
way, Then, undoubtedly, the number
of bona-fide veterans wotilld bé great-
est, for death would natiirdlly reduce
their ranks with each sueceeding
year, But perisions aré not wholly a
matter of statistical and getuarial
computation. Human nature enters
very largely into the matter. The
first year .that the Pension Act came
into force those who took advantuge
of it belonged to one of two classes,
the man whose injuries were such as
to impair his chances of earning a
living, and the man who was dshon-
est enough to pretend to disabilities.
The patriotic enthusiasm that had in-
duced: hundreds of thousands of Am-
ericans to enlist had not purned low,
and the courage that had enabled the
raw Yankee recruits to withstand the
¢hivailry and military ekill of the
South became, ‘after the war, the
pride and self-respect that made the
discharged soldiers, by tens of thou-
sands, refuse the pensions to which
they might have laid claim,

THE PENSIONERS MULTIPLY.

It is a pity that this fire should
purn low after a few years’ chilling
experience; but the pernicious exam-
ple of those who had secured pen-
sions without earning them had an
effect upon those who were entitled
to them, but who, through pride or
good circumstances, had refuset.
“Don’'t be a fool; the money’s there
for you,” the pensioner would say to

The pensions actually increased stead-
ily, because of the number of widows
of soldiers who appealed to the gov-
ernment after their husbands’ death. |
There is another reason yet, and that |
is the steadily increasing generosity
of congress, The legislation regard-
ing pensions began in 1862 with the
“Organic Act,” which granted a pen-
sion to soldiers disabled in the ser-
vice in the line of duty, and to their
widows. [Eleven years later an Act
was passed providing that all pen-
sions should date from the filing of
the claim; #&nd in 1879 another Act
provided that the pension should date
from the date of the applicant’s dis-
chafge of the  service. In 1830 &
Pension Act granted a pension to
every survivor of the war who was
disabled for any cause whatever from
pefforming manual labor, the pension
varying from $6 to $12 a month.
A STEADY INCREASE. |
There followed in 1904 the eelebrat- |
ed executive order, gpproved by
President Roosevelt, that the pension
of $ a month should be granted to
all survivers of the war who had’
reached the age of 62 years. It was
not necessary for them to undergo a
medical examination to prove disabil-
ity. The assumption was to be that
they were disabled. Those who had
reached the age of 65 were to be paid
$8 a month. In 1907 this order was
wiitten inte an Act 6f Congress, which
scaled up the pensions to $20 a month
to all veterans more than 75 years old.
Last year another Act was passed,
granting a pension of $12 a month to
all widows of survivors of the war. It
is not to be forgotten that there have
been other wars since the Civil War,
arid that the pensioriefrs of these strug-
gles have to be looked after also by
a more or less grateful country. But
who would have thought that in
one year the cost of administering the
Pension Bureau would be more than
$4,000,000?

PARIS, June 5—The correspondent of
the Temps at Constantinople describes
the life of the fallen Sultan Abdul Ha-
mid in his present palace. This jour-
nalist has evidently tried to approach
the villa, which is jealously guarded by
troops. «Most of those through whom
i the journalist sought acce: to the ex—
! sultan answered: “Abdul Hamid must
| be forgotten. It is of no importance
. now to know what he does or what he
| thinks.” ;

Abdul Hamid, it is said, begins to
| get accustomed to his new life. The
first day he slept in his residence he
carefully inspected all the doors and

windows before going to bed, and the‘

following day he was nervous and
somewhat irritated. He used to smoke
a great many cigarettes, and did not
relish the food which was prepared for
him. He did not even go out on the
balcony, but would walk about in the
room of the villa, peering from time
to time out of seme window, so as to
acquaint himself with the surround-
ings.

INTERESTED IN MANY THINGS.

He seems interested in the simple
things which surround him , some-
times going for a walk in the garden
and asking the names of the flowers.
Of the women of the haréem who have
accompanied the master, two girls,
aged 14 and 15 years, respectively, are
now said to be installed as his favor-
ites.

It is said that Abdul Hamid used to
have all stories of mysteries which
dealt with robbers, assassins, adven-
turers and detectives translated, and
that he used to take from them any
ideas that would- serve to make him
fierce or protect him against attempts
at robbery or assassination. Confirma-
tion of these stories about the deposed
Sultan have been found in the search
through Yildiz Kiosh.

When the safes were to be opened a
clever locksmith was brought from
Pera. As soon as he began to work on
the safe he warned all present to stand
away, as he feared an explosion. As
soon as the doors began to turn on its
hinges detonations were heard. They
came from pistols placed ig the safe,
which were fired automatically when
the safe was tampered with.

CAPT. GED. BISSETT
 HAS PASSED AWAY

Deceased Was for Sixteen
Years in Command of the
_Landsdowne

The death of Capt. Geo. F. Bissett,
which occurred yesterday afternoon,
removed from the city one of its most
prominent citizens.

Capt. Bissett, who had for some time
past been failing in health, succumbed
yesterday to diabetes. He was a most
prominent figure in seafaring circles
and had for sixteen years been in com-
mand of the government steamer

for five years as mate, making a total
of twenty-one years in the service of
the Canadian government.

Capt. Bissett had been a most suc-
cessful mariner in the employ of sev-
eral local shipping firms, among which
were Messrs. Scammell, Jewett and
Taylor. He shipped in the capacity of
master on most of the following ves-
sels: Earl Dufferin, brig; Bella Wat-
ters, brig Herald, schooners Penole, J.
H. Scammell, Union, Bellietta and Ar-
non.

In times past when the West India
trade was at its height Capt. Bissett
made many trips from this port, tak-
ing cargoes of box shooks, lumber, étc.,
and bringing home molasses, sugar and
other commodities.

Capt. Bissett was 64 years old and
twice married. He leaves by his first
wife Miss Fleetwood, three sons,Geod, F.,
manager of Oxford woollen mills, N.
S.; Ernest F., employed with Baird &
Peters, and Roy, at present in Sas-
katchewan. By his second wife, Miss
Kindred, he leaves three children,
Hadley, Lea and Edgar.

Capt. Bigsett had four brothers and
three sister, Capt. Stephen of Boston,
Andrew of Lynn, Mass.; Charles of
Boston, and Harry H. of this city.
His sisters were Mrs. Willis, Mrs.
Stewart, wife of the late Jas. Stew-
art and Thora.

The funeral will take place on Sun-
day afternoon at 4 o’clock and be at-
tended by the members of the Ma-
gonic Lodge, of which he was a mem-
ber.

BAZAAR FOR FUNDS

LONDON, June - 5—*' “Purple, white
and green,” the colors of the Weom-
en’s Soclal ann . Political Union,
were conspicuous at Prince’'s Skating
Rink yesterday. They appeared on
the walls, where Miss Sylvia Pank-
hurst’s allegorical scheme of decoration
attracted admiration; they mingled in
pleasing harmony on the stalls where
hats, frocks, bags, ribbons and orna-
ments were offered in the ‘“colors;”
they assumed a special attractiveness
in the pretty frocks of the stallhold-
ers, the waitresses and the flower girls,
while most of the visitors wore the
safe colors in hats or frocks or badges.

Mrs. Pankhurst, who presided at
the opening ceremony, said that the ex-
hibition was primarily intended to
raise funds for the union and its work.
They also wished to show the women
who wanted votes were yet keenly in-
terested in all that made life beautiful.
