Washington, D. C., Nov. 2.—For the 
purpose of resuming negotiations look- 

1 Ing to thp establishment of closer 
trade relations between the United 
States and Canada which were be­
gun last spring, Henry M. Hoyt, coun­
sellor and Chas. M. Pepper, commer­
cial adviser of the state department, 
will leave tomorrow ter Ottawa.

The preliminary conference with 
Canadian offlclâls will be held Nov­
ember 5. Secretary of State Knox ex­
pects to visit Ottawa shortly after 
the negotiations are re-opened.

President Taft Is especially anxious 
that a reciprocity treaty shall be the 
cutcorae of the negotiations. Consid­
erable progress was made in the ne­
gotiations last spring, and when they 
were abandoned temporarily. It was 
with the understanding that they 
would be returned this fall. Much pre­
liminary work of an Informal charac­
ter has been done In the meantime.

Canada Not Anxious.
Ottawa, Nov. 2.—A. reciprocity con­

ference between representative», fcf 
the United States government and 
the Canadian government will be held 
here on Saturday, but the news con­
tained in a despatch from Washing­
ton to the effect that a deal will bo 
closed up before the end of the pre­
sent month Is without any founda­
tion.

So far as can be learned there Is 
a fairly gfaeral disposition through­
out the Dominion against reciprocity 
of wltlcli the government is thorough­
ly aware and so It may be safely con­
jectured that no complete reciprocity 
arrangements will be reached for 
eome time to come at least. As a mat­
ter of fact the Indifference of the Can­
adian people to entering Into a reci­
procity treaty is due to satisfaction 
with general conditions, existing un­
der the present tariff.

Time was. when the people of Can­
ada would have welcomed overtures 
from Washington, but the situation 
has changed completely since tho 
days when the United States govern­
ment turned a deaf ear to the repre­
sentation made from Ottawa, 
chief cajl for a change In the tariff 
le from tho grain growers of the west 
who desire a reduction In the duties 
on agricultural Implements.

It was neressary, however, that these 
sprays should be properly mixed, so 
as not to have too much of the acid 
quality, and in this way he showed 
how teats with litmus paper would 
show when the required strength had 
been reached.

He then described the different in* 
sects whiçh infest the trees of the 
province from the minor insects.which 
did little damage, and 
combatted, down 
moth, which he described as the most 
dangerous pest which the orchardists 
of the province had to contend with. 
His first slides showed the develop­
ment of the insect from the eg 
through the different stages of cater­
pillar and cocoon to the adult moth.

The Brown Tail.
One way In which the brown tail 

could be distinguished from all other 
moths in the province was by the co­
tton. In the cocoon of the less harm­

ful moth there was but one body, while 
the cocoon of the brown tail contains 

‘ as many as 4U0, and run from that 
number down to 160.

Direct straightforward insects which 
• feed on the surface of the leaves, as 
tt« majority of those in the provi 
do. are much more easily fought than 
the more harmful ones which burrow. 
One of the best prev 
.orchardist can take 
orchard, as nearly as possible, immune 
from insect pests is to clean up all 
rubbish so the insects have no place 
in which they can pass the winter, 
and if this is d 
will be killed by the severe weather, 
and the problem be greatly simplified.

He then showed the famous Tussock 
moth which is often mistaken for the 

I brown tall, but which can easily be 
disposed of by an arsenical poisoning. 
•The fall web worm was also mistaken 
for the brown tall, but one of the most 
dangerous insects which had glverf 
great trouble in the Niagara fruit belt 
was the woolly aphis. This had ap­
peared in this province, but not in 
such numbers as in Ontario. With 
the exception of the San Jose scale 
which it greatly resembles,
1s probably the greatest menace which 
the fruit man has to face.

Coddling Moth.
Referring to the coddling moth he 

said that it had been found that the 
greatest damage from this p“st is dur­
ing ihe second spring of its life. The 
first year the caterpillars are very 
small and do but little damage. It is 
after they have passed the winter in 
the cocoon stage and come out In the 
spring that they are dangerous, and 
have been known to strip a tree in a 
few hours, and acres in a few days.

Orchard Management.
Prof. Macoun then spoke <> the 

management of bearing orchard He 
divided his subject into four fcads*— 
the cultivation, the 
spraying, and the fertilizatia In 
New Brunswick, he said, ver little 
attention was given to the cuhvalion 
of orchards. Some seasons u chards 
In sod gave good results, but te aver­
age harvest wae poor In dry seasons 
in orchards In sod the fruit bglns to 
drop early, owing to the InalUty of 
the trees to secure the ssary 
moisture.

A few years ago Canadians cultiva 
ted orchards on lines laid -own by 
American authorities -and (ten the 
results were bad as methods satisfac­
tory tinder one set of condivbus were 
not adapted to other condituua. Af­
ter long experience, he had come to 
the conclusion that about the only 
cultivation needed was to oreak up 
the land hi spring and sot* 
to a cover crop. Aeration >fH 
was very important. Dlffeent cover 
crops might be found neessary in 
different locations. In Otawa rape 
gave a good matting an held the 
snow in winter well. Simmer-vetch 
also gave a good cover ct-p.

