A contract between the Provincial Government and
the St. John & Quebec Railway Company for the con-
struction of the St. John Valley Railway is ready for
signature. . |

The railway will be a first-class road running
from the city of St. John to the International boundary
in the parish of Andover, thence across the State of
Maine and extending through Quebec province to the
city of Quebec. ; !

The railway will give the valley counties direct
connection with all the trunk systems in Canada, and
will give additional facilities for the winter port trade
of the city of St. John. é

The distance from Quebec to St. John by this route
will be 100 miles shorter than via the Transcontinental
to Grand Falls, and down the St. John Valley, and nearly
300 shorter than via the I. C. R. ?

The contract calls for the oomc;dm- of thé-road

~from the International boundary to Woodstock by July

1, 1912; to Fredericton by July 1, 1913, and to St. John
by July 1, 1914. The road will be operated by steam
power.

The St. John & Quebec Railway Company have
made financial arrangements satisfactory to the Pro-
vincial Government. The contract will be signed and
construction work started in New Brunswick and
through the State of Maine immediately the Hon. Wil-

The decision whether or not the people in the St. John
Valley counties shall have a railway now rests with the Dom-
inion Government: A contract for the construction of a first-
class road from St. John to the International boundary in the
parish of Andover, extending thence across the State of
Maine to the city of Quebec is ready for the signatures of
representatives of the Provincial Government and the Quebec
& St. John Railway Company.. The contract will be signed
and construction work started both in New Brunswick and
the State of Maine as soon as assurances are received from
Hon. William Pugsley that the usual Federal subsidy of
$6,400 a mile will be granted.

Plans and specifications have been prepared and agreed
to by the Provincial Government.  The financial backing
which the company have secured has been investigated and
found to be satisfactory. As the result of the negotiations,
the Hazen Government are in a position today to place a de-
Tinite proposition betore the people, not only giving a line
of railway but through communication between the city of St.
John and Quebec by a route 100 miles shorter than via
Grand Falls and the Transcontinental, nearly 300 miles
shorter than over the 1. C. R., and affording direct commun-
ication with all the trunk line systems in Canada.

The importance of the project to this section of the pro-
vince may be gathered from the fact that the following cities,
towns and villages lie on the route of the proposed Valley
Raiiw;y: Centreville, Lakeville and Woodstock in Carleton
Co.; Meductic and Frederictonin York Co.; Oromocto in Sun-
bury Co.; Upper Gagetown, and Gagetown in Queens Co.;
Kingston and Rothesay in Kings Co.; Renforth, Torryburn,
Brookville and St. John in St. John County.

Hon. J. K. Flemming in the following letter to Mr. Pugs-
ley, places the situation plainly before the Minister of Public
W\:)rks. and asks on behalf of the Provincial Government for
assurances that the Dominion subsidy will be granted. In
previous correspondence Mr. Pugsley raised objections to
amending the Act providing for a subsidy to Grand Falls, on
the ground that he had not sufficient information. Mr. Flem-

— American Tobacco Co.
Must Dissolve in Six Months

Washington, D.C., May 29.-—Another
of the big trusts was smashed today,
when the supreme court of the Unite
ed States ordered the dissolution of
the combination known as the Ameris
can Tobacco Company with fts ase
sociates, the Imperial and the Britisk
American Tobacco Company, so far as
they do business between: the various
states of the American union. The
decision was rendered by Chief Juss
tice White and called forth a dissent
from Justice Harlan, whose reasons

If the Provincial Government are not to-day earnestly
endeavoring to carry out that plan, it is entirely because the
standard of construction demanded in the acceptance as to
lease and operation by the Federal Government has render-
ed the plan impracticable. The Government in their anxiety
to secure for the St. John valley a railway, have had to look
elsewhere and endeavor to make other satisfactory arrange-
ments. We have succeeded. We have secured the co-op-
eration of a company who have arrangements made where-
by they will be able to construct a first-class line of railway
from St. John to the International boundary in the parish of
Andover. They also have arrangements made whereby they
are financially in a position to begin the construction im-
mediately. of the line, both in New Brunswick and across the
State of Maine. The portion of this proposed line which
would be in the province of Quebec would only cover a short
distance and would not be a serious problem from a finan-
cial standpoint.

