"An enemy raid was attempted last 
night north of Arras. It failed with 
fosses and without the enemy enter­
ing our trenches.

"This evening another attempt made 
against our trenches northeast of Po- 
legstert dood was also unsuccessful. 
Wo secured some prisoners last night 
and today os the result of patrol and 
bombing encounters In the neighbor­
hood of Grandcourt, Neuville St Vaast 
Faquissart and Wytachaete.

Arrangements for hie appearance were at ones 
taken. It la said no other president has mads such an appearance.

The senate adopted a resolution by Senator Stone to hear the 
president at one o’clock.

Senator Stone announced that the president purposed giving the 
senate an elaboration of the subjects contained In hit note to belliger­
ents, asking for a statement of possible terme of peace. The contents 
of the president's address have been placed In the hands of all the for­
eign government!.

Ottawa, Jan. 22, (Leased wire)—Be­
fore the orders of tlhe day were called 
In the octromons this afternoon, Hon.

Before withdrawing from the room, 
Miss W’llson, on behalf of the associa­
tion, urgently requested that the 
teachers' salaries be Increased. She 
laid stress on the'fact that for the year 
1917 in nearly every branch of civic 
administration, as a set off against the 
high cost of living. Increased salaries 
had been granted. She said she was 
strong in the opinion that the teach­
ers were entitled to an increase.

After the delegation had withdrawn 
the matter of advancing the teachers’ 
salaries caused considerable discus­
sion which at times was quite animat­
ed. Mr. Emerson was In favor of grant 
ing the increase, although at the pres­
ent time he said he did not think It 
advisable. "Until the assessment bill 
has been passed at Fredericton, 1 hard­
ly think that the increase should be 
considered."

Before further comment could bo 
made on the request of the teachers, 
Mr. Nagle moved a resolution In which 
he asked that all the school teachers’ 
salaries be increased to the extent of 
$100 per annum, from Jan. 1st, 19-17. 
and that the minimum salary of school 
teachers be stated at 1400 Instead of 
$600.

"Tills Increase could be met by an 
overdraft if necessary," said Mr. 
Nagle. "But In view of the fact that 
the bill asking for an Increased grant 
from the government will no doubt 
be passed at the coming session of the 
legislature, the teachers’ Increase 
could be taken out of that."

Dr. Bridges, superintendent of edu­
cation, said the salaries of reserve 
teachers were outrageously small, say­
ing that they received only $300 per 
year.

Commissioner Russell strongly op­
posed granting a* Increase at the 
present time. H6 said that In the 
first place carrying an overdraft would 
be Illegal as the trustees had no auth­
ority to do so. He said It would be 
better to wait until the authority for 
an Increased assessment had been 
granted by the provincial government 
bdfore considering the application for 
an increase.

Mr. Nagle said that if such was the 
case he would amend his resolution to 
read that after the government has 
passed the bill the teachers' salary be 
increased and that the increasé date 
back from the first of the year.

After considerable discussion the 
amendment was defeated.

Bishop kidnapping case Police Magis­
trate Holyoke, who on Saturday aft­
ernoon dismissed the charge against 
I^ecipold Miller, one of the defendants, 
this afternoon held Deputy Sheriff 
William Armstrong, the second defen­
dant, ifor trial at the next circuit court 
commencing on April 24. On Novem­
ber 23rd Claude Cameron and his half 
sister, Miss Emma Miller, came from 
Toronto and went to River De Chute, 
where hie sixteen-year-old daughter, 
who had been but recently married to 
Samuel Bishop, was living. The wit­
nesses disagreed as to whether the 
girl went with her father willingly or 
unwillingly.

him as a peace officer, but I would 
not assist him in any way in his ef­
forts to get the girl.

"Mr. Cameron and myseif went up 
to the house of Samuel Bishop, Sr., 
a distance of about 80 rods from the 
ferry. I went with Cameron to the 
door on the south side of the kitchen. 
I knocked twice at the door. There 
was no response and we walked in. 
There was a door opened in the other 
room, and I saw a lady sitting dotwn 
In the other room handy to the door. 
We walked in. I spoke to the woman; 
on the right side of the room Mrs. 
Bishop, Sr., was standing. She called 
me by name and asked me to take a 
chair, which I did. At this time Cam­
eron had stepped to the centre of the 
room. Mrs. Bishop, Sr., says this Is 
Mr. Cameron? I said 'yes,' | 
CarneTOn spoke at the same time say­
ing ‘yes.’ She said to Mr. Cameron: 
‘You have pot come to take Lottie 
away, have you?’ He said: ‘Where is 
Lottie?* She made no reply. She said 
to me: ‘Mr. Armstrong, you have not 
come to take away Lottie?’ I said: ‘No, 
Mrs. Bishop, I will have nothing to 
do whatever with taking this girl

Opened Fire with Rifles.
As the party arrived on the shore 

on the opposite side of the river the 
Bishops opened fire on them with rifles. 
Sheriff Armstrong, although he had no 
warrant, accompanied Cameron to the 
Bishop house, he said, merely to pre­
vent a quarrel between the parties.

