Qutcroppings of anthracite coal were
discovered recently on the St. Croix yiver,
on land owned by H. F. Eaton & Son, of
Calais, and the neighborhood will be
thoroughly prospected in the spring. At
various localities along the St. Croix rich
specimens of goldbearing quartz have
been found lately, and many prospectors
are now investigating to find the source
whence the specimens came.

MENACES THE BRITISH.

ABYSSINAN CO-OPERKTION I8 SOMALILAND
5 BEING ARRANEED

The Thin Red Line -is ina Tight Fix, and the Foreign Office
is Criticized Sharply by Military Men in London A
Glance at the Situation as It Stands.

Rome, Oct. 22.—Negotiations are pro-
ceeding with the object of obtaining
Abyssinian military co-operation in Smali-
land, similar to that of 1900, when Ras
Makonen invaded and devastated Ogah-
den. The suggestion is that the Abyssin-
ians should hem in the Mad Mullah’s
forces from the southward end the Brit-
ish attack them from the north.

London, Oet. 21, —Military men hold the
foreign office responsible for the reverse
to Colonel Swayne’s force. For economy’s
sake the department accepted raw levies
of Somatis as trained, disciplined soldiers,
while Colonel Swayne’s urgent counsel to
establ’'sh a permanent military post at
Burao was treated with ‘contempt.

News Eagerly Awdited.

Lord - Cranborne’s statement in the
house of commons has created an uneasy
feeling, and further news is"eagerly await-
ed- There is no question thag Colonel
Swayne’s force is now in a most perilous
position, as the Mad Mullah will receive
large accessrons of fighting strength from

tribes which have previously remained
passive.

The Mad Mullah's Rise

The British force consists of native
troops acting under English officers. It
is evidently much smaller in' numbers

than that opposed to it. The country is
rough. and unexplored, and the superior

arms and tactics of the British alone pre-
vents their Being wiped out by a fanatical
and constantly' increasing host, which has
more than once swelled to 40,000 men.
No sooner is peace proclaimed in South
Affrica than the faet that the British
military forces _are . always fighting in
some part of the world is brought home
to us. The Somali expedition may get
its reinforcements, thoroughly crush the
enemy, and Testore qm'e%. On the other
hand, a difficulty of some magnitude may
be on thand, invoking not only British
authority in that region, but also Brit-
ain’s reiations with her neighbors in that
part of Northeast Africa. These neigh-
bors .are Italy, France and Abyssinia.

The Mad Mulizh B-ate-. .

For over a year the depredations of the
Mad Mullah—euphoniousty called Haji Mo-
hammed Bin Abdullah—have menaced in-
common the various spheres of influence
exercised by the above-mentioned Euro-
pean powers, as well as the domain of
Mendlik, the Emperor of Abyssinia. A
joint expedition against him was at work
all last year. . .

He was pursued to his most distant re-
treats. His headquarters were burned,
his camels carried off, and his resources
broken up. His force is a concentration
of wandering bands uniting temporarily
under a leader of resolution like the
Mullah, and easily dispersing into its
original components. Such armies, if they
can be called by so dignified a term, are

.not readily beaten permanently. Con-

tinual vigilance and a standing force are
needed to inaintain peace.

He Begins All Over

The ‘Mullah, after a few months of ap-
parent quiet, resumed opecrations as bold-
ly as ever last spring, and the. British
column, under Colonel Swayne, etarted
out several months ago to repeat the pun-
ishment of last year. An engagement in
which two British officers have been kill-
ed, two wounded. 50 men killed and 100
wounded, is mo light affair. The loss of
Colonel Phillips and Captain Angus, who
have served with distinction in India and
are trained by Indian experience for just
thé work now going on in' Somaliland, is
deeply to be regretted. Over and above
this painful lces is the possibility of a
future movement of serious proportions
in a region near to the Soudan, with the
complication involved in having to con-
sider the interests and rights of other
nations. The exact position of affairs at
the present time is therefore a_matter of
importance. /

The Conditions.

