Mr. Froude 
then sketched the condition of parties in 
Ireland at the time of the English Round- 
head andUavalier wars—divided into Nor­
mans and old Irish and Protestants. In 
1641 Ireland was again thrown into anar­
chy by the massacre id the Protestants by 
the Catholics.

course of lectures on Ireland at New York 
on Friday evening. We give the substance 
of this deeply interesting historical study 

Mr. Froude proceeded to say that in bis 
first lecture he had described ihe Nurmon 
conquest of Ireland. He now proposed to 
direct their attention to an English prince 
whom he had been accused of trying to- 
whitewash—Henry Vllt., the English 
Bluebeard. Fortenately .he would not 
have any occasion to rOVert to Henry’s 
matrimonial difficulties, but simply to his 
efforts to restore law and order in Ireland. 
Henry did not seek to confiscate the lands 
of Irish noblemen nor to impose English, 
laws upon them. He simply desired to 
bring order -oat of anarchy. One of his' 
measures was in reference to the system ol 
absenteeism, which was then, as it bad 
been ever since, the great evil in Ireland,' 
but he had not met with very great sue 
cess. As was stated by an English com­
missioner, the -Irish peasantry was at that, 
time an industrious and orderly class, and 
that functionary recommended that they; 
should be armed and nsed as a sort ol 
police. But this policy unfortunately was. 
not adopted. Henry instead attempted a 
sort of home rule, and entrusted the gov­
ernment of Ireland to the Earl of Kildare, 
the bead of the Geraldines. But the Geral­
dines, though they were much the same as 
other people while in London, became in 
Ireland more Irish than the Irish them­
selves, and kept on in the bad old way of 
letting everybody do as they liked and 
abandon irg the weak'to the-tender mercies 
of all who-were strong enough to oppress 
them. Henry, -finding how affairs were 
going, had Kildare arrested and thrown 
into the Tower of London. Kildare soon 
then revolted, and, beginning Ms revolt by 
murdering an archbishop, was finally exe­
cuted for thjs crime. About this time there
