the general inefliciency of the Inland
Revenue departinent, and a blue book
just issued gives us still further light on
the sulject.  The book is ealled = Sup-.!
plement No. 2 to the Annual Report of !
thie Departient of Tnland Revenue for
1874, but it might more properly le
termed ¢ Confessions of Incowmpctency, |
by A. Brunel, Commissioner of Iuland
Revenne.” It is devoted to the person-
nol of the Depurtment.

It is popularly supposed that candi-
dates for Civil Service appointments go
tlarough ‘0 preliminary’ exnmination,
and are rejected if found altogether un-
qualified for a position requiring- a
little education and some small degree
of intelligence. It is also popularly
supposed that an examination has been
made of the officers in the service, and
the incompetents tirned out. - But this
little blue book officially dissipates such
notions, showing that in the Inland
Revenue Department alone there are
twenty-seven officials who failed in the
examination to get 600 marks out of a
possible 1500 and were pronounced in-
competent, twenty-one who wvefused to
present themselves for examination, and
“twelve who have not yet had the op-
portunity of deing so.” .  Of the others
eighteen are ranked first-class, having
answered four-filths of the questions
put, to.them; forty-two are, ranked. sec-
‘ond:chass, having answered three-fifths
of the questions; and fifly-fwo are rank- | m
ed third-class, having answered only
two-fifths of the questions put to them
concerning the duties which thev are
supposed to perform. Is it any wonder

‘that the industries of the Dominion are

obstructed by harassing regulations and
conflicting examinations &nd.decisions
when two-thirds of the officials of the
Inland Revenue Bureau are incompe-
tent? Mr Brunel says:

The experience obtained daring the
past eight years Justiﬂ«.s the belicf that
by insisting on offieers quallfjm" them
selves for their dunties before their &p-
pointment is confirmed; and by testing
their qualifications by examiualiops; we
force their attenti on towards the duties
they will have to perform and the charac-
ter of the qualifications . necessary for
their proper performance. - This of itself
is a decided gain. But the fall measore
of advantage to the service will not be
realized..antil it has been establistied
by the practice of the Department, that
unléss those who are probationally®
appointed can pass the prescribed exam-
inations with er@dit their appointments
will be cancelled, nor until it has been
discoyered: th {v fliciency leads, to pro-
motion, and that Without it there can be
no advancement in the service, not even
for those who, having been permanently
appointed before examinations were es-
tablished, are not likely to lose their pre-
sent places.

If it is discovered that efficiency is not
essential to promotion. or that the exis-
tence of efliciency is assumed without
being’ submitted to some uniform and
sufficignt test, and that the best places

subjected to that ordeal, the chief incen-
tive t¢ the acquisition of knowledge . es-
pecially applicable to the service,. will be
removed, and the_usefulness of the ex-
aminations wilk be greatly jmpaired, if
not entirely destroyed.

This is good doctrine, but there is mo
prospect-of its being put into practice
by a Government that gives all the
offices to the eanvassers of its party, no
matter what gheir: ‘qualifications, no
matter if theyare legally disqualified. It
has been discovered that efficiéney. does
not lead topromotion, and that the best
places are filled by persons who are not
required to be qualitied for“th&if dafies.
Those who have been appointed for
political reasons have no fear of their
appointments being cancelled on tlie
ground of incompetence, and they don’t
trouble themselves by preparing
for an examination that will ‘ not
be followed by expulsion or promotion.
To pass a first-class examination re-
quires only a reasonable “‘proficiency
in the ordinary rudiments of educ ation ;
knowledge of aatounts{ book-keeping,
and of ordinary mathematical and arith-
metical computations ;. :-and fechaical
knowledge of the subjects immediately
affecting the manufacture of articles
subject to excise.” And thisisall. No
fancy or ornamental branches, no Latin
or Greek or French, no botany or as-
tronomy or higher mathematics, are
required. Nothing but reading and
writing; addition, multiplication and
division ; acquaintance with the excise
laws; the ability of measuring super-
ficies and solids, compntm g the contents
of vessels, and gauging; a gencral
knowledge of the pr 00«,:5(55 of whiskey,
beer and tobaeeo manufucture and kero-
sene inspection. = Two or three weeks’
study wounld enable an intelligent com-
mon school graduitte, whose time had
not been wasted on fancy studies, to
pass this examination with honor. And
yet more than half of the officials in
this branch of the service tailed miser-
ably, and the Commissioner makes this
confession :

Liis true that men whe have not suc-
ceeded in these examinations, or who
have not submitted to them at all. have
been placed i good positions in the ser-
vice. This, however, has beén dae toin-
fluences entirely ap: ut from their merit;
and with s¢ nrul) in exception, pm.n(r
tions or dppom tinents made regardless of’
qualificatfolis, have resulted in disap
pointment and discomfit to the Depart-
ment and ininjury to the service.

The Commissioner adds the follow-
ing: :

As a rule; those candidates who have
failed ia the examinations, as well as a
counsiderable number who shirked them.
may be considered as incompetent, and
as I'koly to réemain so. The s.xguu' ncy,

most extmordlnary procedure on the
part of some of the Aldermen, who had
signed a paper forbidding the Treasur-
er’s paying a check to this firm after it
had been passed in Countil'and signed
by himself and the City ‘Auditor. He
plainly intimated that if anything of the
kind was again atliempted, he would at
once resign the Chair. In the meantime,
however, the firm has got tired of wait-
ing for the Council to,setile thie dispute
and has causcd a writ to be served.

In'a case ixgaih’st a ﬁre iuéui‘nnce don:-
pany recently decided- in the Supreme
Courteat, Fredericton, where the applica-
tion of the insured had contained mis-
statements regardiog the 'age, size and
condition of the house on which the in-
surance had been made, the company
contested the claim on the -ground of
Wwrong répresentations.” The policy had
stipulated that all applications for insur
ance must be made in writing prepared
by an authorized agent of the Company,
and signed by the applicant, or by his au-
thority; and all statements contained in
the application would be taken and decm-
ed to be warranties on the part of the
assured. In the plaintifi's application he
stated that the gize of his house was 28x
30 feet, that it had been built only about
6 years, and that it was painted inside
and outside. Infact the size of the house
was 24x29 feet; it had been built about 30
yeags, and was only painted on the inside.
The plaintiffy.in answer to the defence,
pleaded that the Company’s agent ap
plied to him. to insure; that he wag ab-
scont from home at the time and did not,
know the exact size of the house, and so
stated to the agent, who verbally agreed
with him that the statement in the appli-
cation should not be considered a war-
ranty of the s'z2 of the house, and that if
it differed from the size stated in the ap
plication it should not be considered a
misstatement. There was a similar state-
ment with regard to the length of time
the house bad been built.. The Court
held that by the conditions of the policy
the statements of the age, size, &¢., of the
house were expressly made warranties,
and that the written coutract could not
be varied by a mere verbal agreement.
