Of all the blunders, says a writer,
that the common farmer and some
others make with trees, none is so
common or 8o hurtful :and which he
is 8o long finding out, and’of which
be might know so certainly, as the
the practice of the cutting off lower
limbs. All over the country pothing
is more common than to see matilated
trees op almost every farm—big limbs
cot off near the body of the tree, and
of course rooting to the heart. This
is & heart sin against nature. The
very linbs necessary ta protect the
tree from wind. and sun, :dnd. just
where limbs are needed most, they
are cut away. But the greatest injury
is the rotting that always takes place
when a big limb is sawed off—too big
to heal over, it must rot, and being on
the. body, the rotting goes to -the
heart and borts the whole tree.. J¢is
common all over the country to see
large orchards mutilated in this way.
We often sec holes in the trees where
big limbs have been cut away, where
squirrels could crawl in.

Taming Oolts,

The notion that the taming of a
bigh-spirited colt in early life takes
away his spirit and energy, it is a mis-
taken notion. Life and energy are
qualities that are bred into the colt as
much so as are an upright, enduring
boof, a flat limb, or speed and bottom,
and, with proper management, are as
likely to stay with bim through life,
when not driven out by starvation or
excessive labor. It is true tbat some
borses are quite safe in harness,though
baving bad their liberty, in pasture
and otherwise, till ready for service,
so long as everything goes smoothly,
bgt when overiaken by some new
sight or sound, the brief training they
bave bad gives no sufficient guarantee
against accident. As a rule, long-
continued familiarity with the voice

agemens or command, as oceasion
may reqgire, are the only safeguards.

AT THE COMMONS' BAR.

A Racy Debate over Mr. John R.
Dunn, the Queens County
Returning Officer.

A Disorganized Opposition.

(Condensed from Montreal Papers,)

The House of Commons had the liveliest
kind of a session, and withal a most amusing
one, on Monday, May 30th. It arose over
the Queens County, New Brunswick, election
case—the ghost that will not down. Mr.
Dunn, the Returning Officer, went to Ottaws
pursuant to an order of the House to undergo
examinination at the bar and disclose his
reasons for returning as elected, the eandidate
baving the mipority of votes csst, and that
afternoon was summoned to appear. He
came in, accompanied by the Sergeant-at-
Arms, without any outward evidence of tre-
pidation, and before the shades of night
closed nn the House, had convinced the House
that a level-headed young man, with more
than the ordinary share of strong common
sense and nerve, was in its custody. In ap-

ce Mr. Dann does not look more than
thirty years of age, is clean shaven, with a
full stock of hair, through which he occasion-
ally ruos his hand with artistic, grave, and
some dramatic effect. A school teacher by
profeesion, he is an elocutionist of no mean
power, being able to give points to nine-tenths
of the Commoners in this respect. Through-
oat his long and somewhat tedious examina-
tion he comported himself

LIKE A GENTLEMAN,

showing due deference to the House, and re-
spectfully, tersely, candidly, and pointedly
answering the questions put to bim, The
fun begsn early in the day. Mr. Weldon of
8t. John, a very worthy old gentleman, of s
busky voice, “ Full belly with good - eapon
lundd'; coonducted dl.bo t;r.oa:-enmhndon for
the ition, and st the first question put,
Me. D::;‘ asked that he be All«?wed eoug:ol'
to assist and gnide him, Then the Liberal
party showed its liberality. They would hear
of nothing of the kind. Though in every
court in the Jand & man on trial is allowed
counsel as an inalienable right, the high court
of Parliament, according to these latter day
Liberals, is to recognize no such right, and
w0 for an hour the Opposition fougbt to de-
ive Mr. Dann of the privilege.

