So-much.has been said . in recent
years:ebout the question of. river water,

' and the effect .of depositing mpurities

in. it, ¢that a recent inquiry.made by
eminent sclentists at Chicago will be
of much interest to our readers.

Dr. E. O. Jordan, (baactqu-ologtst of the
Uniyersity of Chicago, Profs. Palmer

and Burrell, of the University of Illi-
nois, and Dr. Adolph Gehrmann, di-
rector of the Chicago health departe

| gnent jabomatory, to test the water in

the drainage canal that carries off the
sewage from that city. They ware also

. instrueted to test the water in the Des

Plaines, {llinois, and Mississippi Rivers,
into which- the canal conveys the waste
water, both before and after the open-
ing of the canal, and their report lends
strong support. to .the belief that run-
ning water rapidiy purifies itself. The
scientists named procured samples of

water from 24 stations along the rivers |

as far as St. Louls, taking the samples

€or four months preceding and four !

months followi.g the opening of the
canal. They report that the water was

! purer in the second period than {n the

first, and they set Chitago laughing at
St. Louis by asserting that the Mis-
souri River water, which furnishes the
bulk of the domestic supply ¢or St.
Louis, is inferior to that in the Illinois
River, which carries mych of Chicago’'s
sewage. Another interesting showing
of the repart is in the exclusively bac-
teriological investigation. Water from
the Chicago end of the channel de-

! vo.spsbacteria in very great numbe1s,

but water taken €rom near the mouth
of the Iilincis River gince the drainage
canal opcned shows hardly any bac-
teria at all. That indicates with re-
markable certainty the purification that
the water has undergone in its course
to the streams. Experience with our
own Thames backsup this conclusion.
When the water is permitted to run it
very soon cleanses itself of any impuri-
ties that may get into it. Nature has
provided for that.

County Commissioners - Mdo to Build
If Elgin Pays a Reasonable Share—
Road Director’s Report—County
Pupils at the Collegiate.

At yesterday afterneen’s session of
the county council the chief matter
discussed was the building of a bridge
over the Thames River in Caradoc
| township, there heing at present a
stretch of eighteen miles without any

bridge accommodation. Fo;‘ eight years !
the residents of Caradoc have been !

asking for this = bridge, and several
times the county couneil has moved
in the direction of giving it to them.
One of the causes of the delay was the
difficulty of choosing a satisfactory |
site. Three different sités were pro-
posed, each . having enthusigstic and
influential advocates. Last year the
Giles site was all but fixed upon by
the council, but now the Muncey site
is the favored one, owing to its central
position, its .topographical features,
and the willingness of the Elgin county
couneil to contribute materially to-
wards the erection of an iron and
concrete bridge at this point, and at
thig point only.

The report was presented of the
special committee appointed at the
June session to confer with a commit-
tee from Elgin county conecerning the
building of the bridge. After stating
that the committee had viewed the
three proposed sites for the bridge,
and had met the committee from Ei-
gin, and that Elgin county had prom-
ised substantial aid in building the
bridge, provided it was erected at the
Muncey site, the report recommended
that a bridge be erected at the latter
site, provided the <councils of Elgin
and Middlesex agree as to the amount
each shall pay towards the cost of the
bridge.

The council went into committee of
the whole to consider the report. The
councilors are all agreed as to the need
of a bridge, but there are still siight
differences among them as to the site
to be selected, while others seemed
averse to pledging the incoming coun-
cil to any definite action, thinking it
better that the next council should
deal entirely with' the matter. After
considerable discussiony, in . which
Messrs. Elson, Corbett and several
other councilors advoeated the laying
over of the report till the January
session, the report was adopted by a
vote of 8 to 6.
