OTTAWA, April 23.—The Government 

does not want gasoline plowing. Today 
it voted down a resolution by Archie 
McCoig, M.P., providing for the free 
admission of agricultural tractors. This 
was turned down, but before this he 
asked for free admission of seed beans, 
a proposal which Sir Thomas White 
promised to Investigate before he deliv­
ered his budget.

For farm tractors Mr. McCoig declar­
ed there was a great demand for them 
in Ontario.

The Ontario Government had pur­
chased ten tractors and the Toronto 
Board of Trade five more from the 
United States, as they were not made 
in Canada. They should be allowed to 
enter free so farmers might be able to 
purchase them.

Broad Resolution.
Sir Thomas White remarked that the 

resolution was broad, as it took in every 
character of farm tractor. Ditching ma­
chines had been made free for the Gov­
ernment because they were not manu­
factured in Canada, but tractor engines 
were made in this country in Toronto 
and Brantford. If the duty were taken 
off tractor engines, regardless of manu­
facture in this country, they would 
have to take the duty off all raw ma­
terials. The British Government had 
bought for the use of their farmers 2,- 
000 tractor plows which were all being 
made in the United States

Fred Pardee added that the Ontario 
Government’s machines were being 
brought from the United States.

The finance minister said that if the 
resolution was amended so as to apply 
only to light tractors, he would con­
sider it.

Canadian Headquarters in France, via 
London, April 23.—At dawn this (Mon­
day) morning, after a vigorous artillery 
preparation, an attack was launched 
upon that part of the enemy line oppo­
site the northern end of the Canadian 
corps.

Our infantry were held back while 
heavy artillery turned a concentrated 
fire on the electric station and on the 
western part of Avion, whence, also, a 
galling enfilading fire was directed upon 
the troops who in the first rush had 
occupied Fosse Seven. House-to-house 
fighting was resumed after this bom­
bardment, which greatly weakened the 
enemy resistance. The progress made 
it important, in that it brings our line 
close up to Avion, a suburb of Lens, 
to the south.

Enemy’s Positions Exposed.
On April 9 there were no serious In­

fantry engagements. Our patrols were 
active throughout the day pushing for­
ward along the whole front and gain­
ing ground at practically no cost. Those 
batteries which the enemy had been 
able to withdraw were very active, but 
many of their positions were now ex- 
posed to direct observation and suffer-; 
ed severely at the hands of our own 
gunners.

It had now been decided to enlarge 
the scope of operations to include the 
"Pimple," a commanding position of 
great strength, on the extreme north of 
the Vimy Ridge, similar in many re­
spects to Hill 145. The attack was car­
ried out at 5 a.m. on April 12, in the 
midst of a snowstorm and over most 
difficult ground in a manner beyond 
all praise. In this attack the enemy 
suffered very heavily, leaving many 
dead on the battlefield, and in addition 
we took over 200 prisoners, together 
with numerous machine guns and 
trench mortars. The blow was a severe 
one for the enemy as it gained for us 
the whole ridge from the Souchez to 
the Scarpe and Shattered the enemy’s 
last hopes of being able to regain the 
lost ground by a counter-attack from 
the northeast.

The British people were already awak­
ening to the slackness of their schools 
in the matter of scientific education, and 
it was the force of this discovery that 
led the Government to appoint the 
educational reconstruction committee.

Under the active direction of such 
leaders as Viscount Bryce, Str Frederick 
Pollock, Bishop Welldon, H. G. Wells, 
Prof. Gilbert Murray, and others, a

London, Past Honorary President, Life Under­
writers’ Association of Canada.

It Is a real pleasure for me tonight to be with you as a member of the execu- 
itive of the L. U. A. C., and, as past Honorary President of that organization, to 
1 tell you in a few words the objects and aims of our association, and then for a 
: short time speak to you on "Life Insurance and How to Buy It."

During the troublous times of the investigation of life insurance companies, 
: both in the United States and Canada, a real need for organization among the 
,field men presented itself. The seed once dropped, quickly developed, and eleven 
|years ago the L. U. A. C. was organized, taking for its motto: “To advance the 

best interests of true life Insurance"
The small plant of 1908 is now a giant tree, spreading itself from ocean to 

ocean. In almost every city in Canada we have a local association; these are 
banded together into a Dominion Association, and united we are doing a work 
that, previous to the inception of our organization, it was impossible to do. A code 
of ethics has been established; twisting and relating is being abolished, and 
all companies recognize the improvement made in conditions.

We are trying to inculcate into the lives of our members the principle that 
the time has arrived when the Insuring public should expect and receive as 

|much practical advice about life insurance from them as it now gets from a 
doctor. lawyer or dentist, when their offices are visited for professional service.

The representative of a life insurance company has a threefold duty to 
perform in the rendering of service. First, a duty to his client; second, to his 

company; and third, to himself. But in the truest sense, only one, and that 
the recognition and practice of the law of mutual benefit. This is the spirit in 
which I wish to talk to you tonight upon.

LIFE INSURANCE AND HOW TO BUY IT. I
In order to fully understand the modern life insurance problem, it will be 

to our advantage to look back over the past forty years. It will be interesting 
to note the changes made in the amount of insurance written, in the amount ! 
of premiums collected, and in the amount distributed to policyholders or their |( 
heirs.I

It will also be of special advantage to note the changes made in the security 
given by the companies, through changes made in the Insurance laws, and also 
some radical changes made in insurance policies through both competition and 
legislative enactment.

Referring to the changes made for the better protection of policyholders, 
we note that in the early days almost any reserve basis was used; 4% per 
cent being the most common. Today all companies working under a Dominion 
charter are required to set aside the reserve on a 3% per cent basis, which| 
means about Eight Dollars extra on each One Hundred Dollars paid in premiums. !

