In the autumn of this year London 
is to be the scene of the General 
Synod of the Church of England in 
Canada. The provincial synod met 
in this city early last summer, but 
it is not since 1911 that a general 
synod has been held here, making 
London, for the extent of its session, 
the center of the Anglican world of 
Canada. Preliminary arrangements 
are already being made by officers 
of the diocese of Huron for the gen­
eral synod, which commences on 
September 24. Every diocese in tne 
Dominion will be represe ced by its 
bishop and by a number of clergy 
and laymen, thus making the gather­
ing not only one of supreme im- 
portance, but numerically large.

The 1924 session of the general 
synod will be a memorable one in 
that a new bishop is to be appointed. 
A diocese of Brandon is to be formed, 

and a bishop appointed to it. This 
district of Western Canada is at the 
present time included in the diocese 
of Rupert’s Land, which is centered 
in the city of Winnipeg, and includes 
the entire province of Manitoba. The 
work has lately become so extensive 
that it has been thought advisable 
that a new diocese of Brandon should 
be formed.

Presiding over this synod will be 
Archbishop Matheson of Winnipeg, 
bishop of Rupert's Land and primate 
of all Canada.

The dismissal of Relief Officer Mc­

Callum in connection with the recent 
death of an aged woman on the rail­
way tracks, because the woman had 
not been placed in the Aged People's 
Home, formed the chief discussion at 
yesterday afternoon’s meeting of the 
Women's Christian Association held 
at the Victoria Home for Incurables 
in South London.

The members of this organization, 
which has the control of both the 
Aged People’s Home and Home for 
Incurables, expressed deep regret 
that Mr. McCallum had been blamed­
in this connection. Their constitu­
tion forbids the acceptance of any 
cases where physical restraint is 
necessary, they said. They had not 
the staff of attendants nor the equip­
ment to handle such cases, and they 
further believed it not desirable to 
place them with ordinary aged 
people.

The members pointed out that they 
had always found the relief officer 
sympathetic, attentive and courteous, 
and regretted the action taken by 
the council.

The following letter has been ad­
dressed to the editor of The Adver­
tiser, showing their stand on the 
matter:

Dear Sir,—The Women’s Christian 
Association at the regular meeting 
yesterday deeply regretted the fact 
that in connection with the lament- 
able accident that caused the death 
of a woman on the railway tracks, a 
city official had been blamed because 
the woman had not been placed in the 
Aged People’s Home.

Our constitution forbids the ac­
ceptance of any cases where physical 
restraint is necessary. We have not 
the staff of attendants nor the equip­
ment to handle such cases, and be­
sides it is not desirable to place them 
with ordinary aged people.

The same applies to Victoria Home. 
In all cases connected with the homes 
we have always found the relief of­
ficer sympathetic, attentive and cour­
teous.

Douglass, 
were in excellent fighting trim, but 
they were unable to carry the day.

Aldermen Clash.
Ald. Frank McKay clashed with Ald. 

Drake when the latter charged 
broadcast that some people were try­
ing to get a job for Rev. T. D. Mc­
Cullough, secretary of the Social 
Service Council. Ald. McKay de­
manded the names of the “three or 
four” referred to by Ald. Drake.

Later in the proceedings the 
chairman threatened to eject Ald. 
Drake, who blandly and confidently 
announced that he could not be put 

; out. When better feelings were sub- 
|sequently restored. Ald. Drake 
volunteered to go if the chairman 

I thought tit, but the chairman was 
also ready to “kiss and make up.”

Ald. Anderson voiced the emphatic 
comment at one juncture that it “was 
most unfortunate and disastrous” 
that an employee of the city for 25 
years should be meeting such a 
finish—suspension—and the commit­
tee unable to deal fairly with the 
charges for another week because 
there were no charges available.

Ald. Douglass, as chairman, was 
Ifinally authorized to make provision 
|for the operation and supervision of 
the department until Wednesday 
next. Ald. Anderson thought that this 
was “up to the mayor," while Ald. 
Douglass related that he had also 
been “doling out relief."

Introduce Question.
The question was formally intro­

duced by Ald. Douglass, who asked 
the committee not to arrive at any 
snap decision. The question was too 
serious. And it might lead to further 
complications, he warned. He made 
it quite clear that he was going to 
give an impartial opinion and "hew 
close to the line" while the “chips 
might fall where they may."

When the chairman moved an im­
mediate consideration. Mayor Wenige 
promptly moved an adjournment. 
"You just told us not to make any 
snap decision and now you want us 
to consider this tonight,” he chal- 
lenged Ald. Douglass.

“I don't think that the city is go­
ing to suffer for a day or two,” the 
mayor continued. “I’m in touch with 
the situation and the various relief 
organizations will co-operate as they 
have been doing all winter.”

“I move that Inspector McCallum 
be placed back.” Ald. Drake asserted.

"You’re all out of order,” admon­
ished Mayor Wenige.

Chairman Douglass reported that 
he had consulted with the city solici- 
tor, who had stated that the mayor 
should make a report at the next 
regular meeting if the inspector had 
not been reinstated in the meanwhile. 
He could not say as to who should 
nave the right to reinstate him. how­
ever, and the mayor questioned the 
value of his report after reinstate­
ment of such a nature.
