A newspaper to
have any real weight with the public
must enjoy public respect, and that is
omly secured by consistent devotion
tol vight ideals. The public leoks to
the newspapers for the expresson of
its best thought, and when these fail
in that they jose power. A trust would
enforce unity of sentiment and pur-

: pose in all its organs, and, should the
financial or other interests of the
trust eomflict with public interests,
the trust would soon discover that
newspapers are not like steel rails,
eotton snd coal oil, to be made and
managet as a MOnOPo y.

position,” said an old delegate to many
pational gatherings. *‘The most effective
oratory is heard where speakers realize
that they must be convincing. The gdif-
ference in the speeches of Conkling and
Garfield in the Chicago convention was®
as marked as the personality of the men
themselves.

It
was this disturbance that caused Conk-
ling to stop, and then the skylight was
closed. The Incident had no effect upon
Coukling’s effort, but it prevented the re-
porter- from shortbanding what we sl
conceded ta.be a much greater effort than
the one made by Conkling the might he
placed Graot in nomination. I knew this
is saying a good deal, but I heard both,
w8 did 805 others, and our opinion on the
speech in the hotel room was unanimous.
Seversl times & number of us asked
Counkling te write the speech he made in
the room, but he always replied that it
couldn’t be done: that it was an ipspira-
tion dnd that iospirativns never repeated
themselves."”

Brougham’s Joke,

Lord Brougham was the author of a
rather sharp practical joke, the vietim
being the London Times.. The editor of
that paper was a particular enemy of the
great statesman, and it occurred! to the
latter that it would be a good joke to
give out that he was dead and see what
kind of obituary notice the great London
newspaper would give.

Lord Brougham was traveling in the
provinces at the time, and the report of
his death was soon cireylated. A repre-
'sentative of The Times called at his lord-
ship’s residence to verify the rumor.
There he was assured the report was in-
deed true and in proof was shown- the
coffin and pall, which bad already been
lzid out.

The next day The Times appeared with
e npotice of Brougham’s death, in which

the statesman’s life and character were
depicted in the most virulent terms. It
was very small sgatisfaction to Lerd
Brougham when, a few days later, he

exacted an abiect apology from the ed-
itor.

In the “DPersanal Recollections of
Sutherland Edwards,” English music
critie, the author tells of Tinsley, the
publisher, who “ecame up to London in a
bitlycock hat on the top of a hay cart.”

P Paris, Dec. 15.—The close of the Ex-
position, th-owing thousands who were
dependent upon it for a living in the
streets, h1s created abnormal eriminal
conditions in Paris, and has directed
attention to the dangerous state of

DANGER ON STREET CARS.

A gang of thieves recently held up
a street car in a populous southern
district and robbed the paas ers,
while an important electric car line,
serving the suburb of St. Denis and
St. Quen, has refused to run its cars
later than/8.30 in the evening on ac-
count of the danger, and it was an-
nounced to-day that the prefect of po-
lice had decided to place a couple of
policemen on each streeet car running
in_the suburbs after 8.30 p.m., and that
he had also decided to‘create a special
corps of picked men to be stationed in
the dangerous wards, such as the ward
where the severed body was recently
discovered.

Moreover, in order to secure murder
clues, the police, for several mights,
hive raided the disorderly districts
and have made large hauls of crimin-
als wanted on other charges. A raid’
yesterday evening lad to 347 arrests.

RAVAGES OF TYPHOLD.

813 Deaths in the Province Dur-
ing’ November™

Toronto, Deec. 15.—<Typhoid-fever re-
suited in anore deaths in the Province
of Ontario in November Than for any
month in the past five years. The
fatal cases numbered 133, but of these
Toronto only produced three, while
many smaller towns had as many or
even more., The cause of the |arge
increase is thought to have been the
long, dry fall, resulting in low and
consequently impure water in the
wells. The total number of deaths
from\all causes during November
were 1,960, compared with 1,501 in the
corresponding monfh ]ast year, 93 per
cent. of the population being repre-
sented in the returns,

IN PRISON OF ICE.

Englisbman Held Captiv: Five
Years by Eskimes.

Tyrrel, the Canadian Explorer, Rescued
Him and Brought Him to
Edmonton.

Vancouver, B. C., Dec. 15. — Prof.
J. D. Tyrrel, the Government explor-
er, his returned from an exploration
through the barren lands of Northern
Canada. He travelled over 5,000 miles
and met with many perils.

