A Brave Wolfville Girl

Miss Gladys Vaughan, daugh
ter of Mr. and Mrs. C. M.
Vaughan, while engaged with the
medical staff of the Polish mission
at' Warsaw, had a most thrilling
experience and did heroic service.
In the flight before the Soviet
army in the dead of winter Miss
Vaughan led 2,300 terrified retu-
gees in small boats across the
Dmiester river and guided them
to safety in Poland. Most of the
refugees were noblemen and their
wives and children.
