MEDICAL OFFICER'S REPORT.

In looking over my first report of the Boy’s Home, pre-
snted in 1860, I gave an account of the physical condition
of the boys on their admission and the means used to pre-
vent disease, as well as the result of my experience of the
work in the Home during its first year: I pointed out the
importance to the health of the boys of providing them
with nourishing food, comfortable surroundings and suitable
exercise,. During the many years, that have since passed,
these essentials, I am pleased to say, have been carefully

.1‘ in view, and the results have been very satisfactory.

bserve that during the year the number of boys in the
as been about the average, viz. 100. In common

Hom

vith the experience of former years, measles and disease of
the respiratory track have prevailed, and I have to report
the loss of one of our number through measles com})licatod

th double pneumonia. Another boy received a fracture
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It is most gratifying to know that the troublesome scalp
disease, which at one time prevailed in the Institution, has
entirely disappeared.

The main building is well drained and heated, and its
surroundings are in good sanitary condition. That part
known as the infirmary we were anable to use this winter
without buying a furnace, which, of course, would involve
a considerable expense. It was found that the conveyance '
of the heat from the Main Building to the Infirmary was
not'a success.

The subject of admission of children younger than those
who are now eligible according to the rule of the Home
has been discussed by its friends. The minimum age of
entrance is five years; the admission of children younger
than that would of course neceesitate additional assistance
and a greater outlay of money than is at present expended,
If, however, it is decided to receive them the present
Infirmary building might be utilized provided it was pro-
perly heated, and a cottage or small building erected on
the grounds to be used for an Hospital or Infirmary. )

There were two kinds of instruction which we were not '
able to impart during the past year in consequence of not
having sufficient money on hand to do so, viz., the drill
exercise and musical instruction. I trust that somebody
will be generous enough to supply a sufficient sum of money
to enable us to employ proper instructors for these two very
important matters, e physical development of the boys
depends very considerably upon proper exercise, and the
effects of music, admittedly, is most beneficial in’imparting
a good sentiment amongst thosé who take it up.

I would also suggest that the building be lighted by g’
instead of, as at present, by coal oil, which is most danger-
ous, as we all have reason to know.

I ‘cannot_conclude this report without thanking my
colleagues, Dr. W. P. Caven and Dr. J. D. Thorburn for the

‘weekly meeting on the Monday. .

The weekly or Finance Committee shall consist of the
Direc retary, Treasurer, and two of the Committe,
who shall have been npfpointed to purchase or otherwise obtain
the necessary clothing for the boys. Fiveshall forma quorum,
and their order shall be sufficient authority to the Treasurer to
advance the money requisite for the above purpose, or supply
such things as may be considered necessary fur the ‘‘ Home."

The General Committee shall meet on the second Monday of
the month, at 11 o’clock a.m. Each meeting shall be opened
with prayer.

1. The Matron shall be competent to take charge of all the
boys ; to conduct the household affairs generally ; to admit

sonal cleanliness, of each boy, and every morning and evening
conduct family prayer. s

II. Boys from the ages of 5 to 14 are admitted as inmates
and none shall be placed in a permanent situation until he ha
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" been one year in the Institution. This rule may be suspended

- .under peculiar circumstances, at the discrétion of the Managers.

III. The boys shall rise at 6 a.m. from 30th April to 30th
September, and at 7 a.m. from lst October to 1st May ; the
time for goin% to rest being from 6 to 8 p.m. Their meals to
be at regular hours—Breakfast at 8 a.m., dinner at 12, and tea
.30 p.m. Grace to be said before and after meals by one of

the elder boys ; and all hours not occupied by such meals, or
instruction, to be employed, under the supervision of the
tron, in bodily exercise, house cleaning, or in play.

IV. All the boys shall regularly attend Sunday School, and
Divine Service in a Protestant church, every Sunday, in charge
of the Matron ; ‘and in the afternoon receive such religious

instruction as can be given by the Matron, or any visiting friend
to the Institution. i

V. The charge for each boy, of pgrents or friends who are
able to pay, shall be $4 per month, unless an exceptional case
phall occur.
