Never send money or other articles of value through the Poet 

Office except either by Money Order or Registered Letter.
Make complaints and inquiries in writing.
Post all letters and newspapers, etc , as early as practicable, es­

pecially when sent in large numbers.
Envelopes closed and simply clipped at the ends cannot be for 

warded by Book Post.
Preserve and request correspondents to preserve envelopes of 

missent or delayed letters.
Business men should be careful to authorize but a limited number 

of persons to receive their letters, and only those in whom they have 
full confidence.

Have a letter-box on your office door.
A letter once posted becomes the property of the person to whom 

it is addressed and must be forwarded according 10 its direction. On 
no application, however urgent,can it be delivered back to the writer, 
or to any other person.

Letters addressed to mere initials, or fictitious names, will not be 
delivered, unless addressed in care of a resident, or to some box in 
the Post Office.

Matter which Cannot be Forwarded through the

Any explosive substance, glass, liquid, or other matter, likely to 
entail risk or injury to the ordinary contents of the mail will be sent 
to the Dead Letter Office, Ottawa.

Spectacles and eye-glasses, if securely put in cases not likely to 
allow the contents to escape if broken in course of conveyance, may 
be sent by post within the Dominion on prepayment of parcel post 
rates.

Dutiable Good* by Mall.
Postmasters are directed to detain any post letter coming into the 

Dominion, supposed to contain any wares or merchandise liable to 
duty, and forward the same to the nearest Collector of Customs, 
who shall notify the person to whom the same may be addressed to 
be present ; and, if on opening the same, it contains no dutiable 
goods it shall be handed over to him on paying the postage, if liable 
to any ; if it does contain dutiable goods the Collector shall detain 
the letter and contents for the purpose of prosecution.
