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The Church’s Relation and Duty
to her Children

Sermon preached by the Moderator, Rev. W. D. Armstrong, M.A., D.D.
at the opening of the Thirty-second General Assembly
in First Presbyterian Church, London, Ont.,
Wednesday Evening, 6th June, 1906,

Teaiah 65: 23.—“They are the sced of the
blessed of the Lord and their offspring
with them.”

Mal. 2: 15.—“That he might have a god-
ly seed.”

You can easily understand that it has
been a matter of some solicitude to your
retiring Moderator to decide on a suitable
theme to bring hefore you at the opening
of this Assembly.

Many great and mighty themes pressed
upon his mind for recognition, but that
which seemed to him most vital, urgent
and timely is the Church’s relation to and
duty towards her children.

This subject has been so strongly borne
in on myv mind that it seems to be the
one specially given me.

A simple theme indeed, and worn ~but
fundamental and living.

From my text. and indeed from the
whole tone of the Old Testament, T dis-
cern the desire of God—the hunger of 1Tis
heart—for a godly seed—a people holy to
the Lord and “their offspring with them.”

I hear our Lord declare concerning the
children “Of such is the kingdom of
heaven.” 1 hear among Ilis final exhor-
tations the command “Feed my lambs,”
and 1 feel that He is laying primal stress
on religions education as a means to pre-
werve a godly seed.

I take the word of the great apostle to
parents concerning their children, “bring
them up in the nurture and admeonition of
the Lord,” and from this trend of all
serinture [ feel gure of the emphasis put
by the Divine mind upon the training and
nurture of her children by the Church.

The Home,

It is natural, as indicated in our text,
that the primal stress should be laid on the
home and home life. Without pure and
noly homes it fares ill with hoth (hurch
and State and all the phases and relations
of society.

The questions sent down by our Com-
mittee on Church Life and Work may
have heen difficult to answer, but they
were searching and helpful when read to
the whole congregation.

Now the question that presses on my
mind painfully is this, “Is our Church
dealing seriously and earnestly with home
life? Has domestic religion its due place?
Are the children. even in our Christian
homes, being trained as a godly seed or
are they being trained largely for the
world? Ts the Church as helpful to par-
ents as it should be, realizing the supreme
importance of their duties and responsibil-
ities?”

Parents who lead their children in the
way of Life are helped to walk therein
themselves,

‘arents who realize the importance of
their own faith, their own example, will

carefully and humbly with God for
their children’s sake.

The parents who really believe that
their children are a godly seed will have
them nurtured for God and for His wer-
vice. They will insist that religion shall
have its supreme place in their homes and
will not willingly see it disparaged in the
school or anywhere else.

Parents who really accept the word of
Christ, “Of such is the kinglom of

heaven,” find in it an inspiration to train

their children for heaven. They pray and
plan and teach that they may keep their
feet in the way to heaven, and no deeper
joy will come to them in heaven than the
thought Our loved children are with us,

I do not like to make rash statements,
but 1 do not think our Church is really
awake to the importance of this duty, ad-
equately realizes its nrofound meaning, or
is intelligently helpful to parents in re-
gard to its discharge.

1 fear that the value of a traly godly
parentage i< not appreciated hy the Church
as it &hould he. that the unequalled ad-
vantages enjoyved hy parents in nutfing
their children right with God and keeping
them there are overlooked in favor of
spasmodic and transient influences.

That the influence of home atmosphere,
as a means through which the Spirit of
(iod may operate, is not esteemed as it
should he. We eall for oure air. Tt is
essential to health. Tt will cure disease.
We dread to have our children hreathe
tainted or nvoiconons atmosphere. What
if. in our homes, thev breathe a moral
atmosnhere, tainted with worldliness, van-
itv. selfichness, avarice, consorionsness and
pride when they should breathe the free
and generons—the holy and loving air of
a Christian spirit,

It would be a strange thing. indeed. if
Christian parents were not visited with
intense and holy vearning for the salva-
tion of their children, whom they love
as life and whose happiness they desire
above all things.

It would bhe a strange thing. teo, if
earnest Christians, who are not parents,
should not <ee it to he a high privilege
and duty of * to win and train the ehil-
dren for Christ, whether children of godly
parents or children who have no parents—
or worse than none.

The very thonght that a sweet child
should grow up anything but good should
he a grief to any Christian who loves
Christ and knows His mind and should
be like a heart-stab to a Christian father
or mother.

