Incorporation Meeting
LastFriday Evening
In Town Hall Was
Largely Attended.

The Ratepayers Present Were In Sym-
pathy With The Movement, as Ex-
pounded By Local Speakers. J. T.
Kidd, Chairman. Meeting Opened
Late.

A public meeting, as announced in
last week's Gazette, was held in the

Town Hall last Friday eveming, and tho

the attendance was very large the meet-

ing was somewhat of a failure in that no
outside speakers were present. The

chair was taken at 8.45 by Mr. J. T,

Kidd, and although he had not had time

to prepare a speech, he gave a very el-

oquent outline of che moevement, stating
in conclusion that he was in full sym-

pathy with the. questioni dri
_ti?n, and would Jend his influence to
bring the matter'to a satisfactory con-
clusion. ' Mr. Seraphine Herringer was
then called upon to address the meeting
and the opinion of the sp aker was given
in no uncertain terms, leaving no rosm to
doubt that his vote and influence would
be given. Mr, Herringer gommented
upon our street lighting ' ‘system—or
rather the absence of a street lighting
systém—and stated that it was a__crying

should be so far back in the important
matter of lighting. He “commented
upon the fact that strangerscoming into
town on the evening train-had great -
difficulty in finding theirway down street,
owing to the darknéss, and the audience
found considerable amusement in the
statement that we might as well be liy- -
ing in a swamp for all the light we have.
Mr. Herringer's address' was fully ap-
preciated, and furnished food for reflec-
tion to.more than one who heard his
views, bringing out, as it did, that in-
corporation was our only hopé of secur-
ing a good lighting system.

Dr. L. Doering was next called upon
and the sudience listened with evident
interest and pleasure to the speaker’s
views. Mr. Doering went fully into the
question of raised taxation, and refuted
more than one statement in this con-
nection. He dwelt upon the prosperity
and progress of Neustadt since its in-
corporation, and stated that Mildmay
had not received its full share of the
prosperity due it,

Mr. Louis Braun was also one of the
speakers, and gave, we believe, one of
the best addresses of the evening. Mr.
Braun has the commendable . knack of
saying exactly what he means, and his
greatest argument in favor of the move-
ment was the lighting system, As. Mr.
Braun was on the fire board, his opinion
should carry some weight with the rate-
payers. He stated that while on the ..
board they approached the Councilbiwith"
the matter of submitting a by-law fora
lighting system, the cost of which was
to have been added to the taxes, and
the Council flatly refused to-act in-the
matter, stating that they had. no power
to do so. There are two ways to secure
a lighting system for this town, accord-
ing to the speaker. One is to. incorpor-
ate and have the management of the
town in the hands of our citizens, and
the other to remain as we are, and get
the money for initial cost and mainten-
ance from year to year, in} case it was
run at a loss, from the citizens by private
subscription. The reader is left to form
his own opinion as to which is the most
commendable. Mr. Braud said if it
comes to a vote, as it necessarily will,
he thinks he will cast his ballot in favor
of having self government for the town.

Mr.John G. Weber was also called
upon to speak, and was really the only
speaker of the evening who was decidedly
averse to having our town incorporated.
Mr. Weber was listened to with rapt
attention and his statements were loud-
ly applauded by those opposed to the
movement. The speaker took exception
to some of the statements made by
previous speakers regarding Neustadt,
saying even with incorporation and the
addition of factories, Neustadt to-day
was not as far advanced as Mildmay in
its commercial situation. He said that
the promoters of the movement prated
about the splendid facilities in the water
power line in Mildmay, but that he (the
speaker) could not see any of them.
Mr. Weber is of the opinion that the
town is good enough as it is; and he does
not favor having any radical change in
our administration.

Mr. W. H. Huck spoke briefly and to
the point, saying that 29 years ago when
he was casting about for a location he
did not consider Chesley and Hanover
as even worth while, ard consequently
located at Mildmay. There is no com-
parison bétween these two places now
as far as the commercial aspect is con-
cerned, and Mr. Huck thinks Hanover
and Chesley's prosperity is due fo the
fact that they became incorporated
years ago, while Mildmay dragged along
in the same old way all these years—and
made practically no progress.

