Hail and Electricity.

The formation of hall through elec-
trical action, according to one the-
ory, is an interesting and even a
wonderful process.

Here tho
increased cold covers it with enow,
and frictio ncharges it anew with
negative electricity.

Ths. the growing hallstone darte
zigzag through the cloud, piling up its
alternate layers of snow and ice, un-
til gravitation gains control and sends
it with a jingling crowd of its fel-
lows spinning to the ground.

HEART SURGERY.

Successful Operations Not

Unusual Nowadays.

Daring,

Probably the most daring chapter in
modern surgery {s that which treats
of operations on the heart. “The road
to the heart is only two or three
inches long, but it has taken eurgery
nearly 2,600 years to traveree it is
one writer's_striking remark. The
sclentist as Wwell as the layman has
looked upon the heart with an almost
superstitious awe. Any injury neces-
ceasarily implied death. Any Iinter-
ference with euch an injury could
only hasten the end. Yet many
shrewd observers in the course of the
ages had noted that all heart wounde
did not result In instantaneous death.

It was not until ten or fifteen years
ago that surgeons began to act upon
this knowledge. In exceptional cases
death did not result immediately from
a heart wound. There were intervale
of a felw minutes, a few days or a few
weeks. Why not utilize this interval

in an attempt to sew up the wound?
Medical hisiory nDOW reports many
successful operations of this kind.
An especially noteworthy one, per-
formed upon an Alabama negro boy
in 1902, illustrates the resources of
modern heart aurgery.

This boy had been the victim of an
especially .nasty etab wound. The
knife bad penetrated the apex of the
heart and passed Into the left ventri-
cle, making a wound nearly half an
inch long, When the boy was placed
on the operating table (n a littie ne-
gro cabin, the signs of death had al-
ready appeared. His feet were cold,
and hig face showed eigne of the ut-
most distress. The surgeons made a
little window-like opening just above
the beart. Through this they could
readily see the injured organ, the
blbod epurting from the wound at
each pulsation. One gurgeon put in his
hand, pulled the heart upward and
held it while gmdther sewed the wound
with a cgsgut. The operation—per-
formed withou: an anaesthetic—Ilast-
ed fifty~five minutes. On the sixteenth
day tfe hoy was sitting up. In a short
time his heart was a8 good ae new.—
World's Work.

Boring Pole Holes.

The tiresome and time consuming
work of digging holés for telegraph
and electrie service poles {s now at an
end, says Scientific American. At least,
there has been evolved a gasoline
driven earth-boring machine which
makes an average boring time per hole
f one and one-half to two minutes,
he equipment {s motmnted on a Borse-
drawn truck and is operated by two
men. In ordinary soil it maintains
an average of 100 holes per day each
measuring five feet deep by 24 inches
in diameter. The equipment consists
of a truck, which carries a gasoline
engine, driving mechanism and a huge
auger which is slowly rotated and
fed downward. The augers are fur-
nished in sizes from 2 to 24 inches.

THE MARSHALL ISLANDS
Islanders Ave Great Seamen and
gm‘m.

In “Some Recollections” Admiral
Sir Cyprian Bridge writes of the Pa-
cific Islands among which be made ex-
tensive cruises In the early elghties
and late nineties, The “Marshall Is-
landers,” he writes, "are great seamen
and navigators, and bulld, not canoes,
but real ships. These are regularly
built of pleces of wood, which, for
want of nails and bolts, are sewn to-
gether with sennit, plaited of cocoanut
fibre, A canoe +has & sloping plat-
form ripged out on each beam. The
plattorm is several feet square, and
usaally has on it a regularly con-
structed house of miniature dimen-
sions, it is true, and low in the roof,
but big enough to let a couple of men,
if not more, 1ie down inside it.

“The Marsball Islanders make long
voyages, and even understand the art
of preserving provisions for sea stock.
The fruit of the pandanus looks likea
coarse pineapple. It is pulled to
pleces. These are placed on a mat in
the sun until they exude julce. They
are then rolled much a> a cook rolls
dough for plecrust, until there appears
what looks like a piece eof blanket
soaked In treacle, It has a rather
sweet and not unpleasant taste. The
“blanket” is made into a roll, is ‘par-
celled’ or covered with a dry leaf, and
is then regularly “served’ over with
cocoanut fibre sennit. The rolled
pandanus fruit, thus treated, will keep
for months, and In its wrappings is
impervious to salt water.

“The Marshall Islanders even
make charts. Four narrow strips of
wood tled together make a roughly

square frame. Lines of twisted fibre
are stretched across the frame at ire-
guiar intervals and roughtly at
rigth angles to each other. On the In-
tersection of these lines shells or small
pleces of coral are tied to represent
islands. 1 think that the relative
bearings are approximately correct.

Real Treasure of Feru Was the
Potato.

