Oyer at Gananogue local politicians
hase been recently engaged in boiling
a pretty kettla of fish. In a letter to
the Luosdowne Farmers’ Associntion
(published in the Gsnanoque Journal),
Mr George Tuylor, M. P., made this
reference :

“Bir Wilhiid, who has always wished
and said that the goal of his ambition
was separation from England, and
Fieldiny, who has always been a
secessionist.”

' The Gananoque Reporter character
ized this statement as a “shamefhl
falsehood,”

In reply, Mr Tavlor said : “Retract
your statements and make - suitable
apology or the matter will have to be
settled in court.”

And this is the kind of retraction
and apology that the edibor)of the Re-
porter offere lust week in expiation,
explauation, or justification :

*No person knows better than Mr
Taylor that there has been no reflection
on his private character, and in assum-
ing an injured air he is only “playing
to the gallery ” But as he considers our
reicark unparliamentary, we withdraw
it and simply say that any one who
makes the statement that the goal of
Sir Wilfrid Laurier’s ambition is sepa-
ration from England is shamefully mis-
représenting fact.”

This may close the incident, but it
may be questioned if the matter should
be allowed to drop just  here Mr
Taylor is not an obscure back-bhencher
in parliament. He is an experienced
parlinmentarian, prominent in the
counsels of his party, and the state-
went he has made over his -own sig
nafure is 8o entirely at variance with
the estimation in which the premier is
held by Liberals that a further investi-
gation of the matter in or outside of a
court of law might well be regarded as
n matter of public interest. If, as
stated, Sir Wiltrid Laurier is and has
always been a separatist, the electors of
Canada should be placed in possession
of the facts as soon as possible.

1, Naaman—The name is Hebrew
as well as Syrian, and means “pleasant,”
“beautiiul.” Captain—Ile was com-
mander-in-chief of the armies of Syria
A great man with his master—He stood
high in the estimation of Benhadad, king
of Syria, because of his suceesses in war.
There is a tradition, evidently without
foundation, that Naaman was the man
who, in the battle between Syria and
Israel (1, Kings 22, 34), drew his bow
at a venture and slew Ahab, Honorable
—Honored. A mighty man in valor—
He was possessed of unusual courage
and skill. As the warrior in that age
engaged in hand to hand combat with
the enemy, he musi have phy=ical
strength to be successful, and Nuaman
must. have bene strong physically before
%e was aflicted with the leprosy, But
A word of wonderful significance in thin
narrative and in aimost every phase of
human experience.

LESSON 3—CARING

FOR BABY CHICKS.

Before puiting the newly-hatched
chicks into the brood coop, dust them
with some good insect powder and grease
the tops of their holi; with lard a8 &
protection against lice. Do not apply
grease to any other part of the body,
however. The hen, Loo, shouid Le dusted
with the insect powder.

For the first 36 or 48 howss feed only
the hen, as nature has alreatly provided
for the chicks for that length of time.
'Then their first feed may be some bread
crumbs or finely broken crackers. Feed
them lightly and often, and be sure that
they have all the OLBAN, fresh water
they can drink.

After the first ten days feed the
chieks fowr times a day until they are a
month old, then three times a day is suf-
ficient. Prepared chick fecd, whieh you
can buy cheaply, is to be advised, but &
home ration can be prepared by combin-
ing equal parts of pin-head ostmeal, mil-
lei, finely cracked corn and cracked
wheat, with a little finely broken char-
coal and fine grit added.

Grit—groiund up hard stone—muat be
givem chickens, or they will starve,-as
they have no teeth. Be sure to remem-
ber that.

Give them some johnnycake orumbs,
tinely ground green bone, and green food,
Everything must be finel cut up. Af-
ter a month they will eat whole wheat,
eracked corn, and any other grain that
ix handy. also they can then begin to
help themselves to table scraps.
_.Give the chicks plenty of shade, keep
that CLEAN, FRESH water near them,
and let them rum about where the older
chickens oannot bother them. Keep them
out of wet grass and dsmp places.

If ible, give growing chicks a daily |
feast of milk, either sweet, skimmed or
sour, but not souring milk.

