Notes from the Press.

1n Now Zealand the public sentiment
in favor of the legal prohibition of the
liquor traffic has attained great influence
and made itself strongly felt in the poli:
ties of the Colony. Av we, understand
the matter, there is now on its statutes 3
law requiring the Legislature to pass a
probibitory law -as soon as the people
shall have declared in favor of same by a
thiree-fifths majority, and also providing
for the 'taking of a plebiscite on the
question at every general eleetion, 80
long as this law shall remain unrepealed.
The efforts of the Prohibitionists at the

general election held in December last |

were directed towards wo objects ; first
the securing of the necessary majority
by plebiscite, and secondly, the election
of a Legislature pledged to carry out
a prohibitory law, if the plebiscite result-
ed favorably. Tn the first matter they
were disappointed, The plebiscite did
uot give & majority in favor of prohibi-
tion, but it Jid show that in two and &
half- years there had been an advance in
the mgmbibilion yote from 49,000 to
986, But in the effort to elect a
msjority of the Legislature the Prehibit-
oty Alliance was sucoessful. Out of an
Asscmbly of 70 members 87 ware elected
as pledged Prohilitionists, against 29
pledged against the reform, and four
whose position on the question is uncer-
tain. The constitution of the . Legis-
lature will thus prevent the repeal of
the legislation guaranteeing the enact-
ment of a probibitery law as soon as the
country shall have declared for it by a
three-fifths majority of the electors,
