New York, Oct. 24.—As a vesult of
to-day’s developments in the financial
world there every indication to-night
that the crisis in the banking and trust |

company situation has been safely pass-
ed. The Trust Company of America all |
through the day’s banking. hours paid |
out money to depositors as rapidly as |
possible nd closed the day with all de-
mands having been met., A very favor-
able feature of the situation respecting
this company was that it was able to |
make its payments with very little as-
sistance, and avother was that the com-
pany received over its counters in the
morning hours in ordinary deposits more
than a million . dollars, As the trust
company of America had been the centre
of the recent financial storm it was ac
cepted that the ability is had shown
thus to weather the storm was a clear in-
dication that the financial sky had clear-
ed and that ‘a period of fair -weather
was now well iu sight.

Two Hundred Bodies Already Re-

covered by Rescuers.

Shocks Coatinue—People in Dread-
ful Plight.

Rome, Oct. 24.—The details received
hoee during the day regarding the earth-
quake in Calabria yesterday tend to
show that the damago and loss of life
weare much more estended than at first
estimated, but that the loss of life has
‘not been great. The lowest estimates
plece the munber of Killed at over two
hundred.

The Pope, when informed of the de-
struction this morning, said, with tears
in his eyes: ‘Aro we having a repetition
God help the
yoor souls?” - The Pontiff will send a
sum of ‘money for the velief of the suf-
$arers,

Tha shocks were especially severe in
the southern end of the Calabrian Pen-
insula, but throughout Celabria to-day
“there wore ecencs of desolation and de-
apair.

The first shock was a tremendous one
and was followed by two others of long-
v duration, which entirely destroyed

"two villages, and reduced many houses
i several others to ruins. The first
shock fortunately brought the entire
population of the villages into the open,
many reaching the hills or open plains.
Torrents of rain greatly increased the
sufferings among the homeless people.

Half the houses of Ferruzanno and
Brancaleone collapsed and many persons
wera buried in the ruins, and at Sin-

opoli and St. Tllario many are said.to |

have lost their lives. Panic prevailed
everywhere. Rocella, Jonica, Reggio,
Cosanza, Baraedio, Citta Nova, Palmi,
Marina and other towns also suffered
from the shocks, but not severely. The
ancient cathedral of Torre di Gerace
wus thrown down, as was also an an
cient tower. Half the houses in the vil-
lage of Gerace are in ruins.

During the confusion caused by the
firs
jail at Catanzaro mutinied and were
sulidued with great difficulty. The female
prisoners were particularly alarmed. So
soon as the huilding experienced the first
shock they began to scream and shout
for the jailors, demanding their release
and beating the doors until the whole
place was in a terrible uproar. The pris-
on -officials did everything possible to
calm the inmates, but panic_broke out
afresh every time another shock was
experienced. So soon as possible detach-
ments of troops with relief trains were
hurried to the scene.

The earth shocks continue, hut they
are slight. The people are still in"a
condition of apprehension, which, is in®
creased by each tremor. In spite of the
torrential rain that is falling, they ab-
golutely refuse to remain undeyr cover.
They have made their beds -in the open.
Mattresses have been spread about th
squares .and. the. fialds.s i th
stricken-yillages, and the_peopleg.arg cov
erings themselves and their .ciildren as
best tHey may: Many thousands will
pass the night in this mannér. The only
buildines that the frightened pepole will
conseut to enter are the churches, and
evon there they will not stay long. They
snnke, supplication before the images of
the Virgin and the saints, and they har-
ry again to the open.

The people are too frightened to as- |

It i5 now estimated that the deaths will |

This earthquake bids fair to rival that
of 1905. Tt is hoped, however, that it
will not last long.

Increasing Greatly in Numbers in
New England States.

Hundreds of women leave Providence
each morning in the summer and walk
or ride out into the country seven or
more miles, work in the hikhly cultivat-
ed fields all day and then walk or ride
home at night. These are’ mostly Ttalian
women. Hundreds of the best producing
farms of Rhode Island are owned and
worked by Italians. That is also true
over a large part of Connecticut, and es-
pecially about the 'larger cities, where
they can get their produce to the mar-
kets by nﬁf‘n drives.

A merchant has a customer in the mar-
ket business in a Conmnecticut city who
declares that for ten years he  has
bought 5 per cent. of his goods from the
farms of native Americans, and not more
than another 5 per cent. from the hand-
lers of garden truck from the West or
South, and that marketman does a tre-
mendous business.

a couple of aeronauts dropping in on us-

Americans seemed mighty glad to strike
solid ground again. 1t was a good thing,
too, for they were real mice chaps. 1
helped them pack up their balloon, gave
them some supper, and when they would
not remain all night, 1 carted them into
town. The hotel, of course, was closed.

“After pounding orn the door for a
while some person yelled *Who's there?’

“The latest arrivals trom the clouds,”
I replied.

“*Tell them to anchor alongside, and
I'll be down in a minute,” wae the ans-
wer 1 got,” said Mr. Berry, who further
declared that he did not attach any
great significance to the arrival of the
aeronauts until he discovered that all
Caledonia was taiking about it.

The balloon landed in a plowed field
on the farm of James Cummings. Had
it dragged six inches further it prob-
ably would have been torn by a barbed
wire fence, which surrounds the field.

Royal Prince, is Man

Of all the royal personages of Europe
there is none that commands just at
present such a widespread interest as
Francis Ferdniand of Hapsburg. The
grave illness of his uncle, Emperor Fran-
cis Joseph, broken by age and by sorrow,
has had the effect ol focusing the atten-
tion of the old world and of the new
upon his successor, and although the
latter is in his fifty-fifth year, the most
extraordinary ignorance prevails, not
only abroad, but even in Austria and
Hu;lgar.\' themselves, concerning him.

