CHINESE TAX.

Only One Chinese Immigrant Came
to Ontario Last Year.

(Special Despatch to the Times.)

Ottawa, Ont.,, May 19.—The poll tax
of $500 on each Chinese immigrant com-
ing into Canada brought the Federal
treasury no less a sum than $690,000.
The total arrival of Chinese was 1,380
each paying $500 on entry. Under tXe
terms of the act, half the tax goes to
the Dominion and half to British Colum-
bia, where nearly all the Celestials re-
main.

Those who suffered death at the fire
are Albert E. Walsh, son of Mr. and
Mrs, George \Walsh, Albert street, and
Lddie Gray, who resided with his par-
ents on Huron street. These men are
about twenty-four years of age and oc
cupied positions of trust with the con
cern.  Walsh was a dynamo tender and
Gray his assistant.

The plants placed out.of commission

$448,300 FROM HER VICTIMS,

The Murderess Had Told Several Persons
Not to Come Unless They Had
§3,000—What Become of the Money
a Mystery.

Laporte, Ind., May 18.—Following is
a tabulation of the money supposed to
have been obtained by Mrs. Gunness
from various victims: From Mads Sor-
cnsen, her first husband, life insurance,

§2,000; from John 0. Moe, Elbow Lake,
Minn., $1,500; from fire in Guoness’
house in Austin, L., insurance, $1,500;
from Andrew Helgelein, Aberdeen, S. D.,
§2,900; from George Berry, Tuscola, Ill,
$1,500; from Henry Gerhalt, lola, Wis.,
$1,000, whose bodies were found in Mrs.
Gunness’ graveyard (estimated at $1,000
each), $4,000; from fifteen other men,
who were in correspondence with Mrs.
(Gunness and mysteriously disappeared

gives a grand total of $448.300.

It is considered that an estimate of
$1,000 loss in the case of victims where
the actual amount is not known is
within the fact. Mrs. Gunness wrote
many letters stating flatly: “If you
haven't $2,000 don't come.”

Sheriff Smutzer and his men have
made careful inquiries in endeavoring
to learn what Mrs, Gunness did with
all this money. They are as much in
the dark after their investigation as
they were before. It is likely that the
$720 that Mrs. Gunness put in a safety

Ottawa, May 18.—The curtain was
again raised to-day on the spectacle of
the Opposition dancing to the piping of
Messrs. Roblin and Rogers, and it was
a spectacle not without its ludicrous
side. Hon. Robert Rogers signalized his
appearance upon the scenme by handing
out a prepared “interview”
to the Conservative press, the opening
sentence of which was “Let the fight
proceed.” And Premier Roblin, after
keeping the leader of the Opposition
waiting for him at his hotel, found his
way to the Speaker’s gailery, where he
held a levee of Conservative members,
whom he appeared to be coaching in
the intricacies of the Manitoba election
act, and carried on a conversation by
signal with the Opposition front benches
below. Apart from his humorous phase,
the situation was little changed to-day.
The Government are now waiting on
the next move of the Opposition, and
that may be revealed at to-morrow’s
caucus of the Conservatives. The de-
