Jadge Laurendeau's decision that
any corpuration which ewploys
boys or girls vounger than the
law allows, cannot, in case one of
them is injured, escape its res-
ponsibilities by the comparatively
easy provizions of the Workinens
Cowpensation Act, is one which
appesls to tte laymwman as haviag
virtae as well as wisdom.

It is notorious that the Child
Labor provisions are not in force
in nany factories of this Provirce
When the parents of the children
co-operate eagerly with the fore-
wan of the different manufacturing
stitutions  tc accomplizh this,
1t is difficul* to bring such a state
uf affairs to an end, but it is not
impossible. Such decisions as that
of Judge Laurendeans will help
greatly by making the question
vne of finance rather than of
morals, for the trcasury of manvy a
corporation is mucacm.re quickly
responsive than its onscience.

Iv may satisfy the factery in-
spectors, but it will not satisfy
the average jury to plead ignorance
of the fact that some little victim
of the deadly telts, or cog-wheels,
or cylinders was a year or two
vounger than the very liberal limits
set by law for the employment ot
children. [t iy the business of
some one in the factories to be
reasonably sure of such matters
although the wmachinery for making
this fact plain is vervy inadequate.
