What Has Transpired in York, Sunbury,
Queens and Carleton.

SOUTHAMPTON.

Dkc. 12.—Alfred Lenentine was baptiz-
ed in the river after the morning service
Sunday before last by rev. H. A. Bonnell
of Caverhill. Mr. Lenentine is quite an
old man and at one time had a paraletic
stroke losing the use of his right arm and
leg. During the following week Mr. Bon-
nell held night meetings both here and
over in Canterbury.

Miss Fannie Pickhard of the Barony, is
here visiting her friend Miss May Maxon.
John Grant took a crew of men to the
woods last Monday week. This “veterar,
lumberman” (as the gentleman who wrote g
the graphic and interesting account of his
camp and crew last wintér was pleased to
style him) operates for Murchie Bros. at
Deer Lake. By the way, if this paragraph
should meef, the eye of that writer he
might be interested to know that the re-
nowned Herman has given Amos a “lick-
ing.”

Prof. Robinson, who as he has several
times stated, is employed by our own local
government to give instruction in farming,
especially in dairying, gave one of his
very interesting and instructive lectures in
the Miller school house last Tuesday
evening. W. 8. Tompkins was elected
chairman and F. C. Brown, secretary.
The chairman happily introduced the
speaker who said he had been asked by
the local government to come down from
Ontario and look the province over with
a view of seeing whether or not the con-
dition of the farmers could not be made
better. He came and found we had plen-
ty of good, cold spring water, the first es-
sential to successful dairying, good food
for our cattle and a splendid climate. As
a result of the move in this direction, the
province had taken eight prizes at the
“World’s fair,” Chicago. He did not be-
lieve in “ rotation of crops,” but strongly
advocated letting land rest by pasturing.
He held that we plow our land to death s
the plow was like doctor’s medicine to a
run-down horse (which simply needed
rest and food,) and the scythe coming after
the plow, was like the whip on the back
of the horse after the medicine had been
administered. Better farm five acres well
than botch 300. He said we could not
profitably raise beef, for as the prices now
ranged, it was not a fair wage for a fair
day’s work, but we should go into pork
raising. We were not to feed the pigs on
barley whatever we did. It spoiled the
flavor of the Yneat and made it curl up
in the pan and all or nearly all fry away
to grease. But potatoesand oats (chopped)
was the ideal food for “Mr. Piggie.” In
conclsuion he gave an analysis of butter
as follows: 4.50° of butter fat; 4.00° of
caseine ; 4.50° of carbonaceous food and
87.00° of water. He explained how cream
was forced to the top by the contracting
of the particles of caseine or curd and as

‘| they sank shove the little oily particles

up. Hence strain milk when warm, and
not interrupt these natural laws. Time or
space will not allow me to give a complete
synopsis of all the topics he discussed, but
surely the government made a wise choice
in selecting him, for he at once puts him-
self on the best of terms with his audience
without which we cannot successfully
teach.

REPULSED WITH BIG LOSSES.

Insurgent Forces Beaten Back by Loyal
Troops At Bage.

Tex. Dec. 8.— The town of Bage was at-
tacked Wednesday by the rebel forces
from Rio Grand de Sul under Gen. Tavares.

As soon as the advancing troops reached
the first houses on the outskirts of the
town the loyal forces opened five with
such telling effect that the attack was
quickly repelled with great loss to the in-
surgents.

Cobras Island abandoned by Peixoto’s
men, is now held by Mello. The Tamand-
darea has been made ready for sea. She
can steam five knots an hour.

Mello’s flagship, the Aquidaban, had
made a tour around the harbor on No-
vember 27th, and anchored near the Nic-
theroy shore. During the night Mello
attempted to land a force by means of
launches and boats under cover of the
guns of the Aquidaban, the Trajono and
the Jupiter. Peixoto’s men, however,
were able to prevent the landing, for
Mello’s gunners fired badly. They also
regained possession of the Armaco, whence
Mello took a large part of his stores, and
moved the rest of the stores from the
island. This proved a serious loss to the
insurgents.

