FEDERAL WASTE.
There is however no such fear

One of his lead­
ing ministère, himself a strong 
supporter of the Laurier Govern­
ment, speaking atLachute, Sep­
tember 10th, carried the point so 
far as to complain of the waste 
of Dominion money by the Fed­
eral administration.

“ Referring"to'the Federal sub­
sidy Mr. Prévost recalled that the 
Dominion government had a re­
venue of 184,000,000. He had 
seen on the Baie des Chaleurs, on 
his voyage down there, places 
where $20,000 and more had been 
spent on wharves that were not 
in use, where breakwaters had 
been built for three or four fisher­
men, Would it not have been 
better to save that money and 
apply it to the schools or to the 
improvement of the roads in the 
Province of Quebec. ”

USELESS WORR.
The breakwaters, wharves, and 

other public works, which Mr. 
Prévost declares to be Useless,have 
frequently been discussed in the 
House of Commons. When Mr. 
Marcil, the member for Bonaven- 
ture, was last seeking election, he 
circulated among the voters along 
the Baie des Chalettrs a statement 
showing the amount of money he 
had caused to be spent for break­
waters and other works along 
that coast. Nobody on his be­
half claimed that these outlays 
were needed or useless. The 
basis of Mr. Maroil’s demand for 
re-election was the amount of 
money that he had circulated 
among the people.

Mr. Borden On The Stump 

—Conservative Leader Ad­
dressing Great Meetings.

General Trepofl feeling relieved 
of the trying duty of protecting 
his Imperial Majesty who left St 
Petersburg last Thursday on a 
cruise to Bjordo, at 6 o’clock Sat. 
urday p, m. retired to his cabinet 
to rest At half past seven o'clock 
dinner was announced.

0.00 to C.28Learning is a Goo EPPS’SA train load of harvesters, bound for 
the Northweet bom pointa in Ontario 
and Quebec, were victime of a horrible 
accident a few mil* weet of Sudbury, 
Ont., early on the 12tb, resulting in the 
death of thirteen and the injuring of 
many more, some seriously and other» 
slightly. The first one of three sections 
of the herveeteri* train were to have 
pasted at A slide, In some way the east- 
bound express, Winnipeg to Montreal, 
failed to stop and crashed into the special 
with great force. Seven are said to have 
been killed outright and six died later 
from their terrible injuries. Eight 
others were seriously injured, and about 
twenty hare severe cuts and bruises.

The accident occurred near the village 
of Chelmsford, just peat Azilda, several 
mil* weet of Sudbury at 1 a. m.

The Winnipeg east bound train wsa 
to pa* the harvesters’ excursion train 
at this point. The harvesters’ train was 
already on the siding when the regular, 
from the Wwl, dashing along at a high 
rate of speed, earns up to the station. 
Brakes were set, but failed to work, and 
ae a result the two engin* came to­
gether with featfnl impact. The first 
three oars at the harvesters’ triin were 
almdst demolished and their occupants 
injured. Seven people killed outright 
were in the first car The killed end 
injured were all in the harvesters’ train. 
The occupants of the other escaped.

The w*t bound train, the occupante 
of which were killed, left Toronto the 
day before in thr* sections, one running 
on regular time, the other two as spe­
cials.

Immediately upon the news of the 
accident being farthered to Sudbury, a 
relief train wae despatched lo the scene 
bearing all the doctors in the town. The 
doctors of Sudbury and Smelter respond­
ed, sa well as a number of nurses from 
Sudbury, where the hospital is located. 
Later in the day relief a'so arrived from 
North Bay and the work of caring for 
the injured was hastened. All of the 
wounded, who were too seriously hurl 
to continue their journey, were taken 
to the hospital in Sudbury, where their 
injuri* were attended to.

