Ottaws, Sept. 15, 1906.

By elections have been ordered
for East Elgin and North Ren-
frew, the dates were fixed for
October 4th but subsequently the
North Renfrew eleetion was post-
poned until the 9th. Both seats
were held by Conservatives, The
government has selected these
two constituencies among 8 large
pumber of vacant seats, apparent-
Iy with the idea of concentrating

resoftces’ gnd patronage of
the gbvernment in the contests.
It was a habit of the late Ontario
government to set the machine at
work in one or two by-elections
at & time, so that the same crowd
of operators could be moved from
place to place and collected at
particular points. The dexterous
and delicate work required could
not be duplicated and the experts
could only be in one place at
once. It remains to be seen
whether the operations which
made West Elgin a historic con-
stituency are to be repeated in
the eastern riding, or whether a
famous provincial contest in
North Renfrew is to be a pattern
for the one about to take place.
Had the Laurier government
brought on all the by-elections at
once there would have been less
cause for suepicion.

DEFERRED ELECTIONS.

Other vacant constituencies are
North Bruce, in Ontario, Nicolet
or Gaspe, St John-Iberville and
St Mary’s Districb of Montreal,
all of the Province of Quebec.
Besides these the St Ann's dis-
trict of Montreal has been vacated
by the unseating of Mr. Gallery,
who is appealing against the
judgment of personal disqualifi-
cation, but does not claim the
seat.

Shelburne and Queen’s in
Nova Scotia is vacated by the un-
seating of Honorable Mr. Field-
ing. There is an appeal in this
case also, but it is made by Mr.
Fielding’s opponents, who con-
tend that the evidence is sufficient
to disqualify him for personal
corruption. It is wunderstood,
moreover, that Colchester County
Nova Scotia, will soon beeome
vacant by the appointment of the
sitting member to the Supreme
Court of the Province. Thus there
are pending seven by-elections be-
sides those for which writs have
been issued. The machine will
doubtless be moved from place to
place as it may be made most ef-
fective.

LIBERAL PROTEST AGAINST
FEDERAL WASTE.

One of his lead-
ing minieters, himself a strong
supporter of the Laurier (Govern-
ment, speaking atLachute, Sep-
tember 10th, carried the point se
far a8 to complain of the waste
of Dominion money by the Fed-
eral administration.  Following
is & report of Mr. Prevost’s re-
warks :—

“ Referring"to'the Federal sub-
sidy Mr. Prevost recalled tha$ the
Dominion government had a re-
venue of $84,000,000. He had
seen on the Baie des Chaleurs, on
his voyage down there, places
where $20,000 and more had been
spent on wharves that were not
in use, where breakwaters had
been built for three or four fisher-
men, Would it not have been
better to save that money and
apply it to the schoole or tg the
improvement of theroads in the
P rovines of 'Quebes;"
USELESS WORK.

The break waters, wharves, and
other pnblic works, which Mr.
Prevost declares to bp peeless,have
frequently been discussed in the
House of Commons, When Mr.
Mareil, the member for Bonaven-
ture, was last seeking election, he
circulated among the voters along
the Baie dea'Chaletrs a statement
showing the amogpt of money he
had caused to be spent for break-
waters and other works along
that coast.

The total amount of its stock
is a quarter of a million dollars, and
its shareholders, which will number
about eight thousand farmers, are
distributed all over the country, from
the Great lakes of Battlleford. This
organization, which is known as the
Grain Growers’ Grain Company, has
divided its stock into 10,000 shares,
valued at twenty-five dollars, each no
one person being allowed to take more
than four shares.

This fact, if properly used, is a
greater argument for religion than
the discovery of a new bas-relief on
the slopes of Khorsabad or a faded
papyrus in the tombs of the Phar-
aohs,—Ohio State Journal.

A Catholic Emperor.
Regularity of life and plain food
combined with much exercise have
been the maia props to the Emperor
Franz Josef’s hale longevity. He is
astir every morning at five o'clock,
and, shortly after, on his kanees at the
daily Mass, which he never omits ;
then to his frugal breakfast, after which
the business of the day begins, The
priests of Vienna, and the workmen
whose avocations demand their pres-
ence in the streets at that early hour
watch for the light in the well-known
window of the Burg, and never fail to
find it all through the winter season.
Sometimes it is a little earlier, but
seldom a little later, and often when
the weather is milder the beloved
figure itself may be seen leaning out
of the window for 2 moment to drink
in the morming air. In spite of his
advanced age, Franz Josef has not
yet modified his rule of life, laborious
to a degree. His fidelity to the trans
action of State business is as inflexible
to his adherence to his devotions, and
whoever has had the privilege of wit
vessing these carriers away the inef-
faceable impression of a good man
and true.
The Emperor’s strict observance
of the solemn ceremonies of the
Church feasts is well known, Last
year it was supposed that the aged
monarch would yield to the wishes of
his Ministers and the advice of his
pbysicians to refrain from assistance
