But there is one way in which you
can help to better them, and that is to
encourage by your patronage and
your expression of approval those
firms who have the reputation of not
being harsh, exacting and unjust to
their employees.

There are many shops in this sup-
posedly enlightened country where
the shop girls are absolutely forbid-
den to sit down during the day’s work.
In some of these places seats are pro-
vided because the law demands it, but
the law is neatly circumvented by &
pénalty in case the girl makes 'use of
this seat.

You shudder at the thought of a
woman being obliged to stand on het
feet eight, nine, or ten hours, on a
stretch with a wretchied respite of half
or three-quarters of an hour?

It makes you faint even to thini
of it. You don’t see how anyone can
be so cruel?

I believe that the responsibility for
such conditions is partly yours unless
you back up your disapproval of them
by absolutely refusing to trade &t
such shops, no matter what tempting
bargains they may display. 3

Do you ever look for the Consumers’
and Trade Union Label on the gar-
ments that you buy? Do you, give
these’ efforts to stamp with approval
the firms who treat their laborers iu
a (ecent manner, the support they de-
serve from you?

Maybe you don’t know much aboui
these movements. T’d like to tell you,
but I haven’t the: space. Ask your
club to take up the subject and ap-
point some woman to prepare a clear
and thorough paper upon it. 'I think
it is a matter that should be discuss-
ed in every woman’s club in the land
at least once a year.

Another way to help the working
girl is to be careful never, unless it
is absolutely necessary, to do any
shopping Saturday afternoons in thé
shops that are kept open all day Sat-
urday during the summer months,
and to try to make all your summer
Saturday afternoon shopping so ia-
frequent that the shops which now
close only during June, July and Au-
gust my. see their way clear to add
May and September.

These are but a few suggestions
The particular industrial conditiort
2bout you ought to give you many
more ideas along the same line
When kindly and humane and jus!
treatment of employees pays, eimploy-
ers everywhére are going to adom
that policy.

They
point to the St. John's man as the
one having the cinch; but let us look
into the matter and what do we: find?
We find, gentlemen, the everyday
workingman in the city hardly able
to scrape up enough to keep him out
of debt.” (A voice bawls -out, ‘What
about the mien who build houses and
rear big families out of a day’s pay?’)
Mrs. Tucker continued: “What about
them? Yes, sir, 1 ask what aboat
them? Go up on the higher levels,
where most of these houses are built,
and what will you find? Mortgages
hold sway, and any of them that ar=
paid off, the man who built them is
dead, good and dead—blown by
draugths to a better world.” . (Mrs.
Tucker calls out for half an apple she
left unfinished last Xmas). Gnawing
she proceeds: “The outharbor.man
has everything he uses—hooks, lines,
twines, flour, molasses, kero _oil—
duty free. His house is his own and
he has no Municipal taxes to pay,
while the St. John’s man is taxed on
coal and house rent, and every twist
and turn he makes means money.
(Heave it out of you.) You can't get
a lend of a match in the neighborhood
and no one does a turn for nothing.
This bawling and sheuting of knock-
ing down the outharbor man is doing
a lot of harm. Talking about the pic-
nie to be found in St. John's often in-
duces people to give up their homecs
in the outharbors to come here, and
when they do come here, what do
they find? (A voice in the rear, ‘That
they struck an iceberg.’) Yes, gen-
tlemen, that’s the word, an iceberg;
a jading, draggy living, a hand fo
mouth existence in tryi_ng to be grand
—trying to keep up with some half
fool that lives on the opposite side of
the street. Oh, how I sigh for the
day of the boiling rounders, the
shiney caplin and the good old sanded
floor. I can smell again the coming
of the northeaster and watch the bil-
lows dash, as they often dashed be-
fore, up against the stage head. I can
see again—" “Shut your trottle,”
bawled the woman next door, and the
meeting adjourned.

mersed in water, all electric lights
went out, the fuses burned away, and
the boat was filled with poisonous
gases, so that we experienced the
greatest difficulty in breathing. Un-
der these conditions we worked our
very utmost with the hand pumps o
empty the main ballast tank, which,
I believe, we succeeded in doing, ai-
though we could not read the guages
owing to darkness. No electric cur-
rent was available, as I mentioned
before, and our last hope of rising
to the surface lay in working the hand
pumps only.

I write this in dim light coming
from the conning tower—11.45 a.m.

“I earnesty beseech His Majesty to
grant me forgiveness and to succor
the families of my comrades and men
who have lost their lives in this perish-
ing boat.
