The outstanding feature of these 

figures is the number of volunteers 
from St. John’s. The contribution 
from St. John’s is far above the rela­
tive proportion by population and the 
lesson to he derived from it is that 
men responded according to their op­
portunities of realizing their duty. The 
headquarters of the Regiment is at 
St. John’s. Men in khaki are con­
stantly about the streets. Newspapers 
are constantly calling attention to the 
war and the needs of the Empire. 
Pulpits are more numerous. Posters 
are on the walls. Public meetings, 
sociables and working parties are 
constantly reminding young men of 
their duty, and last but most import­
ant of all four well organized brigades 
hâve instilled young men with 
a spirit of discipline.and duty. That 
is the lesson which the Recruiting 
Committee must take to heart and 
bring to hear in working up recruit­
ing. We are not in a position as yet 
to publish exact figures of the number 
of young men who have served in the 
Navy since the outbreak of the war. 
But we know sufficient to state that 
St. John’s leads slightly in the Navy, 
and Trinity Bay comes next with a 
material lead over, other districts. 
Bonavlsta comes next, Harbor Grace, 
Placentia, St. George’s St. Barbe, and 
Port do Grave follow in order. Twillin- 
gate like St. John’s District seems to 
prefer the army to the navy. While 
the men of Trinity Bay, Bonavista, 
Harbor Grace, Placentia Bay, St. 
Barbe’s and Port de Grave have sent 
far more to the navy than to the army. 
Another feature of the figures is that 
in general, a district which has re­
sponded poorly to the army has re­
sponded poorly to the navy. This em­
phasizes strongly the lesson we have 
drawn from the army figures. It is a 
matter of giving men an opportunity 
of knowing their duty. Where they 
have had better opportunities of 
learning their duty they responded 
better, and where the opportunities 
are fewer the response is less. It is 
clear there is much recruiting work 
of an educational character,to bedone, 
more, particularly betwen Burin and 
Channel, and between Carbonear and 
Old Perlican. ->

The San 
Onofre, as previously noted, is dam­
aged as well as having her bunkers 
empty.

The Tonnage 
Question.

Discussion on the tonnage question 
was resumed at a meeting of the joint 
committee appointed by the Board of 
Trade and the Government held last 
night. Present were:—Chairman, Rt. 
Hon. Sir Edward Morris, Secretary. 
Mr. George R. Williams and Hons. R. 
K. Bishop, M. P. Cashin, M. G. Win­
ter, and Messrs. R,„ F. Horwood and 
C. Blackburn together with Messrs, J. 
S. Munn and W. B. Grieve, members of 
the Sait Committee, and Mr. W. A. 
Munn, on the special invitation of the 
Secretary.

The reports of the sub-committees, 
appointed at Wednesday night’s gen­
eral meeting, were received and con­
sidered.

On behalf of the Salt Committee, 
the Premier reported that the offer of 
Lord Rothermore to have the steam­
ers Alconda and Cranley bring salt 
cargoes here from Cadiz was accepted 
and that Sir Edgar Bowring, repre­
senting the Newfoundland Govern­
ment, had been asked to sign the 
charter party; also intimating that 
through His Excellency the Governor, 
the Admiralty would be asked " to 
place one or two of the transports 
which would be returning to Canada 
empty from the Mediterranean and 
which would be used to freight salt, 
at the disposal of the Government.

Reference was also made to the fact 
that Mr. Morey had an offer of a 
steamer for a like purpose. Sufficient 
supplies to meet requirements are in 
sight and it was thought that there is 
now no danger of a salt scarcity.

Hon. M. G. Winter reported that the 
Transportation Committee had inter­
viewed Mr. R. G. Reid who’ fc assured 
them that everything possible was be­
ing done to rush along supplies of 
Feeds, also showing the Committee a 
message from Sir William .Reid in­
timating that he had negotiated for 
the S. S. Durley Chine to briifg a load 
of freight from Sydney to St. John’s 
within a couple of weeks. Ittwas also 
pointed out to the Committee; that to 
help to relieve the situation1: Until the 
Durley Chine is available : two or 
three carloads of feeds would be 
brought over on the S. S. Kyle each 
trip.

