A - corespondent from' ' Botwood
writes: “Please allow me space in
your columns to say a few words con-
cerning the shipbuilding at Botwood,
where th large ships are building.
‘We understand these ships will be 450
tons each and will be classed for the
highest bounty given in Newfound-
land. They are built of the country’s
best timber. The keels are 1334 by
131 inches, hard pine, with 4 inch
ogk shoe. Stem and stern posts are
also hard pine. The timber consists
of the very best and largest birch that
can be secured in the country; the
clamps are of good California fir, 614
inches thick; ceiling from 5 to 6 inches
thick; outside planking ten streaks of
5 inch California fir and® bottom
planking 3% inches witch-hazel—
which is considered the finest timber
our country produces. They will be
fastened to stand the test of the west-
ern ocean, the iron used is from % to
1Y% galvanized. The beams are 12 by
12 and 14 by 12 inches hard pine. They
will be bra with iron knees on
every second beam, the knees weigh-
ing about 650 pounds each. They
have also poop decks and double deck
under the poop.

They will be three masted ships and
will be equiped with 160 h.p..auxiliary
engines.

Yet in a coun-
try so dependent upon the sea, as New-
foundland, neglect has been shown in
leaving such an awful part of the
coast as that upon which the Florizel
was lost unprovided with necessary
safeguards, and both individually and
collectively we should pledge our-
selves to stir up public opinion and
trust that better safeguards be pro-
vided. (3) The lesson is further, one
of the great uncertainty of life. No
pérson dreamed when the  Florizel
sailed on that Saturday evening that
in a few short hours she, with her
precious human freight, would be
brought to disaster. (4) It is the les-
son of a great sorrow. Our very best
have been called away leaving untold
distress, disappointment and despair.
We miss them and we mourn them.

On Mar.,
2nd a French counter attack quickly
restored the line to its original posi-
tion and not an inch of French line
now remains in German hands. The
French regiment holding the position
was one which had already won dis-
tinetion.

WEALTH OF DETAIL.

BERLIN, To-day.

(British Admiralty per wireless
Press.)—Operations initiated after the
lapse of the armistice treaty have led
to great successes. Troops under Col.
Kirchback have hastened in their
victorious march through Livonia and
Esthonia to the support of the op-
pressed inhabitants. They were ac-
companied by detachments of troops
from the Baltic Islands which were
advancing across the frozen Moon
Sound and also by Esthonian Regi-
ments. Reval and Dorpat have been
captured. Our troops have arrived
before Narva. The armies of Kirch-
bach and Nichborn continued in their
uninterrupted advance by way of
Dvinsk and Minsk and after hard
fighting captured Pskov, Polotowsk
and Borissoff. At Bobruisk a junc-
tion with the Polish divisions was ef-
fected. The booty taken from the ene-
my cannot as yet be even approxi-
mately estimated. According to re-
ports at hand there are in our pos-
session 6,800 officers and 57,000 men.
In booty we have taken 2,400 guns,
over 5,000 machine guns, thousands
of vehicles, including 5,000 motor cars
eleven armoured automobiles, 200,000
boxes of artillery ammunition, 12,890
rifles, 800 locomotives and 8,000 rail-
way trucks. The booty taken at Re-
val was 200 guns, 22 airplanes and a
lot of rolling stock. Thirteen officers
and 500 men were taken prisoners.

HUNS BOMB CHURCHES.
