ing $20,000 Damages. i

Yesterday morning Sir Michael
Cashin ‘accompanied by his lggdl ad-
viser, Mr. Morine, K. C., called upon
his Excellency the Governor to ask
that instructions should be issued for
the greater care and security of the
ballot papers used in the recent
elections, as they come to,St. John’s.

They requested that his Excellency

would himself send to the Colonial
Building, where the election papers
are being stored upon return, for the
purpose of ascertaining what steps

were heing taken. to efficiently care

for them. His Excellenoy according-
ly made a perscnal visit, and saw for
himself how little care was being tak-
en. The empty bhallot-boxes and some
other paraphernalis were being plac-
ed in the entrance hall of the Colonial
Building, and the large tin boxes can-
taining the ballots themselves in the
office occupied by the Clerk of the
Assembly during sessions. There
they were, for the time being, in the
charge of Mr. W.0'D, Kelly and one
other person; but upon enquiry, it was
ascertained that the boxes for Port
de Grave, Carhonear and Bay de
Verde, for instance, which had arriv-
ed on Saturday night, had been left
all that night,” Sunday and Sunday
night, without any guard, and in a
room which, though it was locked in
the ordinary way, could have been
entered by the windows, which had
not even been fastened. ‘Mr. Morine
telephoned to the Deputy Celonial
Secretary, Mr. Mews, and asked him
to come up and see for himself how
little care was heing taken, and what
the danger was that the ballots would
be interfered with, which Mr. Mews
promised to do. Mr. Morine sugges-
ted that Mr. Mews should have the
ballots placed in some bank vault,
or other secure. place, a3 what s

known as the “Dark Room” in the
cockloft of the Colonial Building was
unsafe from  evil-disposed persons.
Upon examination of this darkroom,
it was found to be just under the
roof of the building, which is en-
tirely wood, with wood partitions,
and with old paint cans and other in-
flammable material scattered around,
and the dropping of a spark would
have destroyed the roof and all the
valuable papers. Speaking to Mr.
Mews, Mr, Morine said he wished to
éxplain that ro reflection dpon the
Colonial Secretary or upon the De-
puty and his officers was intended,
but as the Colerial Secretary was
himself chiefly interested: in the bal-
lots for 'St. John's. if anything hap-
pened to them, it would inevitably be
charged by his opponents that he was
responsible for the mishap; and fur-
thermore, the dangers which suar-
rounded the papers under existing
circumstances were not such as the
Colonjal Secretary and "his officials
could :guard against in any other way
than removing the ballots cut of the
Colonial Building to a safe plage.
Whilé Sir Michael and Mr. Morine
were waiting for Mr. Mews to arrive,
Superintendent O’Neill and a posse .of
police came tF{ake charge of the bal-
lot papers, probably at the reguest
of his Excellency the Governor ,and
they promisaed to see that the papers
were watched carefully until removal
to some safer place than they then
occupied. This very proper proceed-
ing by Sir Michael and ‘Mr. Merine,
in the interest of the public generally
and all concerned eépeclnlly‘;flas
been grossly misrepresented the
“Advocate” newspaper, and Mr. Mor-
ine will, this morning ,take an action
against the .
