BEFORE MR. JUSTICE GALT.

GUTHRIE WATT & CUTTEN VS. O'CONNOR,

This was an action to recover the
amount of two executiong, in the hands
of plairtiffs as attorneys one the Ontario
Bank vs. Wilkinson and the other Mc-
Corkindale vs. Wilkinson.

Defendant was attorney for James
Hazelton, who also had an execution
against Wilkinson. A sale of Wilkin-
son's goods was advertised, and in order
to stay the sale defendant gave a written
undertaking that if the sale were agreed
to be postponed for one week he would
pay the amount of execution in tLeir
hands.

It appeared from the evidence the
plaintiffs did agree accordingly, but that
the sale was not in fact postponed owing
to certain difficulties, andin consequence
defendant contended that he was not
liable on his undertaking.

Several legal objeetions were taken by
defendant’s 1 against plaintiffs’
right to recover. Verdict for the plain-
tiffs for one shilling damages, with leave
to move in term. Mr, Guthrie for plain-
tiff ; Mr. J. P. MacMillan for defendant.

M‘CONACHIE V8, DUNCAN.

This was an action brought by James
McConachie, of the Township of Nichol,
against Alex. G. Duncan, of Elora, to
recover $8,180 and intereet on a note
said to have been executed by defendant
The note in
question is dated 8th March, 1866, and
bears the signatures both of defendant
and of his father, John Duncan, defen-
dant's signature being in rather blacker
ink than the rest’ of the note. John
Duncan owned Biggar's Hotel, and his
son helped him in the bar, &e. Some
years before, McConachie had lent John

A prince and a great man—in no sense

A severc buggy
accident, however, happened to John
Dunecan not long afterwards, and his son
the defendant took in hand the direction
of affairs. An assignment of the mort-
gage was made to defendant to enable
him to sell it, and he did so. McConachie
states that on July 5, 1867, Alex. Dun-
can, (who was then of age) added his
name to the face of the note, thereby
becoming responsible for the amount ;
on the understanding thathe shonld have
the mortgage for his own use., It was
also said that he received $600 for
another property ; and shortly afterwards
he went into business in Conestoga. The
defendant says, however, that he did not
put any signature on the face f the note
in 1867 ; that his name which appears
there was really written in March, 1866,
a8 & witness to the note, and that he
wrote it in the wrong place inadver-
tently. Tho pame of the defendant also
appears in an endoreement on the back
of the note, acknowledging the receipt of
$25 interest, This is acknowledged to
have been written on 5th July, 1867;
but the defendant says he wrote it
under the impression that he was
making the acknowledgment on a
smaller note, also made by his fa-
ther, and not on the large note at all.

Tae Grear Srtorm 1N Avcusr.—The
great storm which swept a portion of the
Gulf of St, Lawrence and the Atlantic
shores of Noya Scotia, Cape Breton and
Newfoundland on the 24th and’ 25th . of
August last, destroyed a grand total of
1,122 vessels, Of those 485 were small
ﬂlhlug schooners, but in the list all sorts
of vessels are enumerated. Two hundred
and twenty-three lives are definitely re-
ported as lost, and the most moderate
estimate of the numerous cases in which
wuole crews are stated to have been logt
swells this number t> nearly five hun.
dred. If to this be added the loss of life
on land and in the earlier movements of
the cyclone, the grand total amounts to
at least six hundred lives, The records
also show that about nine hundred bmld-
ings were injured or totally destroye
Someof the marine towns of New ng~
land suffered terribly by this disaster,
Boats were lost, lives sacrificed, and
capital sunk to a most disastrous extent.
Storms equal to this in force and dura-
tion do not often ocour on our coasts,
and in a few years their coming will be
80 announced by the Signal Service, that
the disasters will fall immeasurably be-
low those recorded in relation to the
blow of August.
