Darrell was lessee of the Victoria theatre,
Sydney. snd when Trickett returned to
Australia after winning the championship
from Sadler, he was accorded a grand
reception at the theatre, Mr. Darrell pre-
senting him with the trophies he had won.
The Sydney ~ people —in fact all
Ausmlim—-{ookod upon Trickett as in-
vincible, and when a contest between him
and Hanlan was on, the& not only jumped
at the offer, but when their champion was
leaving for England they presented him
with $300, and gave him a d ovation in
Sydney bay as the Pacific. and Oriental
liner steamed away. Australians watched
his career while in England, and as the day
of the race approached they came forward
with barrels of money and put up all that
they could get on.. A code of cipher de-
spatch had been arranged between Trickett
in England and his friends in Sydney, and
he communicated with them every day.
The day before the race he phed,
““Sure to win, bar accident.” Whether
this telegram had been received or not the
Australians would have backed him to their
last shilling, and its reception only served
i fsniry thei'b.:t:g. '3'1:.? s
of went ing, an: an agent
of flonnhn'u been there he could have ‘gtnken
up thé whole country.

“The night of the race,” said Mr. Darrell,
who speaks with that charming accent
peculiar to edncated Englishmen, *‘ we all
gathered at Garton’s hotel in Sydney await-
ing the news, and all imagining that we
were just finding money in betting on
Trickett. *Leviathian’ Thompson, who
is well known in America, was one of the
party. We had every confidence in victory,
and were. quite a jolly party. ¢Levia-
than’ went over to the telegraph office
to learn the news. When he returned we
knew by his face that the worst had come.
There weie only three little words on the
slip of paper he held in his hand—* Hanlan
won easily.” We said nothing but ordered
some fizz, toasted Trickett and went home.
There was never a word against him, for
we knew we could put faith in him to win
if he could. I know that he was out of
form while in England, for he had had an
attack of bronchitis before leaving Sydney.
Itisover a year since I saw him, and
when I walked down the wharf to-day
he kuew me and was glad to see me. I
asked about the telegram he had sent to
Syduey the day before the race, and
he said that he believed at the time that he
would win. Furthermore, if he could have
held out for a quarter of a mile longe: in
the race he would have won, as the pace
was a killing one for the first mile and a
quarter. After passing’ Hammersmith
bridge all Hanlan had to do was to paddle
ahead, for at that point it was a question
who would break down first. The race
was a square ome, there is no doubt
of that,” continued - Mr. Darrell ;
‘ but it was a surprise to us, considering
Trickett’s great staying power.  The race
ruined him and many more. When it was
over he had just £5 in his pocket. He
says that he is_in good form now, and I
trust he will win the race at the coming
regatta.”
