"The shock overthrew several wayfarers
on Euston road. It was with great diffi-
culty that horses on the road were re-
Btrained from running away, The gas-
llg!zta in the Gower street station were
extinguished. The ticket coliector in the
station was thrown from his box and the
engineer workiog the,electric light ma-
chmgry was thrown from his seat, landing
on his face. The lights in the other trains
in the tunnel were extinguished by the ex-
Plosion. = The ‘passengers were greatly
alarmed, and many ladies fainted. Gower

Houses in the vicinity were shaken and
the roadway oscillated. Two trains were
Passing each other at the time and in both
the lights were extinguished, the windows
were shattered and the framework of sev-
eral carriage dgors smashed,  The green,
red and white lights at the front and rear
of the trains were extinguished. The
ticket collector at Gower "atreet station
describes _the rsport of the explosion as
sk'mr‘p and ringing in character, like the
discharge of asmall pieca of field arsiilery,
The point where the explosion occurred is
directly under the road leading to the
mainr entrance of the London and North-
western railway station, A lady’s nose
was® cus by glass and ono gentle-
man had his gside and face, and
another his wrist cut; thse were
the most serious casualties reported. All
the passergers left the trains at Gower
street station,. Many were in a half faint-
ing condition. Superintendent Williamson
of Scotland yard, and superintendents and
inspectors of the various districts arrived
at Gower street station half an hour after
the explosion aud immediately proceeded
down the line. Thney discovered the signal
box eastward of St, Pancras church par-
sially wrecked, the signal wire reparated
and she clock stopped at fourteen minutes
past nine. Close inspection showed the
explosive could not have been gunpowder
as the surrounding brickwork was not
blackened. It must therefore have been
either dynamite or gun-cotton, The local-
ity of the explosion is on the north side of
the line .midway between St Paneras
church and Cuaarlton street. The only
clues are a few fragments of paper which
were found s rown about the track,

An Inshman named Joseph Fennelly has
been arrested at Dudley, charged with
loitex'ﬁg with the purpose of destroying
property. He auswers the description of
one of the men wanted for connection with
the London bridge outrage. He was
rémanded.

The landlord of Rising Sun Lotel, near
the scene of the explosion, says the shock
was felt severely in his house, He heard
a lond rumbling noise and the house seemed
to be shaken to the foundation. He was
leaning over the bar at the time and was
lifted nearly a foot from the floor. A large
crowd of excited people remained at King’s
_ Cross and Gower street stations until a
late hour. -Col. Majendie will examine the
scene,

At the site of the cxplosion there is a
hole in the golid masoury four feet from
the ground with a -diameter of four feet
and depth of fives or six inches. The
masonry is more or less damaged for eight
feet all arouni the hole, The effects of
this explosion correspond almpst exictly
with those of the explogion at Praed street
station fourteen months ago. Both trains
which.met at the time ard place of the
explosion were crowded v th passengers.
The third class carrisges  uffered most
from the sghock. The #:;%al man who
had charge of [the wrecked eignal box
says the floor of the box was heaved mp
and he was half stuuned, Speedily ascer-
tainiog that theighal apparatus was safe
he relit the gas and telegiaphed up and
down the line. ' The meeting of the two
trains at the place of the explosion is re-
garded as accidental. Belief is general
that some miscreant dropped an explosive
with a time fuse attached from an earlier
train proceeding to the city. Near the
spot the police tound ‘:LITL\'D':" cap, some
pieces of twine and the burnt fragments.of
a rag.

$ardinia’s stalnctite Grotto.

From the London Daily News.
A correspondent in Cagliari writes to the
Avvenire di Sardigna the following deserip-
tion of the stalactite grotto discovered not long
ago at Dorgali in Sardinia, which is ap-
proached by a diffic:lt and tortuous path lead-
ing down into a gloomy ravine on the
mountainous coast: ‘The grotto commences
by an ample space, the vault of which is sup-
yorted on columns. On therocky ground may
@ geen the print of a human foot. From this
Jplace youeulera vast hall of such magnifi-
cence that it extorts an exclamation of won-
der. Sixteen columns of vari-colored capitals
rise from the marole floor and sustain a pure
white roof, from which depend the figures of
birds, guns, serpents, baskets of fruit and a
thourand other tricks of nature. But the
most striking objeet is an altar ornamented
with enormous baskets of colored flowers,
and on which are large candalbra and a shrine
80 exactly imitated that you are tempted to
try to open it in order togee thechalice within.
From the roof above haug festoons of flowers,
which rcach down aimost to the altar, as if
attempting to conceal i 'T'he most woinder-
ful thing in th- hall was, however, the petri-
fled skeleton of a majestic stag, which was
partly destroyed by visitors and the spine of
which has been sent entire to a yprof: ssor of
natural history in Cagliari The grotto con-
tains six other lurge chambers decorated with
arabesques in stalactite and full of pillars,
human figures, opaque mirrors and other
wonderful imitations of objects of art and na-
ture,”

The objection to consolidation, that the
union of Victoria with Toronto would
mean the absorption of the former by the
latter, is absurd on the face of it. The
graduates of Victoria, including all her
faculties, are probably quite as numerous
as the graduates of Toronto, and as To-
ronto must by any scheme of consolidation
be considerably modified in form, the effect
of the amalgamation would be virtually
the creation of a new provincial univer-
sity, of which Victoria and the present To-
ronto would each form a part.
In the government of such a consol-
idated institution the alumni of ‘Victoria
would have a potent influence, while the
methodist church as a whole would have
the same, To tatlk of absorption under
such circumstances, therefore, is to talk
of what is impossible,

There is really no reason why the gradu-
ates of Victoria should be opposed to con-
solidation, and there are many reasons
why they should favorit. They should do
80 because they know better th,n,mo-t
others—better than many of the clergy
who are not alumni—the difficulty of
doing a high class of university work on
an insufficient revenue. They shounld do
80 because they are more interested than
others in the prestige of their alma mater,
and because the true way to conserve that
prestige is to join their resources with
those of the- provincial university and
take part in the development of
a new institution of wider scope
and greater possibilities. They should
do so because, as they would under
any scheme become graduates of the new
university, it is desirable to have as soon as
possible all degrees issuing from %one
learned body. ‘And they should do so,
because it is only by a consolidation of our
university resources that we can have in

" this province a really great university, and
it is only by having a great university at
home that we can induce the most intel-
lectual and ambitious of our youth to com-
plete their education here instead of going

.abroad to do so.

The part opened up by circumstances for
th  umni of Victoria to play is a noble
1 ad ‘iotic one, We have little
feu ¢ on their gide to appre-
hend sk ci . clearly, and to except the
best solutici. [or what a short time ago
appeared an insoiuble difficulty, On the
other hand, the graduates of Toronto#will
also have something t8 surrender. At
present they practically control their own
institution, and they are asked to admit to
the exercise of powers equal to their own—
a body of graduates as numerous as them-
selves, This view of the subject should
not be overlooked by the alumni of Vie-
toria, who at most . would not be moére
extinguished by amalgamation "than those
- whe would, in the event of union, become
their fellow:graduates in a virtnally new

institution. .
