Proposed Increase of Medical Monopoly.
Editor World: Mr. McKay'’s proposed and
so-called amendment to the Ontario Medical
Act should receive the censure and opposi-
tion ‘of every liberal-minded man and of
' every persou who respects the medical pro-
fession, The object of the Ontario Medical
Act was claimed at the time of. its passing to
be not for the plmrposc of monopoly, but to
protect the public from injury by ignorant
or incompetent prescribers of dangerous or
goisonous drugs. By this act the doctors
ave already got a complete monopoly of
medicine and surgical practice — the sole
agencies of danger being confined to their
hands, What more can they reasonably
ask? The world moves on and itis an in-
disputable fact that many chronic diseases
which baffled the ‘“‘qualified” doctors have

been cured by outsiders without medicine.
Are the doctors jealous of this? Surely
the medical profession does not want to place
itself beforse the public as being injured in
reputation because some outsiders have suc-
ceeded in curing by a different system of
treatment the diseases and persons whom its
graduates failed to help by the regular sys-
tem. Legislation of this kind would be
equivalent to saying to the publie, or to that
portion of it sutfering from chronic diseases:
““You have no business to get cured without,
medicine; if our treatment does not cure you,
you must remain uncured, the honor of our
profession demands this submission on your
art and we have an act of the Ontario Par-
iament to enforceit.” .
This would certainly be doing with a
vengeance what Lord Macaulay denounces in
Molier’s docvors who held that it was far
better for a patient to die according
to rule than to be cured by innovation. This
is a utilitarian age, and the people want a
medical system only in proportion to its
utility. If the legally preferential systeni
fails they do not want to be debarred from
trying another system, and especially since
. that other has proved curative in such cases.
Outside of the mechanical part of medicine
called surgery, the healing art is not an
exact science; it is an experiment. The oldest
practitioner feels as uncertain respecting the
effect of his treatment to cure a given chronic
ease as would the merest tyro. The object
of the healing art is to heal, and outside of
using drugs it should be as free as possible.
The title of Mr. McKay’s amendment should
be changed and called ‘“an Act to prevent
anyone who cannot be cured by the regular
doctors from being cured By any other
means.” Before passing an Act of this kind the
Legislature should appoint a commission to
take evidence and ascertain who and how
many have been cured of chronic complaints
by irregular practitioners without medicine,
and who, if any, have been injured by them,
and the same in respect of the regular prac-
titioners, Utility, not prejudice nor favor,
ghould rule in the serious matter of health
and disease. The 15 doctors membersof the
legistature may be called to account for at-
tempting to increase their income by shack-
ling the hands of their constituents whom

warehouse will supply it. We have had no
deaths in Toronto so far from electric wires
crossed with telephome or ofher wires, but
we read the other dav of a fireman killed at
Halifax by falling off a ladder caused by his
coming in contact with a wire crossed by an
electric wire, and this was the third case of
the kind which had occurred in that city.
There have been any number of deaths in
other places from the same cause, and Toron-
to will no doubt soon furnish its quota if we
allow more wires to be strung along our
business streets.

If another company is to be allowed to go
into ‘operation, then it should be placed on
exactly the same footing as the present com-
pany and made  to place its wires under-
ground from the start. Let both be placed
on the same footing. No favor should be
granted to one that is refused to the other or
to others, because if this privilege is gran
now to this company, a similar one can
hardly be refused to any other eompany ask-
ing it. Would it be fair to the old company
after compelling it to place its wires under-
ground, to grant for any period, I don’t care
how short the time, permission to other com-
panies to string their wires overhead? It
certainly would not.

Is there any necessity’in the best interest
of the city for another or opposition com-
pany ! Some years ago a client of mine had
a little unpleasantness with the present com-
pany, and at his instance I took some trouble
to enquire for him into the telephone
business with a view of his inducing some
capitalists to start an opposition company,
but we concluded after investigation that it
would not pay, except from one possible
standpoint, and that was after getting start-
ed to sell out to the old company. I came
the conclusion that the old saying, “Onposi-
tion is the Life of Trade,” was not an abso-
lute trueism, for it did not apply to the tele-
phone service, and that it did not necessarily
follow that reduction in rates from competi-
tion between two companies means economy
to subscribers. This has been demonstrated
in Montreal. In' that city the opposition
company has about 1200 su bers, and
about three-fourths of them have the instru-
ments of both companies. which double
service costs each subscriber $60 per annum,
while the Toronto subscriber pays $50 a year.
I found that there was not a city on the con-
tinent as large as Toronto where the tele-
phone service for business people was
as cheap as it is here. I do not think
therefore that another company is needed.
We don’t want any more poles with overhead
wires with all the attendant dangers to life
and property. We don't want our streets
torn up any more than is absolutely neces-
sary, and then only by permission and under
the absolute control of the City Engineer.
In my judgment the present is an opportune
time to make a new deal, and that can best
be done with the old company, and it should
be done on business principles. We have a
valuable franchise; let the best bargain pos-
sible in the city's interest be made out of it.
The company can afford to and should be
compelled to give us the best possible ser-
vice. It should be compelled to finish
up, as early as the City Engineer
says it can be done, the placing of all
its wires, where practicable, underground,
and should be compelled to pay to the city a
fair remuneration for the use of the streets,
and that could, I think, be best arranged by
charging a percentage on the gross earnings.

