: Meitee Way for the Ultra Radical.

New York, July 25.—-“A Member of 
Parliament ” cabling from London to the 
Herald says : The only well-known follow­
ers of Parnell who came back are Messrs. 
Harrington and Redmond. The anli-Par- 
uellites fought them everywhere with the 
aid of the priests. Behold the result—we 
shall have 26 new Irish members among the 
McCarthyites, all appearing for the first 
time in Far liai

Of course the Liberal-Unionist seceders 
from Mr. Gladstone have suffered, but not 
to the extent the Gladstoniaus anticipated 
and hoped. They have come back, 46 
strong, objects of the most fatherly in­
terest of Mr. Gladstone. 1 think I see a 
couple of doubtful persons in this party, 
but the rest will stand firm to their colors. 
With 268 staunch Conservatives they will 
make up a most formidable army.

The Glads ton inns proper only number 
274, so that the Uniohists have no cause to 
be ashamed of their muster roll.

There will be many new faces in the House, 
and the doorkeepers and officials have all 
their work cut out to “learn” them. Among 
the Gladstones there are 104 who never 
sat In Parliament before, and among the 
Conservatives 75. Altogether there will be 
214 new members out of a total of 670.

Some excellent men have gone, muuy^if 
them specimens of the “fine old English 
gentleman,’’like Sir Rainald Knightly. The 
drift of the times is against them and they 
cannot stand against the raging tide of de­
mocracy. With every House of Commons 
henceforth the type which stood its ground 
for so many centuries in Parliament will 
become more and more rare.

Mr. Gladstone has lost some of his sturdy 
supporters and their places have been 
taken by men whom he must profoundly 
distrust and who look upon him as a played- 
out relic of the past—as a curiosity of a re­
mote era, fit only to be labelled and pat 
into a museum. They would not like to get 
up in a public meeting and say so, bat that 
is the feeling of many of them.

The old order is changing. Men who led 
party are no longer in touch 

ivitk it. Even Mr. Morley is being rapidly 
left behind. It is the old story—the ad­
vanced radical is very soon distanced by 
some one more advanced. The guillotine 
which he has so bravely used falls upon his 
own neck. The new school of radicals will 
sweep away the old and before many years 
are over the glory of Burns and company 
will have been dimmed.

Who of all the men well known to the 
public came back to the new Parliament 
much stronger than before? There is but 
one anbwer,
Owing to his superior powers of organiza­
tion or personal influence he has carried 
every position. He has even enlarged his 
borders so as to include some of the mid­
land counties. He is in a position to dic­
tate his own terms to either Lord Salisbury 
or Mr. Gladstone, and in proportion as he 
has grown Lord Randolph Churchill has 
shrivelled and declined. He decided tq 
efface himself from this contest and succeed­
ed only too well. No one thinks of him, no 
one mentions his name. He has allowed his 
old rival to do all the work and fill the 
public eye.

subjected to similar onerous impositions.

How Nickel Coins Money.
Practical illustrations of the possibilities 

of the nickol-iniuiug industry are not want­
ing. In one shipment alone, made some time 
ago, of 240 cars there was one and a half 
million dollars’ worth of nickel, and 
the American Government was tho 
purchaser.

Gibes at the Senate.
Opponents of our Canadian House of Lords 

are, we think, usually too sweeping in their 
denunciations. Is there one of them—would 
Mr. McMullen even—abolish the Senate alto­
gether! That stem radical might say yes 
because he has become so sick of the present 
Senate that be would give It Rough 
on Rats tt that were 
effective means of accomplishing Its ex­
tinction. Bat it Is not a question that can 
be thus peremptorily disposed of. Canada 
is not the only coentry where the raison 
d’etre of the second chamber is questioned. 
In Britain, the great exemplar of 
representative government, the radical 

beginning to show their 
teeth at the House of Lords. Whenever 
that eminently respectable body of legisla­
tors undertake to oppose any measure that 
has caught the popular fancy, they are im­
mediately threatened with extermination. 
Already they have had notice that should 
they prove obdurate in their opposition to 
sny Home Rule measure that may be passed 
their political existence will be terminated 
ipoodiiy.

Before the important question can be 
tattled either in Canada or Britain, the real 
nature and functions of a second chamber 
must be clearly understood. Here In Can­
ada a great deal appears in the public prints 
with respect to the brief sessions of the 
second chamber, the trifling subjects that 
sometimes occupy the attention of 
its members and their general pre- 
ten» of trying to 
sessional indemnity. A portion ot this is 
undoubtedly intended to be humorous, but 
with others it go» down as showing the use­
lessness of the parliamentary fifth wheel 
and reasons why It should be removed from 
the car of State. This is all very erroneous. 
From the very nature of things the Senate’s 
duties, important as wo think them to be, do 
not call for the same attention, energy and 
.assiduity as fall to the lot of the common- 
era, Our view of the function of the Senate 
has nothing of novol ty about it* tout it is 
quite plainly lost sight of by the youog and 
witty writers of the dally prees. The real 
funotion of the Senate lies in its posi­
tion as a constitutional safeguard. It Is 
not a fifth wheel on the car of state, it is a 
brake. It is or It should be a power for Con­
servatism—for things as they are. It stands 
between the people and the constitution, be­
tween the people’s occasional reckless! judg­
ments and hasty passions, and the very life 
of the nation itself. It is an inert force, a 
go-elow-and-examine-again influence, and as 

. such it must be considered and approved or 
condemned.

