i Suspicion Aroused,

The conspiracy of fraud and murder, if such
it was, seemed to have succeeded, for Dr.
Mindel bad iouocently made out the papers
necessary for the widow to get her money.
But the Mutual Life had its suspicious
aroused by the incautious appearance of Dr,
Meyer and **Mrs. Baum”, when she came to
get ber money, and its chief inspector,
Daniel G. Gillette, was hunting evidence
“with a fine-tooth comb.”

Mr. Gillette went at the oPening, and soon
found out that **Mrs. Baum’s” officious friend
was the most famous suspect poisoner in the
country. He bad been arrested and tried
unsuccessfully in Chicago for poisoning his
first wife and the husband of a
woman npamed Gelderman who be-
came his second wife. He had been
charged with attempting to poison her be-
fore he deserted her. He had been accused
of administering nitro-glycerine to a man
whose life was insured in his favor and
taking him out rowingon s hot summer day,
with the purpose of bringing bim back dead
of *“sunstroke.” ‘Thel Equitable compauy
bad refused to pay a policy of $3000 which
be bad on the life of & woman whose proof
of death came from Toledo.

The exhumation of Brandt’s body natur-
ally followed thes¢ discoveries, District
Attorhey Nicoll’s pathologists and chemists
examined it; and said that they found proof
of the administration of at least 30 graiss of
antimony. The symptoms of poisoning by
this drug are similar to those found in dyseu-
tery.

Mrs. Meyer's Child,

_The arrest of Dr. and Mrs, Meyer was
made in Detroit, where they were living in
July last.. It was made just before the To-
ledo Chief of Police arrived with a warrant
for their arrest in the Equitable Life matter,
The doctor was immediately brought on to
New York by Detectives Trainor and von
Gerichten, Mrs, Meyer was brought on
later.

He wascarefully
trained by his father, and having mastered
Euclid,conic sections and plaie trigonometry,
be was employ d in 1839 in the Irish and
Evglish ordnance surveys. In 1844 he was
a railway engineer, and iv 1847 he accepted
a gon in Queenwood College, Hdmpshire,
whicb he . resigned _ in  the ollow-
ing year to attend the lectures of
Bunsen at the University of M%rburg.
In 1850 he published theresults of ‘his in-
vestigations there in & aner *On the mag-
neto-optic properties of Crystals, In Juve,
1858 he was appointed Professor of Natural
Phllonopb{ at the Royal Institution, which
office he always beld. In 1852 Tyndall . in-
vestigated rhe physical peculiarities of the
Alps. In 1858 be published *‘Glaciers of the
Alps,” in 1860 “Hours of exercise in the
Alps.” Io 1861 his work on ‘‘Heat consid-
ered as & mode of motion,” placed
hins in the front ranks of scientific
expounders, He visited Algiers in
1870 and  United  States in 1872,
‘He devotea the proceeds of the latter visit,
some $18,000, to the establishing of a fund
designed for promotiui the study of natural
soience in America. In August, 1874, he
delivered his *‘Belfast address,” which was
denounced as a declaration of materialism,
Among other works were essays on ‘'Radia-
tion,” *Light,” **Crystalization,” “Forms of
Water in Clouds, Rivers, Ice and Glaciers,”
and *‘Sound.” :

Pension Frauds.

The report of the Secretary of the Interior
is of special value and interest, On June 30,
1898, there were on the pension rolls 966,012
names, an increase of 89,944 over the number
on the roll ou June 30, 1802, the discovery
having besn made that many names had
peen put upon the pension roll b{ means of
wholesale and gigantic frauds. The commis-
sioper suspended payments upon a number
of pensions which d to be fraudulent
or ubnaushorized, pending a cowplete
examination.  giving notice to the pen-
sioners in order that they might nave
an opportunity to establish, if possitle,
the justice of their clajms, notwithstand-
ing apparent iovalidity. I am upable to
understand why frauds in the pension rolls
should not be exposed and corrected with
tnoroufhnul aud vigor. Every mname
fraudulently put upon these rolls is a wicked
imposition upon tbe kindly septiment in
which pensions bave their origin. Every
fraudulent pensioner has lzcomo 8 bad
citizen, Every false oath in supportof a
pension has wade perjury more common and
false, and d ving pensi s rob the

ple not only of their money, but of the
patriotic sentiment which the survivors of
the war who sought for the preservation of
the Union ought to inspire. Thousands of
neighoorboods have their  well-known
(raudulent pensioners, and recent develop-
ments by the bureau establish appalling cou-
spiracies to accomplish pensions frauds. By
no meaus the least wrong doue is to brave
and~ deserving, pensioners who certainly
otight not to be condemned to such associa-
sion, Those who .tempt in the lioe of duty
to rectify these wiougs should not be accused
of enmity or iodifference to the claims of
honest veterans. .

-Manifestly if we are to aid the
people directly through tariff reform-one of
its most obvious features should be a reduc-
tion in present tariff charges upon the neces-

It would bea big mistake for the city
to lose the services of [ Mr. Biggar at the
present time, His knowledge of the Court
House muddle will be ofigreat value to ‘the
city.

.‘{ld. Hewitt was another who objected to
Mr. Biggar leaving the city's service at the

resent time, If Mr. Biggar insists on re-
signing he should be giveu a retainer by the

city,

Zl& Bailey had beard that there wasa
movement on foot to bounce Mr. Biggar and
that he resigned in order to prevent this.
He then moved that the question be left to
the Executive Committes. Ald. MeMurrich
sgreed with Ald. Bailey.

The Mayor said that Mr, Biggar bhad told
bim that he did not wish to continue the re-
sponsibility of the position, He was
satisfied that Mr. Biggar wanted the council
to accept the resignation. ' It would be much
kinder for the council to accept the resigna-
tion without discussion. This would prevent
some hard things being said, which might
hurt Mr. Biggar’s feelings.
