These Importations were made early in 
the summer, and the goods left In 
bond pending the formal proclamation 
of the treaty. When the treaty was 
proclaimed to be In force, (here was 
a rush of entries and In very many 
cases It was found that the importers 
had neglected to secure any evidence 
that the goods, chiefly wines, came 
from France. Such evidence was In­
sisted on, but the insistence raised 
no end of a storm among importera 
Many of them openly declared that the 
Customs requirements destroyed all 
the advantages of the treaty, and com­
plaints to that effect poured into the 
Department all last week. The out­
come has been the issue of a circu­
lar to collectors throughout the Do­
minion, which It Is hoped will remove 
all difficulty. The departmental In­
structions are designed to facilitate en­
try by affording importers time to fur-, 
nish proof that their goods are really 
entitled to the benefits of the treaty.

When Mr. Rotan had concluded. 
Judge Arnold charged the Jury. The 
Judge explained the various grades of 
murder, and particularly premeditated 
murder. He advised the jury that in 
the case before them there could only 
be one grade of murder for them to 
consider, and that was murder in the 
first degree. He told the jury that 
the evidence in this case was entirely 
circumstantial, but that was not un­
usual, as many murder cases are de­
cided by circumstantial evidence. In 
the present case he told the Jury that 
there were three points for them to 
consider : First, Is Benjamin F. Pite- 
zel dead? Second, If dead, did he die 
a violent death? Third, if he died a 
violent death did he commit suicide, or 
did the defendant kill him?
Judge Arnold reviewed the evidence.

When the part of the doctor’s testi­
mony was reached, that Pitezel had 
been killed by poison and that It could 
not have been self-administered, Judge 
Arnold queried : “ If the poison was
not self-administered, then the ques­
tion is who did administer it to him?” 
Holmes shrank a little In his chair as 
he heard this ominous query.

Referring to Mrs. Pitezel’s story. 
Judge Arnold said that It proved the 
truth of the old saying that " truth 
is stranger than fiction." He also 
said that If the woman’s story was 
true it was the most wonderful ex­
hibition of the power of mind that he 
had ever seen, and was stranger than 
any novel he had ever read.

For the motive of the crime. If the 
jury believed Mrs. Pitezel’s story, then 
they had it In the desire to obtain 
the Insurance money from her. Next 
Judge Arnold came to the question of 
whether It was a murder or a suicide. 
Judge Arnold said that the Jury could 
Judge from the cross-examination of 
Miss Yohe relative to Holmes' depart­
ure on Sunday afternoon whether it 
was what is known In law as a flight.

Finishing his review of the evidence, 
Judge Arnold said thaj the adoption of 
suicide as a plea of Mefence was no 
uncommon one In trials. Judge Ar­
nold gave the Jury the usual instruc­
tions that If they thought the evidence 
did not warrant it, or they had any 
reasonable doubt, then they should ac­
quit the prisoner; or, if they believed 
the evidence, to convict him. 
charged them to dismiss from their 
minds any impressions of any other 
crimes charged against the prisoner 
and try him only on the case before 
them.

The Judge also read certain law 
points submitted by the defence, and 
which they wished him to charge the 
Jury upon. One of these points made 
was that there was reasonable doubt 
that Pitezel was killed.

Pitezel was a man who drank, and 
when intoxicated he talked of the va­
rious schemes that he and Holmes had 
been In. Then It was, probably, that 
Holmes conceived the Idea of killing 
him. The theory of the prosecution 
was that Pitezel must have Di.en in a 
drunken stupor when Holmes went to 
the house, and while he was In that 
condition he chloroformed him to 
death. Then Holmes arranged the 
body so as to make It appear as If an 
explosion had taken place and Pite­
zel had been killed by It. "

Then Holmes, taking Miss Yohe, 
whom he married, with >.wo other 
wives living, fled from Philadelphia 
that night to Indianapolis, 
easily persuaded Mrs. Pitezel, who was 
cognizant of the swindling scheme, that 
her husband was not dead,

With the knowledge of his guilt he 
fled from city to city, bearing in his 
train three of the Pitezel children, 
Mrs. Pitezel and his wife. Not once 
did he allow these three separate par­
ties to meet. At Indianapolis he is 
accused of killing the boy Howard. At 
Toronto he left behind him two more 
ghastly evidences of his flight In the 
shape of the two murdered Pitezel 
children.

It Is claimed by the District Attorney 
of Philadelphia that Holmes’ arrest 
shortly after the killing of the two 
Pitezel children in Toronto sav­
ed the remaining members of 
the Pitezel family from exter­
mination, for by their deaths only 
could he come into the possession of 
the property held by them as Pite- 
zel’s heirs.

