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HOW TO GROW VEGETABLES,

Seeds Should Hever Be Sowh Just
After a Rainstorm.

' Just after a rain is a poor time to
sow seeds, It is better to wa’t until
the ground can be raked or harrowed
easily. When transplanting is to be
done, first wei the ground thorcughly.
Then it will b2 possible to take up a
good ball of earth with the plant, and
tle roots will not suffer.

Corn and melons should not be cul-
tivated deeply. The roots grow near
the surface, and merely stirring the
soil sufficient to create a dust mulch
is all the plants require.

It is important to have the garden
tools sharp. Some people never think
of sharpening the blade o a hoe, but
it is altogether worth while.

Squashes keep best if allowed to re-
main on the vines as long as possible
before the season of hard frosts. Then
they get thoroughly ripened and the
shell well hardened.

Poultry manure is a good dressing
for the vegetable garden if scattered
over the ground in the spring and cul-
tivated in. It is particularly good
for forcing the growth of onions.

Seeds of beets, parsnips and carrots
germinate slowly. Often weeds come
up thickly before the plants appear,
but the gardener is afraid to cultivate.
A few radish seeds sown with the oth-
ers will obviate this dileculty by
marking the rows within a few days.

Some gardeners greatly improve
their lettuce, Swiss chard and spinach
by growing them under a canopy of
cheesecloth held about five feet above
the ground by stakes or a light frame.

An excellent way to economize labor
in watering plants is to sink a tomato
can into the ground at the base of
each plant, having first punched the
bottom full of holes. The water pour-
ed into the can will reach the roots
directly and not be wasted. Weak
manure water may be given this way
to excellent advantage if the plants
need feeding.

Generally speaking, the depth to
plant should be four times the dia-
meter of the seeds.

Black Gingerbread.

A delicious old recipe for black gin-
gerbread calls for two cupfuls of Porto
Rico molasses, one cupful of shorten-
ing, one of boiling water, one egg, a
tablespoonful of soda, a tablespoonful
of ginger and flour enough to make a
fairly stiff dough. Pour the loiling
water over the soda, add it to the
shortening and stir in the molasses.
Sift the ginger with a cupful of flour
and mix that in also, then add about
three more cupfuls of flour or enough
to make a batter that can be easily
stirred. For a ginger cake without
eggs use a cupful of shortening, a
cupful of boiling water, two of mo-
lasses, three and a half of sifted flour,
a tablespoonful of soda and one of
ginger.

PICKPOCKETS.

Tricks of Their Trade and How They
May Be Avoided.

A veteran pickpocket who was re-
cently arrested gave a description of
the methods of his cgaft and told how
a person may prevent his pocket be-
ing picked.

“A common fallacy is that pick-
pockets slip up to a man, insert their
hands in his pockets, seize whatever
they can and run,” he said. ““A man
with a thousand dollars in his pocket
is safe if he keeps out of a crowd. No
matter how slick a pickpocket is, he
will never attempt to rob a person
until the victim’s attention is drawn
g0 strongly toward something else
that he won’t feel the hand in his
pocket.

“The commonest method of prepar-
ing the victim is to have one of the
pickpockets . ‘accidentally drop’ a
handful of small change on the
ground. There is no person living
who would mot be absorbed at once.
While the lead man is gathering his
money and jostling about one of the
others gets the victim’s purse.

“Carry your money loose in your
pocket. Pocketbooks are the only
things pickpockets will take. They
won’t take the chance for a dollar or
two.

“Never carry paper bills. If the
Government would stop issuing paper
money the pickpockets would go ouf
of business.

“Never become disconcerted in a
crowd. If any one drops a package
or any money in a crowd or especially
when several persons are boarding a
car, let him pick it up.

“Don’t hurry to board a street car.
Let the crowd get on first and you
will have plenty of car fare where
ones who wanted to be sure of seats
may not.

“If you are attracted by a crowd
stand on the outskirts.

“Never exhibit money on the street,
and, above all things, never leave a
bank with a roll of bills still in your
hands. Pickpockets wonder why per-
sons are such fools as to put money
into their pockets on the street.”

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THE BLUE DANUBE.

A Wonderful River That Links the
Orient and the Occident.

