A speakcr :.tbthe good roads class
meetings in connection with tie
giort courscs held at the Agricaltur-
al College at Trurp, ‘Nova Ecotia,
wes' Hon. E. H. Armstrong, Com-
m'ssioner of Public Works and RMines,
who spoke congratulating the schoo:
ar.d explaining the reason why these
courses of lectures and talks had
besn put on in c¢onnection with the
Roads Division °of his department.
The object of the course was to in-
augurate-a campaign of education up-
on the n cessity of tecter highways,
and to imrr.ss upon the audence
the very great valuz of good high-
ways as an asset of the Fro:ince.

A splendid address was that de-
livered by Dr. L. 1. Hewes, of the
Public Roads Department, Washing-
ton. D.C. Dr. Hewes , dealt entire-
ly with the construction and repair-
ing and maintenance of earth high-
ways. He showed' the great necessity
of drainage, and explained in a
concise and practical way the dif-
ferent kinds of side , drainige that
can be adopted upon different Kinds
of highways and under exceptional
circumstances. He advocated the
wide rather than the deep and - nar-
row ditch, and pointed out that tie
mistake was often made of huving
the ditch too far away from the
road.
