~ Houses of the Good Shepherd who beers on Hls shoulders the
lost sheep, are established in all our large cities, and it is easy for
any of my readers to verify what I have here stated. One of these
is in Toronto one in Ottaws; one in Montreal, one in Detroit, one
in Buffalo. In Buffalo and Ottawa they are named Magdalen
'Asylums, and our heroine, the sensationalist “consecrated penitent,”
was simply a Magdalen with mock, mstead of the unfeigned peni-
tence of Mary Magdalen.

1t is.to such a woman as this that bhe a.nonymous Wmter in The
Sentinel-Review says we must look for the truth regarding the ini-
quities of convents.

with them. The answer which that gentleman has received in an-
swer to his enqui"y I beg to enclose you. A remark in that letter
to the effect that the woman had by her plesding caused & miscar-
riage of justice led me to the steps which after a considerable amount
of trouble has led me to establish her identity without doubt.

She came under my notice wher we occupied the .old West-
minster prisor in Tothill Fields, in October, 1879, being then under
the name of Louisa Egerion, and under a sentence of six mounths for
obtaining money under false pretences.  She was then twenty-cne
years of age but owing to the deep lines on har forehead looked much
older. She was au adventuress and professed to be conuected with
many persons of rank and distinciion, to some of whom I wrote only
to find out thetiher story wes a tissue of falsehoods.  She stated
that ske was the daugbt@r of an Indian officer, that she was a gover-
ness, that she bad been led abtray under most atrocious circumstznces
and that her child was dead. Though she had been in two or three
penitentiary institutions in uo.JdJn. when she left us I piaced her in
the St. James Home, Fulham, on the 13th of March, 1880.
