European Royalty has, during the last twelve months, experienced more
than a common degree of affliction, and, curiously enough, it has.becn chiefly
distributed among the greatest and most despotic houses. While the trage-
dies of the hoi.se of Hohenzollern are still fresh in the public memory, that
of Hapsburg, vhose private discords and infelicities are by no means of yes-
terday, mourns a culmination in the suicide of Prince Rudolf, the circum-
stances of which, imperfectly known as they are, seem to point to some
grounds for the recent threatened action of the Crown Princess. To cap dge
list, the amiable and charming Czarina of Russia is reported to be in
thoroughly shattered health. Her nervous system, long unstrung by anxiety
on account of N'uilistic plots, has succumbed to the culminating shock of the
late railway acuident, and reduced her to a state of complete hysterical
prostration. Truly, ¢ uneasy lies the head that wears a crown.”

There is a good deal of the usual ridiculous fuss being made about the
Haldimand election. Haldimand has generally been a Liberal County, and
there is nothing remarkable in the recent success of a Liberal candidate.
Still less does that success warrant the broad statement of Liberal news-
papers, that on account of it, Conservatives may as well admit that there is
an overwhelming sentiment in the country in favor of Free Trade with the
United States.  That the average political partizan swallows this sort of stuff
with complacency, and holds his mouth open for more, leaves but a poor
impression of his intelligence. Unrestricted Reciprocity has recently been
defined to mean  Free Trade between Canada and the United States, with-
out conditions regarding the world at large.” This is comparatively
unobjectionable, but, even so, Canadian manufactures would be slaughtered.
But the United States politicians settle the whole question by refusing reci-
procity, even in natural products, unless on a basis leading to annexation.
What is the use of “ insulting the intelligence of the people,” by insistance
on a cry ot of which our amiable neighbors persist in extracting the vitaluty.

The delegation on the subject of the Short Line received from the Privy
Council assurances which, if words mean what they are taken to mean, should
be to a certain extent satisfactory, but as yet they are but words. Meanwhile
the tone of Mr. Van Horne's utterances is anything but satisfactory.
“ Recently,” he is reported to have said, “ but pursuant to a long matured
plan, the (‘anadian Pacific has been extended across the State of Maine to
4 connection with the railway system of the Maritime Provinces of Canada—
an extension demanded in the public interest as well as in the interest of this
Company.  There is a large traffic between these Provinces and Western
Ontario, making local connections in Ontario doubly important.”” Then he
branches off into discussion of Western connections. It may not be so
intended, but there is quite an air about this of assumption that the
C. P. R. has done all that is necessary. Mecanwhile all that is apparent is
that while St. John is brought into connection, Halifax is left out in the cold,
and must bo ull the line is built between Moncton and Fredericton. We
suspect a strong disinclination on the part of the C. P. R. to build this link.
Like the Allan Line, the C P. R. seems to have no interest in Halifax, and
we regard it, in this connection, with the most profound distrust. Tho Grand
Trunk, whose interests point to Portland, is also to be reckoned as one of
the enemies of the Maritime Provinces.

We do not go the full length of saying that Professorships should be
invariably filled by Canadians, but only this far—that if an English or Scotch
university man of preponderating emdinence could he secured, it might be an
injustice to the rising generation to set ourselves against him. Thisis, how-
cver, not the case.  The salaries curient here are not such as to Le an
inducerent to the very highest calibre across the water, and none but the
very highest would justify a preference in that direction.  As regards the
Dathousie Professorship, wo have no hesitation whatever in indicating Pro-
fessor Roberts as the man who would be of the highest service to the
institution. It has becn mooted whether this gentleman’s crudition is, in
some directions, altogether as deep as that of Professors Smith and Twecdic.
This may or may not be, but Professor Roberts has the great advantage of
a creative genius ~ With it goes the magncetism and the energy which rouse
enthusiasm, and this is the most telling quality a university magoate can
possess. Professor Roberts isin the very front rank of the heirarchy of Cana-
dian Poets, but the poet of to-day is no dreamer, and Mr Ruberts’ intellect
is of the keen and active order which is as capable of grappling with any
business question as of poetical inspiration: The sound critical faculty
which he possesses in a marked degree is a further recommendation.
Altogether we look upon Professor Roberts as the man whom Dalhousic
would do itself the most credit by electing. He will, if chosen, be
cmphatically the right man in the right place.
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If reports are rcliable there seems to be another epidemic of outrageson
women in the Province of Quebec.  We shall never ceaso to urge the un-
sparing infliction of the lash in convictions for this dastardly crime.

A very remarkable man has recently passed away in the person of Law-
rence Oliphant. A traveller, and recorder of his travels, of remarkable
scope, he was also a brilliant novelist with a deep current of tl\cosog)hical
thought underlying his sarcasm. IHis peculiar novel “ Piccadilly,” may
almost be considered s classic.  His experiences ranged from his * Trans-
caucasian Campaign, under Omar Pasha,” and his “Journey to Khatmaudu ™
(Nepaul) to assoctation with Harris, the visionary spiritualistic American
preacher, whose ecstatic eloquence is still remembered in England as well
as the States,

A very singular article in the Boston Transeript, after going into the falling
off of all branches of New England commerce, actually brings geographical as
well as commercial considerations to bear on an ostensible suggestion of
annexation to Canada, in preference to connection with the other States
* with which they are not geographically allied,” and which have robbed the
New England States of their trade. 1t is quite possible, however, that this
Jeremiad may be intended to work quite the other way, and to strengthen
and intensify in New England the national desire for the absorption of
Canada. We do not believe all we hear or see, on the face of it.

We wonder how it is that the very American term * City Marshal
should have come into such vogue in the Maritime Provinces for the chief
police officers of the cities. There would be no particular objections to it
merely because it is American, but it has a smack of that sort of grandilo-

uence, pleasant to the American car, but somewhat distasteful to that of
the British citizen. The termis unknown in Ontario, where the functionary
indicated is, so far as we know, always known by the much more direct and
appropriate designation * Chief of Police.” The term Marshal associates
itself chiefly with®the highest rank in Europcan armies, or otherwise with
the temporary organizer and director of a procession, and is quite out of
keeping with the head of a body of policemen.

It is said the Imperial Government will recommend Parliament to subsi-
dize tho Internationa! Cable Company, which undertak:s to lay a cable from
Halifax to Bermuda, and two from England 10 Halifax, one direct and one
vie Lisbon. The Bermuda cable will extend to the West Indies, and they
are promised to be laid during this season. We trust this is true. With a
direct cable to Halifax, surely the Canadian Press might unite to deliver
itself from the disgrace of getting all its cable news garbled by transmission
through mendacious American correspondents, for the peculiar tastes of the
American public. The Canadian Telegraph Line is also, we are glad to sce,
completed to the Atlantic seaboard, which, we take it, is a step towards the
deliverance of Canada from the detestable \Wiman monopoly.

India and the Colonics has the following editorial note, which may be of
interest to many Canadian families, perbaps especially t s those of the Mari-
time Provinces .—** The St. James' Gazetfe having published a report to the
effect that the Adwmiralty experienced difficulty in obtaining a sufficient
pumber of candidates for cadetships in the Royal Navy, Sir Charles Mills
has written to that paper pointing out that any such difficulty could be eastly
overcome by increasing the number of cadetships to be offered to the sons of
residents in the Colonies. The idea suggested by Sir Charles is an excel-
lent one, and, as he observes, there are numerous families in the Colonies
whe 2rc anxious to see one or more of their sons, high-spirited and well-
educa’ . lads, in the Royal Navy, to which, under the present regulations,
only very few Colonists have any chance of obtaining admission.”

