although not too profitable, trade. But there are limits
to Australian enterprise, and the result of the present
shipment will. probably convince "our enterprising
Southern cousins that these limits do not include the
live stock trade with Britain.

The recent failures of private hankers and the losses
thereby entailed, almost invariably upon a class of de-
positors but poorly able to afford them, has again
‘brought the question of the advisability of a govern-
ment inspection of these institutions prominently be-
fore the investing public. No doubt there are many
honorable and solvent private bankers in Canada whose
husiness would bear the closest inspection. But on the
other hand we are confronted with instances where
supposed solvent men have failed, and paid as little as
five cents in the dollar to a class of depositors upon
whom the loss of their slender savings involved almost
penury. No doubt private banks benefit these small
depositors by allowing them, as long as they are sol-
vent, a larger rate of interest than the chartered banks
could afford to do. But, on the other hand, a charter-
ed hank, even when suspended, usually repays its de-
positors in full, while a private bank almost invariably
does not. In fact the dividend in the latter case rarely
cxceeds fifty cents in the dollar and is often below ten
cents. Under these circumstances it would be well if
some method of official inspection of these banks could
be instituted whereby depositors would ‘reeeive some
warning of the condifion of bank in which they were
depositing their funds. At present it is almost impos-
sible for an intending depositor to find outanything
about the actual posmon of a private bank. Tn the

case of Andrew Somerville, money was deposited in ab-
solute confidence in his stability until the very moment
of ‘the crash, although his business had been insolvent
for years, and it has been the same in many other in-
stances. It looks, then, asif it would be in the inter-
est of the agricultural community and of the smaller
towns and villages in which] these private banks
are principally located, tliat a system of inspection
should be inangurated sufticiently thorough to give in-
tending customers a reasonable knowledge of their
position, without unduly hampering their interests or
exp'osiug their business methods.

RATES FOR: MONEY.

It is sometimes asked why the rates for commercial
discounts ate so high in Canada‘when the rates quoted,
from day to day, for money in New York and London
are so very low. It must be borné in mind, however,
that the New York rate quoted in the press is for
strietly call money,—that is, money which can he
either paid by the borrower or demanded by the lender,
and received in an hour after the demand,—secured by
first class stock collaterals with a large margin, and
which are readily saleable in case of need on the Stock
Exchange. In the same manner the London rate is
for discount of prime three months’ bills,—that is bills
drawn by strong banks in some part of the British
Empire or foreign countries upon first-class hanks in
London, accepted by them and endorsed by a respon-
sible commercial frm—sometimes by two or three com-
mercial firms: Vast amounts of these bills are con-
stantly being diseounted in London and, from the ab-
solute certainty . of their payment, are held by: the
banks as a large portion of their Cash Reserve. They
know well that if fifty or a hundred thousand pounds
sterling of these bills mature on any day they are as
certain to be paid as anything in the financial world
can be. But in neither London nor New York is the
rate of discount to commercial borrowers anything like
that quoted for the class of business which we have
mentioned above.

In England it is unusual for-a connnerc1al bmrower
to obtain money in ordinary times under five-per cent,
bhesides a commission ‘on his bank account which is
never charged in this country. It is barely possible

,at the present moment, owing to the over abundance

of money, that thisrate might be somewhat shaded.
The same statement holds good in -New York. 'In
ordinary times a commercial borrower cannot obtain
money under six per cenb. @ilt-edge paper -is some-
times sold on the “ street” at a lower rate, and the
quotation varies with the very great abundance of
monej, but the ordinary borrower is on very much the
same plane as his business equal in Canada.

In Canada from various causes the great amouut of
our commercial. paper does not apploach in quahty the
same class of paper in England,—that is, it is neither
80 certam to be promptly paid, nor are the makers as
strong as in England. That bemg the case, as Bankers
gmde their rates by the risk they Tun, the rate of dis-
counts in Canada is, and must always be somewhat
higher. But that our commerclal borrowers réceive as
good treatment as uhey could expect from our banks is
borne out by the fact that when two years ago money
for commetrcial purposes was obtained only with the
very g greatest dxfﬁculty in the United ‘States—in fact
could not be obtained " at all—our own banks did ot
advance their rates to ordmary borrowers and supphed
their needs’ readlly ——-Busmeqs men always apprecxate
such a state of affairs ag this. Tti is a very desxnble
thmg that they should be 'l.ble to count upou ‘l. steady
discount rate and a f’ert'unty of obtammg monpy for
their Iemtunate Lequlremeuts " 'I.‘hat being the case

_our ordmary customers, who aré always willing, in
“view of the certainty of obtammg money from us, to
pay us remunerative rates.”

