Even Bible
circulation and missionary exertion upon the largest
scale will be poawerless to couvert it, unless they
are accompanied by the strength which nnity alone
can give. Variety and the right to differ
have many advocates.  We have at present to think
of unity and obligation to agree,’ Upon this pas-
sage the Editor of the Church Quarterly pertinently
asks,’ To whom would we Jook with greater hope-
fullness to initiate active measures for drawing us into
closer connection with the great body to which Dr.
Milligan belongs, than to one of the highest digni-
taries of the Scoteh Establishment who has the
courage and heart to speak and write such words ?

A CORRESPONDENCE has taken place between
the vicar of Alfreton, Derbyshire, and the Bishop
of Lichfield, in reference to a recent Roman Catho-
lic funeral. The officiating priest having improved
the occaston by delivering an address on the Roman
doctrine of purgatery, the vicar wrote to inquire of
the Bishop of the diocese whether such a course
was in accordance with the spirit ot the Butials
Act of 188c ; and Bishop Maclagan has replied as
follows :—**There is no doubt that the Roman priest,
en the occasion you mention, did contravene the
7th section of the Burial Laws Amendment Act,
and was guilty of misdemeaneur; but I do not
therefore advise that any legal proceedings should
be taken against him. Such a step would enly
give exaggerated importance to 4 matter which is
really of very little moment. Every similar trans-
gression of the law, whether by Romanists or any
other Dissenters, is ultimately more injurious to the
offenders than to the Church. Your wisest course
will be to remind your ewn people (with reference
to what was stated—I hope ignorantly—by the
Roman priest) that the Church of England does
believe in an’ intermediate state as'clearly as the
Church of Rome, and far more in accordance with

In the afternoon, Mr. Sedwick and 1 climbed a
hill about 1500 feet aliove Great Valley, and offer-
ed up special prayer for the village as we gazed
down upon 1t with. eager mterest.  We had even-
ing prayers in one af the large ancestral halls of the
Chaw family, which was lemt us for this purpose.
Abeut 150 persons assembled, some of whom had
walked in from neighboring villages on purpose to
hear the forelgn preacher and the catechist. 1
spoke long from the evening lesson (St Luke vi.)on
the Sabbath, as suggesting creation and redemption
completed, and tried to lift their thoughts to the

ORD Jrsys a8 the etérnal Jehavaly, the mighty
Maker of thelr Leantiful hills, and as the Son of
man who had redeemed them with Mis precious
blood.  Somsé of the andience scewled at me, being,
as 1 heard afterwards, relations of some of the can-
didates.  ‘The baptismal service was fixed for the
following morning carly, as we had to leave in good
time so as to reach Hangchow by Sunday. 1 rose
carly with selemn and glad especlation. At 7 aam,
word was hrought to me that a midnight meecting
had been nield by some of the literati and leading
men of the place to concert meusures for suppres-
sing this foreign religion.  Soon afier, we heard
that the enemies of the Gospel were still in con-
clave, and that one of the baptismal candidates (the
young man whaose father so resents his Sunday keep-
ing) was summéhed before them.  The catechist
and Luke Chow went out to reconnoitre, and after
long absence they returned in some alarm, but with-
out any very definite tidings,  We were obliged,
however, 1o begin the service at once ; and all three
were present except the young man named above.
It scemed  that his father had twmpted him by = .
false message; pyd then had bolted the door an?
tied him up by & %pe rounid his neck. - You have
st father against son,” wak the charge murmured
against us. 1 began the serviee, and had not read
far when in ran the lad smiling, and took his place
in the long row of candidates, His father, it
scemed, yielding to the advice of his neighbours,
had reicased hnn, alter service was over, I found
the father himself outside the hall, and was able o
speak a word to him. “lather,” said the young
man, “I will obey youin everything else, but 1can't
forget Heaven.”

After-service, commending this little band of
nineteen Christians to the Lord, we started for
Hangchow, and, partly on {oot, partly on bamboo
raft and in hoat, we managed to reach home at the
time appointed.  About ten days later, on the oc-
casion of a great feast, the gemiry of the place and
neighbouwrhood met again (o consuit about this
mevement, and suninoned Luke Chow before them.
He declined to go down, and, though they sent
three times, he calmly kept to his resolution.  “[f [
have broken the laws,” he said, “reason would that
[ should beatrested and punished ; but 1 have not
done se.  If, however, you gentry wish to know
what Christianity means, why not come to ourupper
room and hear?  ‘To his surprise they actually
went, about twenty of them, with a party of “baser
fellows” waiting helow to act as circumstances
might demand.” Tor two hours and more they
plied our friend with abusc and argument, and ques-
tioning and threatening. He had had special prayer
beforehand for the Noly Spirit's gracieus help; and
surely it was granted.  He took them to the Bible,
as the great ground and proof of the truth of the
doctrine. - He showed them the 1oleration clauses
in the treaty of Tien-tsin ; and he assured them
that, il they meant te arraign him befare the magis-
trate, he would go on his feet willingly, and they
need not use force.  Finally they went out one by
one, having nothing at all te say to him'; and, as it
was described to me, “the big ones upstairs being
afraid Lo act, the little oncs below dared not move.”