Turning to pruning, in said light 
pruning was better in edd districts.

parative failure, Ontario trees were 
loaded to their full capacity In many

Varieties of Pears.
Turning to pears the speaker not­

ed the varieties that succeeded best 
in N. S. One of the best early pears, 
he said . was the Marla, a native. Next 
came Bartlett. Sutton another na­
tive. Bose. Vermont, Buasock, Shel­
don. Flemish. Beauty Howell, etc. In 
the more northern districts of this 
province hardy varieties, like Maria, 
Clapp, Flemish, Beauty and Howell, 
should succeed, 
spraying to prevent 
«rack. Every farm should have at 
least 3 or 4 pear trees for home use.

Continuing the speaker said there 
had been quite a craze among plum 

about Burbank's 
These hyrlds of the Japanese and Am­
erican varieties were very handsome 
and showy, but as a rule they did not 
have the quality either for table use 
or preserving of the domestic varieties 
though as fruit they took with the 
markets. They are not good produc­
ers and in quality do not compare 
with domestic varieties grown in 
northern climates.

Domestic Plums.
Of domestics, the list Is very large 

and the season ranges from early 
August to October. Among the eàrli-' 
est that have proved profitable are 
Saunders. Nectarine and Moore's Ar­
tie. Among the newer English varie­
ties that have grown in favor are 
Monarch, Grand Duke, I^ate Orange, 
and Cox' Emperor.

Many American varieties have been 
tried, but they are not as satisfactory 
as the domestics in the maritime cli­
mate, whatever they may be in the In­
terior of the continent. The European 
plum cannot be grown successfully 
away from salt water and an ocean 
atmosphere.

In conclusion the speaker urged the 
planting of small fruits for home use, 
such as strawberries, currants and 
goosberries. Not only was there health 
and satisfaction in their use in the 
home, but there was always a market 
at paying prices for fresh- picked 
fruits. ,

An Interesting discussion followed 
the address:

Fpbs. Vroom—The Red Astrlkan 
grows to perfection in our locality. I 
do not know’ of any place where they 
get better results from this variety 
than we do.

Tappon Adney of Woodstock, point­
ed out that the late Mr. Sharpe divid­
ed N. B. into 8 districts for fruit rais­
ing purposes—the northern portion, 
the middle, and a sea coast belt. Each 
district had different soil and climate 
characteristics and needed trees adopt­
ed peculiarities of each.

Prof. Crow.
Prof. Crow then spoke on the polli­

nation of fruit trees. Most people, he 
said, were familiar with the pollina­
tion of flower 
needed the fertilization of pollen car­
ried from one plant to another by the 
bees and other Insects. In cases of 
fruit observation he showed that cross 
pollination was beneficial-the treez. 
whose blossoms were fertilized by the 
pollen of other trees produced a 
good, healthy fruit. Northern Spys 
would not produce unless there were 
trees of another variety near them 
to furnish pollination for the fertiliza­
tion of the blossoms.

The fruit raiser should plant his 
trees with regard to the need of re­
ceiving a proper transference of pol­
len. Continuing hn said the size of 
an apple varied with the number of 
the seeds. This indicated a definite 
relation between the thoroughness of 
fertilization and bad quality of the 
apples.

Some varieties were only In bloom 
for four or five days—others took a 
period of ten or more days In blossom­
ing. Where the blooming period was 
short it was necessary to have the 
best possible conditions for pollina­
tion. Some trees had an affinity for 
other trees. That Is certain trees 
gove better results when pollinlzed 
by soma particular tree than by 
others. Experiments, which 
been conducted long enough to be con­

Not Fully Considered.
The problem of determining which 

trees were adopted to the purpose of 
pollinlzing another variety had so far 
received little attention. In some 
cases the same varieties were planted 
in blocks, and did well, but this was 
uot the usual experience.

Prof Macoun said some varieties— 
usually the heavy bearers—were self- 
fertilizing. Others, like the Red Mc­
Intosh, which had been planted ex­
tensively In the northern regions, was 
generally considered sterile to its own 
pollen. He advised planting trees In 
rows alternating the variety, so as to
secure cross pollinization.

Prof. Crow said so far as experi­
ments showed wind was not a factor 
In pollinization. The pollinization 
was done by insects. He thought it 
was a poor policy to plant one variety 
In blocks.

Continuing he said It was Important 
that orchardlsts should keep bees. He 
knew of many cases where compara­
tively sterile orchards had been 
brought Into bearing by the Introduc­
tion of bees. They were an Important 
factor in the pollinization of blossoms 
Besides the honey bees paid their own 
way.

Mr. Adney remarked that Mr. 
Sharpe, who raised big crops years 
ago, had always kept bees In large 
dumber» In his orchard.