You mention in a paragraph of your letter that “an offer
has been made to the Provincial Government by”a reliable
and responsible contractor to construct the line.”

SYNOPSIS OF THE CONTRACT.

Other provisions call
for first class ties, heavy ballasting,
proper equipment of various kinds,
and that the road generally shall be
a first class construction.

SPORTING EXPERT SIZES
UP JOHNSON AND JACKSON

{By W. W. Naughton in Boston
American.)

It was very evident that Peter Jack-
#on, former champion of Australia,
had many admirers among American
patrous of boxing and that he Is still
remembered as a pleasant, well-be-
haved fellow and a Class A heavy-
welght.

In an artlele written some little
time ago I took occasion to say that
1 did not care to hazard an opinion
4 to whether Peter Jackson in his
day was a greater fighter than Jack
Johnson i8 in his day. 1 have ex-
plained time and again that there is
mo way of settling an argument of
that kind satisfactorily. But the ar-
guments keep cropping up just the
same,

A correspondent who frankly utters
the opinion that Jacksom would have
demolished Johnson in ten rounds,
and who just as frankly declares that
he can't for the life of him see why
1 am not of the same way of thinking,
asks me to describe for his personal
benefit wherein Johnson compares
with Jackson as a fighter.

To begin with the two famous col-
ored exponents of the glove game do
mot compare. I mean, they had not"a
thing in common. They presented a
striking contrast and that is why I
can't make up my mind how a fight
between them would have come out if
they had flourished contemporane
ously.

Peter Jackson, in my mind, was the
most finished of all boxers developed
under the Mace system. He was a
marvellous judge of distance, a won-
derful sure hitter, and he had tre-
mendous reach. He could send in a
straight left that it seemed impossible
for an opponent. to get out of the way
of. He could draw a man’s fire and
meet him with a right cross that
would Jand squarely on ear or chin,

with a left at the body or a right to
the heart, and he knew to a nicety
when to block or draw back from a
lead or counter. But he was a me-
chanical fighter, albelt, a rapid, heady
one, He knew nothing outside of
what the Mace system taught, where-
as, Johnson is a mnatural fighter,
with a stock in trade of puncheés that
the Mace system, if employed today
could not provide against,

It may'be that Jackson, with his
splendidly timed straight left, would
keep Johnson at bay and cut him to
pleces gradually.

But if he failed to do so? If John-
son worked close te Jackson as he
did to Jeftries?

It Johnson courted c¢linches and
began upper-cutting Jackson with a
free left and right in turn as he did
Jeffries? What then?

Therefore, I repeat, 1 do not know.

Jackson was a groat fighter and
Johnson is another. But they belong
to different ages and different schools
and, for the life of me, I can't say
whether old Peter's straight from the
shoulder, stand-away would work
against Johnson's clinging tactics and
his grapevine punches.

While on the subject I would like
to refer to Jackson's fight with Jef-
fries in San Francisco. It has been
sald quite often that Jackson was but
a wraith of the Peter Jackson of
other days when he faced the boiler-
maker. Well, while the results prov-
ed that Jackson was not as good as
formerly—just as the result at Reno
showed a falling away in Jeffries—it
must be said that Peter's confidence
in his own prowess was not impaired.
He came to San Francisco from Eng-
land looking for a match with Jeffries
and he went systematically to work to
gain his desire.

He convinced the matchmakers of
the Olympia Club of San Francisco
that he was in earnest and that he
had firm belief in his ability to trim
the rising young boilermaker and he
was the most self-satisfied . man on
earth when (-nlled upon to sign ar-
ticles,

Nor did he think that the defeat
by Jeffties meant the end of his car-
eer, This was shown when Eugene
Vancourt, & strong personal friend of
Jeftries, approached Peter after the
fight and said:

“Jeffries told me to give you his re-
spects and tell yon not to be down-
cast over losing the fight.”

“You tell Jeffries to look out for
himself ,and not to mind me,” said
Peter with a snort. “The sweetest
message Jeff counld send would be a
word that he is willing to fight me
again.”