Miller was the driver of the team 
that took Cameron and his daughter 
from the ferry to the railway station 
at Upper Kent. Miss Miller, Cameron 
and his daughter went to Toronto. The 
suit was entered by Bishop against 
the defendants for kidnapping his wife 
who returned to Woodstock In time to 
give evidence at the preliminary

Girl Appeared.
"In about 20 minutes I looked out 

the window and saw Cameron coming 
from the Frank Bishop place with the 
girl toy the hand. 1 got anxious about 
the train, and went near the room they 
went Into, saying. ‘Claud, hurry along, 
! must catch the train.' He said I will 
be there in a moment. I returned to 
my chair. In a few moments he re­
turned with the girl and the suit case. 
He passed -the grip to me and asked 
me if I would tarry it down to the 
ferry boat leaving them standing lu 
the shed.

“We arrived on the eastern side -of 
the river and noticed a team driving 
down toward the ferry. I saw the 
driver was Leopold Miller. He turned 
his team and headed it down river 
on the ferry road. When we got over 
the river, the. ferryman got out and 
pulled his boat on the ice. Cameron, 
Iris daughter and myself went up to 
Miller’s wagon. Miller at this time 
liad got out of Ills wagon, back to­
wards his horse, holding his horse toy 
the reins. I stood next. The daughter 
got into the wagon. Cameron then fol­
lowed. They started the team, and 
I walked behind. They had gone about 
10 feet whep I heard oaths across the 
river, and in a sliort time a shot was 
fired; they had gone a short distance 
farther when the second shot was fir­
ed. Miller at tills time, reached for­
ward for his whip and run his horse 
up the hill. That Is the last 1 saw of 
the girl at that time. I walked up the 
hill, over to the main road, picked my 
grip out of the snow where they had 
thrown it from the wagon, loiter 
Samuel Bishop, Sr„ asked me if Mr. 
Cameron and myself had been over 
there and taken his son’s wife away. 
I told hlm I had been over there but 
liad nothing to do with the transac­
tion. I asked him who fired the shots 
and he said that did not amount to 
much as the shots were 100 feet over 
our heads. I said, you appear to know 
who fired them, and he answered yes.

"I never spoke to the girl or put 
hands on her In any way during the 
whole proceedings."

Armstorng's Evidence.
Deputy Sheriff Armstrong, in his 

testimony, said: ‘‘On the evening of 
Nov. 22nd, 1916,1 received a telephone 
message from Woodstock, td meet 
some parties on the train going north, 
next day, either at Hartland or Ftor- 
enceville. I met the train at Florence- 
ville. When the train came In, Con­
ductor Henderson came to me and 
said that there was a lady in the pas­
senger car who wanted to see me. I 
went to the lady and spoke to her and 
she said Mr. Cameron was on the 
train and wanted to see me. Mr. Cam­
eron came in from the smoker to the 
passenger car and shook hands with 
me as I was acquainted with him. He 
then introduced me to this lady as 
Miss Miller, his half sister. I then 
asked him In the presence of Miss 
Miller what he wanted or what was 
the trouble. He asked me if I knew 
the Bishops. I told hlm I knew Samuel 
Bishop, Sr., and his wife: alsoi Frank

lees of a critical nature on the action ■ 
of the management of the Canadian " 
Government Railways in purchasing 
in the United States fifty thousand - 
tons of coal for use on the railway at 
a higher price than coal could have 
been purchased for In Eastern Can­
ada. Mr. Gutelius, in conversation 
with The Standard, outlined his pol­
icy In this matter and expressed the 
opinion that his action had1 been taken 
in the best interests of the people of 
these provinces although at a some­
what serious financial outlay on the 
part of the railway department 

Mr. Gutelius states: "At the begin­
ning of the season we made contracts 
for all our requirements of coal. The 
price was in the vicinity of $3.60 de­
livered at the pit, there being slight 
variations from this price according 
to the quality of the coal supplied. 
There has been delay In deliveries so 
that there is now due us from the 
various contractors one hundred and 
fifty-eight thousand tons which we 
have been unable to secure without 
exerting some little pressure. The 
mines are utterly unable to fill their 
contracts with us and at the same 
time to meet in a reasonably satis­
factory way the domestic demand. We 
have been faced at different times 
with the prospect of an actual short­
age and we have found M necessary 
from time to time to seize shipments 
of coal passing over our lines. These 
quantities so seized have not been 
very great and some of the shipments 
have been replaced by us. In addi­
tion to this, wo have diverted to In­
dividual purchasers some of our own 
coal at such times as we knew these 
purchasers to be actually in need of 
the commodity.