As is generally known, the British *pro-
tectorate over a section of Somaliland
dates back 18 years. The Italian protec-
torate is separated from ours by the River
Juba. The French sphere of influence
centres about Obok. Abyssinia is a wedge
between British East Africa, farther
south, and our Somaliland territory. These
states divide between them therefore the
northeastern’ horn, or promontory, of
the African continent.

TFormerly British interests there were
under the control of the government of
India. A year or two ago the foreign
office in London assumed charge, and it
i now administered’ by a political resident
sent out from London, the present official
being (ieneral Creagh, V. C. The French
colony posseses ports on the Guif of Aden,
just as the Italian and British territories
have, and with lall these nations the com-
mercial 'interests include a rich trade in
ivory, wkins,» ostrich feathers; -and guns.
The French have built :a: railway, and the
Italians, who have the larfgestislice of the
region under their control, exert their in-
fluence by means of a great corporation,
fashioned something after the chartered
British companies in Rhodesia and East
Africa, and known as the Italian Trading
Company of Benadir.

A place where extensive commercial %n-
terests exist and where the rivalries of
traders are apt to oceur is always a dan-
ger spot, especially where there is joint
action for defensive purposes, and a ne-
cessayily loose hand over the exact limits
in which warlike operations may be car-
ried 'on.

PRINCIPLES ADOPTED
- BY NATIONAL W.C.T.U.

A Big Day in the Convention at
: Portland, (Me.) |

Portland, Me., Oct. 21—A departure
from the National W. C. T. U. conven-
!tion' ‘programme was the subsitution of
tomorrow night’s events for those arrang-
ed for tonight. As this included the part-
ing words of Lady Henry Somerset and
Rev. Henry 8. Sanders of London (Eng.),
there was an immense gathering at the
Jefferson Theatre and a crowded over-
flow meeting at the Free Street Baptist
church was made necessary.

Much of the late afternoon session was
d:voted to resolutions. The most import-
ant additions to the basic principles of
the W. ¢ T. U. were these:

“We declare in favor of the enfranchise-
ment of women on equal terms with men.

“We empbhaticaliy reaffirm our former
declaration in favor of purity in the in-
dividual, in the home, in society and‘in
the state.

“We condemn  the lawlessness manifest-
ed ‘through mob violence and anarchy in
various parts of our country and hold
that no man, however guilty, ehould be
deprived of life or liberty without due
process of law.

“We will strive with renewed vigor fo
arouse public eentiment concerning the
dangers threatening our country by the
spread of Mormonism and will do our
utmost to secure an anti-polygamy amend-
ment to the federal comstitution. .

“We render honor to the’chief execu-
tive of our nation for his earnest effort to
settle by arbitration the strike in the
coal rezionms,

“We protest against all employment of
child labor in mines, factories, depart-
ment stores and other lines of industry;
we reafirm our sympathy with labor in
its just demand for a living wages, an
eight hour day, the right to organize for
mutual protection and advancement and
the right to claim equal justice in our
courts, g

“We deplore the existing conditions of
child labor, which seriously interfere with
the best development, physical, mental
and spiritual.”

A resolution was passed that “We here-
by express our delight at the presence of
Lady ‘Henry Somerset; as our white rib-
bon comrade, counsellor and friend; we
hold her in affectionate regard, ang as
our homored president of the world’s
union, we pledge to her anew our un-
swerving loyalty.”

The best
offer received for it then was upwards ol
$5,000, and the then owners refused to e:ll
at that figure. It is understood that the
purchase price in the present transaction
is considerably more than that, although
those concerned decline to make the fig-
ures publie. ;

The road, which was built by -A. E. Kul-
lam, ex-M. P., runs from Elgin, Albert
county, to Havelock, Kings county, cross-
ing the Intercolonial at Petitcodiac. Short-
ly after, the road ‘was built the English
bond holders were given a mortgage upon
it for their security, and in 1893 this mor:-
gage was foreclosed and the property sold
to satisfy it. On that occasion it was bid
in by the Imperial Trust Company.