The Minis~
ter of Justice moved Mr. Dunn’s request for
counsel be allowed. Mr, Weldon
AT ONCE. TOOK EXCEPTION

to allowiog Mr. Dunn counsel to argue
whether the Hoase bas jurisdietion or not.
He said the House had already decided that
matter, by summeniog Mr. Dunn to appear
before it. Mr. Duon appeared as a witness,
to testify regarding the proceediogs connect-
ed with the election, and it would by remark-
able, he thought, to permit: counsel to  be
employed, A discussion on the question
followed which soen grew warm, and finally
the House became turbulent. During the
debate, which was participated in by Messrs.
Mitchell, Davis and Chapleau, the latter in
reply to taunts from the Liberal side, inti-
mated that he would not bave been derided
as he had been were his opinions on the
Queen’s County case known. He said he
would take a later opportunity to give vent
to his views. Mr, Edgar subsequently moved
an amendment to the effect that, when Mr.
Dunn bad answered the 300!“0!!. put to bim,
counsel be then allowed him to argue the
question as to his responsibility. Sir John
Macdonald took strong exception to the
amendment, and in the course of a brief but
heated attack upon the proposal it contained,
he characterized the procesdings as indecent.
Mr. Mills, amid s storm of groans, raised the

int of order that Sir John Macdonald’s

gusge was unparlimentary.

A BCENE OF EXCITEMENT

followed for some minutes, and when quiet
was. procured sufficient for the Speaker to
decide the point raised, he ruled that the
term * indecent ” should not have been used.
After some hesitation Sir Jobn said he would
withdraw the statement that the proceedings
were indecent and replace it by saying that
the motion was indecent. Again Mr. Mills
was on his feet, and during a scene of great
excitement and confusion, demanded the
witbdrawal of the latter utterance. The
Speaker, turning to Sir John Macdonald,
asked him to aid him to preserve decorum.
He eaid he did not think the term a parlia-
mentary one and hoped it would be with-
drawn, Sir John, after exhibiting consider-
able im'm.ioneo, consented to Act upon the
r's request, und requested permission

to withdrawn the words used.
The Mioister of Justice said Mr. Dunn was
in @ much different position to that of a wit-

offeace. He thought Mr. Dunn had no right
to question the juriediction of the House,
but he did thiok he should be allowed coun-
sel to advise him respecting the questions
asked. Sir John Macdonald quoted the Mue-
koka case before the House in 1878, at which
time the returning officer when called to the
bar, after two questions had been put, claim-
ed and obtained counsel. At this poiot Mr.
Armstrong, of Middlesex, s ¢ stalwart” Lib-
eral, intipated that he believed Mr. Dunn
was entitled to counsel and he would vote for
the original resolution. Dr. Macdonald, of
Huron, also a Liberal, made a similar dicta-
tion. The members were then called in and
the amendment was carried on a vote of 119
to 43, a large number of Liberals

VOTING WITH THE MAJORITY.

Several of the minority made a demand for
the yeas or nays on the original resolution
and on it being put every member in the
House, except Messrs. Edwards and Trow,
voted for it, the division being 164 to 2. Mr.
Duna then requested that he be allowed a
day in which to consult his counsel, but Sir
Jobn Macdonald, as well as the leading Lib-
erals, objected to the delay, and the counsel
who were standing at the door—Meassrs. J.
N. Lyons, of Halifax, and A. Ferguson, of
Ottawa,—came in and stood at the bar with
Mr. Donn. Mr. Lyons at once addressed the
House, taking objection to the proceedings.
He proceeded to argue that Parliament hav-
ing passed the Election Act, which provided
penaltiea for any breach of law or dereliction
of duty on the part of a returniog officer, it
had divested itself of the right to proceed
sgainst such officers and conveyed its powers
to the courts. He also contended that Mr.
Dunn, by answering the questions, might
give incriminating evidence, which might be
PM against him in the courts. He tbus
might be twice punished for the same offence.
The Minister of Justice, in reply, held that
the House still held jurisdiction over its offi-
cers and could proceed against them. The
law, he said, frequently established cumula-
tive penalties. An offender might be liable
to the public by indictment, and in addition
be subject to be sued for pecuniary penalties,
and still be in the hands of Parlisment.

THE NEW YORK FIRE,

Acres of Flames.

An area of desolation the like of which
New York has not seen in many a long dsy
is the result of the Belt Railroad stable fire.