. Not only has the Insurance laws passed by the Dominion Government changed, 
the reserve, but It has changed the policy conditions, so that every company| 
doing business in Canada today is compelled to place in their life Insurance| 
contracts; cash and loan values extended, and paid-up Insurance values, begin- 
ning at the end of the third year.

| , A better understanding of the evolution of life insurance and of some of the 
old Tontine policies will be reached if we spend a moment or two In explaining 
that contract.

The word Tontine Is a term derived from the name of Lorenzo Tonti, al 
1 Neapolitan, who settled in Paris in Cardinal Mazarin's time, and proposed in 
| 1663 to raise a sum of $125,000,000 for the relief of the national exchequer by I 

means of a financial association, of which the great prize should ultimately 
accrue to the longest liver. There were to be shares of $1,500. The subscribersI 
were to be divided into ten classes, according to age; and for each class a fixed 
sum was annually to be divided equally among members of the class. In this way 
while each member should get fair Interest from the first on his capital, the| 
profit falling to the survivors would increase as years went on, and the last 
survivor would receive the whole of the Interest due to the class he belonged to. 
Mazarin and Tonti were both Italians, and regarded in Paris with suspicion, 
and, in spite of the Cardinal's support, the scheme fell through. In 1689-1692, 
Louis XIV., sorely in need of money, reverted to the plan of the Italian adven- 
turer, and raised a sum of $70,000,000 by a Tontine of forty years’ duration The 
sole survivor was in 1726 drawing an annuity of $367,500 on his original share! 
or $1.500. The Tontine is a lottery of annuities—or compound of lottery and 
annuity -and was frequently had recourse to in France in the eighteenth century 
with Government sanction.j

The Tontine principle was first introduced Into life Insurance policies in the I 
United States by the Equitable Life of New York in 1868 and discontinued' 

- about 1872. This policy was Issued In 1881 in Canda by the North American 
Lite, and this Company commenced to issue the Semi-Tontine in 1883. Shephard 

।Homans, was the Actuary for both of these Companies.
• . The Tontine policies partook of the Tontine principle to the fullest extent. 

Each person who bought one, either on the 10, 15 or 20 year plan, had to ! 
continue to the end of the period in order to share in its benefits, and any 
policyholder who failed to pay a premium on the day it was due, forfeited 
every dollar he had paid.

Larger experience, public opinion and legislation, have done away with 
this class of insurance, which was followed by what is known as the Semi- 
Tontine policy. The semi-part of it exists in the fact that any person who buys 
a Deferred or Reserved Dividend policy, and drops out before the completion of 
the dividend period, forfeits his share of profits earned. Therefore, the only 
policies issued today that in any way belong to this class, are the with-profit 
policies on the Deferred Dividend plan.

Let me say as regards the first Item, security; that the Dominion Govern­
ment Insurance Department looks after this, and every Company licensed by 
the insurance department at Ottawa is safe to insure in. Beware of the agent 
who represents the only safe Company, and who knocks the others; all virtues 
are not monopolized by one name, person or company.

The contract is what will tax your judgment. The right one is the one 
that best suits your circumstances and needs. Don’t buy a seven-passenger 
Cadillac on a $1,500 salary, when you can get a Ford far $495 that will give 
you good service and not cost you half as much for gasoline. Don’t buy it like 
the Irishman who went Into a drug store to buy some pills, and when asked 
what kind, answered: "Anything will do: they are for the ould woman." But 
you should buy from a representative of an old-line Company, a member of 
the L. U. A. C., who you know is capable of giving you best service, be­
cause he Is efficient. Efficient because he knows his business and has 
taken the pains to study your case.

This is of first importance, not alone in the selection of the policy, but in 
the filling out of the application for it. The application is a legal document, and 
done right will avoid future trouble.

This may bring to your mind: "What Company shall I buy from?" There 
are about forty good companies doing business in Ontario. There is a large 
variety of automobiles sold in this Province; many of them good, but the one 
car would not be best for every man. So in buying Life Insurance the one 
Company might not be the best for every man in this audience.

London, April 24.—Business on the 

stock exchange today was quiet, with a 
good tone. Most of the demand was 
for the war loan, consols and gold 
shares at firm prices. Oil stocks were 
active and improving, and Mexicans 
were better, but rubber issues were easy 
with the commodity, and Argentine 
rails nished weak. American securities 
were dull and uninteresting.

Money was in good demand and dis­
count rates were easy.

Owing to the market’s disinclination 
to digest £50,000,000 in treasury bills 
in one day, another method has been 
instituted, by which £20.000,000 will he 
issued on Fridays and smaller amounts 
intermediately at fixed rates for the 
discount market.

The members of the exchange were 
generally pleased by the announcement 
of Saturday holidays for the purpose of 
war work.

THE LOCAL MARKET
There were no marked changes on 

today’s local market, the attendance 
being small, as many farmers are 
busy with seeding. Potatoes were firm 
rretailing for as much as 80c a peck. 
Bags sold at $4 to $4.75, while seed 
potatoes brought from $4 to $5. a bag. 
As usual the smaller vegetables were 
the chief offerings, radishes and 
onions bringing 40c to 50c a dozen 
bunches.

31c to 32c, and basket lots 32c a dozen. 
No maple syrup was offered, but there 
is expected to be a good supply toward 
the end of the week.

The poultry market is quiet, old 
fowl bringing 20c to 22c a pound, live 
weight, chickens 24c to 25c a pound, 
and ducks 16e to 17c a pound.