Prof. Tyrrel discovered thit the bar-
gen lands, generally supposed to be
treeless prairie, were covered in many
places with rich forests, and there
were; stretches of timber land 200
miles in extent, :

In August, Prof. W. J. Bell, of the
geological survey, who was second in
command of the expedition, went on
a side tour of 6500 wmiles up one of the
branches of the Thelon, where he res-
cued an Englishman named Charles
Buann, who had been held in captivit
by the Eskimos for five years, Prof.
Bell was in the lead of the party
when they entered the village just
before nightfall, and was amazed to
£ea -4 tall, well-built man, dressed
like “an Eskimo, come up and address
him in English, Bunn told a marvel-
lous story. He said that he had gone
out from Edmonton in 1896, and had
wandered far into the interior, shoot-
ing and trapping. He ran short of
provisions, and applied to an Eskimo
family. They took him to their vil-
lage, where he was compelled to re-
main, living' as one of them. He had
several thousarid dollars’ worth of
fur. He joined Bell's party, and came
out to Edmonton with the explorers.

TRAINING SHIP LOST.

Madrid, Dec. 17.<Theg German train-
ing frigate Gneisenau foundered at the
entrance to the port of . Majaga, 65
miles east-northeast of Gibraltar,
where she was about to take refuge
‘fimom the terrible storm prevailing. At
the present time only the masts of the
vessel are visible.

A MARRIAGE CASE.

Father Opposes His Bon’s Child-

less Union—Curious Bide Issue j

3 Brought in.

Two well known Panis physicians,
father and som, are at odds over the
latter's marriage, which the father
bas asked the courts to annul. The
case presents some very curfous side
issues ome of which is the question
whether a man ought to marry a
woman whom be kmew, ta be incap-
able of becoming a mother. The facts
are as follows :—

Dr. X.., Jr., is barely thirty years
old. He not jong kgo made up his
mind to marry, but his father did not
like his choice of a wife. The pros-
pective bride was an Itajian painter,
Mme. Giugliatl G., had been
divorced by the Wiesbaden courts
from her first husband. 5

In vain did Dr. X. try tb dissuad

who

his son from the marriage. Finally
the banns were published. Then the
father forbade them. Before the

eourts hadTtime to decide whether he
had just cause the coupld got tired
waiting, crossed the Channel, and
were married ia London.

Dr. X. did-not give up his fight. He
first of all brought a suit to annul
the marriage on the ground of it being
clandestine. Ultimately he took an-
other issue, hased on a recent de-
cision of the QTurim Court of Cassa-
tion. This was that no Italian, even
when he has become mnaturalized, or
been married abrpad, can obtain a
divorce abroad which sha i be recog-
nized in Italy, where divorce does not
exist. The doctor caims that his son is
not legally married, seeing that the
ady in question is still bound by the
ties of matrimony to her first husband.

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ONE LESSON ENOUGH.
THE STORY OF AN ENGINEER WHO
A‘wﬁ;lﬂcm“dm,
Seemed to Threaten a Fearful
'ncln‘lwfl.lla-d,lm
Karrew and Lucky Esoape.

“There is something about railroading
that conduces to sleep. It may be the
rumble that causes drowsiness, it may
be the long hours on duty, but in many
mhn}jldmt.lthmuﬂnn
of the employees to secure needed rest
when they have the opportunity. During
wﬂyun’cxperkn«uldrlmd

the iron horse I kpew of hundreds of }

severe wrecks due entirely to some one
being ‘asleep on the post of duty.' Even
the responsibility imposed on the man
would not have the effect of causing him
to keep awake.”

The speaker was one of the oldest rail-
road engineers'in the country, who, after
20 years in charge of the throttle of'a
locomotive, voluntarily resigned ‘to seek
other pursuits not so dangerous or excit-
ing. A question er two.about the old
times put the ex-railroader in a talkative
mood, and he continued:

“But once in my ralroad career did I
turn my engine over to my fireman and
go back to the caboose for a little rest,
and the narrow escape that I then had
trom a severe wreck and the killing and
wounding of hundreds of sleeping passen-
gers taught me a lesson that was never
forgotten. The incident occurred in Ilki-
nois in February, 1879. At thst time I
was running an engine pulling a fast
treight on the Illinois Central railroad.
My fireman was & young man whom I
had instructed in all that he knew about
railroading. My health was not of the
best at that time, as I had been an an-
nual vietim of the ague that pervades
southern Illinois, and my system was
shattered from the ‘shakes.’ In addition
there was some sickness among the mem-
bers of my family, with the result that
my nights at home would be broken up
in looking after the comfort of the loved
ones. Business on the railroad was brisk,
and there was a heavy passenger traffic
due to the annual Mardi Gras celebration
in New Orleans.