What hapniness to the parents when
their children grow up good and useful
men and women, hut what a hearthreak,
what hitter misery if they erow up world-
Iy. godless. wicked or profligate!

So God has given every vantage
to parents in family
children into goodness

What advantage could Christian parents
desire in the edueation and training of
their children that God has not provided?

Wounld von have the soul when it is in-
nocent hefore evil has developed or erro-
neous  nrejudices preoceupied it?  You
have it.

In the Bible you have them.

Would you have the co-operation of Him
who made the sowl—the Father of our
spirits?  You are aseured of this. The
Holy Spirit works with you.

What a vast vantage ground in the fact
that it takes many years for a child to
grow into manhood!

It would be a great gain to have the
children of our Church trained to an in-
telligent interest in the sacraments,

What a gain it would be to our Chureh
to have much fuller instruction given them
on the significance of the ordinance of
baptism.

It is to be feared that many children
and even older people look upon it merely
a8 the giving of a name to the hahy.

How different if parents looked upon it
as a solemn public dedieation and gurren-
der of their ehildren to God: as the public
recognition of their children as standing
with themselves within the pale of the
visihle Church: as the solemn taking hold
of God and His covenant for themselves
and for their children,

Do we not helieve that the little ones
are in the Kingdom? Do we not believe
that dying in infancy. children are saved
by the grace of God in Christ Jesus?

Is that grace withdrawn should they
live?  And do we not helieve that the
grace of God will work with a mother's
nravers, with the religions instruction at
the family altar. with the spiritual atmo-
snhere of a Christian home, with the faith-
fnl instruction of Christian teachem just
ne well as with the publie preaching on
the Sahbath or the exhortations of the
evangelist?

Let me not he misunderstood. T helieve
in the work of the evangelist. T believe
it ie a good thing to hold snecial meetings
and adopt special means wherehy (hris-
tians may he aroused and the unconverted
and the careless may bhe reached and won
for Christ. But let our ideal be the nur-
turing of the children of the Church in
the Lord. in Christian homes and through
the ordinary means of grace,

But T have perhaps gone a little way
from the thonght T wish to emphasize,
which is this. that we should seek to make
our children feel from the beginning that
they are “holy,” that thev belong to God,
and that the claims of God are unon them.

The storv is told of Earl Cairne that
when a little boy on his way to school he
heard a voice from heaven saying “God
claims von.”  When he went home he told
his mother “God claims me.” The mean-
ing was made clear to him. He afterwards
reached the highest position in the gift
of the British Crown as Tord Chancellor
of England. but during a long, honorable
and nseful life he recognized this claim of
God npon him as supreme.

Early and continnously let this claim he
pressed, “You belong to God”: “you are
His for salvation”; “you are His for ser-
vice "

“Iehold all souls are mine. As the
&oul of the father, g0 also the soul of the
son is mine.”"—Ez, 18:4.

If we press thys the claims of God upon
our children one result will he, that we
shall recognize his claim upon ourselves,
upon our time. our service, our property.

Another result will be that we shall be
readv to surrender our children to God.
Lord they are thine; the most precious
treasures Thou hast given us, but they
are T'hine. Thine to be made holy. Thine
to be made uwseful. Thine as missionaries,
as ministers or as mechanies,

I'o be what Thou wounlds’t have them be,
to do what Thou wouldest have them do,
to go where Thou wouldest have them go.

The School.

I'he primary responsibility for the edu-
eation and training of the children must
rest upon the parents, but the greater part
of the work is done in the schools,
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Parents have transferred a large part
of their duty to the public school. The
school and the school teacher should
therciore be expected to co-operate with
the home in training a godly seed.

The state invades the home and takes
possession of the clildren and issues a
mandate to parents,  “You must send
your children to o hools and you must
pay for them, but remember we will ex
clude your Bib Wl religion.”

This has in it for Christian parents all
the clements of injustice and tyranny.