Dr. J. A. Wilson spoke at some length,
going deeply into the question, and
giving it as his opinion that if Mildmay
became incorporated, selected a Council
of good careful men, our citizens would
not know their town in five years—with-
outa mill increase in taxation. The
speaker also commented upon our
“lighting system”, and stated the de-
plorable lack of street lighting could
easily be remedied, and would be one of
the first matters to be taken up after
Incorporation.

The best argument in favor of incor-
poration were the facts and figures sub-
mitted by the Clerk, Mr. J. A. Johnston.
These figures enlightened, more than
words could do, the situation in which
we are at present in relation with the
Township.

The meeting concluded with the sing.
ing of “God Save the King.”

“In the meantime the yawls with one
exception  were emdaahed from
their davits.

“Later the sky cleared, but the wind
kept up and dashed us about. We could
not get out of the trough, and were drift-
ing rapidly before the wind. When day-
break came we found curselves a'mile off
Port Frank. A couple of hours later the
ship's keel went on a shoal and it felt
like the finish. A bir sea was etill run-
ning, and time and again ehe eased off,
raised by the waves only to go harder
than before.

Marooned.

“Finally she set fast and after that we
got only the side lash as she rolled in the

Cable Broke.

A Falling Off In the Catch Is Reported From
. _ Northern British Columbia

A despatch from Ottawa says:
Fish to the value of 834,000,000
were caught in Canadian waters in
the last fiscal year, according to
figures just compiled by Mr. W. A.
Found, Buperintendent of Fisher-
ies. This is a slight decrease from
the previous “year. Reports with
respect to the season now closing,
however, indicate a catch fully
equal in value to that of the last
year, and the $35,000,000 mark may,
quite possibly, be reached.

In British Columbia this is what
is called ‘‘big”’ year-in the salmon
industry, and the catch on the Fra-
ser River was up to expectations;.
while large quantities of halibut
were taken. In the Northern wa-

ters of the province, however, &
falling off occurred.

The Prairie Provinces’ fisheries
have had .a good average season
devoid of any particular feature,
Ontario provincially administers -
it8 own fisheries and does not re-
port to Ottawa, but the catch is
unofficially indicated to have been
fully up to the mark. %

In Quebec the season has been a
fair one, while in the Maritime
Provinces it is classified as good.
Cod easily leads all other fish in
respect to the volume of the catch.
The lobster industry is active. Re-
commendations by the Shell Fish
Commission designed to foster the
business and the propagation of the
fish, are under the consideration of
Hon. J. D. Hazen.

Lesson VIII.—Joshua the New
Leader. Josh. 1. 1-9. Golden
Text, Josh. 1.9.

Verse 1. after the death of Mo-
ges—The Israelites are still en-
camped in the land of Moab, east
of the lowest Jordan. In Deut.
34, 8 we are told that ‘‘the chiidren
of Israel wept for Moses in the
plains of Moab thirty days,”’ after
which it appears that Joshua took
immediate command of all the ad-
ministrative affairs of the nation.

Jehowah spake—It is not neces-
sary to fhink of an audible, verbal
communication from Jehovah to
Joshua in this connegtion. Joshua
had long been second in command
as the assistant of Moses, and the
situation naturally demanded that
he take up immediately the reins
of administration and proceed to
carry out the plans of Moses, which
were very familiar to him. His
duty, therefore, was mosb clear,
and as he contemplated the work
before him, and the best means of
carrying it out, he was consclous
that the work intrusted to him was
placed upon him by Jehovah, and

there was borne in on his heart and |

mind by the Divine Spirit a strong
and overwhelming conviction that
he should at once ‘‘arise’’ and
“go over this Jordan,”” and lead
the people of Israel unto the land
which Jehovah had promised them.
God speaks to men to-day as truly
and as clearly as he did to Joshua;
yet we do not expect the audible,
verbal communication now—nor
need we think of such a communi-
cation here. That the language of
the sacred historian is figurative
and anthropomorphic does not de-
tract from the value of his narra-
tive. On the contrary, it adds
much to its forcefulness and beauty
and gives to this ancient record a
new and more, enduring meaning
and value.