The gold of the InCres was the
attraction that led Columbus to sail
westward, that carried Cortez to Mex-
fco and Pizarro to Peru. The Incas
had large stores of the precious metal,
representing, no doubt, the accumula-
tions of many centuries.

RUSS LABOR

Omsk Government is Mak-
ing Good Progress.

Working Class is Doing Its
Duty.

London Cable, Omak, Tues-
day, July 15.—Good progress toward
increased production and improved
labor conditions were reported to-day
by Leonid Shumilovsky, Minister of
Labor in Admiral Kolchok's all-Rus-
slan Government, at the closing ses-
sion of the State Economic Council
Congress.

The Ministry of Labor has estab-
lished & minimum wage, and aids
workingmen to organize unions, M.
Shumilovsky told the congress,

“All the data we possess shows anR
{ncreass in the productivity of labor
in the various industries,” he said. *I
am glad to say that in these critical
days the working class ts doing its
duty to the country. The Government
sees that the workingmen are paid
enough for their work, and have
enough time and rest to participate in
healthful life.”

Endorsement of the all-Russian Gov-
ernment’s policies as given in Admiral
Kolchak's note to the allies, is ex-
pressed in a declaration of the comsti-
tutional democratic party, made publie
here to-day.

The declaration says the party wel-
comes “‘the allled note promising Rus-
sla energetic help in its struggle
against the Bolshevik tyranny.”

Aémiral Kolchak's reply to the
allles, the statement adds, “expresses
fully the opinion of the Ruseian people
with regard to the problems touched
upon in the alljed ncte.”

The point {s made, however, that the
party considers “it our duty to state
the Russian public opinion repudiates
the idea that the struggle against
Bolshevism should be made at the
expense of Russia’s unity. The task
which all Russian partles pursue f{s
the re-establishment of a united
Russia.”

NEED CITY PLANNING.

Japanese Municipal Authorities
Are Aroused.

The remarkavle expansion of Japan-
ese cities during the last few years has
accentuated the urgent necessity of
city planning. With this end in view
& conferenece of the mayors of the
leading Jepancse cities has occurred
at Tokyo. Among those present were
the mayors of Osaka, Yokohama, Nag
oya, Kyoto and Kobe, while Tokyo
municipality was represented by
Messrs. Kabashima and Ogino.

“In Tokyo, city planning was set on
foot twenty years ago, about the same
time the question of city planning was
receiving attention in America and
Europe,” sald Dr. Seki, mayor of
Osaka, In an interview with a Tokyo
¥Yomiuri representative. “In Osaka,
however, it is only a few years since
the problem began to claim serious
attention, although the necessity of
city planning in Osaka is perhaps more
urgent than in other cities. The dens-
ity of population in Osaka is certainly
greater than in other places and im-
provement In sanitary and other mat-
ters is urgently needed. It is estl-
mated that the population of Osaka
| twenty years hence will he 2,650,000,
| and that of the two neighboring dis-
| tricts 2,360,000, making & total of
5,000,000. This es'imate i{s based on
the present rate of Increase, but it is
possible the rate of Increase may be
larger. Herein lies the urgent nature
of the city planning for Osaka.”

THY, THIRD MACKENZIE.
Temporary Leader of Liberal Party
Has Never Been Defeated.
Daniel D. Mackenzie, the new tem-
porary leader of the Liberal party at
Ottawa, is deseribed
tary observers as a “‘two-fisted, fight-
ing man,"” a dour and capable Scot.
One may imagine the trusty and
faithful type of the nman from the
fact that in twenty-five years of

public life he has never been defeated |

in any election

He is the third Mackenzie in the
line of Liberal leadership in Canada,
and it is just a century since the
first, William Lyon Mackenzie, land-
ed in Canada. That first Mackenzie
was not a Liberal leader in the party
meaning of the word, but stood for
liberty and the free institutions in
Canada. The second Mackenzie was
Alexander, who was Liberal Premier
of Canada for five years shortly after
Confede .tion

This latest Mackenzie has had a
distinguished public career. He is
now sixty years of age, having been
born at Lake Ainslie, Cape Breton,
in 1859. He entered the profession
of law and served as mayor of North
Sydney and Commissioner of Schools
for Cape Breton County for five con-
secutive years, In 1900 he was elect-
ed to the Nova Scotia Legislature and
to the House of Commons in 1904, in
which he has remained ever since.
From 1906 to 1908 he was judge of
the County Court District No. 7 of
Nova Scotla. As his name would in-
dicate, he is a Presbyterian.

While a very aggressive fighter,
Mr. Mackenzie has till the present,
remained out of the limelight. In
|the Parliamentary debates in the
| irst year of the war, when the
| Government was attacked on several
| points, Mr. Mackenzle took a prom-
|inent part. Sir Wiltrid Laurier
| thought so highly of Mr. Mackenzle
| that he chose him to sit as his desk-
mate In the Commons during the last
season of Parliament.