Keep an eye open for lice. Dust them
once g week with the insect powder

When the chicks are from a month to
six weeks old the hen will show a dispo-
sition to let them shift for themselves.
Send her back to the chicken house, and
let her begin laying. Keep the chicks
in their brood coop until they get crowd-
ed

There is little diffcrence in the tr#at-
ment of hen-hatched chicks and artifi-
cially incubated ones. Remove the latter
from machine dbout 36 hours afler
hatahing and place them in the brooder,
which, of course, you got at the time
you bought the incubator. Brooders are
easily made, and are intended to keep
the little chicks warm during the trying
period of theirilives:

When they are about six weeks old,
take them Q’rom the brooders sud then
they ought to be large enough for the
colony house.

After you omce get the chicks past
the first four or six weeks, you have
erossed the danger line.

Everything is to be done on
a scale of unexampled sp'endor, as be-
fits the first visit of a King-Emperor
and his consort to the vast territory
over which they reign. .

Although the date of the Durbar is
not-yet officially announced, tkere is no
doubt that it will be on December 12
this year. The first intention was to
have it in January next, but that was
abandoned because of the night climate
in Delhi in that month and the possibil-
ity of rain. The date of December 12
has the advantage of falling before the
commencement of the great Mohamme-
dan fast of Mohurrum. It was also
intended at first that the ceremony
should take place in the fort at Delhi,
but that proposal was quickly abandon-
ed, his Majesty deciding that the same
site should be used as in 1877 and
1903.

A gigantic amphitheatre will be con-
gtructed for the ceremony. The decor-
ations will be on a lavish scale and the
actual service will include the placing
of their crowns on their own heads by
the King and Queen. Nothjng of the
kind has been seen since Mhapoleon the
Great placed wpon his head “the Irom
Crown of Lombardy. A considerable
portion of the royal= regalia will he
conveyed to India, including both
crowns, M

Their Majesties are selecting a large
suite to accompany them, and they
will travel in a liner specially chartered
for. the occasion with a powerful es-
cort of war vessels. They will procecd
to Bombay. and from there direct to
Delbi. Lord Hardinge, who has receiv-
ed many addresses from all the Indian
races expressing joy at the prospect of
the visit of the King, goes to Delhi next
month to discuss the final arrangements
for the Durbar. He will meet there the
committee appointed by his Majesty, of
which the president is Sir John Hewett.
and the members are the Maharajahs of
Gwalior. Bikaner ard Tdar and the Na-
wab of Rampore; all the honorary aides-
Ade-camp to  his Majesty: Sir T. R.
Wynne (Foreign Seeretary), Colonel

The location of the camps is to be
again between the famous ridge and the
camal.

Tt is anticipated that their Majesties
will stay in Delhi ten or twelye days,
and it is expected that the King will
give private audiences to some of the
more imvortant ruling Princes.

There is reason to anticipate that an
elephant escort of native chiefs will not
be a feature of the procession to the
amphitheatre, as it was at the Dur.
bar held by Lord Curzon, and that the
King. accompanied by the Viceroy and
other high officers of State, will pfm'eed'\
to the Dirbar on horseback.

Many Things Combine to Make It
anllnowtaanpua_thL

THE NUMBER OF CARS COUNT

Likewise the Momentum and the Brak-
ing Power and the Temperature of
the Raile—Freight Trains More Un-
oertain Than Passenger Trains.

“In what distance can a train be
brought to a stop? Well, that de-
pends,” said the griszled engineer,
wtthahndliko:lnmul!nnm
that could see red, white and green a
mile away down a silvery track. “That
depends, son, and the more 1 think of
it the more 1 realize how it depends
on circumstances. -

“In the first place, it depends on the
number of cars you have on your
train. The fewer cars you have the
quicker you can stop, eh? Well, that's
where you're dead wrong.” The engl
neer rested his gnaried fist across his
knee as if it were a fifteen pound
monkey wrench. *“Yes, sir," he re-
peated, “if you've got that idea you're
| wrong, just like folks are likely to be
' on railroad matters which they don’t
| khnow anything about. Now, the fact
| 18 that a cértain type of engine can be

| stopped quicker if it has a half dozen |

| freight cars hooked on to it. That’s
| 80 because there are brakes on each of

| the cars, and they all grind into the |

| wheels when you sling on the emer-
gency. Why wouldn’t it stop quicker
| if you had a dozen cars on instead of
six? Well, sonny, for the simple rea-
| son that the weight of the train, or,
rather, the tum, over the

you're carried along. If you had’less
i than six cars it would be just the
braking power to overcome what
| every freight train and with every
| passenger train there is a certain
number of cars necessary to make the
train most effective when it comes to
stopping quickly. This is a very prac-
| ticul question too. An engineer will
say to himself, ‘Well, I've got more