In_fact, it is difficult to recall any
prince who has come to the throne in
mature manhood about whose personal-
ity, character, political views, tasles,
and even environment, se-little is known,
Indeed, he is almost an enigma, not 1v:x1)’
1o his countrymen, but also to foreign
nations, and the political outlook of
Europe would appear clearer to the puz-
zled statesmen in tlie various capitals
of the old world if they possessed more
information concerning Francis Ferdin-
and and had some data on which to base
their . speculations as to the probable
course of the policy which he will inaug
urate as ruler of the dual empire.

Before going any further it may be as
well to expain how it has lnn:n lmx.\llilv
for a prince of the rank of Francis Ie-
dinand to surround his existence with
stich an amount of mystery. It is not
that he is secretive or that he has pur-
suned methods of the late King Louis of
Bavaria, whose horror of publicity was
s0 great that he was wont to establish
his abode in the most inaccessible moun-
tain fasthesses and never to drive abroad
save in theave in the middle of the night.
1t is merely that in Austria a great gulf
exists between the reigning house and
the remainder of mankind

Travel always broadens the mind
and extends the range of intellectual
vision, especially here in America, where
everything, even nature, is on so huge a
€ » and where the horizon is se t.
It is, therefore, of particular benefit to
those men who, by reason of their birth,
are called upon to play a dominant vole |
in the control and direction of the des
tinies of their fellow-creatures. The
voyage was on Francis Ferdinand’s own |
initiative, undertaken because he him- |
self felt that it would contribute to his
equipment for the office of monarch, and
that he encircled the globe not as a mere
frivolous tourist, but as a thoughtful |
observer and student, is shown by the
clever and yet modest record of his voy
age which he published for private cir-
culation some time after his return. |

Then, the illness which
overtook Francis Ferdinand shortly after
the tragic death of Crown Prince Rudolf
compelled him to lead for several years
a quiet and retired life. It was a nu‘;lanly
of such gravity that it was regarded for
a time as eliminating him from all con
sideration in connection with the succes-
sion to the throne. Contrary to general
expectation, he recovered, and his con
valescence was signallized by a romance
in which Countess Sophie Chotek, daugh-
ter of a former Austrian Minister Pleni-
potentiary at Dresden and one time lady

was the heroine.

Francis Ferdinand insisted upon mak-
ing the countess his wife. By a mor-
ganatic alliance only could he do this
and all sorts of obstacles were placwl‘
in the way. thereof, mainly of a dynas-
tical, political, and also of a more per-
sonal character. The dynastic and poli-
tical objections to the match were due
to the fact that he was destined to sue-
ceed the present Emperor on the throne
of Austria and of Hungary,

The personal opposition came largely
from his relatives, especially from Arch-
duchess Frederick, who, after his refusal
to wed Archduchess Maria Dorothea, now
Rlu-he§s of Orleans, had counted upon his
marrying one of her daughters, and who
was terribly disappointed to find that
they had been eut out, so to speak, by
her lady in waiting. Entperor - Francis

If he regards the alliance with Italy
as a mere sham, not worth the paper on
which it is written, and King Victor Em-
manuel’s subjects as the most irreconcil-
able of the foes of Austria, it is because
he knows full well that every patriotic
ITtalian is imbued with the determination
to add sooner or later to united Italy
those portions of the empire of Francis
Joscph where Italian is the language
spoken, and which are never referred to
in the dominions of Victor Emmanuel
otherwise than by the expressive name
of Italia Irredenta—that is to say, unre-
deemed Italy.

Francis Ferdinand has three children
by his marriage, who bear their mother’s
princely title of Hohenberg, with the
redicate of serene highness. hTe eldest
s a girl, who has received her mother’s
name of Sophie, and the others are boys,
Prince Maxmilian, being now 5 years of
age, and his brother, Ernest, only 3.
Their father is devoted to his children,
and has them with him on every occa-
sion. They even used to accompany him
when he went out shooting in the big
forest around his stately chateau  of
Konopischt, until he found that this in-
terfered with his sport, as they are so
passionately fond of animals that when-
ever any game came within reach of his
gun they would clasp hold of his arms
and entreat him not to shoot the pretty
animal .or bird, as the case might be.

Although from an ecclesiastical point
of view the church in the person of the
Pope would have the power of relieving
him of the obligations of the oath which
he made at the time of his marriage to
refrain from raising his wife to the
throne and his children into the line of
succession thereto, yet Francis Ferdin-
and’s sense of homor is so keen that
there is no reason whatsoever to sup-
pose that he will yield to the longings of

| his heart and break the promise which
| he gave to the members of his house, the
government of the dual empire, and to |

the people.  Throughout his reign, at
any rate as long as she remains unmar-
ried, his half-sister, Archduchess Maria
Annuncinta, abbess of the Hradraschin,
will continue to play the role of acting
empress and of first lady of the empire,

Joseph, has been brought up altogether
under the latter's influence and diree
tion, and received the early part of his
education in one of the public grammar
schools of Vienna, being the first scion
of the House of Hapsburg to thus take
his place on the benches of these public
institutions  beside the sons of petty
tradesmen, artisans, and laborers, thus
laborers, thus coming into close touch
and intimate contact with the people
over whom he is destined in the course
of time to veign.

He has inherited the
striking appearance of his dashing fath
er, but not the latter’s moral shortcom
ings. and is justly regarded as one of the
most promising princes of the historie
dynasty of Hapsburg.