Rumors were afloat that the rebel ad-
miral intended to set fire to the war ves-
sels and to other points on the city’s water
front. Several bodies of residents of Bo-
tofogo have sent crosses to Mello to dis-
among his men as a token of their sym-
pathy with his cause. Arrests of political
suspects are taking place daily in Rio, and
only two newspapers have escaped sus-
pension, both prominent organs. The
censorship over the telegrams out of Rio
is being more vigorously imposed than

ever.

A GHOST PHOTOGRAPHED.

The Remarkable Catch of a Kodak Fiend
in West Virginia.

The appearance of the astral or spirit
encasement of a man who had been dead
more than a year, in a photograph made
with a kodak, was the cause for the al-
most total suspension of animation on
the part of Mr. A. Allan Wheat, of
Wheeling, West Virginia. He had made
a lot of photographs of people and things
about the home of his wife, near Dan-
ville, Va., and had sent them to the ko-
dak factory to be developed, and received
them back the other day.

Among the lot was a group composed of
his wife, his father-in-law, Capt. Haase,
Miss Maud Halcolm, and his brother-in-
law, Master Charles Haase. The picture
was taken at the home of Capt. Haase,
about ten miles from Danville, and was
made by the usual pressure of the button
about three weeks ago. When it was tak-
en the party were ranged about the ver-
anda of Capt. Haase’s residence, the sun
shining brightly, and Mr. Wheat, who
operated the camera, was stationed about
forty feet away. Miss Halcolm, who lives
near Capt. Haase’s residence, and who is
a friend of Mrs. Wheat, called on the day
in question, and as it was the first time
she and Mrs. Wheat had met since the
death of Miss Halcolm’s brother Charles
they naturally talked about him consider-
ably. After dinner the party repaired to
the veranda to make the picture. Noth-
ing unusual was noticed by anyone, and
no further thought of the picture was given
by Mr, Wheat till he opened the package
from the kodak factory, when, to his
amazement, he found a perfect likenes of
Charles Halcolm standing immediately
back of his sister an the veranda.

The figure of Mr. Halcolm and his head
are four times as large as those of the
other persons in the picture, although he
is farther away from the camera, being in
the extreme background. He wears the
clothing which he wore in life : a stiff hat
tilted back to show his forehead, as was
his custom; a turn-over collar, with a small
black bow; black coat and white shirt.
He appears to be coming out of the double
doors at the back of the veranda, although
the picture shows the doors to be closed.
He is smiling and appears to be in the
best of humor.

Mr. Halcolm died of typhoid fever a
little more than a year ago. He was not
a spiritualistic believer, nor was he inter-
ested in such things. His family were
not spiritualistic people, nor is Mr. Wheat
or others who were ptesent at the time
the picture was taken. Mr. Halcolm was
well known in Wheeling, and nearly all
his acquaintances have had a look at the
picture and all recognized it. Huudreds
of others have seen the wonderful picture
and seyeral photographers who have been
called in are unable to give any explana-
tion of the phenomenon.

Mr. Wheat who made the picture, is the
head of the firm of Wheat & Hanclér,
jewellers of the city, and a man of stabil-
ity and merit. He is not a photographer
and merely took the camera along on his
recent visit to get some views of his wife’s
homestead. The negative plate is in his
possession, having been sent back by the
people who developed the picture. It
shows the same figures as the photograph.

BOMB THROWER CONFESSES.

An Anarchist Who is Badly Mutilated
Acknowledges His Guilt.

Paris, Dec. 9.— Intense excitement was
caused this afternoon during the debate in
the chamber of deputies, when some per-
son as yet undiscovered threw a bomb
from a gallery to the floor of the chamber,
where it exploded with terrific force, fill-
ing the chamber with smoke, dust and
flying splinters of wood and iron. An
instant’s calm, due to bewildement, ensu-
ed and then followed scenes which are al-
‘most indescribable. Members with bleed-
ing faces rushed madly for each door,
tumbling over each other in their haste,
while in the galleries the condition of the
occupants bordered on a state of frenzy.
When the first excitement subsided the
business of the chamber was hastily con-
cluded, President Dupuy being the coolest
man in the chamber. As soon as the po-
lice realized what happened the gates to
the galleries were closed and guarded,
everyone therein being obliged to pass a
close scrutiny of the guard.