The cause of the accident has not as 
yet been made very clear, but the fact 
has been demonstrated that the brakes 
on the east bonnd train failed to work, 
though the train hands beard them set. 
The official report of the accident receiv­
ed at the bead office of the C. P. R. gives 
the following details :

“ There was a head on collision early 
this morning at Azilda station, seven 
mil* west of Sudbury. Twelve persons 
were killed and ten injured. The in­
jured are being cared for at Sudbury. 
Responsibility for the accident has not 
as yet been placed.”

trom other sources it was learned 
that the west bound train was on the 
siding waiting for the Winnipeg train 
to pees. A switch was open and the 
Winnipeg train, going at a fair speed 
dashed into the train with its load of 
harvesters. The scene of the disaster 
at that early boor in the small station 
where assistance wae almost impossible 
to procure wae heartrending in the ex­
treme.

The mangled remains of the deed and 
piteous cries of the injured produced a 
terribly weird and dismal effect on the 
eyes of the groups of spectators who 
gathered from the two trains. The two 
locomotives were locked in a deadly 
embrace.

Grain Growers’ Grain 
Co.

Winnipeg, September 9.—The big­
gest grain growers’ and dealers’ com­
pany in Manitoba opened new 
offllcera in Winnipeg Saturday after­
noon. The total amount of its stock 
is a quarter of a million dollars, and 
its shareholders, which will number 
about eight thousand farmers, are 
distributed all over thç country, from 
the Great lakes of Battlleford. This 
orgsnizstioo, which is known as the 
Grain Growers’ Grain Company, has 
divided its stock into 10,000 shares, 
valued at twenty-five dollars, each no 
one person being allowed to take more 
than four shares. Although the ter­
ritory has scarcely been touched, and 
a systematic canvas only just began, 
some three thousand farmers have al­
ready taken out stock, and ts is ex­
pected that some 5,000 more will 
have subscribed within a month 

The organized committee made 
application for a Dominion charter 
and were refused on the ground that 
under a federal act the shires could 
not be less thin one hundred dollars 
eac^ Five members of the original 
committe then applied for a provin­
cial charter, with similar provisions 
which was secured. Over ten per 
cent, of the capital has been subscrib­
ed and a call of twenty per cent, for 
present working capital has just been 
made.

Thomas Coulter and A. M. Black­
burn are managers under a board of 
controal composed of A. E. Partridge, 
of Sintaluia ; John Kennedy, of swan 
River, and John spencer, of Winnipeg 
who are respectively president, vice- 
president and secertary-treasurer.

representative of the company is 
working in Eastern Canada and 
English millers have been interviewed 
on behalf of the company, and pircei 
have already been cabled and the 
-company is handling wheat, barley 
and so on on commission on the track 
or at the lake ports, and Is making 
regular advices.

He is 
astir every morning at five o’clock, 
and, shortly after, on his knees at the 
daily Mass, which he never omits 
then to his frugal breakfast, after which 
the business of the day begins. The 
priests of Vienna, and the workmen 
whose avocations demand their pres 
ence in the streets at that early hour 
watch lor the light in the well-known 
window of the Burg, and never fail to 
find it all through the winter season. 
Sometimes it is a little earlier, but 
seldom a little later, and often when 
the weather is milder the beloved 
figure itself may be seen leaning out 
of the window for a moment to drink 
in the morning air. In spite of his 
advanced age, Franz Josef has not 
yet modified his rule of life, laborioui 
to a degree. His fidelity to the Irani 
action of State business is as inflexible 
to his adherence to his devotions, and 
whoever has had the privilege of wit 
nessing these carriers away the inef­
faceable Impression of a good man 
and true.

The Emperor’s strict observance 
of the solemn ceremonies of the 
Church feasts is well known. Last 
year it was suppoaed that the aged 
monarch would yield to the wishes of 
his Ministers and the advice of his 
physicians to refrain from assistance 
at the public procession of Corpus 
Chriati, owing to the danger of expos­
ing himself uncovered to the rays of 
the burning sun ; but the citizens of 
Vienna bad a pleasant thrill on seeing 
their dear Kaiser, bareheaded, among 
them as heretofore, Franz Josef I 
will be indeed an invalid when he 
ceases to pay bis puplic homage to the 
Monarch of monarchs.—Donahoe’s.