Mr. W. A. Munn offered to interest 
himself in the tonnage problem at 
Montreal for which place he’ will be 
leaving in a few days. He will en­
deavour to get the steamers, which 
go to Montreal from Sydnéy with 
coal cargoes and return practically 
empty, bring freights of flour, feeds, 
etc., to St. John's. In his lengthy re­
marks he showed how a direct steam 
service from Montreal would solve the 
problem under discussion satisfactor­
ily.

Mr. R. Horwood, Vice-President of 
the Board of Trade, informed the 
meeting that the President, Mr. Job, 
who was at New York, would visit 
Montreal and see the proper authori­
ties and try to get their co-operation 
in dealing with our difficulties as re­
gards freighters. He suggested that 
Mr. Munn join Mr. Job so as to 
strengthen the representations of the, 
Board of Trade.

The securing of the S. S. Durley 
Chine, it was thought, would obviate 
the necessity of the S. S. Stephano 
making a special trip to Sydney, but 
Mr. J. S. Munn expressed the opinion 
that the S. S. Florizel could make a 
trip there after returning from the 
scalfishery if necessary.

Mr. C. Blackburn, for the Trans­
portation Committee reported that 
two steamers were in sight, but the 
prices asked were excessive and be­
sides the boats were unlit for re­
quirements.

Regarding the coal question, Sec­
retary G. R. Williams was instructed 
to write the qoal dealers for their 
united action to find out the possi­
bility of getting steamers to bring 
supplies .here and report to the Joint 
Tonnage Committee the result of the 
enquiries.

No definite action was taken re-ex­
porting fishery products. What is 
left of the present catch on hand will 
be shipped to market in vessels secur­
ed already, so that the question will 
not become serious before September 
next. However, it is thought that by 
that time the problem will have solv­
ed itself, though every effort will be 
made to market our staple product in 
the meantime.

At the City Hall.
The weekly meeting of the Munici­

pal Board took place last night.
The Imperial Oil Co. asked if they 

were allowed to erect storage on the 
Southside would insurance be in­
creased. No definite answer was giv­
en. An expert will visit here to look 
into the matter.

F. W. Knight wrote re Cullen’s es­
tate. The matter is in the hands of 
arbitrators and the city's solicitor.

A. E. Canning offered trees and 
plants. Park committees will consid­
er them.

Inspector Beer’s application for an 
increase of salary was referred to the 
office committee.

Regulations to govern the City Im­
pounder were submitted by the Chair­
man and passed to the Solicitor to be 
put in legal form.

Assistant, Engineer Holden present­
ed a lengthy report on the number of 
houses built during the last year.

The meeting then adjourned.

George Washington.
By GEORGE FITCH,

Author of “At Good Old Siwash.”
George Washington, the father of 

this country, was •born in Virginia, 
February 22, 1732. He was the son 
of. aristocratic parents and spent his 
boyhood playing with the other scions 
of aristocracy in Westmoreland 
County, most of whom became Presi­
dents of the United States later on. 
He was a great athlete, though now­
adays be would be disqualified in a 
minute by the Amateur Athletic Asso­
ciation for handling money, as he 
once threw a dollar across the Poto­
mac River. He was also an honest 
lad, and when he chopped down a 
cherry tree and was asked about it 
by his angry father he replied, 
"Father, I cannot tell a lie. I did it 
with my little hatchet." The father 
was so relieved to find that the boy 
had not used his expensive imported 
•razor that he embraced him and they 
lived happily ever after. There are 
no other famous incidents of truth- 
telling in our history.

Washington became a surveyor and 
also helped the British Army fight the 
French and Indians. He then mar­
ried and settled down on his estate to 
spend a happy life. But he had no 
children and in order to fill the va­
cant space in his heart," he decided to 
adopt his country. This necessitated 
a great deal of fighting on his part 
and from 1775 to 1781, he was almost 
continually occupied in eradicating 
redcoats. He was often defeated and 
was chased an aggregate of several 
thousand miles. His soldiers had lit­
tle to eat and less to wear, and usual­
ly ran out of powder about the second 
round of eacli battle. If Washington 
had had the powder that is burned 
each Fourth of July nowadays, jn cele­
brating his victories, he would have- 
been a happy man and would have be­
come a national parent much earlier 
in life.