All this should be carefully considered and
plenty of time taken for full consideration of
the matter inall its bearings.- The City
Eungineer and Chairman of Board of Works
could go to Montreal, and if thought desir-
able, to Bherbrooke and other places where
there are opposition companies, 'and ascer-
tain if there was any practical benefit to the
public from the double service. I think that
they will come to the same conclusion that I
have, that one service is the best, and that
we should compel that to be the very best.

The Fleming Bylaw.

Editor World: Knowing that ex-Alder-
man Fleming was, so to speak, the father of
the 15-cent bylaw, it is not to be wondered
that he should rush into print in defence of
his pernicious offspring: the more useless
and incapable the child the fonder the
parental attachment; and so itis with the
worthy ex-alderman. He tries to bolster up
his supreme legislative effort with a few
generalities about humanity and ‘justice,
calls a few names, indulges in a little mild
vituperation, and the one or two points he
does make in his letter if criticised at all are
in favor of the repeal of the bylaw.

In times past, he says: ‘‘Contractors took
advantage of the surplus labor ‘to lower
wages.” Has his bylaw reduced the surplus?
On the contrary it bas done the reverse.
The fact that the rate of w. has been by
the bylaw fixed in this city higher than the
current rate outside has induced labor to
come in from other cities and towns to the
disadvantage of the permanent resident,
and the fact stares us in the face that there
are more unemployed laborers in the city at
the present than heretofore. Does it require
much discernment to understand - that con-
tractors, and even the City Engineer, who is
experimenting in doing the necessary works
by day labor, chéaper if possible than by
contract; will, when they can get the best
and most competeat men for cents an
hour, give that rate indiscriminately to the
able and indifferent men alike? Are they
not likely to exercise the right of choice and
exclude the more incompetent and older men
altogether? Then is it fair that these
older men, pefmanent taxpayers in the city

many of them who'by reason of the fixing of
the rate are prevented from getting any-
thing to do, should contribute as taxpayers
to pay the favored strong and capable man?
If there should be any protection surely it
should not be to the strong and capable man
but to theolder and more incompetent. Isthere
not likely to be more misery and want where
a class of men are precluded from getting

Everything points to the
largest crop of wheat that this country has ever
raised. and to sustain an advance it is necessal
to have constant strong advices from abroa?
These failed to materialize. This morning, on
the contrary. cables quoted foreign markets de-
ressed and wheat and fiour almost unsaleable.
he result has been heavy selling by the longs
and energetic pounding by the bears, who have
once more acquired a little nerve. Having made
a little money during the past few days, these
bears are likely to be heard from in the market
during the coming week. Receipts in the North-
west were very large, as indeed they were at all
the primary points, while shipments were not
half so large as they have been recently. The
close of the market is at bottom prices with
every indication of a lower opening on Monday.
Primes reported that the favorable weather of
{he lust ten days had practicslly completed the
planting of oats, which have gone into the ground
under the most favorable couditions. He also
reported that soring work was well advanced and
that the ground was rapidly being gotten into
shape for corn planting. The result of these
conditions was a general unloading of both corn
and oats, which broke rapidly in consequence of
the absence of shorts, who are usually the balance
wheel which regulate a breaking market. The
outside have been heavy sellers to-day, and it is
believed that a cligue who have been heavily long
in both of these cereals have been! endeavoring
to get rid of their load to-day. oth markets
were very weak and closed practically at bottom
prices. The weakness of the grain markets was
too much for the provision deal, and although
the break in prices was not a bad one the mar-
ket showed iduring the last hour decided weak-
ness and indication that outside holders were
hecomin§ uneasy. The market received some
support from the covering of shorts put out dur-
ing the last few dars. but outside of that we saw
but little good buying. A further break in prices
during the early part of next week is probable
unless the grain markets strengthen materially,