An illustrative supposition of how the 
Senate might have this, its most important, 
function called into play can be drawn from 
very recent events. At last general election 
the Liberals went to the country on the cry 
ef Commercial Union, nor were they very 
fax from scoring a success. So narrow 
wan the Government majority that the 
Liberals entertained high hopes of 
gaining enough of the bye-elections to 
wij» out the majority altogether. There 

however, undoubtedly a great 
change to public sentiment between the gen­
eral election and the holding of the by-elec­
tions. Mr. Blake’s letter had been published

Tho people, having fresh light thrown 
on the subject so vitally important to them 
and to the country, would have a fresh 
chance of pronouncing not alone upon the 
principle but upon the details of the treaty. 
Sliould they again approve, of course the

to enquire into the death of Mrs. J. Doran of 
Niagara Falls, Ont, who was found drowned 
in the pond at Mount Pleasant Cemetery on 
Sunday.

The
ceased hod been suffering from a com­
plication of mental and nervous troubles 
during the past six years. She was about 50 
y oars old aud had a husband and several 
grown-up sons iu Niagara Falls. Since the 
béginning of her sickness she had been 
doctoring with many physicians both in 
Canada and the United States, but her con­
dition did not improve. She was troubled 
with melancholia aud often said that she 
would kill herself if she did not get better. 
She also contracted the morphine habit. 
At one time while at the Fails, she sent $10 
to a friend, requesting him to purchase a 
revolver for her. The family always thought 
that she would commit suicide, and as the 
river and falls were close to her residence 
they thought it unsafe for her to remain at 
home. They accordingly brought her 
to the Doer Park Sanitorium, where 

for the past three 
mouths. She was not a violent patient, but 
her mind was weak, and she was in the 
habit of wandering away If allowed. On 
Saturday night, it is supposed that .during 
the thunderstorm she left her room, and 
going downstairs made her escape through 
a window.

It is probable that further inquiries will 
be made, for the verdict virtually shows that 
the case was beyond the grasp of the coro­
ner’s jury, and that they want some higher 
authority to take hold of it

Crown Attorney Curry in cross-examin­
ing Dr. Elliott, the medical director of the 
Sanitorium, came into possession of some 
facts which he will probably follow up. It 
has not yet been made clear whether the 
institution is run on the asylum system of 
guarding and keeping patients under sur­
veillance or on the hospital system of allow­
ing inmates perfect liberty to go when they 
desire. If the former rule governs the Sani- 
torlum it remains to be shown if necessary 
precautions were used to prevent the escape 
of inmates. If. on the other hand, the iusti 
tutfon is ran on the hospital plan, the direc­
tors will probably be called upon to explain 
why an insane person was placed in a retreat 
improperly guarded.

te I* the Street Bulimy Company Dealing 
Fairly With Its KmployesŸ 

Rev. P. Clifton Parker preached on Sun­
day night on tho subject, “Doing Justly," 
applying it particularly to the dealings be­
tween the Street Railway Company and ite 
employee.

“Now, in all the doings of the street rail­
way company they may have been acting 
legally," sold the preacher. “I offer no 
opinion. Tho uniforms may hare cost $15, 
the price they have charged the men for 
them. Bat why in tho name of common 
eenso do they make men sign nn agreement 
to take them, thus letting the men havo all 
the responsibility! When the employes have 
to pay for the clothes they ought to be dealt 
with fairly and be shown the bills, that they 
may be satisfied and there may be no cause 
of - complaint Why don’t tho eom- 

remember that the drivers and 
actors are men like themselves 

men of equal birth, of equal education, 
of equal rights as to cltisenship, nud that It 
is only tho fortuitous Opportunities of a few 
years that have made tbo difference in their 
position of employers - and employes and a 
lew years more may reverse itl That being 
so it is uojiiet to treat them as if they were 
babes in leading strings, whoeeolothes bad to 
be bought for them nud which have to be 
paid for out of their hard-earned money. 
This may be legal, but it ian’t just.

“Then therein injustice in the method of 
U exacting the money for the uniforms. Tho 

payment has been exacted $5 at a time and 
the whole *15 taken within four or 
five weeks. Thus in the case of tho 
men who were getting full pay of 
*10 per week, they have drawn *35 for 
tbo month instead of *40. There are some 
cases of relief men who have earned $v.«J> 
for tho week, thov havo drawn *1.35; sums 
who havo had *5.75 for the week have bad 
75c, to take home, and some poor fellows 
who have earned *5 for the week hove got 
nothing. Imagine a man going home to his 
family with this miserable pittance, out of 
which to pay rent and buy bread and butter 
and boots. God pity them, as there is no 
city 1*1 man. Now all this may be legal, but 
it isn’t moral or doing justly.

“1 wonder It any of tho profits of this 
transaction are going into the City Treasury. 
If so there ought to be e universal protest 
and our Mayor might as well take down that 
passage of scripture about the ‘Lord keeping 
the city' and put in its place one from the 
lamentations of Jeremiah.”

The preacher then went on to show how 
all this injustice in public bodies set such an 
example to the public that the whole of 
society was becoming permeated by potty 
dishonesty. He gave several instances of 
sttMfks of rides by young and old on tho 
street railway by simply saying they were 
transferred, and he, as a minister, protested 
against the example as well as the opportun­
ity being given to the public.

There were a number of street railway 
employes in the pudience, and they liberally 
applauded the preacher’s remarks.