The arrest of Holmes and Mrs. Pite­
zel in Boston took place In November, 
1894. Secure in the belief that his 
more serious crime of murder was un­
detected, Holmes consented to come to 
Philadelphia for trial on the charge of 
conspiracy. He and Mrs. Pitezel were 
brought here. For the purpose , of 
holding him while evidence was work­
ed up Holmes was brought to trial on 
the conspiracy charge, and rleaded 
guilty. Sentence was suspended. The 
case against Mrs. Pitezel was dropped, 
but Lawyer Howe Is under Indictment 
here for conspiracy.

Aid. Watkins’ Beply.
In view of the charges made by Aid. 

Watkins last Sunday night that the 
police force contains rogues and thieves 
Mayor Stewart wrote to the alderman 
asking him if he meant what he had 
said. The alderman’s reply has evok­
ed considerable amusement, and places 
the Mayor, from a moral reform stand­
point, in an unenviable position, 
asks the Mayor if he wrote in his of­
ficial capacity as secretary of the 
Jockey Club, as Mayor of the city or 
as chairman of the Police Commission­
ers. Portions of the reply read :

“Did you ever hear of a detective 
being drunk, and being brought up 
before the Board of Police Commission­
ers and then being allowed to retain 
hte position Instead of being discharg-

“I believe that there are honêst men; 
good men and true in the police force, 
but do you consider that all the men 
discharge their duties faithfully ?

"If a policeman shuts his eyes to 
keep him from seeing a saloon when it 
is selling liquor during prohibited 
hours, or if he knows where gambling 
ls being carried on, or where there are 
houses of ill-repute stationed, and does 
not do his best to eradicate these evils, 
is he not a dishonest man ? Does he 
not accept of wages which he-has not 
honestly earned 7 '

“Are not the public defrauded of their 
just rights when they pay forty-six 
thousand dollars per annum for the 
support of the police force, and the 
Inalntenance of law and order, and 
then find that law and order are not 
maintained by the said force in the 
way in which they should be 7

“Can a man who is secretary of the 
Jockey Club, which carries on betting 
or gambling ln connection with its 
races, and runs an illegal saloon, con­
sistently enforce the law against gam­
bling and illegal liquor selling as mayor 
of the city of Hamilton 7

"Did Brewer Lottridge, who is pre­
sident of the Jockey Club, Intimate to 
you last spring that if you voted for 
a reduction in the number of saloon 
licenses you would lose your position 
as secretary of the said club 7

"Did you do the manly thing in the 
council chamber in voting against a 
reduction in the number of saloon li­
censes, when you intimated to the 
friends of temperance that you would 
vote in favor of a reduction 7

"Do you think that the Star Theatre 
is a better teacher of morals and 
righteousness than the churches are, 
and that a man could learn more good 
at the said theatre than while listen­
ing to a gospel sermon delivered by 
one of the eminent preachers of our 
city ?

"Will you run for the position of 
Mayor next year, or are you only 
fooling ?

"If you do run, whom will you repre­
sent, the brewers, distillers, saloon 
keepers and gamblers or the Christian 
and law-abiding citizens ?

“As a man who has been chief of 
the police force, and who is 
police commissioner, do you .honestly 
believe that the laws against illegal 
liquor selling, gambling and houses of 
ill-fame have been enforced as strong­
ly as they might have been ?

"Please answer ail the foregoing 
questions soon, ‘so that the ministers 
may have something to preach about 
next Sunday.

Crown Attorney end Judge Jeltk.
County Crown Attorney Crerar and 

Judge Jelfs are at loggerheads. The 
trouble has been brewing for a long 
time, but It came to an Issue last 
week, when the judge committed A. 
J. Ralston for trial for forgery against 
the advice of Mr. Crerar. The latter 
says he will appeal to the Attorney- 
General for an investigation, but Judge 
Jelfs maintains that he acted in the 
Interests of justice, and is not alarm­
ed at the crown attorney’s threat Mr. 
Crerar says his position is higher than 
that of the judge, but the latter thinks 
it is not, and says if he is forced to 
dismiss cases and commit for trial 
at the bidding of Mr. Crerar, his posi­
tion ls nothing more than a figure­
head.

,crisis which France ls passing 
through at present is certainly the 
gravest that has supervened since the 
Bc-uianglst movement. It involves not 
merely a change of Ministry but a 
change ln the principles of govern­
ment, seeing that for the first time a 
purely Radical Ministry has been sum- 
^noned into power.

The fall of the Rlbot Cabinet was 
a surprise to no one. It had been an­
ticipated by all who knew how the 
Carmaux strike and the Madgascar ex- 
pedltlon gave additional strength to 
tpe opposition. Nor was any one sur­
prised when M. Faure entrusted the 
formation of a Cabinet to M. Bour­
geois. But what scarcely anybody tan 
understand is why the President 
should have accepted the list of Min­
isters submitted to him by M. Bour­
geois.