Where is there another river so
international as the Danube? It rises
in Baden and flows through Wurt-
temberg and Bavaria; nearly half its
length lies in Austria-Hungary; then
it separates the latter country and
Servia. At Orsova three nationalities
meet—Hungarians, Servians and Rou-
manians. After that it serves as a
boundary between Roumania and Bul-
garia, and its mouth lies in Rouman-
ian territory. As one passes from
source to mouth strange sounds greet
the ear. First, high German dialects,
as Alemanic, Suabian and Bavarian;
then the language of the proud sons
of Arpad, the. Magyars; then the Ser-
vian and Roumanian and Bulgarian
tongues. The management of the
river- improvement shows tha num-
ber and variety of the interests. An
international commission wundertook
the deepening of one of the delta
channels, and a joint commission of
the riparian states removed the dan-
gers of the rapids.

The scenery along the Danube is as
varied as the people that dwell on
its banks. There are stretches whose
beauty rivals that of the picturesque
parts of the castled Rhine; then comes
the monotony of the wide plain; then
it breaks once more through moun-
tain chains and again the scene is
wild and beautiful.

There is more of the beautiful blue
Danube connected with Austria-Hun-
gary than with any other state, and
this river and its tributaries cement
the heterogeneous parts of that com-

posite country more naturally and
more firmly than laws and treaties
can. Far more freight is moved on

the Danube than in and out of the
Austrian Adriatic ports, so that in
spite of the possession of a strip of
coast the monarchy may be called an
nland state. Unfortunately for this
Government, the all important Dan-
ube slips from it by flowing far be-
vond the borders of the land, yet it
has even in polities a directing influ-
ence. The eyes of Austrian statesmen
are turned eastward. Economically
dominating significance to Austria-
Hungary that it has been suggested
that this conglomerate state be called
not the dual monarchy, but the Dan-
ubian monarchy.

The Danube was the scene of Ro-
man colonization, of the fierce in-

It Occured at a State Dinner
at St. Petersburg

By PAUL MURIANIEF

1 don’t know any woman who has a
better chance to see the upper world
than the wife of a diplomat. She takes
her social rank from the diplomatic
service and often is admitted where
nobles cannot go. Quite frequently
there are functions wherein the num-
ber of invited guests is limited, but
from which the representatives of oth-
er countries cannot be left out.

One of the posts where my husband
was stationed was St. Petersburg, Rus-
sia, He was not the minister plenipo-
tentiary, but secretary of legation,
Even this subordinate position admit-
ted us to the larger ceremonies, and
there was a period when the minister
was called away and we were advanc-
ed during his absence to his privileges.

On one occasion we attended a state
dinner given at the Winter palace. I
believe that my husband and myself
were the only persons present except
the representatives of the French re-
public who were not noble. I was tak-
en in to dinner by the secretary of the
German legation, and my husband took
in the wife of the British ambassador.
There was a large company assembled,
and of course all were either nobles or
high government officials or members
of the diplomatic corps.

Never did outside appearances more
belie the actual condition. The czar
and czarina fulfilled their duties as
hosts as well as their imperial position
with that dignity which was required
of them, while they were living on a
mine that was liable to explode at any
moment. There were also officials pres-
ent whose lives were in danger. The
only persons who had cause to feel per-
fectly safe were we of the diplomatic
corps, and even we were liable through
sympathy or deception to become mix-
ed in some revolutionary plot involving
assassination from the consequences
of which the government we represent-
ed would not save us.

It was impossible in looking about
among the brilliantly liveried attend-
ants to know who were servants and
who were spies, special guards, mem-
bers of the secret police or persons oth-
erwise connected with the foiling of at-
tempts to assassinate either the em-
peror, some of the royal family or im-
portant officials of the empire.

Opposite me sat a dignified man
whom I noticed that all who came in
contact with treated with great re-
spect. I asked who bhe was and was
told that he was the governor of Fin-
land. I caught my breath, for at that
time the province of Finland was un-
dergoing a terrorism from the imperial
government that had excited against
it a very bitter feeling. But to look
at this man conversing glibly with his
dinner companion one would not dream
that many a citizen of the province he
governed would be delighted to plunge
a knife into his heart. Possibly his
composure was assumed, possibly he
had become used to danger as a soldier
who continually faces death, but the
most probable solution was that the
servant who waited on him was a
trained protector, who was watching
the slightest motion of every one near
his chief.

There was a fascination for me about
the young lady who sat next to the
governor that I could not well account
for. Never have I seen such a face,
such eyes, such an expression. She
was not beautiful, at least according
to the Anglo-Saxon’s conception of
beauty. She was rather impressive. I
asked also who she was and was told
that she was the daughter of a promi-
nent general in the Russian army.

The emperor and his consort Jeave
the dining room at state dinners be-
fore their guests.