There are so many pulls on the Militic ve.te that it is the plain duty of
the authorities 1o put a stop to any expenduure that can be shown to be
ill-judged or unnecessary. There is no doubt that a portion of the vote in
promotion of rifle-shooting falls short of its intent, which is the improvement
of the shooting of the rank ang file. The very large and undue proportion
of prizes taken by officers (many of them non-combatants) and staffser-
geants, is forcibly commented on by the D. A. G. of Nova Scotia and
Prince Edward Island, and his report is strongly endorsed by Sir
Frederic Middleton. These officers and non commissioned officers form a
small clique of good shots, into whose hands about two-thirds of the prizes
find their way, and it is rightly suggested that it is scarcely the thing for
officers who make shooting a sometimes not unprofitable little business, to
enter into competition for small prizes with their men.

The Toronto Globe, referring to the dismissal of Mr. Ross, the late Col-
lector of Customs, says, that ** it was very impolitic to signify Ottawa hos-
tility to our neighbors in such a way,” and, further, “that it was unwise to give
fisheries and customs officials in general so strong a hint that they canr win
favor at Ottawa only by dealing in tho harshest spirit with visiting fisher-
men.” Now, every one regrets the indiscretion which led to the removal of
Mr. Rass, but it was an indiscretion of the gravest nature, which might have
been easily avoided by simply telegraphing to the head of department, and
in the present temper of the American Government and a large section of
the American people, it was a nccessity to cmphatically repudiate an
action especially likely to be scized upon and construed into a precedent.
As far as tho Globe is concerned, its creed may be summed up in very few
words:—* Lic down quietly, and let the United States walk over you at
their sweet will, and don’t p-esume to remonstrate if they dig their heels
into you pretty sharply in the process.” The last count of the Glode's

Canada is daily becoming better known and appreciated in the old
countries. Nothing shows this more than appreciation of some social usage,
a matter in which English people are supposed to be particularly coaserva.
tive. The Lady, a high class Loudon ladies' paper, has the following:—
“There is a pleasant New Year’s custom in Canada, which, it reems to us,
might be advantageously adopted by Englishmen. On the first two or three
days of the New Year, the lady of the house is at home to all her husband’s
friends, who, not having been able to call on her ordinary reception days,
come with the New Year to offer the season’s congratulations, and are
received with simple hospitality. In this way friendships that might other-
wise lapse are kept up, and causes that mdy have produced temporary
estrangement are passed over. Thc effect of tais custom in Canadian towns
is very curious, for during the first days of the Neww Year hardly any ladies
are to be seen out, while the streets are full of men hurrying from house to
house to fulfil the important function.”

For some years, in common with many other Canadian papers of evers
shadc of political opinion, we have urged upon the Government that in the
interests of our people—especially of our business men—the Dominion rates
of postage should be assimila’2d to those of the United States. Repoated
representations hiave, however, we regret to say, been without effect. When
the announcement was made, a fortnight ago, that Hon. John Haggart had
acceped the portfolio of Postmaster-General, it was received with pleasure,
as he is regarded as a progressive rian, who would favor ail reforms tha
would tend to improve the efficiency of his department, and its usefulness
and acceptability to the public. This feeling was apparently confirmed
when the telegram further stated that the new minister had decided o
recommend to Parliament the reduction in letter rates to two cents, and the
increase of a single-lett.r rate to one ounce instead of a half-ounce.
now appears that the hopes thus raised are not to be realised, that Mr. Hag
gart will not rccommend the change, and that we are to continuo to lag
behind the United States and Great Britain in our postal rates. We believe
that it would pay the country through increased business, and the postal
department through augmented receipts, to gracefully yield the reform
demanded by the people.

Insufficiently prepaid lettors, especially those for points within Canads,
should be forwarded to their addresses, if any portioo of the postage is paid
in advance, and the difference collected from the recipients. To meet such
cases, unpaid letter stamps should be provided. We know of many casts
wherein more or less important letters mailed to settlements barely beyond
the limits of this city bave been prepaid one cent instead of three. Though
this has evidently been done in ignorance or through inadvertance, ever
where such letters were addressed to well-known business citizens who hap:

The school board recently insiructed teachers that they weore not to
detain pupils in the school-room during any recess or dinner-hour for any
cause whatever Thisis a move in the right direction, and if all the
teachers in the Province had similar instructions it would be of great benefit
to the pupils, It is a positive cruelty to keep children sitting still for a
long time, but in the past it has been a frequent mode of punishment.

A society has been formed in Hamilton, Oat., called *“ The Church of
England Defence Association of the Diocese of Niagara.” It has been
formed for the purpose of opposing the ritualistic tendencios of the Bishop
of Hamilton, who has aroused the indignation of many of the people by
burning candles about the coffin of a late member of the church, and in
many other respects running contrary to the expressed wishes of the people.

Newgate prison in London is soon to be demolished. A delegation of
the Society of Architects lately visited the place and made an examination
of the historic structure so soon to be numbered with the things of the past.

A riot has occurred at Ching-Kiang-Foo, China, during which the British
Consulate and several houses belonging to foreigners wero destroyed. The
British man-of-war Mutine has been dispatched to Ching-Kiang-Foo to
protect the lives and property of British subjects.

Twenty steamers have been detained at Glasgow owing to a strike of sea-
men It is impossible to obtain a sufficient number of seamen and firemen
to work the vessels. The strike has extended to Dublin, and sowe ship-
owners have conceded the advance demanded by the men.

The Archduke Ludwig and his sons, to whom the Austro-lungarian
succession reverts, are neither notable nor popular, and there may be a
possibility of some action being taken in favor of Prince Rudolf’s young
daughter, of the nature of the Pragmatic Sanction which seated Maria
Theresa on the throne.

Queen Victoria is going to bequeath the whole of ber jubilee gifta to
the nation, from whom most of them came, and has added a codicil to her
will to that effect. They will probably be placed in Kensington Museum
after Her Majesty’s death, when they will be open for all time to the
inspection of the public.

There is an ugly rumor that it is ‘ntended to ask Parliament next session
for an increased allowance to the Prince of Wales. The usual plea of duties
performed for the Queen will be put forth, but it is felt that if that plea be
sound, the Queen herself should do what is necessary. The Prince's income
is estimated at §620,000 per annum.

Circumstances point to the conclusion that Rudolf, Crown Prince of
Austria, coramitted suicide by shooting himself with a revolver, though there
are hints of foul play. He was devoted to scientific and literary pursuits
and did not care for political life. He was much opposed to Bismarck and
did not relish the superior airs of young Kaiser William.

The.Barque Large Bay, bound for Auckland, was towed into Spithead on
the Gth inst. in a sinking condition. She was in collision on Monday night
witn (n unknown four-masted steamer off Beachy Head. The steamer sunk
with all on board in about eight minutes, and the seamen of the barque
estimate that there must have been about 100 persons lost.