The exceptionally low rates which prev.nl this year
in the large monetary centres, such ag London, Paris
and Berlin, in Furope, and New York on this Contin-
ent—and which, to some extent affect our Canadian
business also—resnlt from the stagnation which has
existed in hoth speculative circles and legitimate busi-

ness. It is needless for us to recount what has brought,

this about, as it has been explained on many occasions
hefore in our columns. But ‘there is every indication
that this superabundance of wmoney is passing away—
as it must pass away after atime—and that before long
the ordinary rates will again prevail.

LAST YEARS' TRADE FIGURES.

The report of the Department of Trade and Com-
merce for the fiscal year ended 30th June last shows a
shrinkage of $11,140,958 in the volume of Canadian
trade during the year as compmed with the figares of
 its predecessor. 'The decline was almost continuous
throughout the year, the greatest period of depression
being in the quarter ended on the 30th September,
1894, when the total of imports and exports fell $7,-

802,407 under those of the corresponding period of.

1898. 1In the second quarter, ending on the 30th De-
cember,1894,an improvement was already noticeable, but
there was still a deficit of $3,524,618. This improve-
ment continued, and with the close of the third quar-
ter last March the vo]ume of trade showed an increase
of $192,606 over the ﬁgures for the first three months -
of 1804. The improvement was not maintained, how-
ever, for the last quarter of the year showed agam a
deficit of $6,729. The hgures by months are given in
the following table —

The country was only just commencing to
emerge from the period of depression during the first
half of the year, and from July, 1894, to T‘ebruary.
1805, the deficits were continuous. Then a series of
gains took place until last June, when an unexpected

 deficit of $3,300,000 was recorded. Thus the year did

not close as fuvombly as ‘the returns for the four previ-
ous months had justified us in anticipating. But there
is reason for belief that the figures for the following
months are more favorable. Prices in most lines have

risen, and are still tending upwards; trade is improving .

although only slowly ; and there is always a freer
movement of goods on a rising than a falling market.
No doubt merchants are still purchasing very cautious-
ly, and hence no marked improvement in the returns
can.be looked for in the first quarter of 1895-96. But
from this out the volume of trade should show im-
provement, and it is fair to predict that the returns of
Canadian commerce during the fiseal year of 1895-96
will be considerably in excess of those of ity pre-
decessor.

MIXING WHEAT.

The action of the government in rescinding the or-
der-in-council prohibiting the mixing of scoured smut-
ty wheat with No. 1 or No. 2 hard Manitoba has natu-
rally excited adverse comment both from millers and
shippers of grain in the older provinces. They argue
—and with considerable force—that smutted wheat, no
matter how carefully brushed, scoured, or- doctored in
the grain hospital it may be, can never be considered as
No. 1 hard ; that it retains its peculiar odor and flavor

< no matter how well it is cleaned; and further that it is”

anfair that a car going into one side of the elevator as
smutted wheat should emerge at the other side with an
inspector’s certificate that it is No. 1 hard. - They in-
sist that the doetrine that if wheat is better fhan the
standard it can be lowered by the addition of inferior
and smutted grades until it will just get past tbe in-
spector, is one that it unfair to the purchaser; that it
brings diseredit upon Manitoba wheat in the warkets
of the world; and that it results in Kuropean pur-
chasers preferring to buy Duluth wheat because the
Anierican inspectors state distinetly npon their certifi-
cates of whabt the consignment is actually composed,

and hence they know exactly what they are buying,

The claim that eastern’ shlppers have done more " to in-
jure the credit of Manitoba wheat by mixing soft On-
tario grain with it than has ever been done by the ad-
mxxture of séoured smutty Maniboba grades, may safe-
ly be dismissed as an exaggeration put forward for the
purpose of’ strengthemng the farmers case.

They vary from
year to year nccordmv to the character of the erop, and
thus the standard for 1895 is not the same as that for
1894. This'gives a certain basis for the claim thab
mixing is justifiable so long : as the mixed purcel is still
able to grade to the standard 'As to the conservmﬂ of
the mterests of the farmer, whom the miking of grain
is supposed to benefit, there is probably much to be-
said on both sides. The maintaining of the price of
smutted grain at a few cents over its true value, by
permitting it to masquerade as clean pure wheat, may
possxbly afford hini some temporary advantage. Buf it
is doubiful if, in the long run, his interests would not
be hetter served by phcmo- the character qf No. 1 hard
Manitoba above all susplcmn ‘Honesty is the best