Luke Chow is now employed by me, assisted
by money kindly sent by Mr. Elwin, as Christian
schoolmaster in the village—six boys and young
men having becn expelled from the two free schools
of which Great Valley boasts, because of their
Christianity. ‘He is to act alse as evangelist in the
villages round, and already we hear of the interest
spreading to other places.”

Five years pass away, the interest is still spread-
ing, and this Mission has bccome one of the most
promising i China. The Rev. A. Elwin is now
the Missionary in charge, and ir his last report he
says that there are baptized Christians in 24 vil-
lages. "One ‘member of the little band who were
firet baptized has just been called away' by dgath.
He wis Luke Chow's_eldest brother, an old ‘man
full of faith ahd hope, whose last words were, “Jesus

The clergy of the.Diocese of Qucebec, it may truly
be said, are not men in any senst ‘given to change.”
It selduin happens that -oue of them removes Lo -
anuther Diocese. There 15 among them a pecu- !
liar]y affectionate atiachunent to their own Diocese,
their Bishop, their brother clergy, and their Diocesan |
institugions.  This gives to the Diocese. solidity and !
strength, besides other advantages. Now, however,
we are lesing one of our clergy by emigration ; the
Rev. James Boydell, M. A., Missionary at Kingsey,
has accepted the charge of Brandon, in Maniioba,
and gocs there afier Christmas. Mr. Boydell will
he a loss to us and a gain to Manitoba, for he is a
rrue-hearted, fathful, religions gentleman, unfiagging
in the quict, persistent discharge of his duty, ever
cheerful and full of sympaihy,—just the man w-win
real success in his new home.  His brother-clergy,
aswell as his own people, greaty regret his luss.
Jut we must not begrudge o goud man to a ficld
which needs good wen so sorely, We are losing
also the services of the Reve AL W. Woolryche,
whu, owing to.a complete bresk-down of his health,
is retiving upon the Peusion Fund from the charge
of the Mission of Bury, a Missien some 235 miles
from Sherbrooke,  Mr, Woolryche is still compara-
tvely & young man, and the failure of his heaith is
a most gricvous trial, deeply Tamented by his many
warm fricnds,  3lr. Woolryehe came 1o us from
England some 20 years ago, and after serving a
few years in a country Mission was for many ycears
incumbent of Levis and South Quebee, and alse
Sceretary of the Church Society.  There his health
faited him, and after holding for a short time, at
mtervals, several .country cures, he s now obliged
inally to retire. Mr. Woolryche was an able
preacher, and a man of considerabie attuinments in
literature, and very much eadeared himse!f to his
friends by the charin of his conversation and the
warmth of his affections. e is suceeeded in the
charge of the large and important Mission of Bury
by the Rev. F. W, Webster, 3. AL, lately returned
from a two years’ tenure of the Mission of [atrador,
his first charge.  Mr. Websier is a native of Que-
bec, and a graduate of the University of Bishop's |
College, Lennoxville, as also is Mr, Boydell. The
Rev. Albert Stevens, M. A, also of Dishop's Col-
lege, suceeeds Mro Balicwr at Hatley. e has
been Misstonary in the two townships of Rarford
and Herclurd, withoat ehange, siwce his ordination |
6 ot 7 years ago, and has there won for imself and |
tor the Church—of witich he may he said to have |
been the foumder there—'a gnod degree.” and great
respect and esteem. The Rev. Jehn Foster, how- |
ever, the incumbent of the ez bos Mission oof
Coaticooke, dud gucd sevice as a puomeer Mission- -
ary in Hereford and Barford, as did 2o his Deloved
and lamented suceessor, the Rev, Mr. Corvin, one
of the holiest and moest leveable, as well as one of
most eceentrically innocent of men.

The Executive Committee are
at this Synod to propose new mission regulations,
that will involve us in serioas responsibility, but itis
a venture of faith, which duty calis to and in which,
I trust, with Gon's blessing we shail be sustained.
1 cannot but express the deep satisfaction which 1
feel at the kindness which our clergy and the st
dents of theology meet with, whenever they hold
service. Theyv “are heartily welcomed even by
those ouiside of our communion. This has not
arisen fram any sinking ef the distinuive peculiar-
itics of the Church, but 1s above all, T rejoice to
think, to be attributed to its being manitest tha
the first desire and endeavor is to deliver the Mas-
ter’s message. This has ever been characternisuc
of the ministrations of the diocese—1 hope will
ever be so.  We cannot do better than walk m tue
steps of Him who said:  *1 detenimine not to knaw
anvihing amoung vou save Jesus Christ and him
crucitied.”