Prof. Crow stated that In Ontario 
they had a law prohibiting spraying 
until after the blossoms had fallen. 
This regulation was designed to pro­

tect the bees, and allow them to do

the province. He had attended the 
exhibition in the rink and was sur­
prised at what he saw there. It hail 
been showr that this province could 
raise frttP , hich would compare fav­
orably u the product of the other 
provi- s am’ In London last year 
the New Brunswick fruit had won 
prizes against the best In the Empire. 
This had led the government to en­
deavor to increase the Interest in 
fruit growing and had led to the en­
gagement of an horticulturist and 
from reports he bad received he was 
sure they had the right man In the 
right place In reference to combat­
ting the orchard pests he thought all 
should co-operate In the defence of 
the orchards as this was the best way 
to accomplish results.

brown tail moth. He also moved a 
vote of thanks to Mr. Treherne.

Fruit Inspector Vroom, of Nova Sco­
tia told of his experiences in search­
ing for the brown tail 
tia. He did not favor the plan of giv­
ing a bounty to children and oth­
ers for catching the nests of the 
moths but thought that better results 
could be obtained by getting several 
men to work and make a systematic 
search for them. During his work he 
had made thorough searches of locali­
ties and had gone ■■■■ 
ground the next year and found more 
nests when he thought he had them 
all. In one section of Nova Scotia 
he took S8 nests off one tree and in 
the Town of Bridgetown had found 
hundreds after he thought they were 
all gone.

Hoik Robert Maxwell then tendered 
a vote of thanks to Mr. Treherne and 
the meeting adjourned.

Afternoon Session.
Three Interesting addresses were 

delivered at the afternoon session. R. 
W. Starr, of Wolfvllle. N. S. spoke 
on the question of selecting varieties 
of apple, pear and plum trees suitable 
for New Brunswick. Prof. J. "W. Crow, 
of the Ontario Agricultural College 
at Guelph, gave an instructive expedi­
tion of the pollination of tree fruits 
and pointed out the need of planting 
trees In rows, alternating the var­
iety, so as to secure cross pollination. 
He declared that bees were necessary 
to successful orcharding.

Prof. W. T. Macom. Dominion horti­
culturist. spoke on the management 
of bearing orchards, pointing out the 
best methods of cultivation, pruning, 
spraying and fertilizing.

The addresses were followed by In­
teresting discussions.

President Vroom decupled the chair, 
and there was a good attendance of 
fruit growers.

Mr. Starr's Addreas.
Mr. Starr was the first speaker. His 

subject was, What Are The Best Var­
ieties of Apples. Pears and Fruits For 
N. B. Orchardlsts to Grow.

This is a problem, he said, which 
can only be solved by careful experi­
ments continued over a sérias of 
years, and in the different parts «>f 
the province. The varieties that may 
be of the greatest value in the river 
section may be a failure a few miles 
further north.

In the selection of varieties for 
planting the farmer should consider 
the home. A man's first duty is to 
provide for the family, and he should 
endeavor to raise fruits for home use.

In testing seed corn.

Every year the State Agricultural 
college sends out experts in a special 
train to lecture to the farmers. The 
railroads like the idea aud provide the 
train, because scientific farming in­
creases railroad business.

The “corn special" stops at the 
small country stations, and the farm­
ers come from miles to hear the ex* 
perts, to ask questions, and to absorb 
information.

Prof. M. L. Bowman, another expert 
on the corn special," preaches the 
doctrine of breeding corn just as th* 
farmer now breeds his horses and 
cattle.

“Select AO or .60 
best seed corn." be says, 
five, acres for a seed patch Just pre­
pare it for planting as you do the rest 
of your corn fields. As the kernels 
near the butt and tip of each ear are 
usually stunted, shell them off, using 
only the bj?st corn for seed. Plant 
and cultivate this patch along with the 
rest.

“But just as soon as the silk and tas­
sels app;ar you want to give this 
patch a little extra time. The silk is 
the female portion of the plant; the 
tassels the male. One silk is produc­
ed for every kernel of torn. One tas­
sel has from 40 to f>0 million pollen 
grains, and one grain fertilizes one 
silk. The pollen is blown about the 
field, lights on the- silks, and the corn 
is produced.

“When the tassel begins to appear 
take a sharp butcher knife and go 
through the field, cutting out all the 
runty, weak, or barren stalks, 
to the ground.

“ The shm of the fathers are visited 
on the children to $.he third and fourth 
generations.1 That holds good with 
corn, too. You want corn fertilized 
by pollen from strong, vigorous stalks. 
That's why you want to cut out all the 
runty stalks."

Though the corn crop is the staple 
product of Iowa, the farmers are 
bright enongh to realize that the same 
principle of selection holds good with 
all their crops.

A careful culling out of the inferior 
stalks a grain from the seed plot will 
bear fruit in a much better quality of 
grain the following year.