"Realizing that it was out of the 
question for us to expect complete 
fulfilment of our contracts without 
serious inconvenience and perhaps 
suffering because of the general pub­
lic both as private consumers and in 
the manufacturing way, I looked about 
for other means of securing coal for 
our requirements, and asked for bids 
In the United States on a total order 
of fifty thousand tone. From the 
twenty or so offers received I selected 
several which appeared most prom­
ising in their ability to fulfil the con­
tracts at a reasonable price and I 
have made contracts divided between 
five or six of these producers for the 
fifty thousand tons. The price paid 
averages $6.40 per ton, we to take de­
livery at a United States port. We 
have already brought four carloads of 
this coal to the province, two of 
which have come to SL John. We are 
hauling this coal In our own vessels 
at a cost of roughly $1.50 per ton. 
The cost of this coal purchased out­
side is thus roughly $5.00 per ton 
higher than our contract price in 
these provinces, or two hundred and 
fifty thousand dollars on the whole 
outside contract.

"When tills suggestion was flnst 
made by me there was a very decided 
protest. I went to Ottawa, placed the 
matter before the Minister of Rail­
ways and thoroughly explained the 
entire situation. It went before the 
government with the result that com­
plete endorsement of my plan was 
given, member# of the council feeling 
that every consideration should be 
extended to the people of these prov­
inces who are depending on local 
producers for their coal supplies. The 
government was perfectly willing to 
spend a quarter of million dollars in 
order that no Inconvenience should 
be caused the people of Eastern Can­
ada by reason of restricted supplies 
for domestic purposes. We have no 
surplus coal on hand now, supplies 
at our various depots are very limit­
ed, but the outside purchases have 
helped to some extent in relieving the 
situation, and while we may be com­
pelled to seize other shipments pass­
ing over our lines, still this will not 
be true to any serious extent and we 
will endeavor to replace such seizures 
ae promptly as possible. The coal 
which is on sale in St. John, in Hali­
fax and elsewhere at $6.40 to $6.60 
per ton Is so on sale because mem­
bers of the government were unwill­
ing to enforce the terms of their con­
tracts with producers and so deprive 
local consumers of their needed' sup­
plies. Had we insisted on the terms 
of our contracts being carried out 
there would have been a serious 
shortage in the local markets all over 
these provinces."

Educational Necessities.
The next chart would be that of the 

educational institutions and whether 
they were serving the real needs of the 
community. He would want to know 
how many,left the schools before they 
reached the eighth grade and how 
many left during their high school 
course. Whether the school was fit­
ting them for their life work or not. 
He had taken a census of one school 
in Chicago and found that 72 per 
cent, of the boys in grade six expected 
to go into the crafts and nothing in 
the school course fitted them for that 
life; of the girls in grade six 34 per 
-.•«•nt. expected to enter industrial life 
and here again the school was of no 
use to them. The educational system 
needed to be made to fit the after-life 
of those using it.

The next chart would be the recre­
ation. Every person needed good, 
wholesome play, and it was possible 
to get groups to do on the playground 
v hat could not be done anywhere else 
The next would be the political char: 
and by this he did not mean party pol­
itics but the best Interests of the com­
munity. He would take the charter 
and see where it could be amended. 
He wouli discuss the receipts and ex­
penditures and have the people know 
where their money went and compare 
the record with other places and when 
any community had good administra­
tors he would make it impossible for 
any party to turn them out of office.

The next would be the industrial 
chart and he would want to know all 
about the conditions under which the 
laborers of the community lived, for 
ho believed that housing and feeding 
was a part of the holiness of life. He 
w.iuld find out all about the child labor 
problem, the wages paid the girls and 
to men.

Any social reconstruction to be of 
value must make the individual more 
efficient, as the Individual became 
more efficient the social group would 
become better and of more value to the 
nation and result In a more efficient 
nationality. The war was bringing 
into the forethought of men the need 
of a better social justice, and Chris­
tian chivalry called on the men and 
women of Canada to see that every 
last person, man, woman or cjiild, re­
ceived a square deal and a chance to 
make the most of their lives.