Since that purchase Herbert C. Tilley,
of the firm of Tilley & Fairweather, has
been secretary-treasurer, and for the past
two years he has been manager of the
road.

The most recent sale was effected
through the Halifax legal firm of Harris,
The syndicate purchas-
ing the road is headed by B. F. Pearson,
a well-known Halifax capitalist.

" SHOULD BE N ST, 0B

Ottawa Reports That No Action Has
Been Taken Thus Far.

Ottawa, Oct. 22—(Special)—Nothing has
been dene towards $he moving of the mil-
itary office from Fredericton to St. John.
The minister of militia is not in the city
at present and no action of any kind can
be 'taken until his return.

Although nothing of a definite. nature
can be learned regarding “the establish-
ment in this city of the headquarters of
the district officer commanding, yet in
the opinion of different local officers such
is quite probable.

From 1881 to 1884 Lt.-Col. Taylor, D. A.
'G., with It.-Col. Crewe-Reid as brigade
major, were stationed here, having their
office in the custom house, but since then
the military oftice of the district has been
at Fredericton. It is claimed by the de-
partment that St: John is the military
base of the district, that the stores are
here and that in the event of such neces-
sity the mobilization of troops would
take place here.

If Lt.-Col. White, the recently appoint-
ed D. O. C., comes to St. John the dis-
position of troops would not in the slight-
est degree be affected; the position of the
permanent school at Fredericton remain-
ing as it is, ‘with Lt.-Col.. Wadmore in
command.

The officers of the local militia are
strongly in favor of the D. O. C. office
being in St. John, for in different ways,
the corps wou'd be benefitted and a large
amount of military and official corres-
pondence saved.

They Get Rifles to Mad Mullah
Under Guise of Cotton
Goods.

Fondness of the Somali for American
Calicoes is Explained — Indian Troops
Being Rushed to the Scene «f Trouble
ard will Sail Tomorr.w

London, Oct. 21-—An oflicial connected
with the Red Sea ports in an interview
published in the Star today says:

“The Mullah and other turbulent “chiefs
have been liberally supplied with rifies by
Americans and Germans in epite of the
British gunboate. The rifies supplied by
the Americans were done up as cotton
goods. This explaing the frequent refer-
ence in consular reports to the fondness
of the Somalis for American calicoes and
shirtings. It is not calico the Somali
wants, but -rifles inside the calico.”

A letter from an officer belonging to the
Somaliland expedition, ghows the British
force is even in a more precarious pos.tion
than indicated by official despatches. The
writer says: : \

“We are in a regular trap. We have
had stiffish fights and have lost many nden.
The worst is that our blacks are flunking
and our camels have neariy all been killed
or captured. We have next to no water
and we are miles from any. weils, We
have no supplies and nearly no ammu-
nition. They have captured two of our
Maxims. I do not suppose they care what
happens to us. It is a brutal shame to
send us bdind into an ambush like this.

ST, JOHN QOES 10~
JAIL FOR FOUR MONTHS

Pleads Guilty in New York to De-
vising Scheme to Defraud Old  *
Peter Gale.

New York, Oct. m——Gleorge G. Corey,
known throughout Westchester and Uls-
ter counties as a ‘‘genealogist,” pleaded
guilty yesterday to having , devised a
echeme to defraud Peter Gale, of Ulster
county, of a sum of money, and was sen-
tenced by Judge Thomas to four months’
imprisonment.

During thg, past five years, it is said,
Corey has gotten from $5,000 to $10,000
yearly from residents ‘who thought they
were providing him with means to prove
their right to the “Drake” and “Dinges”
estates, worth each $40,000,000. :

'Although most of the victims, after ag
investigation, are satisfied the estates are
myths, there are still many who believe
in Corey.