“On the night in question my train
was running south. I had a 5% ftoot
Rogers engine and was hauling 40 lvad-
ed cars. Along about 10 o’clock I found
that I could hardly keep my eyes open.
The road ahead of me was clear of trains
for an hour or more. About the only
thing of importance in- view was to meet
and pass the Chicago express at Makan-
da, which was 24 miles away. 1 then
yielded té temptation. Placing my fire-
man in charge of the throttle, with the
bead brakeman to do the firing, 1 went
hack to the caboose to secure « little rest.
1 should not have taken this step if 1 had
not reposed every confidence in my fire-
man, and 1 believed that he was thor
oughly competent to run the engine.

“How long I slept 1 do not know, but
I awoke with the premonition that some-
thing was wrong. As I regained my
senses | realized by the swaying of the
train that ‘it was runuing much faster
than it wéuld have been had I been in
charge of the throttle. There was a
heavy down grade for five miles to the
point where I was to meet the express,
and my first thought was that we had
struck the grade and gained the impetns,

“Springing to my feet, I hurried out
the front door of the caboose and climb-
ed to the top of the first freight car. The
sight that met my eyes nearly paralyzed
me. - There in full view I saw the head-
light of the heavily loaded express train
waiting at Makanda for my train to
take the sidetrack and permit it to pass.
How I got over that train to my engine
I hardly know. But I did.

“Jumping down on the tender, 1
sprang into the cab, shut off the throttle
and took other means to reduce the mo-
mentum. 1 glanced at my fireman. He
was sound asleep on the seat. ¥The bead
brakeman kept him company on the oth-
or side. I realized that it was utterly
impossible to stop the speed of the train,
and I had visions of the awful wreck
that would follow. My engine was mak-
ing 45 miles an hour, being propellel by
the heavily taden cars in the rear, and
certain destruction seemed to face the
express and the hundreds of sleeping
passengers.

“As the rules required that I should
stop and, after the head brakeman had
opened the switch, should pull by the
passenger train there seemed to be no
way to avert the disaster. All these
thoughts flew through my brain in a
twinkling, and as I expected to meet
death at my post I wondered who would
care for my two boys who would become
orphans.

“Fortunately the siding was 1 short
one, and that fact, coupled . with my rep-
utation as a caréful engineer, prevented
the disaster at the critical momert and
saved the lives of many. The engineer
of the passenger train divined from the
rumble made by my train that something
unusual had happened. He told me' aft-
erward that he knew I would not have
upproached that meeting place at such a
rate Jf speed if everything was all right.

New York, Dec, 17.—Gen. Pearson, of
the Boer commissariat, who chased
Winston Churchill in bis escape from
Pretoria, sat in the audience in the
ball-room! of the Waldorf-As-
toria Wednesday ing and listened
to Churchill’s lectune on thid war. At
one plice in the narrative in particular
Gen. Pearson showed intense interest.
He leaned well forward in his seat,
shook his head or nodded firom time to
time, and occasionally tapped the floor
w!if hhh tootkd.ﬂﬁn nevel took his eyes
off the spea o & o :
Before the lecture when the
room was: being gradually filled with
peple, Gen. Pearson said in a low
voice :—
“} want very much to. see Mr.
Churchill. Iwant to get a look at
bim. I tried hard to catch him once;
rode night and day. At the time of
Chut’cﬁl‘s escape from Pretoria I was
stationed at Koomatipoort, where it
was mjy business to search all trains
going through for suspects. One day
a minister came through. He was seat-
ed beside a tall man with a black
moustiche, very thin; looked consump-
tive. I re r.telling myy men not
to bother these two. ‘We never imter-
fere with ministers., Then two duf
1.:ter came my instructions to be on ths
lookout for Winston Churchill, iwho
hid escaped from Pretoria. When I
saw the picture which they sent me I
said at once, “It’s too late. That man

to say anything against Mr. Churchill.