The state does not exist avart from the
people who compose it. Christian parents
shoull assert the right of their ehildren
to a Christian education in the schools
they supnort,

In a Chrstian country like ours the
Christian Church and the svstems of ed
ucation should know no disagreement as
to aim or method, but move in perfect
harmony to the attainment of a perfect
training of the young. No Christian par-
ent should be content to have his child
attend a school where religion is ignored
or put an a corner. He is thereby domng
wreparable hurt to his child. And no
kovernment has a right to exclude reli-
#ion from a school which it compels Chris
tian people to suppore.
 state 18 becoming more and more
paternal. 1t does not confine itself to the
administration of justice or to the pro
tection of our persons and our properiy,
or to matters affecting our material pro
gross, but it takes under its care the men-
tal and moral welfare of the people, dis
rning that the greatness of a nation is
red, mot on physical, but psychical
foundations,

“Ihe riches of the commonwealth

\re free strong minds and hearts of health,
And more to her than gold and grain
The cunning hand and cultured brain,”

The Church helps the state when it ere-
acters and when the state
ore assumes to provide schools for
wuntry there should be in them ample
Provision, not merely for mental training,
hut for moral training as well.

Education in our school system should
be conceived, not fr the utilitarian
standpoint chietly, but from the ethical.

Religious Education,

We as loyal Christiang can acknowledge
no system of education as ideal or liberal
trom which religion is excluded.

Christian ethics should be at the very
top of the curriculum of our public schools,
high schools and universities,

Our schools should be emblazoned
“Man shall not live by hread alone.”
Fducation should embrace the whole
child and his whole lite and destir

To see life and see it whole and to
trame an ideal of education on this whole-
ness is the daty of the home, the school
and the Church working together,

We cannot divide the ehild and leave
the religious nature at home while we send
the intellect to school.

A true education while preparing for
citizenship in this world will prepare for
a citizenship in heaven.

Modern education and modern civiliza-
tion are in a large measure the product
ol religion,

The Church with all its deficiencies has
exereised a eontrolling influence.

The Church, however, failed to move
fast enough educationally to meet scien-
tific demands. A leading modern educa-
tionalist says: “The progress of events dur-
ing the 19th century has resulted in great-
Iy altering the relation of religious influ-
ence in education; at first to education’s
incaleulable gain, more recently to edu-
cation's distinet Joss,” T'hisis suggestive,

The Chureh &hould mave firmly and rap-
idly, adopting new methods and insisting
that religion take its rightful place in a
system of education into which we are
compelled to fit our children,

Our teachers, the majority of whom are
good Christian men and women, would
hail this movement with delight.

In England today the whole community
1% agitated, the very foundations of society
quiver. Foe meets foe in deadly shock of
wordy battle. What is the dispute?

To determine how far rveligion shall en-
ter into the school system of the land.

Mr. Birrell, the minister of education.
in introducing his Education Bill to Par
liament. enters his protest against “‘the
cold and unfeeling blasts of sectarian dif-
ferences which nip the buds of piety and
reverence and induce throughout the lind
a spirit of satisfied materialism.” and de-
cared it to be his desire “to build a
national shelter against these devastating
blast<”  But although extremist in reli-
gion is joining hand with the anti-reli-
gromst, the idea of the scenlarization of edu-
cation is rejecied as ainst the desire
ol a nation which realizes that where there
18 no vision the people perish,”

All that is contemulated is simple -
struction in the Bible and the fundamen-
tal truths of religion.

In this country we have not these fierce
sectarian blasts among Protestant denom-
mations, and the introduction of so much
religions instruction in our schools would
incur little difficulty and would do much
2ood.,

In the Protestant schools of Quebee we
seea practical solution of the problem,
Fhiere, for all grades in the clementary
and intermediate schools there is provided
a tull syllabus of Scripture lessons which
are obligatory, unless where exemption is
asked inwriting by the parents,

Besides this a little Catechism of “truthe
lield generally by Christians,” an  exeel-
lent compend of the fundamental prin-
ciples  of  Christian doctrine, has heen
agreed upon and authorized by the Com-
mittee of Public Instruction, whose mem-
bers represent all the Protestant denom
mations,

Here we see side by side with the groat
question: of our Catechism “What is the
chiel end of man? the grandly compre-
hensive and practical question from the
Anglican: Catechiom, *What is thy duty
to thy neighbor?  The blend of these
two catechisms is @ good blend.

So we sce the “insurmountable difficul
ties” practically overcome and the possi-
bility in view of having our schools mg le
“positively  Christian without being see
tavian,”

Moreover, the venerable chairman  of
that committee, Dr. Shaw, says: “In
twenty years of my official relation with
our school system in the province | have
known of no instance of denominational
triction,”

The need of peli education in our
schools ix becoming very evident.