Moses’ minister—For forty years,
ever since the departure of the Is-
raelites from Egypt, Joshua had
been the principal assistant and
adviser to Moses.

3. Every place . . . to you have
I given it—A supreme challenge to
conquest and faith.

As I spake unto Moses—The pro-
mise referred to is found in Deut.
11. 24, which reads: ‘“‘Every place
whereon the sole of your foot shall
tread shall be yours: from the wil-
derness, and Lebanon, from the
river Euphrates, even
unto the hinder (western) sea shall
be your border.”’

4. The boundaries of the land of
promise, the new home of the re-
deemed nation, were to be the wil-
derness on the south, the
mountain ranges of Lebanon on
the north, the great river, the
river Euphrates, on the east, and
the great sea toward the going down
of the sun, that is, the Mediter-
ranean, on the west. For other
specific  designations of these
boundaries, compare also the fol-
lowing references: Gen. 15. 18-21;
Exod. 23. 31; Num. 84. 1-2.

The land of the Hittites—North-
ern Byria, extending westward in-
to Asia Minor. The Hittites were
neither Semites nor . Aryans, but
probably Mongolians, whom they
resembled most nearly in physiog-
nomy and dress. Their facial type
is said still to persist in the peas-
antry of Cappadocia. Their most
prosperous national period was
from about B. C. 1600-700 after
which latter date they were ab-
sorbed by the Assyrian empire.

WEARY AND HEAVY LADEN

I Have a Yoke, Jesus Said, Which Will Enable You
to Stand Any Strain, Do Any Work.

““For my yoke is easy and my
burden is light.”’—Matthew,
xi., 30.

There are few Bible texts, I be-
lieve, which are more generally mis-
understood than these lines from
the most beautiful and appealing
speech which has been recorded
from the lips of Jesus. Calling un-
to all the “‘weary and heavy laden”
to come unto him, he promised to
give them rest if they would take his
“yoke’’ upon them and learn of
him. ‘“For my yoke is easy,”’ he
said, “‘and my burden is light.”’

To nine people out of ten this

' word “yoke’’ is understood to im-

ply some kind of discipline, restric-
tion or humiliation. They have a

' picture of the colt darting freely

about in the pasture, and then the
tamed horse in harness. They see
the steer running wild over ithe
prairies, and then the ox. bound
fast to the plough. To take Jesus’
yoke upon us is to extirpate our
natural desires, forfeit our per-
sonal freedom, yield ourselves to
the yoke of pietistic discipline.

The demand for hand machine embrold-
eries is diminishing from year to year in
Bwitserland, and the time ie not far dis-
tant when hundreds of ‘“home embroider-
ers,” owning and operating one or two
hand machines, will have to exchange
these for the schiffli model.

Most of the embroldery schools in the
St. Gall district, nine in all, which aim
thoroughly to train their pupils in the
technigue of embroidery manufacture and
which formerly were unable to acocommo-
date all the pupils, report now a big de-
cline in the number of apuplications,
clajming that young men are turning
their attention to the echiffli machine.

The schiffli machine has not driven the
hand machine out of existence—and that
fe never to be expected—-but has rendered
it of minor importance and quite changed
the character of the industry. The in-
dividual owners of hand machines — the
oottage -workere—have completely lost
control, belng reduced to work at étitch
wages for the manufacturens.

It is worthy of note that the production
of epecialties, pnd particularly of metal
and artifioial eilk embroideries. on schiffli
machines ie gaining rapidly. This claes
of goods has heretofore always been ex-
olusively manufaoctured on hand machines.

A new sort of handbag is shown
for use with street suits.