{cars on today; I'll have to put om

. | brakes sooner in order to stop just

| right at the station.’
! *1 once heard an engineer say that

an engine with a baggage car and two

passenger coaches traveling at the rate |
of thirty-five miles an hour would re- |

j quire about 600 feet to stop and trav-
l eling at twenty-five miles an hour
| would require 400 feet to balt. Now,
| he was just guessing, or else he had a

| particular train and particular condi- :
| tions in mind, and most likely partic- |
] ular times in mind. The fact is you

| can’t tell within what distance a train
can be stopped.

“Why, take the same type of engine
and the same type of coaches and run
them over the same track and apply
the brakes in precisely the same man-
mer and the two trains will not stop
in the same diggaee of track. Indeed,
take the p train over the very
same track erent times, run her
at exactly ghp same speed and apply

and you can't stop in the same dis-
tance. Ebgineers would like to stop at
each station at precisely the same spot
that they did the day before. Do they
ever do it? No. son, they don’t, be-
cause it can’t be done.

“The stopping of a train depends on
conditions, just -as I said before. En-
gineers who have traveled over a par-
ticular road for years can’t do it. Some-
times the conditions vary to such an
extent.that the train is run past the
station. Everybody has seen that done.
And then the engineer says things un-
der his breath and backs up his train

on baggage. Sonny, engineérs never

know within yards where their trains |

! will stop.

“Freight trains are more uncertain
th:n passengers. This is so because it
doesn’t matter as much. An applica-
tion of ten pounds of air may produce
no braking at all, due to the wear of
the system, and, on the other hand. fif-

n pounds might put on more brake
:Sg\the engineer wanted. He may
throw on a small quantity of 2ir, and
without expecting it the emergency
brakes get into action as a result.
When the brakes are already on the
engineer may release them a little and
by so doing release them entirely, so
that the train leaps forward.

“THE FOG BUOY.

A Safeguard to Fleets of Warships In
Thick Weather.

Probably the greatest menace to the
safety of navigation at sea is the fog.
Modern steamships are seldom endan-
gered by the most severe weather, but
when the impenetrable envelope of
mist incloses a ship she is exposed to
the most terrible of perils, a collision
at sea. A single ship may be compar-
atively safe even in a fog, but where
there is a fleet of vessels the danger
is greatly multiplied. There is always
considerable danger, too, on account of
the fact that many of the ship lines
have what could be termed a beaten
path across the ocean, and they al-
ways follow this route when poulﬂlo.
*In addition to the customary fog
horns and sirens, a fleet of warships
often keep informed of their relative
positions by the firing of signal guns
at intervals only a few minutes apart.
Another method used is the fog buoy.
Bach vessel ip the fleet, especially if it
is a warship fleet. carries a fog buoy,

is cast overboard at the first sign of a
fog. and it floats from the stern of the
vessel, attached to a rope of grasy
fiber, which does not sink beneath the
surface of the water. By this means

When we allow vast quantities of
food from Australasia and the twelve
favoured foreign nations to come freely
into Canada how are we going to prove
to Awmerican customs officials that the
farm produc's we are trying to send
across the United States - boundary
were really produced in Canada ?

Ask your neighbors this question.

We wmay be sure that the farmers of
the United States will insist upon
customs regulations that wiil prevent
Canada becoming thé back door en-
trance to the United States for all “the
great food exporting countries of the
world. The enforcement of these reg-
ulations will be very annoying.
The necessity of proving that
every consignment of food imported
into the United States from Canada is
actually Canadian will scare American
buvers. Thev will naturally pay low-
er prices for Canadian farm products
than for American farm products when
they bave to take the risk of disputes
with customs officials as to whether
they are genuine Canadian or come
from countries overseas.

Prices are always fluctuating in the
United States, and while a consign-
ment of Canadian butter or eggs is
being held up at the United States
customs awaiting proof of genuineness
the price may go down.

Prices in the United States

Even if the Reciprocity Agreemsnt
did not Jet in Australia, New Zealand
and twelve foreign nations besides the
United States, even if the favoured
nation treaties could be got rid ot so
that Canada could open its markets to
the United States alone, the majority
of Canadian farmers would gain
nothing by Reciprocity, while they
would take very great risks.