Nurses and doctors were quickly sum-
moned and the building turned into a
hospital. It is officially stated that forty-
eight persons were wounded, but no fatal-
ities have yet resulted or are any feared.

Twenty-three of the gallery occupants
were placed under arrest and tonight six-
ty more persons were arrested.

It is said by some that the bomb throw-
er had plenty of time to escape hefore the
gates were closed, while others believe
that the man is among the wounded who
are now under treatment, whoever he is.
His identity has not yet heen established.
Among the injured are two ladies.

Pagris, Dec. 10.—Augustus Vaillant alias
Marchal, a resident of the suburb of Choi-
sey Le Rod, is the anarchist who threw
the bomb in the chamber of deputies yes-
terday. He was arrested and made a con-
fession this morning. When the bomb
exploded his right hand was shattered,
his nose blown off and his neck and chest
lacerated. He is thirty-two years old and
deserted his family because he was too
lazy to supportit. He has been convicted
three times of petty crimes. He has been
an anarchist since 1884.

THIS WAS PRIOR TO 1800.

The records in the Dutchess county
clerk’s office, dated prior to 1800, reveal
some interesting proceedings in the courts
of those days. An old paper was discov-
ered the other day which relates to a
time when a man named Hatch kept a
tavern in the southern half of the court
house, where the judges and jurors
boarded during the sessions of the court.
Frequently, and sometimes in company
with prisoners on trial, they drank to-
gether at the tavern. On one ot these
gocial occasions the prisoner, a horse thief,
must have slipped away, for the records
in the clerk’s office credit the judge with
the following remarks to the jury :

“ Gentlemen of the jury: I am told
that the prisoner has informally taken
leave of the court and gone the sherift
knows not whither. This gives the case
before you a more complex phase, as the
statues distinctly provide that the prison-
er shall at no time during trial, sentence
or punishment, absent himself from the
officers of the law. Therefore, it only re-
mains for me to say that further prosecu-
tion in this case must be postponed until
the return of the damned scoundrel who
hag thus informally trifled with the dig-
nity of the court and the people of the

state of New York.”
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THE GOVERNORSHIP.

It seems to be the general opinion, that
Judge Fraser will be appointed governor,
and that Dr. F. E. Barker, of St. John, will
succeed him on the Bench. Both ap-
pointments would meet with public favor,
and Judge Fraser’s promotion would be
egpecially pleasing to Fredericton. Delay
in filling the position is causing consider-
able inconvenience in many respects, es-
pecially to those who want to enter the
matrimonial state. All marriage licenses,
to make them valid, must bear the signa-
ture of the governor. The matter will
probably be settled very soon, possibly to-
day.

THE MAYORALTY FIGHT.

Mr. Jordan’s friends may pretend to
despise the canvass made against their
candidate, that he knows nothing about
civic business, and should first seek ex-
perience as an alderman, but it is having
much weight among the thinking electors
who will cast their ballots on election day
for the candidate who has the practical
knowledge of the various matters that
come hefore the council from time to time.
Col. Maunsell would not think of ad-
vancing a raw recruit, in his military
school, to the command of the company
until he had shown aptitude and ability
in the lower grade ; there is no record of a
seaman graduating directly from the fore-
castle to the first officer’s position; and
there is no good and sufficient reason why
candidate Jordan should vault into first
place in the civic machine until he has
the knowledge and training that will fit
him for the office. Mr. Jordan’s evident
contempt for the aldermanic chair as a
preparation for the mayoralty, is one of the
reasons why the Tue HERALD is opposing
his election, and most people will admit
it is a very good one.