There was great opposition to 
Washing'on, and all over the colonies, 
men eagerly wore out dry goods boxes 
and store counters, showing just how 
he could get much better results. He 
was cursed and maligned by large 
numbers of rich Tories, who wanted 
to let well enough alone. A price was 
set on his head by the British and he 
often had to postpone dinner from day 
to day. 'But in the end he captured 
Cornwallis at Yorktown and everyone 
hastened to admit that he was a great 
man.

In 1788 Washington was elected 
first President of the United States 
and served eight happy years, undis­
turbed by tariff squabbles, conserva­
tion agitation or invitations to dinner 
on the Pacific Coast. At the end of 
his second «term he declined re-elec­
tion and returned to his home at 
Mount Vernon, where he died in 1799 
from a consultation of physicians, 
complicated by a slight cold. He left 
a widow and an infant country, which 
was compelled to grow up without 
pàrentiai discipline and has felt the 
effects ever since.

Washington could have been King 
of his people and he could have had 
great honour from Great Britain by 
refusing to insurge. But he chose to 
be President of a busted and strug­
gling nation at a small salary and 
because he seems to have had the 
habit of thinking of his own interests 
last, the American people have built 
him a monument 555 feet high and 
have named mountains, rivers, states, 
counties, towns boulevards and babies 
after him for over a century. He was 
tall, grand, gloomy, dignified and wore 
a powdered wig with a tail to It. But 
all this was forgiven him a long time 
ago. His birthday is observed with 
increasing devotion each year and he 
still stands as one of those rare be­
ings who are willing to imperil an in­
come for a principle.

By 
what I have seen of the coal, it is not 
very bad and it seems to me that by; 
the look of it we have not been get­
ting as much North Sydney coal in the 
past as the advertisements call for.

I have taken the figures which have 
been inspired by Mr. T. A. Hall and 
others, and have shown that above 
all charges a profit of at least $7,130.00 
will be made in four months on this 
Government coal.

He was educated at 
Glasgow University and Gottingen 
University, and entered the army in 
1896. He is an engineer, and did 
much hard work on the Indian fron­
tier. He passed the Staff College at. 
Quetta, and was appointed to the staff 
of General Haig, with whom he re­
turned to England and served at Al­
dershot as assistant military secre­
tary for three years. He went out 
with the First Army Corps, and has 
been on General Haig’s staff through­
out the war. The French Government 
made him a Chevalier of the Legion 
of Honor for a courageous service 
done to a French force during the 
great retreat. He received the D.S.O. 
and was twice mentioned in despatch­
es. He has always been a keen stu­
dent of the German military machine 
and practice, and he visited the Bal­
kans during the first war.

OUR GROWING EMPIRE.
Government gazettes which are now 

reaching London attest that the new 
administration of the late German 
colonies in the Pacific and in Africa 
is now proceeding satisfactorily. The 
gazette in South West Africa was 
first published in September of last 
year. Its title, “Official Gazette to the 
Protcetorate of South West Africa in 
Military Occupation of the Union 
Forces,” indicated that South West 
Africa is now a military protectorate, 
but also makes it clear that by de­
grees the military administration will 
be superseded by the civil power. The 
freshly acquired territory is for the 
time being divided into seven major 
districts under' military magistrates, 
who include a few civilians, but all 
of whom have the military rank of 
major. Eleven minor districts arc 
supervised by detached assistant mili­
tary magistrates with the rank of 
captains and lieutenants. The civil 
eventuality is foreshadowed by the 
appointment of E. H. «L. Gorges— 
formerly Chief Secretary under the 
Military Governor—as administrator. 
All the German Pacific colonies, ex­
cept Samoa—which remains under 
the New Zealand Government—are 
now administered from Rabaul, the 
headquarters of an administrator ap­
pointed by the Commonwealth of Aus­
tralia. The title of the gazette pub­
lished at Rabaul is “Government Gaz­
ette British Administration of (late) 
German New Guinea.” It is not sur­
prising to find that the islands Neu 
Pommern and Neu Mecklenburg, in 
the Bismarck Archipelago, once more 
enjoy their former British names, 
New Britain and New Ireland, and 
we may picture the joy of the veteran 
colonists of the old regime over the 
reversion. The last gazette from 
Rabaul contains a proclamation re­
scinding martial law, which affords 
a clear sign of the advance of the new 
order. As regards the Kamcrun it 
may not be generally known that its 
occupied parts and Togoland are di 
vided into British and French spheres 
of administration. Togoland falls 
two distinct spheres, while the Kam­
crun territories are apportioned to 
Great Britain or France according to 
military exigencies.