The matter, however, lies in a nut- 
shelL M. Faure does not like the Radi­
cals. He is aware of the campaign 
which some of them have waged 
against him. But he has decided to let 
the Radicals go to work for once after 
their own fashion in order to be able 
subsequently to dissolve the Chamber 
with a moderate Republican Ministry 
of the same political color as M. Du- 
puy or M. Ribot or perhaps M. Cons- 
tans.

The selection of M. Bertheiot has 
been a shock to public opinion, which 
sad come to look upon M. Hanotaux 
as a Minister who would last for 
time to come.

WE WANT BACK OIK CHANGE.
When one makes a purchase in a 

store he always expects to get his 
change back. If. an article costs 70 
cents, and the purchaser hands the 
salesman a dollar bill, It goes without 
saying that the latter will give back 
to the customer the 30 cents change. 
The law of the land lays It down a* 
a fundamental principle that the pur­
chaser Is entitled to his change. It 
would appear to be a waste of time, If 
not downright silly, to argue, or even 
go through the formality of stating, 
such a well understod business axiom. 
Still it may serve a point to keep the 
axiom clearly before us just now. If 
the shopkeeper does not give us back 
our change we can put him in Jail. No 
honest man ever dreams of keeping 
back change. When Frank Smith 
(now Sir Francis) kept a retail grocery 
store many years ago he was very 
punctilious in seeing that his customers 
got full weight, good measure and the 
correct change. It is to the practice 
of these and similar fundamental prin­
ciples of honesty that he owes the 
distinguished success that has marked 
his career.

It Is therefore with a great deal of 
surprise and much regret that we wit­
ness the same gentleman, in the full­
ness of years and when honors en­
noble his name, becoming a party to 
the breaking of a sound and honest 
business principle. We refer to the 
hon. gentleman’s conduct in advising 
Mr. Pearson not to give back to gas 
consumers the change- to which they 
are entitled. A disinterested tribunal 
has decided that each gas consumer Is 
entitled to 25 cents change out of 
every dollar he pays into the company. 
That the consumer Is entitled to this 
change and that the directors of the 
company are refusing to give it back 
are facts about which there is no dis­
pute. When the Legislature gave to 
the Gas Company a monopoly of the 
sale at a prime necessity of life, It 
coupled with the gift certain condi­
tions. One of these conditions was 
that as soon as the consumers paid in 
more than was necessary *to run the 
business of the company, they were 
to get back the overplus; they were 
to get back their change. The com­
pany, however, hold on to the change 
and refuse to give it back. The ques­
tion is, Should they not be Indicted in 
the same way as the storekeeper 
would be who refused to give up $3 
change out of a ten dollar bill? As a 
matter of fact, we believe the direc­
tors are more culpable than the dis­
honest storekeeper. And for this rea­
son : Those to whom the Government 
gave this franchise acquired a posses­
sion that has doubled In value. The 
man who put $1000 Into the company 
now possesses an interest worth $2000. 
The people who gave the shareholders 
this franchise surely ought to receive 
some kind of consideration from those 
shareholders. They ought at least 
to be honestly dealt with, even If no 
positive concession is granted them. 
Furthermore, the directors who get 
$9000 a year between them as well as 
their 10 per cent, dividend ought to 
have some consideration for those who 
have granted them such valuable con­
cessions. Therefore, we say that our 
gas directors who refuse to give 
hack any change to the public 
are even more culpable than the dis­
honest storekeeper. We would like Mr. 
G. R. R. Cockburn to tell the public 
why It is he refuses to give back to 
the consumers their change. Mr. 
Cockburn is a member of Parliament 
and takes part In the making of the 
laws of the land. ' Why shouldn’t he 
set a good example to the people by 
obeying the law himself 7 If his fel­
low-directors won't deal honorably 
with the public, why doesn’t he save 
his reputation by stepping down and 
out ? The directors of the Gas Com­
pany are well-to-do gentlemen and 
cannot plead poverty as an excuse for 
their—we were going to say dishonesty, 
and as we cannot find a more suit­
able word, we leave It at that. A 
couple of years ago The World began 
an agitation to wake up the public to 
the fact that they were entitled, by 
law, to a reduction In the price of gas. 
A lawyer who had gumption enough 
to see that there was a good legal 
point In our argument took up the 
case, won It and now will be paid his 
bill of costs and add considerably to 
his reputation. We now point out that 
the directors of the company are amen­
able to the criminal law for withhold­
ing our change. A Judge of the High 
Court has decided that the directors 
have violated an important statutory 
enactment;and the criminal code states 
that for such a violation the directors 
are amenable to the criminal law. Will 
any one give us a single reason why 
the directors should not be made to 
answei^this charge in court ? If they 
are not guilty of the charge, they 
ought to be glad of such an oppor­
tunity of freeing themselves from a 
serious suspicion. If they are guilty 
of violating a solemn trust reposed in 
them, and of appropriating money that 
belongs to the people, It Is only right 
to the people that they should'get back 
their change. Do the directors on their 
part show any consideration to the 
people ? Do they not/resort to all the 
violence that the law gives them to, 
make the consumer pay them the ut­
termost farthing ? Do they not force 
the consumer to pay his bill even 
though It be manifestly incorrect and 
exorbitant ? Do they not send around 
the man with the tongs to cut off the 
supply of gas when the consumer re­
fuses to settle on the company’s own 
terms ?