There has been a sad state of affairs in Australia, owing to lack of rain
for nearly two months. Millions of cattle - "e reported to have died for
want of water., About the same time of the yea. -ve were being deluged with
it on this side of the globe. Rain fell about Christmas, which is summer
soason in Australia, and the inhabitants in the country districts felt
immensely relieved by it, the cottagers going out to catch it with all kinds
of vessels.

Atter a eilence of ¢ix months, or thereabouts, (whish I would fain hope
was pot acceptablo to the readers of Tue Critic in the same measure as it
waa deplored by me) 1 have takon up pipe and pen to 1esuwmo our social
chats upon men and things.

Apropos of the pipo, what a crusado, to be sure, is being waged agrinst
it by those dear philanthropists of the suftor sex whose zeal for promoting
tho wolfare of erring man takes the shape of deliberate attempts to rob him
of the few subluvar joys wherewith Providence has endowed him!  First, in
their onslaught upon what they are ploased to term the demon * alcohol,”
these pretty propagandists of a very intolerant fanaticism, beaish from our
tables that very pleasing snd harmless accompaniment to o good dinner, so
doir to the heart of overy Englishman and Canadian, beor ; next club-hfo 1s
tabooed, and its amusements denounced ss a continuous round of ovil
practices; then, when thoso unhappy creatures ironically termed tho ‘¢ lords
of creation ” turn in their sffliction tu tho solacement of the * woed,” lo! a
cry gues up for an Hegira of the Tipe. But here, my brothors, we must
make a stand ! Are we to tamely subwit to this irrational traiming, end
forevrr forego the dreamy cestacivs cugendered by fragrant Virginia buining
deep in capacious bowl of meerschaum or briar? A thousand times, nol
If, when they call us to arms, we are tuo gallant tu oppose thom undor cover
of smoke, let us then suggest a cumpromiso upon fair and eyual terms, that
is to say, when tho ladies cunsent tv abandun their 1nordinate tea drioking,
their tight lacing, the use of cosmetics, snd kindred practices commonly
regarded as injurious to health, then, and not till then, will man put away
his tobacco.

Most men of literary and sedentary occupations are possessed of a “woakness
for the weed ”  While thero are a fow, doubtless, who would subscribe to
Ben Johnson's diatribe against it in his Every Man in His Humor where
he says, “It is good for mothing but to chuke a man, and fill him full of
smoko and ombers!” many more would approve the witty couplat of Charles
Lamb:

“ For thy sake, Tobacco, |
Wonld do anything but die.”

Porhaps we cannot blame vld Larl Warwick, who lived in those mellow
days when the sword was mighter than the pen, fur being obliged, according
to Shakespeare, to confess when asked to decide upon a point of evidenco
submitted to him,—that—

** In those nice sharp quillets of the law,

Goad faith, I am no wiser than a daw.”
but what can be said of a Judge upon the bonch in theso days of nineteenth
contury progress and, enlightenment who can neither read not write? Ina
recent pumber of & Cauadian legal journal a case is reported wherein s Com-
wissioner of Small Causes in the Province of Quobec (a functionary whose
duties require better educational attainments than the qualificatiors for a
Justice of the Peace in Nova Scotis) was constrained to confess before the
Circuit Court, whoro his proceedings in the case woro enquired into by virtuo
of a writ of Certisrari, that he was not only not ablo to read the documonts
before him (written in his mother-tongue, by-the-way) but that he did not
and could not sign them with his own hand! Thore is almost sn air of
pathos about his crudo effurts to regularly discharge tho dutics of his oftice,
and his confession of illiteracy is made with meuch nuivete according to tho
report which is written in Fronch, It is as follows: “ Quand j'a1 rendu lo
jugement ¢n question, je ne savais ni lire ni derire, wais un homme do loi
m’a fait nn examplo de ma signature, ot m'a dit quo je pouvais signer de memo
et quo ¢’ olait suffisant.  C'est comme ca que J'ai signé lo rapport qui a étd
transmis o’ cetto cour, mais si j'avais su quo tel rapport dut ctre envoyd
devont cetle, jo no I auraris pas signe.”  Your readers will, I think, com-
wond the decision of the Circuit Court, which held that it was cssential that
a Commiestoner should know how toread and write, aud that the absence of
such knowledge is a radical incapacity, rendering null any judgwent pro-
nounced under such circumstances. Thero 13 a note of warning in this caso
to local administrations which have of lato grown so prodigal in creating
petty justices,

I obaerve that ono of your local contemporarics has boen ssying pleasant
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things about Mr. Justice Burbridge, who hold a sittings of tho Court of
Exchoquor in your City latoly. Judge Burbridge is quito as highly estoemed
hore a8 he is in tho province of his nativity down by the sea; and his
public career but emphasises the woll established fact that the sons of Nova
Scotia always give a good account of thomsoclves when ontrusted with
responsiblo positions, oither within the limits of their own province or in theo
widor rango of Dominion affairs.  His tenure of the oftice of Daputy Minister
of Juatico was warked by oxcellont judgment, sound legal kpowledgo, and
edministrative ability of a high order Tho oxperience gained in that
capacity stands lim in good stead in his presont position as Judgo of the
Exchequor, and I quite endorso tho opinion expressed in tho papoer above
:B)feryoq to, that “ ho bids fair to become an ornamont to the Bench of tho
ominion.”

EVENTS AND COMMINTS.

It has been reserved for Vermont, ono of the old commonwealths of
¢ Unclo Sam's Land of Liberty,” to provide a law, which may be pleasing to
the ¢ Prohibitionists,” but vory distastaful to those who believe that such
statutes are not only a violation of ‘rsonal liberty, but in reality more
dospotic than any laws that may be found among Russian edicts.

The clauso roforred to reads as follows :— It shall be the duty of the
shoriff’ or bis deputy or any constabls o search withont warrant any wagon,
carriago, oart, sleigh, sled, trunk, box, hand-box, satchel, bundle or clothing
conveyed or worn along any road or street for intoxicating liquor,” if ho
(the officer) on information or suspicion tninks thore is a chanco of finding
any by so doing.” This law is now in full force, and must be looked upon
88 one of those Puritanical freaks that have occasionally seized our Now
England noighbors over sinco the days of the * Salem Witcheraft” of
Massachugetts, and the “blue laws” of Connecticut. We hopo that a
second “ Whiskey Rebellion” wmay not be the consequence of such fanatical
idess ; as this would seriously interfere with gracefully seating the President-
olect in his chair, which rests with one leg on the “ Whiskey plank” of the
Republican platform.