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INCENDIARIES,

The toils are being gradually—slowly but suvely—drawn
about the gang of incendiaries, who it is now fairly helieved
are answerable to a greater or less extent for the heavy losses
sustained by our fire -insurance companies in Canada, and
especially in our largest cities, during the last year or two.
That thers is warrant for aseribing a considerable number
of the digastrous fires in the business sections of this city
during the last two years to this cause is shown by the
marked immunity from losses of the kind recently—or since
the batch of accused fire-hugs was arrested some weeks since.
It will doubtless go hard with all who have been concerned
in the business, and it is to be hoped the punishment that
may he meted out to them may have the effect of establish-
ing a new condition of things in fire insurance books of
accounts, and also among' the economies of our business
houses ; for—look at it from whatever side we may—losses
from fire must eventually be mst by the insuring public at
large, just as tax evasions and exemptions must make the
burden all the heavier upon those who consistently adhere to
an honest policy and manfully shoulder their liabilities.

Naturally some curious episodes have transpired during
tho preliminary proceedings. We have already drawn atten-
{ion to Loewenthal's stock of tweeds, part of which travelled
from shop to shop, masquerading as damaged goods, until
tho patterns became familiar to the adjusters. Now, another
of the accused, among the furriers, has furnished a surprise
by the inanguration of a new method of securing forensic
talont for his defenecs. Lacking evidently the wherewithal

to pay in eash, he turned over the vesidue of his depleted -

stock, valued then at somewhat under $1,000 to his legal
advisor to weat the cost of the struggle to keep him out of
the penitentiary and the goods are now being sold for that
purpose. Probably some more re velations as to the peculiar
Iusiness methods of others among the accused may veach us
later on; but enough has already been elicited to show that
“ for ways that are dark and tricks that are vain " the Beiser
syndicate could hold their own ‘with even Bref Harte's
Mongolian.

A BOOT AND SHOE [IRM IN DIFFICULIIES,

It is announced that Seguin, Lalime & Co., boot and shoe
manufacturers of St. Hyacinthe, are in finanecial difficulties
and a meeting of creditors has been called at which a state-
menf-of the firms posivion will be presented and an effort to
offect a sottlement made. The firm is an old established one.
It was fivst started fifteen years ago in St. John's, P. ., and
was noted for the excellence of its output. In fact, it was
commonly said in the trade that country retailers waited for
Seguin, Lalime & Co.'s travellers before buying. About two
years ago, however, they lost their manager, Mi. Kirkland,
and since then the sharacter of their goods has not been up
to the standard he established. Trade fell off in consequence,
and lasb year they built a lavge new factory which dlew

THE RISE IN TEXTILES. :

The wesk has been notable in dry goods circles for a series
of advances in the prices of Canadian cottons and woollens,
due to the ranning out of the old stocks of raw material and
the consequent necessity of readjusting values on the basis
of the new prices for wool and raw cotton. 'The advances
have heen heaviest in woollens, as Australian and Cape wools
have advanced fully 15 to 20 per cent., and in. the case of
crosshreds 25 to 30 per cent., with every probability of going
still higher. The London wool sales, of which particulars
are given in our market review, diSpla.yed unwonted strength
and confidence. Naturally the advance in the raw material
thus established, must be reflected in the price of the finished
article, and, as a consequence, tweeds have been advanced in
this market 21 cents per yard, and Campbellford flannels 1}c
per yard.

In cottons similar causes have brought about 51m11a1 re-
sults. Last week we chronicled a rise of five per cent. in
colored shirtings, denims, and some lines of tickings.
we have to chronicle ‘a second advance of five per cent. in
these lines and a rise of five per cent. in flannelettes and
cottonades. A similar advance has been made in cotton
yarng and twines, and it looks as if other lines would share
in the rise befove long, These advances have been absolutely
forced upon the manufacturers by the increased cost of their
raw material. They have been delayed as long as possible,
but the time has now come when the consumer must realize
that the old prices are out of the question under the changed
conditions of the primary staples.

a fair rate of interest for their funds. Under liquidation they
might have to wait an indefinite number of years, receive no in-
terest, and might witness a serlous curtailment of the assets dur-
ing a long and more or less expensive lHquidation, Their inter-
ests would be distinctly served by the course recommended, and
it is therefors to be hoped their regponse to the circular will be
prompt and unanimous, - Every person concerned should feel
gratified under all the circumstances that there is such 2 _possi-
Dility in view. ‘1t is clear that everything possible has been
done by the two gentlemen in charge, Messra. Chipman and
NeMartigny—in which they were actively assisted by the pre-
sidemt—to conscrve the interests of the depositors and share-
holdérs.