1 desirz brietly to lay before you what we have
beaen able to do to supply the means of grace to the
vast districts 6f country now being settded,  Inac-
cordance with the wish expressed by the last Syned.
on receiving, shortly atter it broke up, an invitation
to attend a meeting in January inMonweal, Latiended
that meeting. 1 met during that short '\'i?‘it the cen-
tral committee appointed by the Synocef the Eccle-
sastical Provinee of Canada. 1 stated that 85,000
a year would mect this yearour most pressing wants.
Thev resolved to assess the Canada Dioceses for
that amount, I have been winious 1o get them to
actitke the Preshyterian Ledy in Caneda, and in
noting that amonit asstie the respotsibaliny and at
once send the men. But this has not been done.
A year has passed and we have received 839,33,
inclusive of #3359.35, directly veted to us by the
svnod of Huron, 1 have, however, been authorized
by our (riend Mr. C. J. Brydges, wha is their treas-
urer, to provide for two  districts, whith 1 cunsider
cequivalent to a pledge of Sr,zos. However, the
money i Canada is really in the hands of the Die-
ceaan Synods, and, as In some cases they have only
quite tecently sanctioned the assessment of their
Dioceses, it 1s probable that next year the resuit
mav be more satisfactory. At present then we
have, in accerdance with the nledge of Mr. Rrvdges,
set apart two districts ; one of these 15‘13:.rr].c. nclud-
ing Shoal Lake and Fort Lllice. Thisis a large
district of some zo townships, heing largely setiled.
Mr. Dawson, a graduaie of (Thrist_Cp!legc, Cu‘m-
br.due, has been appointed as the missionary.  The
other district isto be embina Cressing. This is
partly taken from the huge district of sbma 50 town-
ships or more, that has been m'tcndcd to for the
last two or three years by Mr, Wilson.

DIOCESE OF ALGOMA.

This young diocese has been called upon to
mourn the death of its first Bishop, the R Rev.
Frederick . Fauquier, D. C. L., which happened
suddenly at Toronto, on Friday fast. We learn
from Biiss® “Clerical Guide,” that his lordship was
born in 1817, and consequently was in his Gsth
vear. Educated in England, he came to Canada,
and prepared for Holy Urders under Dr. Bethune,
afterwards Bishop of Toronto, and was adimitied
into the Order of Deacons in 1840, and to that of
Priests in 1846, by Dishop Strachan of Toronto.
His first and only charge was the mission of Fast
Zorra, in the Diocese of Huron, which he held for
twenty-eight years, with the offices of Rural Dean
and Archdeacon of Brant, uati! he was consecrated
on 83, Simen and Jude's Day, 1873, to the Sce of
Algoma. We fearthe Bishop's death must be largely
attributed to the harrassing nature of his work, owimg
1o the promise of support made him by the several
dioceses of Canada not having been adequately
fulilled. The formation of a Central Board of
Uomestic Missions last year instead of adding to the
means of the diocese crippled them for a time,
although, no doubt, ultimately it will prove Algoma’s
est friend. His Lordship was constantly full of
anxiety for the future of his diocese, and, we fear,
as 50 many missionary Bishops of the American
Church have lost their lives, so he lost his, worn out
with anxious care in providing for his missionarles,
without knowing where to look for the money
tequired, We only hope his sudden death may
awaken the Church to her duty, and may lead to a
more sufficient maintenance bLeing made for our
only Missionary Diocese.

“Add to your faith vittue, and to vistue knowledye, ant
to knowledge temperance, and to temperance patience, and
tu patience  godiiness, anl to godliness brotherly hinduess,
and to brotherly kindness charity *— 1 Peter, i, 5, 6, and 7.

‘Thisis the last Sunday of the Christian year, and
it will be well wo see what advance we have made
in the spiritual life.  Next Sunday will be Advent
Sunday. Then, we once more commemorate by
feast and fast the event of our Lord's life, from the
Incarnation to the Ascension. ‘I'he first word of
our text is add.  Our spiritual life must bea growth,
ever advancing, ever looking forward. Some are

; content with louking back always to the same scene

of our redemption, at the dead Christ upon the
Cross, and not at the lving Christ -in Heaven.
And so in the spiritual life, remembering a past
time of dezeper faith and love, instead of looking
forward and pressing onward.  St. Paul, the great
example of conversion, speaks of running a race,
how furgetting cach round he has passed, presses
onward to reccive the prize.  St. Peter bids us, add
“Faith," belief. There is a poputar idez in these
days that it does not matter what a man  belicves,
if be leads a good hfe. How grievous an error.
We must see the sort of {aith required of us. In
the Dbaptism service, faiih is placed between renun-
ciation of evil en the one hand, and our work on
the other; a most important position connecting
the two and showing the need of faith to help usto
keep God's commandments rightly.  First, we
must put away evil, then we must have fa‘th in
Gaod and in His word.  Each article of the Chris-
tian faith must be fully believed and jealously
guarded. ‘Then from the strength faith gives, we
may be enabled to keep God's Holy will and com-
mandments. Not te believe God, is to give God
the lic. Our faith must not be the faith of devils
who fear Him, but the faith that first sees, then
stretches out to Him in fuller knswledge at last
embraces Him in Jeze.