According to the statements of mem-
bers of the “Drake Estate Co.”” Corey
came from St. John (New Brunswick.) "

He discovered that residents of Ulster
and Westchester counties were descends-
ants of John Drakée or Solomon Dingee,
two of the earliest settlers of that sec-
tion, i i

Corey told a number of the Drakes andk
Dingees how the settlers had received &
grant of land from George III, compris- \
ing the greater portion of what is' now
the two ecounties. 1y e

They subsequently, Corey, claimed, leass ..

~ UNIFORM REGISTRATION.

City Medical Society Takes Action to
Secure a General Act.

Thej Will: Ask That Local Law Be So
Amended As to Conform to Principle of
Dr. Roddick's Legislation.

At Wednesday’s meeting - of the St.
John Medical Society the bill passed by

the motion of Dr: T. G. Roddick, M. P.
for ‘St. ‘Antoine division, Montreal, was
disdussed at length.

The object of the bill is to afford a
Dominion registration for physicians and
surgeons. At present a physician regis-
tered only in New Brunswick is unable
to prectice elsewhere  in Canada, his
registration being not recognized by the
other provinces. Consequently if he de-
sires to locate in Ontario, for imstance,
he must pass the examination of the On-
tario board and in addition pay the re-
quired fees. ;

Doctor Roddick’s. bill aims to the es-
tablishment of a Dominion board which
will regulate the examinations and a cer-
tificate from which will ‘be recognized any-
where in Canada-

The Dominion act will not in any way
interfere with the provincial act, as phy-
sicians who desire only . provincial regis-
iration can get it. -Another provision is
that physicians who. have been practising
before the passage of the act are entitled

to undergo ‘any * examination, providing
they have: a.provincial gegistration, have
been practising six years and  pay the
fees.« s .

PRAISED

BY BOSTON HERALD.

Leading New England Newépaper Tells How the Premier Has
Greatly Increased Our Business With Europe.

The Boston Herald of Oclober 20 says

editorially:
_ The eomment has been made by one of
‘the leading commercial papers in New
York, and+apparently to some extent re-
enforced by ‘the statement recently made
by Sir Frederick Borden, the Canadian
minister off miltia, that Canada is growing
indifferent to trade with the United
States, and hence ;the agitation among the
people of New England and those dwelling
in~the reciprocal western states in favor
of* reuproca] trade relafions with the
dominion is a superfluous, because pur-
poseless, movement on their part. It is
said that, if Camada wishes to establish
reciprocal trade relations with the United
States, Canada had better -ask for it, be-
cause it is her trade, even more than the
trade of the Um{bd States, that would
be stimulated 1hereby T'here is a degree
of plausibility’ in this view of the ques-
tion which seems"to juaty.fy a more care-
ful consideration of it.".

In the first place, it-should be definitely
understood that, o far ‘as taking the in-
itative is concerned; the .Canadians have
done all-in this respect that could in any
reason be. expectqd. Since the success of
the Liberal party:in Capada.and the se]eC~
tion of Sir Wilfrid Laurier as premier,

that Canadian statesman and his cabmet

associates have made repealed visits 1o
Washington- in.the hope that our govern-
meént would - be -willing “to treat with
Canada .on the basjs ‘of &hetter trade un-
derstanding, and the fact that what was
known as the joint comimission -was ap-
pointed was due much more to Sir Wil-
frid’s eolicitation than to any movement
oni the part of the government of the
Umted States. We = doubt whether a
single representative of ‘the United’ States
government has ever ‘been to Ottawa for
the purpose of interesting the ‘Canadian
government in better trade telations with
the United States, while it is well known
that visits from Ottawa to Wa,shmgton
by: ICanadian officials, made for the pur-
pose of sbimulating interest in this spb- |
ject, have been Tepeated, and with guch |
little success- that the declaration has re-
cently heen made that no ‘more humilia-
tions of this kind would be invited.
Clearly, if it is to become-a question: of
diplomatic .courtesy, the burden of show-
ing a little interest and taking the inmitia-
tive rests much more with us than it does
with the Canadians. It is also true, as
has been pointed aqut by a number of
those who are disinclined to favor better
trade relations with our morthern meigh-
bors, that we are having a wonderfully
good trade as it is, and hence that we had
better leave .trade matters undisturbed.
The unrevised official statement of Cana-
dian trade indicates that in the fiscal year
ended June 30, 1902, there was imported
into Canada for consumption from. the
United States merchandise to the wvalue
of $114,700,000, against $107,000,000 in valu-