The ignorance of the rising generation
of the facts of the Bible is calling for
remedy. Tests have been made in late
years in this respect in some of our favor
od High Schools. The answers to a weries
of simple Bible questions put to High
School pupils has opened the eyes of the
most skeptical to the fact that our youth
are lamentably ignorant in regard to Bible
knowledge. This is a serious reflection on
our system of education in which home
and Church and school are interested.

The Bible is not taught in our schools.
Even the map of Padestine has no prom-
mence, no place. T am speaking especial-
Iy of Ontario schools. On what plea does
the state interfere with education? For
the safety of the -ntelli-
gent citizens. The safety of the state ge-
pends on good moral NS,

Now no inconsiderable part of our pop-
ulation does not come under the educa-
tional influence of the Church, and in
many cases these come from homes mor-
ally vitiated.

But thev must attend school,

The minister of the gospel cannot reach
them. but the schoolmaster can. What is
the rosult if he fail to instruct them in
morals and religion?

Again, there is a growing conviction that
fomething must be done to purify and
ctrengthen the moral fibre of the nation.
The acknowledged growth of politieal cor-
ruption, the prevalence of “graft,” the
revelations as to the methods of insurance

trusts, ete, the constant reports of de-

faulters and embezzl the 1

with which tranegressions againet the prin-
ciples of upright living are regarded by
many in the community, the very fact
that one of our leading journals could say
in an article with the significant healing
“What Canada ehould most fear—"“The
ardinal evil at work on every hand in
wla and the United States is the
canker of unserupulous and dishonest com-
mercialism, the brazen disregard of the
essential principles ot honor and truth in
large sections of business life and by men
who seem to be pillars of the social fab-
rie.” These and other facts indicate a
call for prompt measures of moral reform.

How are we to get this higher moml
tone among our people? 1 answer with
the Prussian adage, “Whatever you want
to come out in the national life you must
put into chools.”

Put Christian ethios into the schools.
Let children be trained to regard God, His
righteousness and Iis law,

“Whatsoever a man soweth that also
shall he reap,”

Sow truth, righteousness, honesty in the
schools and will reap it in national
hite. We are reaping as we have sown.”

What place in our schooks is given to
the great Book of righteousness?  There
%, =0 lar as 1 know, no place in the school
curriculum for ethical teaching. There s
no plice in the time table. There is no
text hook on this subject put into the
hands of the teacher,

It we do not sow the sced of noble
living we shall not reap the life.

I am not contending for a State Church
but 1 do contend that the absolute sn'lmr:
ation of Church and State js a mere ab-
Stract political theory impossible of reali-
zation,

I do contend against the separation be-
tween religion and the state, and [ do
vontend against the state assuming the
power to establish a system of &chools,
exclude the Bible and religious instruction
frem them and compel us to pay for them
and send our children to them. h

We as Christian parents should shudder
at the very idea of sending our children
to an irreligious school or to an irreligious
university,

We are not to think of the state ns
«omething apart from ourselves. We are
i the main a Christian people and the
~tate should be a Christian state, and if
the state undertakes to provide schools
they should be Christian schools,

And, furthermore, as Christian people
acknowledging  the Lordship  of ~Jesus
Christ T hold we should assert and main-
tain His Lordship over the whole domain
of education. which is &0 vital to the ad-
vancement of his kingdom.

Dr. Charles Hodge says: “We regard the
whole theory of a mere secular education
in common echools, enforced by the penalty
ot exclusion from the public funds and
stale patronage, as unjust and tyrannical,
as well as infidel, in its whole tendency.”

His ovinion will not lack weight with
many, Certainly under the plea and guise
of liberty and equality our publie school
svstem may become in the highest degree
tvrannical.
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Schools cannot be neutral.  Education
without religion is irreligions. The nega-
tive character cannot long be maintained.
The tendency is to become positively anti-
Christian,

Why consider the possibility!

This all important domain of education
fundamental to the maintenance of the
Uhristian Church and the Christian home
may come under the control of a minister
of education who may be a profligate or an
mfidel—or a weakling swayed by a narrow
political clique,  ( hristian parents and
the Christian Church  should awake to
their duty in education—a duty no state
should take entirely out of their hands.

The Chureh in the past has done a large
share of the best educational work. Lol
us be thankful to (ioee o pomnt out
where the Church has failed, but we must
0ot permit them to put us out of business,

t us carefully note where the Church
has succeeded and let us adopt such prin-
ciples and create such conditions that the
result shall be a godly seed-—a generation
left behind us to serve God with intelli-
gence and zeal,

T'his she will do by taking a firmer hold
of the great subject of education and w
wider view—by keeping herself in perfect
sympathy with youth—with modern condi-
tions and modern developments. She will
not demit the whole duty to the state and
be satisfied with the very limited sphere
of the Sunday School.