It is a fine, firm gauze of
which they are made, almost a1
fine as chiffon, but with much more
stiffness and dressing-than that ma-
terial has. Bach handkerchief it
bordered with four or five striped
of color, about an inch from the
narrow hemstitched hem. The
stripes are in the form of little
conds.

The wide-hemmed handkerchief
is another novelty. The handker-
chief is made of sheer linen, and
the hem is an inch and a half wide.
The hem is embroidered in the cor-
ner—with flowers and butterflies
and wheat and birds and wreaths
and any of the other symbols that
are usually employed for handker-
chief decoration. All the embroid-
ery is kept off from the single thick-
ness of linen and on the thick hem.

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INCREASE OF WAGES.

Millions More Were Paid to Work-
ers Last Year,

A report on the ascertained
changes in the rates of wages and
hours of labor in the United King-
dom in 1912 was issued recently by
the British Board of Trade.

This states that after the period
of depression in 1908-9 wages began
to rise in sympathy with the im-
provement in trade and employ-
ment, but the movement was some-
what slow until about May last
year. After that date the move-
ment became more rapid, with the
result that the number of work-
people whose wages were reported
as increased during 1912 was in ex-
cess of that for any previous year,
while the aggregate amount of their
net weekly increase was exoceeded
twice only during the last 20 years,
namely, in 1900 and 1907, both years
of exceptional prosperity.

The number of workpeople re-
ported as affected by changes in
rates of wages last year was 1,818,-
240. The advance represented an
increase for 52 weeks of over £7,-
000,000, but as the changes mostly
took effect late in the year the ac-
tual increase in the wages bill was
about £3,000,000, allocating the
weekly advance of £139,000.

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CLIMBING A MAGNETIC CHAIN

Remarkable Experiment With a
Lifting Magnet.

A Berlin correspondent of the
Scientific American describes an in-
teresting experiment that was made
at the works of one of the large
German manufacturing firms with
one of their lifting magnets.

A chain, fastened to the ground
and carrying an iron ball . at its
free end, was raised to a vertical
position by the approach of the
great lifting magnet suspended from
a crane.

The attraction of the magnet was
so gtrong that the chain remained
in a perfectly vertical position. A
grown-up workman clinibed up the
chain without disturbing its rigid-
ity in the least. The chain seemed
to float in the air. The magnetic
pull on the ball was greater than
the gravitational pull on the manu.
This remarkable experiment
shows the enormous power of at-
traction exerted by the lifting mag-
nets that are used in iron and steel
works to carry about iron material
of every description. The magnets
enable the operator to seize iron
material at any point desired, and
convey it to any other point within
the range of the crane. Incident-
ally, the use of lifting magnets has
greatly diminished the risk of acci-
dents in the moving of heavy masses
of iron.

BEVERAGES OF NATIONS.;

Amount of Spirits Consumed ‘in
Different Countries.

Norwegians are one of the mqat
tempenate of Northern nations, con-
suming but 46Y pints of beer a/&
4 of brandy per head of popria-
tion.

The Dame drinks on the average
166 pints of beer, but little wine,
and only 36 pints of brandy each
year. The Swede manages to con-
sume 84 pints of beer and 13 of
spirits. = The Russian drinks 7}
pints of vodka and the same amount
of beer. The Frenchman, however,
takes 160 pints of wine, 15 of beer,
48 of brandy. The Britisher soothes
himself with 9 pints of whisky er
gin, 3 of claret, and 228 of beer.

The Dutchman will drink 54 pints
of beer and 12 of brandy. Taking
every German province to obtain
an average, it is found that the
German consumes 187%; pints of
beer, 10 of wine, and 9% of spirits.
In Munich, however, the average
amount per head rises to 850
pints, being the highest of any pro-
vince, while the lowest average ob-
tains in the northern province of
Alsatia. Here the inhabitants are
satisfied with only 144 pints of beer
per head.

The Italian is the least of all ad-
dicted to alcoholic beverages, tak-
ing only 8 pints of beer, 1% of aloco-
holic beverages, and 144 of wine per