Avnyone who makes a careful study
of the markets of the United States
will note that the nrices vary in differ-
ent sections of the country. Boston,
New York, Philudelphia, Buffalo,
Detroit, Chicago, St. Paul, 8t. Louis,
New Orleans and San Francisco all
have different prices, and there is a
still greater yariation in prices in smal|
cities, towns and villages throughout
the country.

The Canadian farmer should compare
the prices he cbtains for his products
in a swmall wvillage near his farm, not
with the prices in Boston, New York,
Chicago, or some other large city in
the United States, but with the prices
obtained by tarmers in small villages
in the United States equally distant
from the great centres of population.
He must take into consideration not
only the cost of transportation to the
big cities of the United States, but
also the middlemen’s profits.

A table of comparative prices in
Montreal and Boston
Reciprocity compact was made was
compiled by the Montreal Herald, a
Liberal newspaner, with the assistance
of a number of prominent produce
dealers and food experts. Cheese,
eges, live poultry, celery, lettuce,
onions, squash, tomatoes, beans and
cranberries all commanded higher
prices in Montreal than in Boston.
The best creamery butter was 1§ cents
per pound higher in Boston than in
Montreal, while storage creamery but-
ter was one cent higher in Boston.
Dressed poultry averaged about the
same in the two cities. Hay and oats
were considerably higher in Boston

Since then butter prices have de-
clined in most of the markets of the
United States. = A leading produce
dealer of Montreal received the other
day a telegram , from Chicago offering
him 300 tubs of September creamery
butter, cold stored, at 18 cents, Chica-
go. At the time this telegram was
receiyed the same kind of butter was
worth 24 cents to 25 cents in Montreal.

Red Fife Grown Successfully in Eng-
land and in Australia.

Semething About the Grain That Has
Made Manitoba Famous.

The best grades of Canadian wheat
meaching us at present are the so-called
Menitoba Hards, No. 1, No. 2, eta. These
ere required by law to contain minimum
percentages of the wheat known as Red
Fife; and, as a matber of fact, the finest
samples we receive are approximately
pure Red Fiie, with only a casual mix-
ture of other sorts. Red Fife hiffs an in-
teresting history. In the early days,
when the Northwest regions of Canada
were being opened up, a settler, David
Fife, planted part of his land with grain
from Dantzic. The sowing failed almost

oomp!etely, but a few plants survived
the rigor of Canadian conditions and
were carefully harvested. Fife, little
thinking of the outcome of his work,
grew on a stock from this handful of
grain, from which practically all the vast
quantities of wheat which Canads has
consumed and exported eince then have
been descended. What that simple ex-
periment has meant to Canada no man
can calculate. Even now, with al]l the
resourceg of grent exgerimxnml stations
continuously testing varicties from ail
parts of the world, none has been found
which promises to ouvppl:nt, David Fife’s
great find, and Red Fife is still the
wheat to which the Canadian farmer
looks for his profite.

This wheat, however, does not owe ite
origin to the climatic conditions of that
country, as has often been assumed. It
is & variety which was and still is culti-
vated in Galicia, and no doubt a few
grains of it found their way into Fife's
bulk of Dantzic wheat. Fife, or, to give
it its other name, Galician wheat, dif-
fere from many of the strong wheat.s
such as those of Hungary, for instance,
in its capacity to retain its great
strength under almost any climatic con-
ditions., Varying climates simply alter
its strength slichtly, and do not lead to
that sudden Geterioration which we see
when many other varieties are grown
away from their native lands. This
fact must not be lost sight of, for it
means that either Fife itself, or wheats
bred directly from Fife, may in the near
{uture be grown in most of the wheat-
producing countries of the world. Even
e country euch as this, which produces
notoriously eoft wheats, can grow sam-
ples of Fife which can compete on equal
terme with Manitoba Hard itself. To
those who bave systematically contend-
ed that the magnificent quality of Can-
adian wheat is the result of her climate
and virgin soils the statement may be
surprising. The evidence, however, is
unimpeachable.