And then as a sectional nomination,
Mr. Jordan’s candidature is objectionable.
The citizens in selecting a gentleman for
the office of mayor should know neither
Protestant nor Roman Catholic, Orange-
man nor Hibermian, Jew nor Gentile, but
he should be chosen on the brcad ground
of fitness for the position, knowledge of
the duties required of him, and readi-
ness at all times to meet any reasonable
demands made upon him. If Mr.
Jordan’s nomination was not made in an
orange lodge, as has been freely charged,
and never authoritatively denied, Mr.
Jordan ought to come forward and put
himself straight. Does anybody suppose
he would have neglected to have done so
long ago, had the circumstances justified
him. And, then, on the Scott Act
question. It is hardly fair for the active
friends of that law to present Mr. Jordan
as an exponent of their principles, when
it is not known that he ever voted for the
Scott Act. Mr. Jordan and the gentle-
men of his law firm, who are urging his
claims on the electors, will not say that
any one of them has ever been identified
with the temperance movement, or with
the agitation that resulted in the adoption
and retention of the Scott Act. Then
why is Mr. Jordan put forward as the
Scott Act champion, or why as the repre-
sentative temperance candidate? These
are natural enquiries, and cannot be
answered by reflections on the parties
who make them.

It ir stated somewhere, that Tue
HeraLp's friendship for Mayor Beckwith
is a thing of recent growth, and that may
be true,in a sense. But Ter HrrarLp
takes the circumstances as it finds them.
It congiders Mr. Beckwith the best can-
didate of the two in the field for the
mayoralty. It was not Tee HERALD'S
business to nominate a candidate ; it is its
privilege to give an honest support to its
choice, and it has stated, on more than
one occasion, and in a respectful way, its
reasons for championing Mr. Beckwith.
It bas observed, in his two years career,
as Mayor, a prompt and intelligent dis-
charge of his duties, much sacrifice of his
time in the city’s interests, and, doubtless,
all at a pecuniary loss. Txe HErALD has
not heard any charge against the Mayor
for maladministration, as encouraging ex-
travagance in the public expenditure, or
other allegation that would render him
an unsafe man to again place at the head
of the city government. With a good
record as Mayor, and with an opponent
who is without experience, or special fit-
ness for the position sought, Mayor
Beckwith then can very well appeal to
the citizens for re-election, and TuEe
HErALD, or any other independent news-
paper, individual, or corporation, is fully
justified in supporting his claims. That
much for Tue HerALD'S position in this
election.

A LIBERAL VICTORY.

The local elections in Prince Edward
Island, Wednesday, resulted in a sweep-
ing victory for Premier Peters, his govern-
ment, and the liberal party. The contest
was fought out on strict Dominion party
lines, and of thirty members, which com-
prise the new legislature, twenty-four of
them are liberals and supporters of Mr.
Peters. Even that old tory stronghold,
Charlottetown, the capital of the province,
turned a liberal minority of 200 intoa
liberal majority of nearly 300. The gov-
ernment carried all ten seats for Queens
county, in Prince county seven of the ten,
and in Kings the same number. Premier
Peters, himself, had 200 of a majority,
and his brother is also among the new
members elected on the liberal gide. Mr-
Bentley, leader of the opposition in the
late house, lost his seat,and so did some
of his principal lieutenants. A noted tory
defeat was that of Fitzgerald in Charlotte-
town, who resigned the police magistracy
of that city to accept the opposition nomi-
nation. Altogether the liberal victory
was complete, and retains to the Island
proud distinction of being the banner
liberal province of Canada.

Tue Moncton Transcript, in referring to
a rumor that efforts were being made by
Hon. Mr. Emmerson to secure for the
Attorney General, the liberal nomination
in Westmorland, says, that such a step
would meet with the enthusiastic endor-
sation of not merely the liberal party, but
the independent electors in that county,
and more than that, a nomination
will insure a victory. The Transcript also
adds, that if Mr. Blair seeks the Dominion
sphere, he need not be circumscribed in
his choice of constituencies, because any
one of a half dozen to be named would as-
sure him safe fighting ground, York is
among the number.

Tue Prince Edward Island returning
officers were so excited in summing up
the election returns Wednesday night,
that they forgot to make up a statement
of the vote in the prohibition plebiscite
taken the same day. Itis known, how-
ever, that the vote was strongly infifavor
of prohibition, but the majority will not
be made public till Wednesday next,
declaration day.

AROUND THE WORLD.