THE GRANBY MARRIAGE.
The name to which Miss Tennant 

succeeds was for many years the sym­
bol of London aristocratic society’s 
most brilliant and thoughtful expres­
sion, for the Lady Granby who is now 
Duchess of Rutland was 1 the , recog 
nised leader of the inner intellectual 
set of high fashion. The new March­
ioness of Granby has much the sam 
tactics as her mother-in-laW. The set 
of which the Rutlands, Asquiths and 
Tennants form the center is concern 
ed with learning and art and poetry, 
but carries it all lightly, wears, as it 
were, its art on its sleeve. Even Lord 
Granby, for all the attractions of rfis 
age and opportunities, has lived la 
borious days and is said to be a seri 
ous young man with literary tastes. 
Before the war, his ambitions lay In 
diplomacy. The new Lady Granby 
has, great charm and taste and a gift 
for design. She and her cousin, Lady 
Diana Manners, between them are 
said to have designed every object of 
Lady Granby’s trousseau. Lord Gran­
by was not born to his great inherit­
ance but lost an elder brother in early 
boyhood.

T1IE DISAPPEARANCE OF THE
servant:

In the higher social level the ser­
vant problem is quite as difficult as it 
is amongst ordinary people. Even the 
big territorial families, who recruit 
their servants mainly from their own 
tenants, have found the supply cut 
off. The big London hotels are pro 
filing by this state of things. It Is 
found much cheaper to go to the ho­
tels than to run London houses with­
out regular, servants. The footmen 
are at the front and the maids are 
making munitions. The sort of con 
versation one hears would have seem­
ed a couple of years ago like the 
dialogue in a fantasy. “I had a 
charming nurse—she \}s now post­
man,” said one . well-knowq London 
hostess, "but I hear that she hates it, 
so I hope to get her back." It used 
to be the desire for liberty and inde­
pendence that caused the dearth of 
servants; now it is patriotism and a 
desire to do their bit like their men 
relatives. One of the many things 
that can never be the same after the 
war is the old organisation of the 
British household. The domestic ser­
vant as we understand her to-dav 
will be as much an anomaly as the 
term “servant” now is.

A VISIT TO THÎ3 MANOR HOUSE- 
NEW STYLE.

It would be Interesting to know the 
proportion of the really big country 
houses that are serving at the moment 
as well-run hospitals. A week-end 

, nowadays in the country Is not ia- 
1 •

frequently like a prolonged visitors’ 
day at one of the great London re­
fuges for the sick and wounded. Peo­
ple now are asked down to stay with 
friends who have hardly been in town 
since the beginning of last year, hav­
ing been as constantly on duty as any 
regular nursing staff, and they find 
the old Elizabethan or Georgian man­
or transformed into a house of wards, 
operating theatres, and sterilised pan- 
tries. The "family have, possibly, with 
the exception of the heads, all turn­
ed out of the decorated bedrooms 
overlooking the park, and are sleep­
ing on the top floor in old nurseries 
and disused bachelors’ rooms. In 
some cases visitors are asked if they 
will mind “doubling up,” and the same 
people who two years ago expected a 
bedroom, bathroom, and possibly a 
sitting room to themselves will be 
glad to sleep on a truckle bed, to the 
sounds of concertinas, mouth har­
moniums, and patter dances from the 
‘wards" below. There is no such 
thing as dressing for dinner, as the 
girls of the house are usually in 
nurse’s uniform, and go back to duty 
as soon as the meal is over. It is 
still somewhat of a shock to the un­
prepared bachelor, for instance, to 
come upon a former partner, the eld­
est daughter of the house, scrubbing 
the floor of a housemaid’s pantry, now 
used as a ward kitchen, or to meet 
the second, a former society beauty, 
carrying, piles of greasy dishes down 
the long gallery to “wash up.” But 
such things are now common sights» 
of the country house.

Germany Lied To 
America on Arabic.

New York, March 2.—The British 
Government is in possession of evid­
ence which has caused it to brand as 
knowingly false the official memoran­
dum in which.Germany sought to jus­
tify the torpedoing of the White Star 
liner Arabic on August 19 last. y

This memorandum was sent to Mr. 
Lansing by Count von Bernstoff, the 
German Ambassador on October 5 of 
last year. In it Count von Bernstorff 
said the German Government had re­
ceived reports of Lieut. Schneider the 
commander of the submarine which 
sank the Arabic, as well as additional 

I affidavits from other members of the 
submarine crew, to the effect that the 
commander did not order the Arabic 
sunk until he became convinced that 
she was trying to ram the submarine.