Suppose we retaliate and try on the 
directors sonjéwhat of the same kind 
of law they try on the public. Out of 
al; Toronto’s young lawyers there Is 
surely one who will see the advant­
age of winning a reputation and creat­
ing a good business connection for 
himself. The World has pointed out 
the way. If he only has the courage 
to come out and fight the Gas Com­
pany after Its own methods, his every

Last 
week In Cleveland a suburban trolley 
railway 36 miles in extent was open­
ed to the public. The ceremony was 
the occasion of a great demonstration 
on the part of the farmers and people 
living along the route.

The passenger rate Is fixed 
at $1 for the round ; trip, which is at 
the rate of one andüa third eents“per 
mile. There are trains between the 
two cities every half hour, and they 
run during eighteen hours In the day. 
In addition to this1 line there are two 
others of nearly equal length, one run­
ning to Painsville, a distance of 30 
miles, and another to Elmira, 25 miles 
In length. This gives Cleveland 90 
miles of suburban trolley railways In 
actual operation and two more lines, 
together totalling 45 miles, are pros­
pective and will be constructed next 
spring. The result of the low fares 
that rule on the trolley railways and 
the frequent service they afford has 
had the effect of taking the business 
almost completely.s-from the steam 
railways that cover the same terri­
tory.

It Is surprising that Toronto does 
not show more enterprise and render 
connection with this city easier and 
cheaper than it Is at present to the 
surrounding district. A trolley line to 
Hamilton should have been completed 
this year at the latest and the people 
should now be enjoying a $1 return 
rate with a half hourly service. Noth­
ing at all has been done In the exten­
sion of the suburban lines this year 
in any direction except a few miles 
along Dundas-street. The farmers of 
all the leading thoroughfares are an­
xiously waiting the day when they 
will be able to send their produce to 
tewn by railway Instead of wagon, 
and when they will be able to visit the 
city two or three times as frequently 
as they now can. If the people of To­
ronto were enterprising and up-to- 
date, we wçuld now have trolley con­
nection with Whitby, Newmarket, 
Hamilton and Brampton.

the most notable example of the kind 
to be found In the Divine bookv He 
was Moses’ minister with the soldier’s 
traits of bravery and honor, and who 
always carried his great javelin as" 
an emblem of his station.

When Moses was taken to the mount 
and realized that It' was his lot to. 
look upon the promised land and djy 
there upon the mount, then It was 
that the necessity for such a man as 
Joshua arose. "God gives to every 
man," said the preacher, "that wisdom, 
temper, understanding, taste, that lifts 
him up In life and lets him fall best 
In the lot he was ordained to HU?* In 
Joshua a great example had been put 
before them. He had to take up the 
leadership where Moses left off, and 
passing the Jordan with the women 
and children he had to fight his way 
forward, so thoroughly routing every 
army that never again should It raise 
Its head against the God of Israel. He 
overthrew six kings, 30 kingdoms, went 
up against Jericho and never lost a bat­
tle except one caused by the sin of a 
soldier. After finding out the guilty 
man and severely punishing him, vic­
tory once more perched upon Joshua’s 
banners. All this went to show the 
wonderful character of the man—a 
perfect soldier. A whole chapter 'was 
devoted In the Divine book as an ex­
ample to all men, showing them how 
to be faithful, bold, courageous, how 
to be victorious, how to demean them­
selves In the hour of trial and then 
how to end life’s fight surrounded by 
a Divine halo. Nor was there lacking 
In history many such: Washington, 
Wellington, always calm, always quiet, 
always decided, always pure and disin­
terested, placing his country under 
everlasting obligations to him. Such 
a man was a light for the soldiers of 
the world to look up to and Imitate.

With these eloquent words the 
preacher concluded : "Bethink you of 
Joshua's great antetype, of Jesus, 
who not only delivers you from your 
sins but from all your enemies. He 
after the conflicts of this life delivers 
you from the great enemy."