The Colchester S:n and Halifax Chronicle are just now having a little
tilt on the question of * unrestricted reciprocity” or * commercial union ”
between Canads and the United States. Really tho political aspects of
these two countries at present are so entirely different, and so much
opposed to each other, that any argument, in my opinion, either pro or
con, on this subjoct, is & useless waste of time and paper. Both tho
Chronicle and Sun are mistaken in scmo of their deductions as to the real
“ cause of the prosperity of the South since the Civil War.” To make a
short statemert of the facts, I will romark that the great manufactories of
the North have nearly all been removed to the South, where bread, meat
and labor aro cheaper and more ecasily obtained than in the North, and
whoro the transportstion of the raw material is much less than when it was
taken from the South, cither by il or water, to the New England States
hefore the war. Tho same may bo said of the foundry and iron manu-
factories, ote., that have sprung up in various parts of the South since the
war, As to the “Tarift 1n tho United States,” it affocts the producer of
cotton very differently from the manufacturer, The planter or farmer has
to pay a duty, on an average, of 47 per cent. on almost every articlo that he
needs for consumption in his family, or for use on his farm; whilst the
capitalist has his money protected by tho government boyond its value, in
his great manufacturing establishments, and yet the operative who works for
him cannot go to a atore and buy & yard of cotton cloth any cheapor than
the farmor who raises the * raw matericl.” If Canada possessed the climate
and soil to produce tobacco, cotton, rice, sugar and other semi-tropical
products, she might compete with the South in these commodities, but the
lows of* nature have forbidden it, and, consequently, she must content her-
self with tho goodly heritage®that she has within her borders, and press
forward in the compoting race for wealth and prosperity with other countries.

It was not tho ““ wealth” alone of the “ Northorn capitalist” that made
tho South “blossom as the rose,” it was her magnificont heritage of millions
of acres of rich evablo, alluvial lands, her great forests of yellow piue, tho
different varioties of oak, chostnut, walnut, poplar, ash and hickory, togethor
with her collective beds of iron, coal, limo, plaster, marble, zine, tin, coppor
and gold, as woll as her rice, cotton, tobacco and sugar plantations, otc.,
which are not surpassed by any other country, that have been the principal
factors in the rapid development of the South since the days wlLen slavery
ceased to mar one of the fairest portions of God’s heritage to man.

. It is too late now for politicians to spoculate on the subjoct of *commor-
cial union” or *“unrestricted reciprocity,” as tho golden moment for Epgland
and Canada passed away when England refused to rocognize the Indepen-
donco of tho Southern Confederacy during the late Civil War in the United
States. If this stroke of policy (as was advocated by the far-seeing
slatesmen of England and the Southern States,) bad boen consummated,
Canada and the Southorn States would have long sinco had a permanent
reciprocal trade, and their interchange of products would have added untold
wealth to each section. Besides this, the power that seriously threatens the
peaco of this country at no distant day, would havo beon moro properly
balanced on the map of North America, and then tho “ tail-twisters” of the

British Lion would not have boen s0 numorous as they scom to bo in the
presont Congress,

I beliove that “ bank robbers” and * absconding dobtors” make up the
sum total of * Reciprocal Trade” just now between Canada and the United

States ; and, I presume, if this business continues as brisk as it has in the
lust fow years, that a portfolio will have to bo created by our Government
in order to decido as to the amount of duty to be collected from this sourco
of wealth to our coumry. Really, I con soe no more harm in placinga
heavy duty on “bank robbors” and “absconding debtors” than on & “yankee
caskot” that comes *‘ through the lines,’ containing tho mortal romains of
gome loyal Canadian that is Leing sont thither for burial with his nncestors.

The Presbyterian Witness informs us that a Catholie Bishop of Cuba
has forbidden the membors of his church to bury their dead in the Baptist
Cemotery in Havana, I presumo this might be called o * retaliatory Bull,”
as tho Baptists do not permit Catholics nor even good old orthodex Presby-
torians to participate with them at tho Communion Tablo. I thiuk this
Bishop ought to take a woro charitablo view of the subject, as a ** doad
Catholic,” who might by chance be buried in a ¢ Baptist Cometery,” cannot
possibly injure the Catholic Church any more than a * living Baptist” can
by oxcluding Catholics or any othor roligious denomination from participating
with them in the Communion Setvico.

INDUSTRIAL NOTES.

The Planing mill aud building material factory of Messrs 13, Gibson and
Sons is situated at 83 Pleasant St. in this City, closo to the wator's edgo.
Since the death of the late proprictor, Mr. Errington Gibson, the business
has beon taken hold of by his two sons, Mr. Fulton Gibson and Mr. Edwin
Gibson, who will continue to run it under tho old style of the firm of which
they weore members. The building was partially burnt down in June of '87,
but was speedily rebuvilt. Iatirely now machinery has roplaced that
Jestroyed by the fire, comprising a Woodworth planer,a Ro sawing machine,
the only ome of its kind in the Lower Provinces, Planor and Matcher,
Circular Saw, large Moulding Machine, (one of the best in the city) Mortic.
ing, Tononing, and other wood-working machines. These are run by a 40
hotse-power engine with a boiler of double that capacity, and give employ-
ment to from 12 to 15 hands, The main building is 80x30 feet, exclusive
of the Llugine house, which is a brick cuclosure adjoining tho factory. The
materials used and worked up into the various forms required by tho builder
and carpenter, are piuo, spruce, birch, white-wood, &c., and a speciality is
made of pins and brackets for olectric lighting apparatus, iz which this firm
has a large business. All their machinery is of Canadian make and msnu-
facture, and being found ontirely satisfactory, adds another proof to that
already established face, that in point of manufactures in this line, if not in
all, Canada can hold her own. The place resounds with the hum 6f industry,
and doors, window frames, sashes, moulding and general building material,
are turned out in largo quantiiivs. Business is reported very good, and as
the Messrs Gibson are both young men well trained tu their particular line
of trade, they will doubtless meet with the success which their oxertions
morit.

The history of Soap-making may be traced back to very ancient times.
The invention of soap is ascribed by Pliny to the Gauls, and he gives the
Gormans credit for wanufacturing both hard and soft soaps, From them the
Romans learned the art, but soap was for a long time principally used by
thom as a wash for the hair. Since that time, however, its use has becomo
so universal, that at the present day we could almost as easily oxist without
bread as without soap. A visit to a modern soap factory cannot therefore bo
without interest. Au iuvitation having been exteaded to us by Mr. C. F.
Mott, manufacturer of tho celebrated * Justico” soap, we gladly availed
oursolves of the opportunity of visitiug his factory situated on Argylo St.
Briefly described, soap is a compound formed of alkaliss and oils or fats,
Awmongs tho materials used by Mr. Mott may be montioned tallow, cocoa
oil, rosin, (a small per centage only) alkalies, borax, parafine or vasseline,
and perfumes, all of the finest and purest qualities. Whatis technically
known as a * Starting kottle,”” holding somo 22,000 Ibs., first recoives the
crude material. Of these onormous canldrons there are two in the establish-
ment, they thoroughly wash and hoat the entire mass, which ready, is
conducted by pumping to tho next recoptaclo of like capacity. This is done
by means of a pipo that can be lowered to the bottom of the kettle, onabling
the operator to pump from ono kettle to tho other. This process strains out
in its passage every particle of dirt or residuum. In the last kettlo it is
boiled “ on the finish,” It is thon pumped up to the top story into a tank
called the * re-melter,” covered with felting, whero the temperaturs can be
regulated during the process. Having remained here for a certain length of
time tho still incomplote soap passes toa * crutchor” or mixer, where the
verious materials are thoroughly communicated, and the borax, vassoline and
porfumos added. It is now ready to bo passed to tho frames and to the
cutling slabs, 5 foot long by 156 inches widoe, where it is cut up into the
required size. Each slab will cut up into 63 pioces woighing in the groen
slate 163 oze,, which will scale when dry 16} oz3. full; hence. the name
“ Justico "’ soap. After being cut it goes to the drying room and is placed
on racks, where it remains for a limited tico until ready for packing. The
bars of goap aro now received by the pressing machines, both manual and
steam power, the latter tho invention and manufacture of dlessrs W. & A.
Moir, Engineors and Machinists of this city, which has been found to give
unqualified satisfaction, and of which Mr. dott speaks in the highost terms,
as also of the other work dong by this firm. Amongst the latest improve-
ments pointed out by Mr. Mott were tho adoption of iron frames whicn are
now suporsceding the old fashionod and obsolote wooden ones, enabling the
manufacturer to cool and turn out the soap in much sborter time. A 20 horso