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SUNDAY SCHOOIL. CONFERFENCES,

Ar a Sunday School Conference in Madison,
Wis., the Rev. Dr. Courtaey preached an able ser-
mon on “Sunday Schools as helpers to Church-
work, their defects and their needs,” taking his text
from Prov, xxii. 6, *“I'rain up a child in the way he
should go, and when he is old he will not depart
from it.” ‘T'he reverend speaker dwelt impressively
upon the fact that the Divinely-appointed teschers
of children are their parents.  *“The Sunday School,”
he said, “has grown out of the failure of parents and
zuardians to do this divinely-given work. Tt is
called ‘The Nursery of the Church,’ and it ought to
be so; but T am sorry to say that itis not. "This
is a lamentable fact—an awful fact: that the great
majority of Sunday Scliool scholars, upon reaching
the age of fifteen, leave off church-going.” He
then proceeded to answer the uestion, “How are
Sunday Schoo! children to be saved to the Church ?”
There was much wisdom and force in Dr. Court-
ney's treatment of this subject.  In particular, he
dwell upon the vast importance of definite Church-
tcaching. Children, he remarked, were to be in-
structed in their glorious privileges as baplized
members and citizens of the Kingdom of Gob, to
Whose unbounded love and mercy they owe all
that they are or are ever capable of becoming, They
were to be first taught faith both in the Deoctrines
and in the Facts of the Gaspel ; then, Worship
next, Duty to Gob and man. I order to this, the
teachers must be capable, and be possessed of ex-
perimental knowledge,  We need teachers who are
“apt to teach.”  The preacher weat on to speak of
the privilege and importance of Confirmation ; of
the need of discipline in our Sunday 5chools, and
uf the various requisites for their eflicicncy.  Among
the latter, he specified @ good fbrary 5 “not trashy
nor geody-goody, but really good books.” lie re-
terred also to the duty of public catechizing in the
church by patish priests.

The Bishop of Wisconsin and a number of clergy
and laity were preseat.  The Conference lasted two
days, and papers were read on “Sunday School
Music,” “"the Catechisin as the Basis of Eifective
Work," “Infant Class Work,” “Bible Class Work,"
“The use and abuse of S. S. Leafiets,” “Model 1.es-
~ons,” “Libraries, and how to use them,” and *“"The
relation of the Congregation to the Sunday School.”

Discussion was catered into on all these points,
and the Conference was found to be “delightful and
instructive.”,

We often wonder why we have so little of tais
If
denominations abeut us can have their County S,
5. Unions and gatherings for Conference on the
important work of training the young, surely it is
time for us to bestir ourselves, and take united
counsel together.

In St. John there is a valuable Teachers' Associa-
tion, and we submit that if our Rural Deaneries
were occasionally to arrange for such a Conference
much good would ensue. Qur teachers in country
schools need instruction and hints, and would
gladly avail themselves of information and methods
thus brought before them. Our average Sunday
School is about as dry and uninteresting as can
well be imagined. In looking over the reperts of
some of the Dioceses we have been struck with the
small anmber of childres in the Sunday Schools of
some of the Parishes. Unfortunately we canmot
suppose that the absentees are instructed at home,

«

We can only come to the conclusion that a large
body of children of Church people are growing up
with the prospect of being neither intelligent Cliris-
tians nor intclligent Church people. It is because
we are so stroagly cenvinced of the supreme im-
portance of reaching and training the young in
Church principles that we sa often recur to this
subject, And it is because we are so painfully
canscious of the defects in our S. S. machinery, and
the small results produced in most cases, that we
are anxious to stir up inteiligent and weil-directed

cffort to improve them.

WHAT ARE THE POSITION AND THE
PROSPECTS OF THE CHURCH IN THE
DIOCESE OF FREDERICTON FOR THE
COMING YEAR?

THis question is most intimately connected with
the Diocesan Church Society.  Its most important
work for each year is done in the early Spring, and
is brought to a close the first week in July, And
yes thers is a close of the financial and missiorary
work of the Socicty with the end of the civil year,
and, in many respects, we hegin anew, or takea
A good time it is to
laok about us and see how and where we stand.
In all this great interests, for those now living. and
for those wlho come after us, are involved. Most
of our readers are aware that at an expenditure of
over &20,000 annually from the funds at the disposal
of the Socicty the present staff of Missionaries is
sustained.  This fund is made up from yearly vol-
untary contributions, the intercst en investments
and bequests, and nearly one half the amount is still
supplicd from the aunual grant of the S. P. G,
From the two first-named sources, it may be hoped
there will be an increase ; from the latter a large
diminution will be made during the coming ycar,
and no doubt within a few years this grant will be
entirely withdrawn,  Hew is this deficiency as it
occurs to be made up? Is it to be effected by a
propertionate increase in the central fund, by in-
crcased and voluntary contributiens, or hy increased
local offerings in the scveral Parishes and Missions ?
‘The very existence of the Church in many places
in the Diocese, the position of many a hard-working,
self-denying clergyman demand a due consideration
of this subjcct on the part of every member of the

Church.

The committee appointed by the Seciety last
Iuly to make up the indebtedness of a little over
22,000 have not found it an easy task. How will
it be when even more than thiis sum is required as a
deficiency ezery year? Some of the Parishes may
do mare for themselves, as they clearly ought ta do.

fresh start with the new year.