i ation for the preceding year; in other

words, the imports of Canada from the
United States for the last fiscal year Wwere'
greater thdan the entire exports of the
dominion of Canada for the fiscal year
ended ‘June 30, 1897. Of these American
imports to C’ana,da, $60,200,000, in round
numbers, paid a duty, and $54,500,000 en-
tered that country duty free. The pur-
chases rwxhl-ch the (anadians made in

Jreat Britain had, in round numbers, a
value of $19,000000 .The total -exporta-
tion of home products from Canada dur-
ing the fiseal yéar footed up to $196,000,-
000. Of this $109,350,000 consisted of ex-
portations to the United Kingdom, $66,-

000,000 to the United States, and $20,100- !

000 to the other ¢ountries of the world.
The gain made by us in our sales in
Canada, comparing the last fiscal year
withi the preceding one, was about $7,500,-
000, while Canadian edles in the United
States fell off a little over $1,000,000.

Of course, $66,000,000 in' exports repre-
sents a great deal of value, even though
it may be hardly more thdn half of the
value in products which we sell in Cana-
da. But, unfortunately for real trade
benefits, these Canadian exports represent
values mther than commercial or indus-
trial” advantages. Of this $66,000,000, $19.-
660,000 wae gold dust, gold nuggets and

gold bearing quartz; $",054) 000 silver ore, .

$2,610,000 was copper. ore, $745,000 nickel
ore, $708000 Jead ‘ore and $743,000 asbes-
tos in its ecrude ‘state. Thus, when these
raw products of the mine are taken fronr
Canadian exports the exports are reduced
donsiderably below $40,000,000 in value, the
value which Canadian sales {n. the United
States attained a good many years ago, or
before the mining distriets in the Klon-

That our meighbors across the border
should be dissatisfied with this showinge

 is the most natural thing in the world.

If we were having the same experience
in our jrade with them that they have
with ;us, eongress would: legislate against
Canadian trade at the first session that
it ‘held after.the statistics of these com-
mefcial relations were printed.

Tired. of megotiating any longer with
the United States, Sir Wilfrid Laurier
has turned his attention to the other side
of the Atlantic. During his adiministra-
tion the Canadian sales in Europe have
increased tremendously, and he now hoyes
by favorable trade arrangements, to great-
ly increase Lanadmn sales on the conti-
nent of Europe. He is, therefore, mot only
prepa.red to give to [England oprportum--
ties in the Canadian markets which we
do not enjoy, but also to accord similar
advantages to the French, the Italians,
the Germans and the Dubch. This is a
deflection sof interests which Republican

awaken and keep awakened enthusiastic]

interest in the cause of temperance =0
that sufficient moral fopee might be em-
ployed to demand the proper administra-
tion of the present existing temperance
legislation.

Col. A. J. Armstrong, d scribe, read
his annual report which told of the for-
mation of three new divisions during the
year, two resuscitated divisions and two
dormant ones.

There were 444 members initiated dur-
ing the year and- 108 had withdrawn,
while 187 were suspended, six expelled
for violation of the pledge aad four for
other causes. There were nine deaths
during the year. The division receipts
were$2,994.35; the expenses $2,701.38, and
the cash on hand and invested $7,423.65.

There was ‘a small increase in mempber-
ship during the year and the outlook for
organizing several new divisions was very
bright.