The Sunday School,

We admire the heroic work done by the
Sunday  School, with its noble army of
teachers and workens, Yet, when we com
pare it with the education that ought to
be, we are constrained to say that i s
but a weak attempt to fill the gap be
tween the Church and the Public School,

We have nothing but praise for our Sun-
day School Commttee and the rational ef-
fort 1t 1s putting forth, But 1 will pre-
Sume 1o say that none are more conscions
than the members of that commitiee of the
utter iadequacy of their attempts to ac
complish the task to which the Church
has called them.

Lhe more clearly they see the real men-
ng ot a religious education, and under-
stand modern scientific methods, the more
apparent does the limsiness of the Sunday
School seem to them, 1 he more earnest ly
they try to make the Sunday School ti-
cient and thorough the more keenly do
they recogmize its glaring limitations,

In the Sunday School you have not the
child. His attention 18 taken up by the

* Public School, The boy who would not
dare to come to his Public School teacher
with his English Literature unprepared
will sit down before the same teacher n
Sunday School without hitving looked at
s Bible lesson,

You have not the trained teachers. It
i8 no reflection on our Sunday School
teachers to say that they are not tramned
in the art of teaching.

Training classes may do much to remedy
this, but grave deficiencies must remain.

I 1 might modestly offer a suggestion
it would be this, that our students in Col-
lege receive a fairly good course in peda-
gogy. They then would become the teach-
ers of the teachers,

But, even if we had the teachers, and
even if we had more attention from ¢he
pupils during teaching, how utterly inade-
quate is the time!

What can be done it g single period of
half an hour's teaching in & week? [t in
amazing what is done—hut only one whose
ideal of religious education is utterly in-
adequate can consider it other than a well-
meant attempt to catch up to a neglected
duty. And if there ir little teaching there
18 less training in the habit of religins
life,

With due acknowledgment to Gensral
Booth we press the point of the following
parable:

‘The fishes were distressed at seeing ‘he
crabs, old and young, moving in an awk-
ward gidling fashion,  After conference
they concluded that there was no use at-
tempting anything with the old—but they
would organize a Sunday School and ga-

ther soine of the little crabs and teach
them the right way. A number of little
crabs came and were patiently taught.
Teachers were pleased to sce considerable
progress the first day. They were much
encouraged.  The young crabe all promized
to be in class next Sunday. They came,
but, to the disgust of the teachers, were
ali going sideways as before, They set to
work again. The teachers saw again some
progress, and had hope. The third Sun-
day came and the persistent little sinners
were just as bad as ever. The teachers
were called together to confer on the situ-
ation.. One wise old fish solved the ques-
tion. You see, he said, we have only a
little part of one day in the we Ihen
our scholars go back, and for whole
days see their parents and their compan-
ions all goig sidewaye, and that counter-
acts all our teaching.  Unless we can have
them every day we can never establish in
them the habit of going forward.

‘The religious habit cannot be established
by the Sunday School, but by parents at
home and teachers i school during the
six days of the week.

I believe our Church is desirous to de-
velop its teaching function. | believe we
are opening our cyes to the fact that we

THE BROAD AND THE NARROW.

The Yukon River, one of the great
waterways of the Klondike region the
far north, flows in a winding course,
sometimes wide and someties very narrow.
In certain places where it seems of great-
est width, the water is shallow, and dan-
gerous shoals make navigation almost im-
possible,  On the other hand, at points
where the river 1s marrow, the water 's
very deep.

One of the ministers in the Yukon—in
Western parlance, one of the skypilots—
nm!wn effcetive use of these facts by way
of illustration.  He sometimes hears men
advocating “broad ideas™ about Sabbath
cbservance and morality, and in answer he
points them to the river.

“You know that the broad water only
Lides the shoals,” he says, “and, if )0;1
would avoid danger, you must keep to a
varrow channel.  So-called broad 1deas
are just as deceptive, You'd better choose
what seems a little narrow, but is perfect-
Iy safe, rather than what seems to be
beautifully broad, but is really only nhid-
den shoals.”