Nearly twenty years ago a young
farmer returning to Engiand brought
with him g emall quantity of Canadian
wheat and pianted it, I believe, in the
neighborhood of Kidderminster. It grew
sufficiently well, and was soon found to
be of more than eommon value as a
spring wheat. Its cultivation gradually
extended, and the wheat is now distrib-
uted fairly generally over the Madland
and Western counties, where it is known
locally as Cook’s Wonder. No further
importations can be traced, and there
is @ reason for believing that the
whole of the stock eprang from this one
E It has thus been cxposed to at

t nvelmn seasons of our English
oclimate. Yet loaves baked from Cook’s
Wonder compare very favorably with
those baked from Canadian wheats. Per-
haps ‘they are not quite so light and, to
borrow a bakers’ term, “well piled.” ‘but
the critic will find no comfort in this
statement when he realizes that seven-
teen harvests mean eevenieen successive
adulterations with other wheats, thanks
to the difficulty of cleaning threshing-
machines.

These laboriously collected data show,
then, that Red Fife has great advan-
tages to set against its weaker points.
Still more extended tests are required,
though, before it can be recommended
for extensive cultivation; but it ir a
noteworthy fact that in the country
round Boston in Lincolnshire, and again
in Surrey, nearly all the growers who
have tried it are repeating their experi-
ments. It wil] only require a shortage
of strong Canadian wheats to make its
cultivation far more general in England.

Australia, too, hae learned that Red
Fife is a wheat worth growing. As the
result of a diought some jyears back. her
own crop was so short that Canadian
wheat was imported in some quantities,
portions of which were sown in various
dietricts. On the whole it -did fairly
well, but hardly ripened early enough to
be 3 complete success. Farrer, the well-
known wheat-breeder, recognized this
d?f:crcncy in good time, and corrected
the fault by crossing Fife with an early-
maturing Indian wheat. One of the re-

‘oulting hybrids, Qomevack, appears to

be an unqualified success, and its cuiti
vation is extending rapidiy in Australia.
It shows all the strength of Red Fife
and brings the same high prices in the
markets, so that we may. not unreason-
ally, hope to see yet anobther of our
colonies su| plying our mills with strong
wheat. Indjs, in turn, is devoting atten-
tion to this pmblan and the latest bul-
letine from the Government Research
Station at Pusa ‘eontain the welcome
news that strong wheats can readily be
grown there. The sources of the wheat
so many have considered to be a purely
Canadian monopolv are thus becoming
wider in the Empire itseif. Any consid-
erable divesion of the Canadian orop to
the United States would prove a atimu-
lus to our ‘colomies, not to mention
other wheat- growmg conntries, to in-
crease their output of strong wheats.
A8 g consequence of this proposed treaty
it is not unlikely that our strong wheats
will be drawn from a wider aren than
has hitherto been the case, with the re-
sult that, in the near future, there will
be less danger of shortage omﬁg to crop
failure in any one country.—~R. JI. B., in
Country Life.

POWER SCHEME FOR INDIA.

Sir George Clarke, the governor of
Bombay, in inaugurating a scheme to
supply Bombay with 30,000 hofrse-pow-
er from a storage of reservoirs in the
Western Ghats, protested against the
ignorant ¢roakers who belittled Indian
progrezs and enterprise.

In time, however, they all became wis-
er, and the telegraph pols or wire came
to be used by more than one species of
bird as a safe place for its nest. ‘here
is a small bird of Natal that used to
build its cradle-shaped nest in the
branches of tree, but as soon as the
telegraph wires were set up it changed
the location of its housekeeping and
built on the wires, so that snakes could
not molest its treasures.

DISEASE BREEDER

The Commen Drinking Cup Banished
in New York.

Death in the Cup—Carried All Mar-
ner of Disease Germs.

New York, Mareh 27.—After October
1 it will be unlawiul to have a “com-
mon drinking cup” in any park, public
building, factory, school, railroad sta-
tion, or ferry house, in this eity. A reg-
ulation adopted by the Board of Health
as an additional section to the Sanitary
Code, rates the common' drinking cup as
# public nuisance and prescribes peaal-
ties to prevent its use. Commiasioner
Lcderle, in commenting upon the new or-
dinance, points out that the public
drinking  cup is now regarded as the
most dangerous carrier of diphtheria,
scorlet fever, tonsilitis, colds, influenza,
tuberculosis and other infectious dis-
eases,

The health board’s action follows an
inwmigation in which bacteriological ex-
aminations were made of the moisture
adlerent to the edges of public drinking
cups from various places in the city.