The News of the World in Brief— The
Cream of Our Exchanges,

Chicago has 117,000- men without em-
ployment.

The Chicago post-office was robbed
Wednesday night of $7000 or more. The
robber got inside, clubbed a clerk to in-
sensibility, made his haul and escaped.

In the equity court, St. John, Thursday,
on motion of Attorney General Blair, the
consolidated electric railway company
was placed in the hands of receivers,
having defaulted in the payment of inter-
est on the bonds.

The three year-old daughter of Frank
McGee, of Guelph, Ontario in the absence
of her mother, got a bottle of carbolic
acid, drank from it, and died within an
hour in great agony.

A man named Cormier whilst engaged
threshing in his barn at St. Marys, near
Buctouche, on Monday, had his hand
caught in the machine and badly crushed.
Medical aid was summoned and amputa-
tion was considered necessary.

Harry Doherty and W. E. Raymond
are to run the Royal hotel, St. John,
pending a settlement of the late Thos. F.
Raymond’s estate, which is put at $50,000,
and goes to a dozen nieces and nephews.
Mr. Raymond was unmaried.

Mrs. Elizabeth E. Bradshaw wants to
recover $100,000 or thereabouts from the
New Brunswick Baptist Mission Board.
She claims her late husband was unduly
influenced to leave his wealth to the
board. The case is in the St. John courts.

The British government, yielding to
public opinion, has decided to strengthen
the navy. About £8,000,000 will be ex-
pended in the construction of new ships.
The government’s programme includes
the building of six or seven battle ships,
some of which will be of the largest type,
probably of improved “ royal sovereign ”
pattern.

A clergyman, at Haverhill, Mass,, has
got himself into trouble over his efforts to
exterminate a skunk. He caught the an-
imal and in attempting to suffocate it he
burned it. The S, P.C. A. prosecuted him
and after he had pleaded guilty he was
fined $15. Now the people are dividing
their condemnation between the society
and the judge.

Dominic Melanson was struck and kill-
ed by a train at Meadow Brook crossing,
I C. R. near Moncton, Saturday nigbt.
and killed. The horse was cut in pieces,
the sleigh smashed, and the unfortunate
man thrown twenty or thirty feet, his
scull being crushed and his leg broken,
He is supposed to have been asleep when
the train came upon him.

W. H. Howland, ex-mayor of Toronto,
died in that city Tuesday, aged 49. De-
ceased was a son of Sir W. P. Howland,
the first governor of Ontario after con-
federation, and his wife was Miss Laura
Chipman of St. Stephen, sister of Lady
Tilley. Mr. Howland was well and favor-
ably known all over Canada as an ad-
vanced temperance man.

The residence of Alexander Rankin, at
Rothesay, Kings Co., was, entirely de-
stroyed by fire yesterday morning. It
caught from a lamp with which Mr. Ran-
kin was attempting to thaw out water
pipes in the kitchen wall. He and his
family are well known in Fredericton,
and there is much sympathy felt for them
in losing their beautifal home at this
season of the year.

The schools at Harvey, Albert county,
have been closed for a week on account of
the prevalence of diphtheria in the village. ]
The school at Wateryille, Queens county,
is also closed on account of diphtheria
having made its appearance in the dis-
trict. Two deaths have occurred in the
persons of Willie Starkey, aged 18, and
Arthur McLeod, aged 18. Others are
stricken with the same disease.

At 8 o’clock Thursday morning, Charles
J. Luckey was hanged at Brockville, Ont.,
for the murder of his father, sister and
stepmother. He went to the gallows
with a smiling face. He walked to death
as unconcerned as most men would walk
to their dinner table. Up to the last he
protested his innocence, and to outward
appearance died perfectly happy. The
execution was performed by Radcliffe.

The immigration from the British Isles
continues to flow towards the province of
Quebec. From April to November no
less than 3,063 persons, most of whom
were English speaking, found homes in
the eastern townships and elsewhere
throughout the province. With such con-
tingents yearly reaching this province it
would seem that the minority stands little
chance of being swamped by the French
element.