The British Government now makes 
the unqualified statement that the 
submarine which sunk the Arabic was 
the Y-27, commanded by Lieut : Sch­
neider, as stated in the memorandum 
but after the Arabic was torpedoed, 
a British naval patrol boat overhauled 
the submarine and destroyed it.

Commander Was Lost.
At least two members of the crew 

of the U-27 were rescued—both of 
them mortally wounded—and before 
they died they admitted that it was 
their boat which had torpedoed the 
Arabic. Lieut. Schneider went down 
with his submarine.

Subsequent salvage operations re­
sulted in the recovery of parts of the 
U-27 wreckage, among those recover­
ed parts being the boathooks and 
other gear which bore the marking 
“U-27." These exhibits are now in 
the possession of the British Admir­
alty.

The facts in the possession of the 
British Admiralty have been kept 
carefully guarded for months, await­
ing, it is asserted, the hoped-for- ad­
mission on the part of the German 
Government that the U-27 had been 
destroyed.

A few weeks ago that admission 
was forthcoming, according to offi­
cial information from London, in the 
shape of an official request made to 
the British Government through Wal­
ter H. Page, American Ambassador in 
London, for information as to whether 
or not one Wilhelm Schulz, who was 
a warrant, machinal on the U-27, was 
a prisoner of the British in England.

Publication Authorized.
An official of the British Govern­

ment, now in this country, received 
a resume of the U-27x evidence from 
London yesterday and was told that 
it would be proper for him to make

the information public. In the letter 
he received, that part in which the 
U-27 case was referred to, read as 
follows:

“The Germans reported officially to 
the United States Government that 
the officer in command of the sub­
marine which sank the Arabic, Ober- 
lieutenant Schneider, had returned 
and made his report, from which re­
port it appeared that he sank the Ara­
bic because he thought the steamer 
was going to ram him.

“This, however, is a lie, and we 
know it, because the officer who com­
manded the submarien which sank 
the Arabic never returned to .Germany. 
The submarine which sank the Ara­
bic was the Ù-27, and the Germans 
have since been making frantic efforts 
to find out the fate of the crew. Two 
badly wounded members of the crewr 
before they died, gave the facts. There 
is no question as to the identity of 
the submarine, for we have her boat­
hooks and other gear.

Asked After Maehinist.
“Recently the Germans asked," 

through the American Embassy, 
whether Wilhelm Schulz, warrant 
machinist of the U-27, had been res­
cued by us and if he was a prisoner in 
our hands."

The memorandum referred to by 
the British official who penned the 
above statement, and which he brands 
as a falsehood, was in the form of a 
letter sent by the German ambassa­
dor to Mr. Lansing on October 15, 
1915.

That letter which was accepted by 
this Government as the desired dis­
avowal demanded by this Government 
for the sinking of the Arabic, and 
which practically settled the long and 
bitter controversy growing out of the 
torpedoing of the liner, contained the 
following statement:

‘‘According to the report of Com­
mander Schneider, of. the submarine 
which sank the Arabic, and his affi­
davit, as well as those of his men, 
Commander Schneider was convinced 
that the Arabic intended to ram the 
submarine.”

British Glove Dealers 
in London Are Heavi­

ly Fined.
Obtained $30,0011 Worth of Goods From 

Germany Through N. V. Branch.
At the Old Bailey recently William 

Gardiner Rigden was fined £500. Wil­
liam Fownes Rigden was sentenced to 
12 months imprisonment and Stanley 
Fownes Rigden to four months im­
prisonment, on their withdrawing 
■their former defense and pleading 
guilty to the charge of obtaining goods 
from Germany through their New 
York branch and trading in such goods 
in contravention of the trading with 
the enemy act.

The three men are partners of 
Fownes Brothers and Company, glove 
manufacturers. The prosecution al­
leged that betwen the end of Septem­
ber and the end of December, 1914, thd 
accused had obtained goods worth 
$30,000 from Saxony through the 
New York branch for which payment 
was to be made after the war.