»ower engino with a 50 horse power boiler supply the motive power and
imating. Candles of the best quality aro also manufactured for the use of
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gold miners, tho candle machines being of the latest pattorn, During the
excavations at Pompeii, it is stated, n complete Soap-boiling cstablishmont,
and eoap iu 8 good stato of preservstion woero discovered, but we have iittle
doubt, were these anciont Pompeiang to come to lifo agsin, wo could givo
them points, and that a peop into 8 modorn soap-making establishment, such
as tho  Justice Soap " factory on Argylo St., would make them opon their
oyoes,

The annual meoting of tho Nova Scotia sugar refinery company was held
on Tuesday. It is said that tho not profits of the year woere $213,000. Out
of this tho capital stock of thy company was doubled. Twonty-five por
cont was declured in dividends and bonus, and the sum of §150,000 was
carried to resorve account. The operations of tho refinery wore pheno-
meonally succossful this year, Two years ago the originnl company was a
complots wreck and was wiped out of oxistenco. The new company
undertook a great riek, but it turned out a bozanza. Thoy are to Lo con-
gratulatod upon thoir excellent managemont,

Jamos Harris & Co., of St, John are building 50 flat cars for the I. C. R,
and 75 flat cars, 55 box carg and 2U cattlo care for tho Quobec Contral rail-
way. They are also converting 30 flat cars into box cars for the Temiscouata
aaillway. The capacity of their works is threo box cars or four flat cars

PARLIAMENTARY REVIEW,

In giving to our readers a calm and dispassionate reviow of parlismentary
maiters, wo shall us in provious years ondeavor to give the pith of what is
said by tho members on cither side of the Speaker's chair, leaving to our
subscribers tho responeibility of judging of the relative forco or weskness of
cithor side in tho discussion of any particular question.

In oponing the third session of tho sixth Parlisment of Canads, Lord
Stanley, the new Governor General, m-de & most ploasing impression and it
1s vafo to prodict that both ho and Lady Stanley will become more and more
popular as they becomo known to the people.

The Speech from the throve was certainly not striking in originality or
startling in its propositions, and in this respect it may prove a disappoint.
mont to some Canadians, who think that unless the Dominion is extonding its
territory, and taking in new provinces, or building coutinental railways, the
country must bo sinking into a lethargic s*ate, but tho truth is, that with
tbe oxception of Newfoundland and Alaska, and possibly the Now 1'ngland
States, wo have all the territory wo require, and that our Contivental railway
now being nearly completed, wo must look to great oceabic steamships lines
as the propeg channel to give vent to that restless progressiveness which is
go characteristic of us as a people.

Lord Stanloy, after roferring to the pleasure which it afforded him as
Govornor General of tho Dominion to meet his Parliamentary advisors,
commented on the failure of the fisheries treaty, taking the ground that
Canada must now revert to the provisions of the treaty of 1818. It is
note-worthy that the Governor General in speaking of Canada and the United
States refers {o them as two nations, this is placing the Dominion in its
proper position as a nation within the British Empire, and not as a moere
Colonial possession or dependency of Great Britain,

Beveral government measures relative to changes in tho eloctoral list, and
laws as to bills of exchange, cheques, and promissory notes, etc., were mado
Tho matter of subsidising fast steamers to connect Britain with our Atlantic
coast and China and Japan with our Pacific coast, is to be considered, as
also trade relations between the Dominion on the oue side and Austraiia,
South America and the Weat Indies on the other.

The report of tho Royal Commission upon labor is to be laid Lefore
Parliament at an early day.

The address in reply to tho Speech from the Throme was moved by

* young Mr. White of Cardwell, and seconded by Mr. LePine, the labor

representative from Montreal East, The maiden Parliamentary speeches of
these gontlomen are s2id to be creditable to them.

Hon. Wilfred Laurier, leader of the opposition, in cormmenting upon the
Speech from the Throne, condemned the narrow policy of the Government in
not seeking to extend trade relations with tho United States. Taken
altogether his rewarks were moderate in tone.

Sir John Macdonald, in replying to Houn. Mr. Laurier, said that in view
of the position taken by the United States authorities, be could not see that
our desiro for oxtended irade relations with that country was likely to
produco any good results.

Up to tho dato of going to press, little business of importanco had beon
transscted by the house.

Notice of numerous questions had been given, but the solid work of the
Session had scarcoly commenced.

It is gonerally believed that the Sessivn wiil bo one of the shortest on
record.

COMMERCIAL.

‘That the condition of our winter trade vory largely depends on the kind
of winter weathor with which we are favored has been fully oxemplified
this scason.  Severo frosts lasting a fow hours, alternated with mild, “balmy”
ajrs covering the major portion of the time, have characterized the season.
Tho result has been that, practically, our great wintor industries are parslized.
No ice has beon cut so far, Lumbormen have recalled their gangs of men
and horses from the woods, whore they have been * eating their heads off”
in cuforced idlencss. Even the usual winter fishories havo been reduced to
s minimuw. This condition of aflairs has provented workiug peoplo from

being in a position to purchase thoir ordinary supplics of food, fuel and
clothing. Then, again, the fruit erop—particularly of applos—ivas, lnst
summer, larger than could bo profitably handled, sud heavy losses wore the
consoquonce. Tho prospects for the noxt summer are not oncournging., In
largo sections of the Province the plum, apple, pear snd othor fruit trocs,
undor tho gonial influonco of tho last two wooks of Docombor and the first
two of January, put forth  buds” which Iatoer frosts have dostroyoed, and it
]is lg]onomlly anticipated that the crops of tho summer of 1889 will be very
ight.

Dry Goons.—Iu dry goods most of our wholesale houses roport that
they have accon lishod & somewhat increased volume of business, but the
complaint is gencral that paymonts are slowor thon oxpected. This is not
a mattor of surprise, as country merchants have had hard work to disposo
of their stocks, and when thoy have done so it has been chiofly on credit,
which is contingent upon their customers disposing of what produce they
have in stock or what the coming season may bring to thom. This is cor-
tainly not a satisfactory stato of business, but it scems to be tho best that
many country merchaats can do.

Ingot copper, Chili, G. M. B,
bars, and Lnglish and Spanish soft lead are ststionary in the London
market. Tho position of the United States iron and steel market is a
waiting one. Ordors at present aro slow, but men interested in foundries
say that as goon as the spring fairly opens the demand for iron in all its
shapes, ospecially stoel rails, girder iron, and heavy work generally, will be
as yeat as thoy will be able to meat.