A few may Dbecome sclf-supporting.  Others may
adopt the plan of continuing in connection with the
Saciety, and contribute to its funds as much as or
morc than they receive.  Stll they know well who
are fully acquainted with the Diocese that by fur
the larger number of the Parishes and Missioas
wst receive, for years fo eome, as much as they
do now, or their clergy cannot be maimained. 1In
many instances, fromn the circumstances of the
country, they are not se able, financially, to sup-
poit their own missionaries as they were twenty
years age. The question must come up, and it
may as well be looked at fully in the face, are any
of these P'arishes or Missions to be closed? We
have asked this question before in our columns, but
it needs to be pressed home upon the attention of
the Church until our laity come forward with an
answer.  Yew things can be thought of so deplor-
able as such a result. It is sad enough to think of
the members of the Church in our distant settle-
ments left destitute of the means of grace ; sad
enough to think of Missions like these in Albert,
Canterbury and other places given up, even for a
limited period. There is something most mournful
in the idea of churches closed Sunday after Sunday,
and all the increasing ills arising therefrom, ills
which niay wever be cured.  Dut what if this sort
of thing ir coming yeass is to be more general?
While this is wtitten from a Fredericton standpoint,
it applics even more forcibly te Nova Scotia under
present circumstances. It may be thought that we
take too gloomy a view of the situation. But the
facts are very piain. A serious crisis is impending,
if such a 1arge amount is withdrawn during the next
few years. And while it may be said that our long
state of dependence ‘has been injurions to the best
interests of the Church, still taking things as they
are, what is to be dune to maintain the services of
the Church in many of .our Missions, if the amount
now granted to them has to be diminished? Again
we call on our loyal and earnest laymen to propose
a solution of the difficulty,

OUR COLLECTS.

TueiR HISTORY AND SOURCES.

{Compiled for the Church Guardian by Rev. Isaic Brock,
Sherbrooke, Quebec.)

No. IV.

In the previous paper, I pointed out the Col-
lects which we owe to the Sacramentaries of Leo,
(A. D., 440), and Gelasius, (A. D., 492), I proceed
now to point out the Collects in our Prayer Book,
which we owe in whole er in part to the Sacramen-
tary of Gregory the Great, who was Bishop of
Rome from A. DD, 590 te A. D., Goy.

I will first mention, in order, the Collects we
owe to the Sacramentary of Gregory, and then call
attention to those of the Gregorian Collects which
received material amendments at the hands of
either our Reformers or Revisers, pointing out the
nature of those amendments.

Te the Sacramentary of Gregory we owe the Col-
lects for St. John the Evangelist, the Fpiphany,
first, second, third, fourth, and 6fth Sundaya after
the Epiphany, Septuagesima and Sexagesima Sun-
days, second, third, fourth, and fifth Sundays in
Lent, Good IFriday, «No. 1), Ascension Day, Whit-
Sunday, Trinity-Sunday, third, fourth, seventeenth,
twenty-second, twenty-third, twenty-fourth, and
twenty-fifth Sundays after Trinity, Conversion of St.
Paul, Purification of the Blessed Virgin, Annuncia-
tion of the Blessed Virgin, St. Michael and All
Angels, the second and fourth of the €£nal Collects
in our Commanion office, as also the latter half of
the Collect for Easter-Day. Inall, thiny-one Col-
lects and-a-half.

The revision of the old prayers was not a new
thing in the time of our Refurmers. Gregory him-
self was a reviser. The beauuful Callect now to
be found in our Prayer for Easter-Day furnishes us
with a happy instance of Gregory's powers as a
reviser of the ancient Prayers of the Church. The
first sentence of that Collect is found in the Sacra-
mentary of Gelasius—*Almighty Gop, who through
Thine only begotten Son Jesus Christ, hast over-
come death, and opened unto us the gate of ever-
lasting life"”—the latter half of that Collect is to
be found in the Sacramentary of Gregory,—‘‘we
humbly beseech Thee, that as by Thy spectal grace
preventing us, Thou dost put irto our minds good
desires, so by Thy continual heip we may bring the
same to good effect, through Jesus Christ Our
Lord” Qur Reformers have given us, as Dean
Goulburn remarks, a free and very noble translation
of Gregory's addition to the Gelazlan Collect, the
only actual addition they made being the insertion
of the significant word, *‘contiural’ The first
impulse to enter in at the open gate of everlasting
life comes from Gon's Holy Spirit.  This is Gop's
preventing grace ; the grace that goes before us,
Further on, in the Christlan life, though human
effort finds its proper place, Gop's grace cannot be
dispensed with, Gon's ‘“‘continual help,” His help
at cvery stage of the Christian life is needed to
bring the “gooad desires” originally implanted in
our minds by Gou's grace, to“good effect.”