The illustration may well apply in other
places than the Yukon and to other per-
sons than the Klondike miners,  T'he
oy for “broad ideas™ is often heard and
is strangely insistent.  But breadth ot
though excellent only if there is cor-
responding depth, and  “broad”  1deas
about the Sabbath and Chrstian hving
very often mean loose ideas,  Deware ot
the shoals; the narrow places are some:

Dr. Henry Van Dyke, one of the most
respected and trusted Presbyterian lead-
ers in America, is advocating n the re
ligicus Press the preparation  of some
forms of public worship, 8o as to avoid
certain evils that are manifest to all
thovehtful Presbyterians He is opposed

. to an,thing like imitation of the Episco-

titurgy, and holds that a better
service help can be, and ought to be, pro-
vided. Dr. Van Dyke remarks—“If the
development of the idea of common wor-
ship—which has been so much promoted
by the Sunday-schools, and i which all
our children are being traimed—isto con-
tinue along reasonable and proper lines,
and not to run off into secular vagaries,
nor into a feeble imitation of the Kpisco-
palian service, certainly it will be of great
advantage to have within the veach of
those who desire guidance, a book of
orderly forms containing the Scriptural
clements of public worship amnd construct-
ed in accordance with the principles
which are held by the Preshyterian
Church. Sucha book, carefully  guarded
against any enforced authority, may serve
at least as a type, a form, a guide in the
conduct of our services, and will probahly
promote, in the course of time, a much
greater unity of womship among our con-
gregations, It will certainly lead to a
more uniform and orderly pmetice among
our ministers in the administration of
the Sacraments, and in the condncting
of ordinations and installations, weddings,
and funerals. It will tend to secure o
more careful compliance with the require-
ments of the Form of Government and
a wiser following of the advice of the
Directory for Worship.” For oureelves,
ays the Delfast Witness, we have always
expressed a preference for free prayer—
when fittingly and effectively conducted.

THROUGH THE RAPIDS TO MON-
TREA

A visit to the St Lawrence region 15
not complete without a trip down the
river to Montreal by the splendidly equip-
ped steamers of the Richelieu & Ontario
Navigation Co., which  run daly  from
Toronto across Lake Ontario to the Thous
and Islands and down the St Lawrence
to Montreal, Quebee and  the
River

The e from the Islands to Montreal,
lie great commercial metropolis of Can-
ada, consumes a day = time, and the teip
i exceedingly anteresting, Leaving Alex-
andrie Bay at 8§ aai, the tounst arrves
m Montreal in time tor the evenmg meal,
feeling retreshed and ivigorated atter a
wonderful day’s ride on thig majestie river,
The steamers “Kingston™ and “Toronto”
make the run as ftar as Prescott, Ont,
where  passengers are  transterred to a
smaller boat 1 order to ride the rapids
mosatety.  “The  Rapids™  begin a few
wiles below Ogdensburg on the American
side of the chanuel, and the hrst passage
15 through the Galops.

We neat enter the Du Plat Rapids and
the Long Sault, which extend tor nuw
miles until the  town  of  Cornwall is
reached.  These rapids give but a fore
taste of the exciting teatures of the trip
farther down the stream.

The “shooting of the rapids™ is a pleas
ure which is both novel and venturesome.
The peculiar sensation which one making
the tep experiences when the  steamer,
witi steam almost shut off, glides from
shelf to heit of roek through these foam-
g waters which dash on all sides, 15 one
never to me forgotten.  Hidden but a
few feet under the surrface lie the most
treacherous boulders, which ounly the best
of skilled pilots can avoid,  The steamer
is carried along at a speed of twegty miles
an hour by shecr foree ot curffnt, and
each onward plunge conveys to the passen-
ger high on the observation deck a sensa
tion like that experienced on a sinking
ship.

After pussing through Lake St. Francis
we run the Coteau, Cedars, Split Rock and
Cascade Rapnuds in quiek succession .