The St. John Sun says: Wm. Ogden, of
Clarendon Station, was in the city yester-
day with a number of fine furs. Mr.
Ogden is an old time hunter and trapper,
and during the season probably secures
more game than any other man in the
province. He is death to bears, and since
spring has killed not less than ten. One
of them which he shot last fall weighed
over five hundred pounds, and was, Mr.
Ogden says, the largest he ever saw.
When asked if the story that a bear could
knock a club or an axe out of a man’s
hand were true, he answered that it was;
that a full grown bear could knock a club
or an axe out of any man’s grasp. He
bad seen them do so with one foot in a
trap.

A beautiful tablet has arrived at St.
George’s cathedral, Kingston, bearing the
following inscription: Sacred to the
memory of the undermentioned royal
military college graduates, Huntley
Brodie MacKay, captain royal engineers,
born in Kingston, 1858 ; William Henry
Robinson, captain royal engineers, born
at St. John, N. B, 1863 ; William Grant
Stairs, captain ot the Welsh regiment,
born at Halifax, 1863. The tablet was
erected by their comrades and officers of
the royal engineers. Young Robinson
formerly belonged to Fredericton, and
was killed in Africa. He was a brother
of Mrs. Percy Powys of Kingsclear.

The delay in appointing a governor for
the province in succession to the late
lamented Lt. Gov. John Boyd, has greatly
inconvenienced parties contemplating
matrimony, and who were not fortunate
enough to procure licenses before or on
the 2d inst. Love, however, laughs at
locksmiths, and will resort to many expe-
ditions to overcome difficulties. This
was illustrated in the case of Henry Les-
lie Cole, a well known commercial travel-
ler, of St. John, and Miss Blanche Lori-
mer, of St. Andrews, whose marriage was
fixed to be solemnized at St. Andrews,
Tuesday. Mr. Cole, being unable to ob-
tain a license, yet determined that the
wedding would come off, went from St.
John by steamer to Eastport, where he
was met by his financee, who proceeded
with him to Calais, Me., where a marriege
license was obtained, and the wedding
ceremony performed.

Dr. Saunders, J. M. Palmer and some of
the college students also spoke in opposition
to Mr. Jack’s views, and altogether there
was a lively debate. The chair was occu-
pied by Dr. Inch.

‘a. MoNutt's Christmas Box.

Thos. McNutt, a well known resident of
Tay Mills, in this county, has been the re-
cipient of a cheque for $3,561.68, as the re-
sult of enquiries set on foot some time ago
by his attorney, Wesley VanWart of this
city. About twenty-one years ago his
brother, Samuel, went out west, bringing
up in British Columbia, where he had
good luck and amassed a large amount
of money, a sum in the vicinity of
$4,000. In August, 1883, Samuel, while
working the Nanimo mines, showed signs
of insanity, and was sent to Victoria, to be
taken care of by the provincial police. The
then superintendent induced McNutt to de-
posit $4,000 which he had with him in the
police safe, but allowed the man his
liberty while his friends could be com-
municated with. McNutt started to Tacoma
on the steamer North Pacific and was
drowned on the trip. It was only lately
that an heir was discovered, and F. B,
Gregory, barrister, formerly of Fredericton,
was, appointed administrator. Mr. Van-
‘Wart communicated with him, established
Thos. McNutt's claim to the money as
next of kin to the deceased, and as above
stated. it has been obtained for him through
Mr. VanWart, less the expenses of adminis-
tration and other legal charges. It is a
nice Christmas box for Mr, McNutt,

Want More Judges.

The lawyers of Fredericton have written
to Hon. G. E. Foster setting out the fact
that there is at present only one resident
judge of the supreme court in Fredericton
capable of transacting business, v1z., Judge
Fraser, and that in his absence on circuit
business a large amount of legal work must
remain at a standstill ; that, if Judge Fraser
is appointed to the governorship and his
successor appointed from St.John, which
they allege they have reason to expect, the
capital of the province will be left during
the Chief Justice’s illness without a single
resident supreme court judge capable of
duty. The communication expresses the
desire that Judge Hanington be directed to
take up his residence in Fredericton, and
urges Mr. Foster to use his influence to-
wards that end. Judge Hanington was
here this week, and it. is suspected, was
looking around for a place to live, probably
having had a hint from Ottawa that he
would be required to reside in Fredericton.