Lot has ruled quiet and steady without any featuro of importance to note.
The volume of business transacted bas been slight, there being only a small
jobbing demand. Boerbohm’s cuble says :—** Cargoes off const, wheat inac-
tive, corn nil; do on passage and for prompt shipment, whoat-buyers are
holding off ; corn quiet but steady. California wheat, off coast, 37s. to 37s.
6d.; do promptly to be shipped, 37s. 9d.; do nearly due 37s. 3d. In
Liverpool spot wheat and corn are more eaquired for. No. 2 Club Caleutta
whoat, ox-ship, 34s.; prosent and following month 33s. 94, American
mixed maize ex-ship 20s. 3d. Minneapolis straight flour 26s. 6d. Austral-
ian wheat off coast 37e. 9d.; present and following month 38s. 6d. Chilian
wheat do 36s. Gd.; present and following month 36s. 9d. Walla-Walla
wheat, do 36s.; present and following month 37s. French country markets
slow. Flour in Paris firm. Spot wheat at Antwerp quiet.” In Chicago
thero has beon a weaker foeling in wheat. Thoe market is quiet and trading
less active, quotations being by late advices 943c. Fobruary, 97%c. May, 89c.
July. On the other hand corn was stronger and moved npo to 35§c. Feb-
ruary, 355¢ March, 36gc. May. Oats wore firmer and improved to 237c.
Fobruary, 27£c. May, 27§ June. Tho Now York market has boen faint-
hearted. Reports from Lurope that the port of Odessa is free of ico have had
o deprossing effect.  Howover it is noticoable that the ¢ boars” talk but do
not act. The Mark Lane Express in its weekly roview of the grain trade
says : “ The delivery of English wheat was heavy. Inforior grades wore
offered as low as 263, and sound at 36s. Ordinary sanples of 1888 corn
declined 1s, Tlour was 6d. lower, both for Amorican and English, Foreiza
whoat dropped 1s. Corn declined 1s. The imports were heavy. They are
calculated at over 150,000 quartera. Twelvo cargoes of whent arrived during
the week. At Monday’s market Lnglish wheats wero in bad condition and
declined 1s. White foreign was ls, and red 6d. cheaper. Qats wero
depressed. The deliveries in London within tep days amounted to 200,000
quartors. Prices declined 3d. Corn was 3d. cheaper.” It is estimated that
tho consumption of flour and wheat in the United Kingdom during the past
waek excoeded the farmers’ deliveries of native wheat and the importation of
foreign flour and wheat by a quantity equivalent to 929,464 bushels of whoat ;
consequontly the supply in the United Kingdom has decroased to that oxtent.
Tho amount of wheat and flour now in transit to Europe, with the visiblo
supply of wheat in the United Statos and Canada, is eqvivalent to 53,403,
734 bushols of whoat, against 54,065,081 bushels ono year ago, and of corn,
17,083,609 bushels, against 10,205,763 bushels.

Provisions.—Buginess in local p1ovisions has been very quiet In con-
sequenco trade has been of merely a jobbing character, The movemont in
pork was hight, owing to tho fact that packors gonerally aro at presont holding
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off. Tho domnnd for lard has boen fair, but it is roported that in somo cases
pricos have boon shaded to effect salos.  In other lines such as green hams
ond flanks no change has transpired. Inthe Livorpool markot astrong feoling
has provailed and lard has advanced Gd. to 37s., and bacon Gd. to J4s. to
368. Pork was stondy ut 71s, 3d., tallow at 31s, The Chicago provision
markot was docidedly weak, and pork broke 22c. to 25c. to $11.6U Fobru-
ary, $11.60 March, 811.87% May. Lard also was woak and declined 12}c.
to 15c. to £6.874 Fobruary, $6.90 March, 87 May, The hog market thero
was steady and unchanged.

Burrer.—No new foatures have dovoloped in the local butter trado sinco
our last report,  Really choico qualities aro raro and meet with ready sale.
Inforior grades—which are chiefly buttors held over by summer producers
in the hopes of obtaining highor prices later on, and which certainly havo
not gained in flavor theroby—are freely offered, but find few takers. The
Montroal Trade Bulletin remarks:—* Owing to n spoll of cold weathor
throughout Great Britain, a considerble advance has lately been oxperienced
in tho price of butter there, which has resulted ju the shipmont of soveral
thousand packages of Canadian butler during the past few weeks. The
qualities that havo gono furward consisted of Morrisburg and Iastern Town-
ships, ranging from 20c. to 22¢. 08 to quality, but tho scason is now too far
advanced to mako it safe to ship to Ingland.”

Cueese.—Literally nothing is doing in tho local cheose market, but,
though tho market is quiet, prices aro firn, Tho public English cables show
a drop of 1s. for finest September goods.

Tra.—Tho domand for teas, especially Japons, has beon slightly better,
but little business has been transacted, hecauso holders are confident that
better prices will soon rulo than they can at present command. Tho New
York market is quoted by tho * Commercial Bulletin” as follows:—
“ Demand is a little careful for lines, and probably will be until after the
suction salo ; and there is also an inclination to approach invoices somewhat
cautiously at the moment. It seoms difficult to convineco holders, however,
that thero is any chance sgainst them at the moment, and offerings of protty
much all grados continue in the furmer moderale, csreful furm, with tho
limit of valuation kept well up. Provious rumor of quite a little deal in
Pingsuays is confirmed to tho extent of 4,000 packages sold on Saturday.”

Corree.—Thoe coffee market is dragging, the consumptive demand having
fallen off considerably of Jate. Coffeo 13 not a safe articlo in which to
invest at present.

Driep Fruir.—The feoling in the fruit market is tirm, awing to strong
advicos from abroad which quote an advance of 3s.to 4s. per cwt., end tho
market protty baro of stock. The local demand has been slow, and the
market has ruled quiet though at firm prices. Thero is vuy little enquiry
for currants here, but New York advices show tbat the market there is
strong, aud prices havo advanced 3c. per 1b.

Sucar AND Movasses.—Business in sugar has been quiet, tho domand
haes beon slow and only for small lots. In molasses the enquiry has beon
slightly botter, but the fecling is weaker particularly for Barbadoes.

Fisn O1.s.—The Montreal market continues steady for Newfoundland cod
oil, and prieesaro quoted at 39¢c. to 40c., smallor lots bringing more money.
Halifax oil, 36c. Steam refined scal is steady at 48c. to 50c. and pale seal
42%c. to 46¢. Cod liver oil 65¢. to 70¢. for Newfoundland, and 90c. to 95c.
for Norway.

Fisn.—Excessivo dullness has been the characteristic of tho Halifax fish
markot during the past week. Receipts are decreasing, as ruling prices are
80 10w that thoy do not encourage along-shoro holders to forward their fish
to market. Somo shipments o tho United Statesand tho West Indics have
beon made, but thoy were small and most of them were on speculation.
None of thom at present offer a probable prospect of profit. Porhaps when
the Lontan scasoun approaches thuie may be a better oncouragement for hazird-
ing the handling of fish, but at piresent there is none. Qur outside advices
are as follows :— Montreal, February 5.— Greon codfish is quoted firm at
£4.90 to &5 for No. 1 ordmary, 25.123 to §5.25 for No. 1 large, and £5.50
to 85.75 for large draft. Dry Cod $4.50 to $4.75. Labrador herring §5.25
to 85.50. Sea trout is quoted at $10 to 811. Newfoundland s:lmon 313,50
to 814. No.1 British Columbia $12.50t0 $13.” Another Montreal report of
the same date says .—* The demand for all kinds of salt fich coutinues slow
and the market has ruled quiet and steady with littlo business. Labrador
herrings have been slow at 85.50 to £5.65. Cape Droton herrings are scarco
and unchanged at $6 to €6.25. Green cod have ruled quict and steady at the
recent decline. The receipts of frosh fish have been large, for which tho
demand has beon good, and a laige amount of business has been transacted
both on Jocal and country account. Fresh haddock and cod have been
moving freoly at 33c to 4c. Gloucestor, Mass., February 5.—*We quote
Georges codfish at £5.00 per qtl for large, and small at $4.25. DBank §3.75
to 84 for large and 23 75 for small. Shore $4.50 and 34 124 for large and
smoll, Dry Bank $4.50 and $4.25  Newfoundland codfish 86 to £6.25.