The Collect for St. John the Evangelist's Day
was materially improved by our Revisers. The
Gregorian Collect as literally translated by Cranmer
in A. D,, 1549, ran thus :—"*Merciful Lord, we
beseech Thee to cast ‘Thy bright beams of light
upon Thy Church: that it being enlightened by
the doctrine of Thy blessed Apostle and Evangelist
John may attain to Thy everlasting gifts, through
Jesus Christ Our Lol The present ending of
the Collect was given to it by Bishop Cosin t—
“May so walk in the light of Thy truth, that it may
attain at length to the light of everlasting life.”” The
old Collect mentions only two lights, the light of
the Spirit, and the light of the Word ; the new one
aptly introduces & third light, that of everlasting
Yife, to which the two first are designed to lead the
way. Further, the old Collect contained ne direct
allusion to Christian conduct, while the new one
teaches us that we must walk in the light that now
shines upon us from heaven, if we would reach the.
light of everlasting life. These alterations of the
old Latin prayer are, as Dean Goulburn has remarck-
ed, masterly touches indeed, which prove Bishop
Cosin's abilities as a Reviser of Chu-ch Ofices to
have been of the highest orde-.

In the Collect for the Second Sunday after the
Epiphany, our Reformers altered the original peti-
tion—“Grant Thy peace to our times,” to—“Grant
us Thy peace all the days of our life.” Qur Re-
formers expanded the extremely brief Coilect
for the Third _Sunday . after 'Fpiphany, by

introducing into it the words I have placed
in italics —“Almighty and everlasting Gop, merci-
fully look upen our infirmities, and in o/ our
dangers and necessities stretch forth Thy right hang
to kelp and defend us.”  The Collect for the Foury,
Sunday after Fpiphany owes its first sentence to the
Sacramentary of Gregory—*O Gob who knowes;
us to be set in the midst of so many and great dan-
gers, that by reason of the frailty of our niture we
cannot always stand upright.” Then followed in
the old Collect, and in Cranmer's translatien of i in
A. D, 1549, this petition—*Grant to us the health
of body and soul, that all those things which we
suffer for sin, by Thy help we may well pass and
overcome.” Perhaps our Revisers in A. D., 166;
thought this prayer a too definite one, one, that is,
not applicable to a sufficiently wide range of cir-
cumstances. It must, I think, be admitted, that as
a prayer for general use, they have mpioved the
Collect by the ending which they substituted for the
above—*—Grant to us such strength and protection
as may support us in all dangers, and carry us
through all temptations.”

A specital interest attaches to the Collect for
Sexagesima Sunday on account of the material
alteratien which the principles of our Reformers
obliged them to make in it. The old Gregorian
Collect, as it is still used in the Roman Church,
runs thus :—*“O Lord Gob, who seest that we put
not our trust in anything that we do; mercifully
grant that by the protection of the teacher of the
Gentiles we may be fortified against all adversities.”
This petition seems to regard St. Paul, by virtue of
the position he held on earth, as a kind of guardian
angel of the Gentile Churches. New, although
there is abundant evidence in Holy Scripture for
the guardianship of holy angels, there is none what-
ever for the guardianship of departed saints. Qur
Reformers, therefore, wiclded on this oceasion the
pruning knife, and referred the fortification of the
Church against all adversity, not to St. Paul, bu:
simply to the power of Gop. The petition of the
old Collect as altered by Cranmer stands now,
“Mercifully grant that by Thy power we may be
defended against all adversity.” ’

The Collect for Ascension Day has been assigned
to Gregory. He derived, however, its leading
thought from the Sacramentary of Gelasius, which
he embodied in his own language. Cranmer in
trauslating it added a few touches, which I have
indicated by placing his additions in italics—*“Grant.
we beseech Thee, Almighty Gap, that like as we do
believe Thy only-begotten Son our Lord Jesus
Christ to have ascendrd into the heavens; so we
may also in fear? and mind thither ascend, and
with Him  continnally dwell, who liveth and
reigneth,” &c. In the petition in the Collect for
Whit-Sunday, “Grant us by the same Spirit to have
a right judgment in all ihings, and evermore to
rejoice in His 4o/y comfort,” the words in italics
are expressive additions for which we have to thank
Archbishop Cranmer.

The Gregorian Collect for the twenty-fifth Sun-
day after Trinity was altered by Cranmer so as tu
bring out more prominently the Scriptural doctrine,
that Gop will plentecusly reward the good works of
His faithful people. Cranmer's translation of the
old Collect for the Conversion of St. Paul wasan
improvement on the onginal ; this Callect was also
enriched and enlarged by our Revisers in A. D.
1661, In the petition in the Coliect for St. Michael
and all Angels, “Mercifully grant that as Thy holy
angels always do Thee service in heaven, so by Thy
appoiniment they may succour and defend us on
earth,” the words in italics are a most valuable in-
sertion of our Reformers. The mumereus super-
stitions, says Dcar Goulburn, which have gathered
round and discredited the doctrine of angels, would
have been to a greatextent precluded, had it always
been remembered that the angels act under Gop's
special appointment, are neothing mere than sub-
ordinate angels, empleyed to carry into effect our
Heavenly Father's purposes of infinite wisdom and
infinite love. :

So far we have traced the origin of sixty-two of
our Collects ; there remains yet one other Collect
belenging to the older offices of the Church, whose
history we have to trace, and then we shall ceme
to the Collects of the Reformation, and those of the

Restoration. -

Mr.” Godfrey Smith, who has been
connected with the schools as teacher and superin-
endent for fifteen years.  Mr. Vizard toek a class
of boys, and afterwards gave a short address to the
school. - There appears to be no Teachers’ Asso-
ciation at Halifax, but the Iastitute’s publications
are, to 2 considerable extent, used and valued.