Below the Cascade pids and emerging
from Lake St. Lowws, we pass the town ot
Lachine, nine miles from Montreal.  The
steamer now enters the famous Lachine
rapids, the fiercest of all the lower St.
Lawrence series.  The total drop ot the
water here is over 40 feet. At the end
of the rapids a narrow tortuous channel
is entered, leading into the broader sce
tion of the stream spanned by the tamous
Victoria bridge. A few minutes later the
passengers disembark at the K. & O. whart
at Montreal,

This is the scason for putting away
woulen clothes and turs.  No moth balls
or other vilesmelling substance will be
needed i the garments are hung on the
jine i the sun, whipped with a hght
switeh, and, in the case of clothes, all the
soil spots carciully cleaned,  Then e
up i clean pillow cases, or, better stully
fold over the hems and ran along on the
wachine, A chamn-stiteh machine is best
for thix purpose, as it is casily ripped; but
if a lock stiteh is used, have the bottom
thread loose,

WASHING BLANKETS,

When  my  little neighbor washes
Flankets 1t 1= a pleasure just to sit by and
watch the pretty, soft, tlutly things blow-
ing on the line,  The process is so sime
ple that 1 have learned to do . mysell.
Choose @ warm, sunny, but windy day.
This is important, if the best results are
wished, While dry, look over them care-
fully, and put a satety pin o the center
of the spoiled spots.  For one pair of
blankets prepare o suds with  half @
cake of any good white soap, with one
tublespoontul ich of borax and smmonia.
Phe suds must be as hot as you can bear
the hand in.  Let the blanket stand m
this for an hour, and if the water is too
cold, add more hot water.  Then look
up the places where the pins are, remove
these and rub between the haads until
the spots disappear. Do not rue on the
board, and do not rub seap on the blan
ket direet; have ready a second tub ot
suds, and paddle them around o this,
squeezing and pressing bhetween the nands;
rinse in not less than three wisters of the
same temperature, running them through
the wringer each time,  Fasten w th at
least a dozen pins to the line, and shake
frequently while drying,

RAT PROOF,

Not long ago a neighbor went down hee
ccllar way with a basket of broken glass
ware,  We called:  “What are you doing,
anyway ¥ and then followed atter, 'The
rats had been troublesome,  The cement
on the floor was worn and the rat holes,

1 bave, when minus o trowel, Lid on the
plaster with o shingle, 1 am not an
adept worker in plaster, but 1 manage to
make it hold the glass in place,

broken glass the pasy year,  The rats,
after getting noses seratehed, will cease
working in this cellar, and will go to the
next neighbor,  When one thinks ot it,
homely remedies for minor evils are close
to us. It is not always pleasant work,
but T try to keep my cellar in fairly
good order. 1 think cellars should be
carefully looked after”

THE CANADIAN NORTH-WEST

HOMESTEAD

REGULATIONS.

Any even numbered sectionof Dominlon Lands In Manitoba or i%e
North-West Territories, excaptiug 8 and 26, which has not been home-
steaded, or reserved to prwvide wood lots for settlers, or for other
purpoges, may be homesteaded upon by any persn who Is the sole head
of a famlly, or any wmale over 15 years of age, to (he extent of one
quarter sectlon, of 160 acres, more or less.

ENTRY.
FEntry must be made personally at the local land ofce for the dls-
trict In which the land Is sltuate,

IIOMESTEAD DUTIES,

A sottler who has heen wranted an eatry for a homestead I8 required
by the provisions of the Dominlon lands Act and the amendments
thereto, to perform the conditlons connected therewith, under one of
the following plans:—

(1) At least slx months' resldence upon and cultivation of the land
n ench year during the term of three years.

(2) If the father (or mothier, It the father is deceased) of the home-
etender  resides npon a farm In the vieinity of the land entered for
the requirements as to residnee may be satisfied by guch person re-
&lding with the father or wother,

(2 If n settler was entltle] to and has obtalned entry for a secon?
homestead, the requirements of this Act as to residence prior to ohtala-
Ing patent may be satisfled by residence npon the first homestead, If
the gecond homestead 18 In the vielnity of the first homestead.

(4) It the settler has his permanent _resldence upon farming land
owned hy him In the vlelulty of his hom®ste he requirements of this
Act as to residence may be satisfied by resh ipon the sald land.

The term “vicinity” used above ls meant to Indicate the same town,
township or an adjoining or cornering townghip.

A settler who avalls himself of the provisions of Clauses (2), (3) or
(4) must cultivate 80 acres of his homestead, or substitute 20 head of
stock, with bulldings for thalr accommodatlon, and have besldes R0
acres substantlally fenced.

The privilege of a gecond entry 18 restricted by law to those settlore
only who completed the Auties upon thelr first homesteads to entitle
them to patent on or before the 2nd June, 1889,

Bvery homesteader who falls to comply with the requirements of the
homestead law 1s llable to ave his entry cancelled, and the land may
be again thrown open for entry.

APPLICATION FOR PATENT