It was understood when Judge Hanington
was appointed, that he would have no
objection to removing from Dorchester to
the capital, if he could sell his farm and get
out of stock raising advantageously, but he
has made no effort, it appears, to carry out
his former alleged intention. The govern-
ment ought to lend a willing ear to the re-
quest of the Fredericton lawyers. Not only
one, but at least half of the supreme court
bench should be compelled to live here, the
seat of government and of the courts. This
idea of judges of the supreme court living
in some little, out of the way country vil-
lage, is altogether too absurd. The gentle-
men are only too glad to get on the bench,
and when they are appointed they ought to
consider where their principal business
arises.

An Agreeable Settlement.

They have an Enoch Arden case in the
neighborhood of Canning, N. 8., which
seems to have been settled in a satisfactory
manner entirely different from that we
usually read about. Itappears thata married
man of that locality a number of years ago
left his wife and family and went to the
States, and with his departure the partner
of his joys and sorrows lost all trace of her
husband, and supposing him dead, married
another man. Much to her consternation
and surprise the first husband returned a
few weeks after her second marriage. We
are not in a position to explain the nature
of the ‘““explanations” that followed, says
the Canning Gazette, but the fact that both
men are now at work in the same lumber
camp, and that one goes home one week
and the other the next is quantum sufficit
to show that an arrangement satisfactory to
both the “ lords of creation ” concerned was
arrived at.

A Proposed New Bridge.

(St. Stephen Courier.)

Hon. Mr. Tweedie, surveyor-general, and
Hon. Mr. Emmerson, of the board of works
visited St. Stephen last week for the purpose
of making final arrangements about the
proposed free bridges on the St. Croix. With
the Hon. Mr. Mitchell, provincial secretary,
and the authorities of the city, of Calais,
they held two meetings on Saturday at
which the propositions of the owners of the
present bridges at Union Mills and Ferry
point were considered. The bridge at Union
Mills, formerly known as the free bridge,
was purchased and will again be free after
January first; but no satisfactory terms
could be arranged with the owners of the
Ferry Point bridge, and they have therefore
chosen a site on the Meredith property for
the erection of a new bridge. Plans and
specifications are to be prepared, and tenders
called for. It is expected the new bridge
will be a handsome structure and a credit to
the border towns.

The
judgment orders payment by the plaintiff
to the defendant of the full amount of in-
staiments claimed by the defendant under
the mortgage and the costs of suit, the
plaintiff to pay the same within a certain
time to the defendant, and in default of
such payment the defendant to be at
liberty to sell under the power of sale con-
tained in the mortgage. Wm. Wilson and
J. A. VanWart, Q. C., for plaintiff; Black,
Jordan & Bliss for defendant.

LIFE'ON A LOCOMOTIVE.

The Great Physical Strain on Railroad
Engineers.

The exaction that modern railroad
speed makes on the physical stamina of
railroad men is demonstrated in the fact
that seven engineers are required to take
the Chicago flyer out and seven back, says
the Boston Transcript. The running time
between New York and Chicago is twenty
hours and the average speed is forty-eight
miles an hour. Each engineer and engine
runs three hours. Machine and man re-
turn with a slow train to their starting
point to relieve the strain on both. Then
the engineer is-given forty hours’ rest be-
fore he goes on the flyer again® The rest
is absolute, no work of any kind being re-
quired of the engineer. Though the

~

average speed is forty-eight miles an hour,
the locomotive must at some points be
driven at sixty or more. The physical
strain on the men in the cab at those
bursts of speed is something terrible. The

engineer has fifty things to look out for,
and is being shaken and swayed all the
time. The fireman is constantly feeding
the insatiate farnace. On the run of the
Empire State express, three tons of coal
are shoveled from the tender into the
furnace between New York and Albany.
It is not wonderful that the engineers of
this train are given alternate days for rest
and recuperation. Fast travel not only
wears out rails and machines, but human
creatures lives.