MINING.

Juuno Leap.—The property at Westfield, Queens County, purchased
by Capt. John Nicholls for some of his English friends, bids fair to prove
the most valuable gold mine in the Province. It was at first looked upon
as valuable mainly for the concentrates, quantities of which, taken from two
different portions of the property, yielded on test in Boston from $go to
$115.00 per ton. The shaft has now been sunk to a depth of some 48 feet,
and in addition to the councentrates quantitics of fine gold bave been
discovered. The lode is well named the Jumbo, as in places it is 75 feet
wide. There is a large stream running through the property furnishing
abundant water power. Timber for mining purposes, and wood for fuel are
close at hand, and the road crosses near the shaft—thus making the property
additionally valuable. The Gold Hunter, in its last issue says ‘* Jumbo is a
Bonanza,"” and, under the heading of North Brookfield, continues—* Mr.
Samuel Pierce, of this place, informs us this weck that thay have ¢ struck it
rich? at Westfield in old ¢ Jumbo.! He counted over twenty sights with
the naked eye in one piece of quartz, and under the glass the quartz is
found to be full of fine gold evenly distributed. We understand that
Messrs Pierce and Jolly, having finished their contract at that place in sink-
ing the sha(l, will now proceed to drive a drift east and west on the lead.
It is probable that the English company who have now commenced work
there, will soon have a mine in operation on a very much larger scale than
anything before attempted in this country. e now presume there is not
the slightest doubt but that Westfield will be the banner gold district in the
county, as it should, being the most central. Truly this county is under-
going a wonderful transformation.”

Wo fear that tho increased rato is duosolely to the Grand Trunk, which has
ahways tried to kill off through inter-provincisl trado in the jutorest of its
Portland branch. If this is tho coso the ouly courea will bo the immediate
construction of the short line from Mouncton to Mattawamkeag which is the
only remedy for the hostility of tho Grand Trunk.

London is going mad about Witzwaterzrand in South Africa, lod on by
The Weekly Bulletin, edited by the talented Kouneth Ffarington Bellairs.

ORIGIN AND MODE OF OCCURRENCE OF GOLD-BEARING VEINS
AND OF THE ASSOCIATED MINERALS.

By Joxatnan C. B. P. Seaveg, C. E, ¥. G. 8. &c.
( Continued.)

Other veins in this place yiclded silver ores, such aschlorobromides, &c,
in conjunction with gold, and a largo Stotefeldt furnace was erected some
years ago, with a dry-crushing battery and other appliances, to treat such
class of ores. Many othor of the quartz veins in this locality wight be des.
cribed. Ono very peculiar deposit, found, 1 may say, almost under my own
oyes, was upon tho top of a small rise, upon the side of which somo piccos
of gold of various sizes had buen picked up.

Six hundred ounces of gold mixed witlr broken quartz was obtained in
s so1t of cleft in the rock some fow feet wide at the top of the said rise, and
although a shaft was sunk about 100 feet or so, no defined vein or lode was
found, nor any moro gold 30 far as I havo heard. I might sy that a large
amount of gold was obtained from tho district from tho alluvial, evidently
traceablo in most cases to the denudation of reefs, or some particular reof;
and also, in some of the auriferous veins, coppor, silver, and lead: ores, aud
many other minerals also occurred, but mostly in small quantities. I might
adad that tho formation of the district just described is upper silurisn, largely
intersected by igneous rocks in tho form of dykes and veins, and granite
country lies to tho oast at a distanco of about threo miles from tho Wilson
Hill Reof.

Porhaps no part of Victoria is moro interesting in regard to tho great
peculiarity of its auriferous quartz voins than Sandhurst, and at tho samo
timo it is tho contre of a most thriving wining district. The saddlo reefs of
Sandhurst are most unique in their mode of occurrence. They appear to be
irregular deposits of auriferous quartz, formed upon either two planes of the
rock that intersect one another, such as bedding sud jointing, or upon an
anticlinal arch in the paleozoic strata.

Thera aro wany othor peculiar modes of occurrence of quarlz veins in
this district and other parts of the colony. Tho flat reofs of Pleasant Creck
is another form under which quartz veins exist in Victoria.

Many-of the granites and other igneousrocks contain veins of auriferous
quartz. A reef in goeissic granite at Omeo contains large quantitics of very
auriferous pyrites and somo galona; both pyrites and gold being sometimes
found impregnating tho walls of tho lode to such an extent as to pay the
miters to crush a portion of thorock. This lode is crossed in its course by
igneous dykes of quartz porphyry and dionite, and the quarlz matrix of it
scoms to contain & latgoe porcentage of galena and silver as it approaches the
dykeg of qaartz porphyry.

Gold is found in tho same district impregnating granite in the form of
small grains, and at Kamarooka it is found in thin platesin tho laminations
of slate. It has aleo been obtained from sandstone, and there is little doubt
that all igneous rocks that are impregnated with iron pyzites havo a groater
or less quantity of gold in them, most particularly these «f tho diorite and

granitic classes,

Honse-I'exp, (coutinued).—The English system of feoding agricul-
tural cart horses, as giving by Youatt, is as follows :—8 1bs. oats, 2 1bs. boans,
20 1bs cut hay and steaw, mixed in equal parts,

Thirty-four to thirty-six Ibs. of this mixturo is given us a ration, This
would be too expousive in this country, whore beaus are so high.

Prof. Stewart, one of the most practical and succossful mon on horae
feeding, and a very intolligent experimenter, gives tho fuilowing ration :—

Grind togethor 950 1bs, corn, 950 lbs, oats, azd 100 1lbs. flax-seed, and
feed 16 1bs of this mixiure with » bushel of cut hay, or hay and straw
wixed, 8 a day’s feed.  The Professor rays of this ration :-—* We have fod
this for two yeurs continuously, and have found no ration that surpassos it,
1t 1s woll-balaneed as a working ration, and just laxative enough for health.
It keeps the coat fine and glossy, aud, by its aperient quality, proveuts colds
and other diseases following them ”

The following is a well-balanced ration :—6 1bs. cut hay (clover cut on
the green side,) 6 ibs. cut oat straw, 4 1bs. chopped oats, 4 1bs. corn meal.
4 1ba, pea meal, 3 1bs, wheat bran. .

The cut hay and straw moistened and well mixed with the other
ingredients, With this, twice a weok, feed G lbs. pulped roots, and give
s\l once a wer k. This is, perhaps, tho cheapest ration for us in most parts
of Ontario.