St. Joun, NEw BRU.\‘SWICK:—On_ .Sundny,
September 15th, Mr, Vizard paid a visit to the
schoels of Trinity Church, St, Johm, N. B., and
had a very kind reception from the Rector, Canon
Brigstecke. The school is in all respects of 2 very
high order.  The buildings are fine, spacious and
couvenient, and comprise many rooms for various
purpeses.  All the most approved Sunday School
machinery is in operation.  Week-day teachers’
mectings are held, and the body of teachers is large
and efficient,  There is a scholars’ library, worked
on an admirably simple and effective plan,  The
discipline of the school appeared to be very good.

Fourteen teachers entercd for the last examina-
tion, and all passed, five obtaining second-class
certificates, five first-class cerhficates, and four
those of the special first-class, Of this numberone
candidate was placed amougst the first forty.

1t was interesting to observe among the children
a good sprinkling of black faces,  The schools are
in full connexion with the Institute, to whose opera-
tions the Rector and teachers express themselves
as greatly indebted for valuable help.  There s a
Teachers’ Association, comprising all the Church
schools in St. John, which holds the usual periodi-
cal meetings.

THE HEAVENLY WITNESSES.

{To the Fditors of the Church Gnardian,)

Smks,—1n an able paper en the Revised Version
of the New Testament, queted in Tre Cuuvrcu
Guarbiax of Nov. 24th, the Rev. D). Smith wakes
the following statement, which, for convenience, [
have divided into scctions :—“The Jast of the
omissions which I have mentioned, 1 fobm v. 3, 8,
was almost universally acknowledeed to be inevit-
able. {¢) The passage is contained in no MS. of
an carlier date than the 15th century.  The exact
number of MSS. which contain the chapter is not
known. It is notless than one hundred and seventy-
five, and possibly as many as two hundred and
fifty.  Agd of those, only two, and these of the 15th
and 16th century, can be adduced as containing
the passage. It is found, wdeed, in four other
MSS. But two of these were made from the printed
text, and must, therefore, be rejected ; while the
other two have the addition only in the margin.
The Vulgate is sometimes appealed to in support of
it; but while it is found in the later MS. of that
Version, it is wanting in the earlier. Al the Ver-
sions, therefore, are against it. (&) 1t is quoted by
nonc of the Greek Fathers, cven when bringing
forth proofs of the doctrine of the Holy Trinity.,
(c} Tt has rested for its authority on some of the
Latin Fathers; but even their testimony is said to
be greatly shaken on examination,”

These are weighty words; but as I have given
the subject some altention for several years, may 1
be permitted to take exception te them? 1 trust I
do not approach it in a controversal spirit, but
rather am “jealous over” the text “with Godly
jealousy " It is not, be it remembered, a crumb
which falls from the Master's Table, but a large
picce broken from the loal’; in ather words, although
it would be possible from very many other passages
of Moly Scripture to prove the doctrine of the
Blessed Trinity, few are as direct in speaking on
this incomprehensible subject.  “There 1s no ques-
tion that the great majority of the commentators, as
well as many learned Biblical eritics, regard verse 5
as spurious ; but (it may be carly training, or stub-
boriness on the writer's part) I am not convinced ;
indeed, from perusing the works of the learned
Ree. W Jones  The Catholic Doctrine of a
Zvinity, §¢., §-.,) and Rev. Jas. Sloss (Zie Doc-
trine of the 1vinity, §e), with others, 1 have
arrived alt z different conclusion.

(@) We are told, first, then, that “the passage is
contained in no MS. of an ecarlier date than the
fifteenth century.” ‘I'. H. Herne says it is not
found in any Greek MS. written before the sixteent/:
centiery. Now, there is no evidence that it was
cver controverted before Frasmus opposed it in the
beginning of the 16th century, and who omitted it
in the two first editions of his New Testament ; but
being convineed of his error from the perasal of “an
ancient MS. which was then in Britain, he corrected
his mistake, and printed it in bis thinl edition, A.
D. 1522, (See Sloss, wt sup., Edit. 1737, pp- 3, 4.}
‘The divines of lLovain having compared many
Latin copies, found this text wanting but in ffoe of
them ; and R. Stephens found it retained in sine of
sixteen MSS. which he used, (Jones, #f sup., p.
68). And it is acknowledged, says Sloss, (p. 11)
by the greatest entmies 1o this text themselves, that
almost all the MSS., a very few excepted, retain it,
to which Horne adds that 1t is found in most of the
MSS. el the Vulgate.