The Calgary Z'ribune says :—* In the early part of tho soison farmers
were despondent because they could not get more than 25 cents per pound
for their butter, and many satd that before they would make butter for such a
small price as thar, they would lot the calves run with the cows and thus
zet rid of a great deal of hard work, and somo of them actually did so, and
tho consequence is that Calziry hes again to import butter for locil con-
sumption. Had they gone to work and packed butter last summer, thoy
might now havo been realizing 35 cents for it.” Calgary farmors may not
want the earth, but they evidently want an enormous prics for their butter,
when they will not soll at 25 cents per pound Tho western farmor has
big ideas, but he may yot learn to make butter and soll it at a good deal less
than 25 cenis por pound, and find it 2 very profitable business tos.

No doubt the Calgary farmers are rightly sorved, yet it is quite possible
their butter may be better worth 35 couts a pound than a great deal of Nova
Scotian butter is worth 10 cents.

Wo again urgenily draw the attention of our farmers and hreedors to
the certainty that Canade will be looked to by the Imperial Government to
a largo extent for Cavalry Remounts, if only the requisite quahty of horse-
flesh bo obtainable. The scarcity of horses of the right form in Eogland is
marked. As a matter of fact little more than two-thirds of the British
Cavalry is mounted, and the demands of tho enormous continental armies
will preclude any alteration of the situation. The typo of horso required
is of full barrel and well ribbed up, with clean but powerfal limbs, broad-
chested, well developed in shoulder and fors-arm, with strony hind quarters,
short suther than long in the body, with thoroughly good hoofs. The hend
shotld not be large, but the nostrils expansive, and the eyo bright and
intolligent.  Nor should the lrgs bo 1co lonyg. ‘There is no 1eason that we
should not breed such horses, and let it b+ remombered, as wn tho case of
vther products of our farming mdustries, that Nova Scolia is al the very
door, so to speak, of the Eughsh marke!, which, in this instance, must be
supplied if tho material is anywhere obtainable.

Put the eolt you are breaking by the side of a fast walking horse ; it will
give it a good start toward becoming a fast walker.

In providing sheltor and stalls for horses allow fivo feot in width per
animal whero they are ticd up, and threo and a half feet for cattle.

To our farming fiiends --~You have plenty of timo these winter evonings
1o st down and write us something you kuow, which would be beneficial
to your brother farmers. Let us hear from you.

Here is the Arab test of a good horse, which evory farmer can apply.
It is simply to observe your horse when ho is drinking out of a brook. If,
in bringiog down his head, hoe remains square without bending his limbs,

he possessses sterling qualities, aud all parts of his body are built symmet-
nicatly.

A prominent dairy authority elates that if one will draw from s cow in
a cluso stable some milk into a swieer, leavo it thero exposed to the odor for

a short time, and then attempt to drink it, he will discover what a foul-
smelling flud it has become.

At this season of the year animals need warm stables, dry platforms, and
plenty of food and drink. Ifgood piufits are expected stock shounld bo well
looked after, both in feeding and other respects. Cows made comfortablo
will winter on a much poorer ration and como out in g Bg in mich bettor
condition than those fed highly but ot cered for prgpeny.

That pumkin serds aro injuricus to stock is knoewn to many who do not
suspect the reason. They are strongly diure tic, and ¢ wi~e go much flow pf unme
that the auumal 1s weakened.  They make fowls grow light and stop the pro-
duction of egas whenover hens eat them freely.  Fed to cows the pumkin

with 11s seeds does not do half tho goud 1t will if the sceds aro removed,—
Ameriean Caltivator.
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Tho queation comes to tho stock-raiser, how shall I lessen the cost of
produning calves? Ono way is to feed now milk almost wholly at the starl.
Givo it to the young animsl {resh from the cow, but uevoer let it suck. Feed
it woll when youug, at threo or four woeks losson tho quantity, and at two
months gradually wesn it. In tho summer season the calf will do woll if
woaned at less than two months' ¢ld. In winter, skim milk, after two
months, will holp calves o groat deal. They devolop naturally and oasily,
learn to tako cato of themsolves, growing fairly well. The green feed does
most good to an animal whon it is threo or four yoars old.—American Agri-
culturist.

Winter rye, sown near the poultry yard, makes sn oxcollent fall and
winter pasturage for fowls. An abondoned pen may bo made useful by
putting it into rye. Even in mid winter or nearly spring on pleasant days
fowls can thus procure green food, and the result will be good healthy
fowls and plenty of eggs, so says the Furmer's Qazetle.

A contemporary gives the following advice on “ How to make hens lay”:
—¢ Pnt two or more quarts of water in a kettle and one largo seed pepper,
or two awall once, thon put the kettlo over the fire. When the water boils
stir in courso Indion meal until you have a thick mush. Let it cook un
hour or g0 ; feed hot. Horse radish is chopped fine and etirred into mush
as propared in the above directione, snd for results wo aro getting from five
to ten eggs por day, whereas provious to feeding woe had not had eggs for a
long time. Wo hear a good deal of complaint from other peoplo ubout not
getting epgs. To such we would warmly recommend cooked foed fed hot.
Boiled apple skins seasoned with red pepper, or boiled potatoes seassned
with horse radish, are good for feed, much better than uncovked food
Corn when fed the hen by itself hes a fendency to fatten rather thau
produce the more profitablo egg laying. A spoonful of sulphur stirred with
their feed occasionally will rid them of veiminand tone up theirsystems.

Hero is something worth experimenting upon. The dmerican Agricul-
{urist says if o teaspoonful of clean wood ashes is given evory third day to

horses in their feed they will very rarely nced *condition powdeis” The’

same amount given to cattle will have good recults. Cattle and swino are
frequently seen licking ashes where rubbish has been burned. The ashes
given to hogs may be mixed with their salt. Ashes correct acidity of the
stomach, and destroy some intestinal worms. Wood ashes aro a valuable
fertilizer for all crope, but especjally for orchard crops. They contain all
the miners! clements required by plants. The fine condition and poculiar
propottion of their ipgredients make their real agricultural value greater
than tho value computed from chemical analysis. Cosl ashes are com-
paratively worthless, but wood ashes should never be thrown away.

Only healthy cows produce good milk. They must nover be heated, or
in any woy misused or unduly exgited.

OUR COSY CORNER.

A great des) is being written just now about corsets—much of it going
into extreme views pro and con. The common sense of the watter is that the
corset is @ valuable suppoit, especially as sustaining by the resistance of its
necossarily stiff and substantial make, the weight of garments which fasten
round tho waist, which, in tho absenoe of such intervening wmaterial, would
cut in a painful and unpleesant manner. But tho rcesonable support of a
corsgt, not so tightly drawn togoether as in any way to compress and obstruct
the vital functions of the lungs and the digestive organs, is a very different
thing to the insane effost for o wasp waist, in contravention not ouly of the
laws of nature and health, but of those of the proportions bestowed by
nature. Nature may bo 2 little trimmed and restrained, but tho restraint
should vever be carried {o tho point of inconvouience, not to say pain.
Arms that cavnot be brought close to the budy by reason of extremo pressure
which dieplaces parts of the figure, inability to stoop, or for any freo and
natural movement, and short breath, gasping for want of the natural play of
the lungs constitute a pitisble picture. It is only necessary to hobble in
boots to complete it.