{6} Again, it is affirmed that none of the Greek
Fathers quoted it; while (¢ jthe testimony of the Latin
Fathers who refer to it is not very trustworthy, in-
asmuch as their statements are “said te be greatly
shaken on examination.” Now Tertullian, who
wrete less than a century after the words were
penned by St. John, evidently regarded the words
as conclusive in his wark against Praxeas, (Cont.
Prgx., cap. 23, for he says: *“The connection of
the Father in the Son, and of the Son in the Com-
forter, makes three joining together, the ome of
which is from the other, which Three are One
Thing.” In the next century, his disciple, St.
Cyprian (Dc Unit. Eccles., cap. 4, ad finem>, after
speaking of St. John, says: “And again it is written
of the Father, Son, and Spirit, these Three are One.”
It is well known that many of the Fathers preface
their quotations from Scripture with the words, “it

is- written,” “which gives additional weight to the -

century, it is cited by Eucherius of Lyom in thess .
words: “As to the Trinity, we read in St. Jobn's. -

Epistle, ‘there are three that bear record in Heaven,

‘the Father, the Word, and ‘the Holy Ghost; and

there are three that bear witness in earth, the

Spirit, the Water, and the Blood.'” (L. form.
Spiintedli, cap. xi. §§ 3, 4)  Vigilius, Bishop of
Tapsus, also quoted it as canonical Scripture in the
same century,  But further, it was cited by
Eugenius, Bishop of Carthage, in the celebrated
Confession of Faith, which he presented to Huo-
netic, the Arian King of the Vandals, in the name
of all the Bishops and Confessors in Africa, Mauri-
tania, Sardinta, and Corsiva.  (Bib. Patr., printed
at Pans 1664, Gennadius, cap. 97). Now, had
this text been regarded as spurious at that time,
would not its genuineness have been questioned by
the Arian party 2 Their very silence on this head
appears te me conclusive evidence that they
regarded it as a portion of the sacred Scripture.
In the sixsh century it was cited no less than three
times by Fulgentius, Bishop of Ruspina, in Africa,
in his works against the heretic Anawns {@c Trin.,
cap. g, Resp. ad objec. 10), 1" ‘he says’ (i. ¢, our
Lorp) and the Father are One ; it becomes us to
refer One to the Nature, and are to the Persons ; so
also 2here are three that bear vecord in Ileaven, the
Lather, the Word and the Holy Ghosty anid these
Three are (yne;” Jet Arius also hear ome, and not
say the Son is of a different nature,” The testi-
mony of Fulgentius may be regarded as of greater
weight, from the fact that he was summoned by
King Thrasimund to appear at Carthage to answer
the objections raised by the Arian party (headed
by Pinta, one of their Bishops,) against the Son’s
consubstantiality with the Father. The sepenth cen-
tury, Maximus quotes the text,—if, as it is gencrally
regarded, ho was the real author of the dispute at
the Council of Nice, which bears the name of
Athanasius ; while in the ¢/g/424 century Charles the
Great restored the Latin copies of the Bible, which
had been corrupted by transcribers, and retained
the text.  The learned men who were consulted
in this Version of the Scriptures wndoubtedly re-
ferred to Greek MSS.

In the fenth contury the learned doclors of the
Sorhone careiully revised the Bible, comparing
such MSS. as were at that time known, and keeping
this text by common consent. Peter Lombard, in
the twelfth century, speaks thus in the close of his
first Book of Sentences—*That the Father and the
Son are One, not by confusion of Persons, but by
unity of nature, St. John has taught us in his can-
onical Epistle, saying, *there ave three whe bear
record in Heaven, the Father, the Word, a:d the
oly Ghost, and these three are One’ 1n the
thirteenth century, Durandus, Bishop of Meude,
brought this text into his Rationale, but placed it
afier the cighth verse. mentioning the three Wit
nesses on earth Defore the three Witnesses in
Heaven. 1In the same century lived Thomas
Aquinas, who in his commentary on the first Epis-
tle of St. John, commented on this text, without
questioning its authenticity ; as above, a thousand
Bishops accepted it at the Lateran Council, and
lasly, in the fowrteent/ century, Nicolas de Lyra,
Professor of Divinity at Paris, in his cotnmentary
on the Scriptures explains this text without any
qualifying statement.

Mr. Sloss further says, that Euscbius tells us that
Clement of Alexandria wrole a commentary on the
First Epistie of St. Jolm, and the other Catholic
Epistlzs, which are lost; but asthis statement does
not ocenr in his Lecesiastical History, I am unable
to verify it. It is certainly remarkable that Socratcs,
the Greck Historian, says the Catholics complained
of the Arians for corrupting and vitiating (he text
of St. John's Iipistles, a charge St. Jerome makes,
when he tells us plainly how it had been adulterat-
ed, mis-translated, and emitted, on purpose to elude
the truth. (Praf. ad Canon. Zpist). To sum up
in the following abridgment of Horme. 1. 1tis
found in the earliest Latin version, and in most of
the MSS. of the Vulgate. 2. It is found in the con-
fession of faith and Liturgy of the Greck Church,
and in the primitive Liturgy of the Latin Church.
[t will be noted that extersal evidence only has
been taken, internal could have been cited.

Enough has been quoted, however, to give at
least an air of probability 1o the statement made at
the beginning of this letter, that there is grave doubst
in my mind as te its being a spurious text; and,
therefore, with all due deference to the superior
learning and criticism which the translators have
brought 10 hear upon the Victorian Version—if 1
may coin 2 name for our new translation—I greatly
prefer leaving the versc in, as did the translaters of
King James'.
