the Bishop of Zululand, the Rev. Dr. Douglas
Mackensie, from typhoid fever: Bishop Mae
kenzie bad recently been making av important
exploring expedition through ~Mashonaland.
The Missionary Bishopric of Zululand, which
was founded in 1870 88 a memorial to the late
Bishop Mackenzie, of Central Afrios. includes
Swsziland, Tongaland, and Delagoa Bay, with
the coast to the north, and all the country
between the coast and the edeiern bounday of
the Transvaal, about 300 by 100 miles.

Inp1a.~—The Bishoprio of Chota Nagpur has
been offered to and acoepted by the Rev. J. C
Whitley. The 8.P.G. and 8.P.C.K. haveal-
ready endowed the See with £10,000, and
though it is impossible legally to sever Chota
Nagpur from the diocese of Caleutta withoat av
Aot of Parliament, yet virtnsally an indepen-
dent territorial juriediotion has been secured to
the fature Bishop by a commission from the
Bishop of Calcutta, and the canonical consent
of the clergy of the distriet. Mr, Whitley is a
veteran missionary of great experience, and
has for the last twenty years been the guiding
spirit of the Miesions in Cnota Nagpur,

Tax Ecclestastical Chroniclé tells the follow-
ing story:—The Bishop of Nowcastle is an
eloquent and persistent advoeate of total abstin:
ence. Now and then, from a sense of daty, he
arrays himself in well-worn clothes and goes
about incognito among the poor and criminal
classes, on tours of okservation. On omne oc-
casion he was riding in & third-class carriage,
of which the only other occupant was a pitman.
The latter, viewing the Bishop's clerical but
“geedy’ garments, remarked : “I'se warrant
ye're a poor curate, noo, travelling wi’ the likes
0o huz?’ “I opoce was, my friend,” replied the
Bishop, *but—" ‘ Oh, ay, I see” cried the
other, all in good faith, * that wretched drink!
Ay, ay. Too badl”

Somm emphatic statements of the late Dr.
Dollinger’s, which were written as far back 88

1879, but which bave recently been exhumed.
contain some very pointed sentences upon tho
question which atthat time was agitating the
mind of the late theolog'an and of the Old
Catholic party. viz, the Vatican degrees of
1870. ¢ Nobody,’ wrote the intrepid ecolesias-
tioal historian, ¢ possessing a scientific culture
nf mind csn ever accept the decress of the
Vatican Council. Having devoted during the
last nine years my time principally to the
renewed ‘atudy of all the questions connectad
with the history of the Popes and the Counails,
and, I may sasy, gone again over the whole
ground of ecolesinstical history, the result is
that the proofs of the falsehood of the Vatican
decrees amonnt to & demonstration. When I
am wld {hat T must swear to the truth of those
dootrines, my feeling is just as if T wero asked
to swear that two and two mske five and not
four. The great capability of Dr. Dollinger
for forming a historical jndgment upon the
decrees, coupled with bis faithfol devotion to
the discipline and practice of the Roman faith,
n.ske these utterances on his part the more
striking. His lifo wonld be of great interest,
and it is to be hoped that some capable person
will undertake it, and will give to the world in
fall the story of his breach with Rome, and of
his unfaltering opposition to the dootrine of
Papal Infallibility.—Ex.

We trust that she may even
esoape the terrible disease, impossible as it
would seem to be for any one to do 80 living
among and succouring those outeasts of human-
ity. When she left our shores a few days ago,
she cut herself off for ever from country, from
friends, from relations, and presently even from
her name, for when she gets to Molokai she
will begin her now life a8 Sister Rose Gertrude,
There is something infinitely grand, something
infinitely pathetio, in this young Xinglish lady
cutting hergelf off from everything, to devote
her lifc and energies to the relief of the suf-
ferers on that lonely island in the far-off Pacific,
whe arc ihe viotims of the most terrible disease
to which our humanity is subject.—Church
Bells,

Coroaapo,—The address of Bishop Spalding
of Colorado to the Board of Missions describes
the growth of the Church in Colorado in the
last fifteen yesrs, and is & wonderfnl rocordyof
progressive work, The Bisbop says:—*@ur
communicants have increased from 600 to

sboat 3000, and Suanday-school scholars in the
same proportion. It wag several years before
we had any candidates for Haly Ordors; we
aow have eight, We had in 1874 six olergy at
work ; we now have thirty. We then had two
ractories ; . wo now have twenty. We had nine
ahurches in Colorado ; we have incroased them
to forty. We had about a dozsn stations where
services had baen held ; thoso have baen multi-
plied to ovor fifty. In the first two years the
average number confirmed annually was fifty;
in the last it is 300, Baptisms in the first, 150
in the last, 400, In tho first the amount Oi'
sontributions was 86000; in the last, over

Tas position of the Church in Wales is ably
deseribed in an article in the new numbor of
the Quarterly Review, The thoorv that the af-
fection of the Welsh for the Charch was alien-
ated by the practice of appointing Koglishmen
to tbe Welsh Biskoprios and to othor bonefices
in their country is shown to bo almost entirely
erroncous, Long after they had been acons-
tomed to the syatem the Weish wore as staunch
Church folk as their brethren in other parta of
the United Kingdom. Tho writer proves by
statistics that in the middle of last centary the
Churoh had a firm hold ou the people’s af.
fections in Wales. 'Theze figures show that in -
the diocese uf St. Asaph the number of com- -
municants was frequontly as high as two-fifths
of the tolal number of families in a parish, and
prove that, so far from the asgertion beiog true
which is constantly made by the Churoh’s
enemies, that in tho middle of last contury she
had reduced Wales to heathendom, the con-
dition of the people in that country, as regards
the Church, was vo iworse than their eondition
in Bogland. Nothing has been lefs undone by
the Church's enenies to stir up strifo against
her; and her continued progress, nothwith-
stapding their desperate and oalumuious at.
tacks, i8 & sign of which they are fully
conagious, that if they do not at once sacceed in
accomplishing their vile designs, they muat
abandon the hopo of ever doing s0, If they are
now held at bay, a fow years hence will see the
Church in Wales, if she maintains her past pro-
gress, as strong in the peonle's bearts and
affections as mhe is in England, Thore are
soms startlicg things in the actiole, such as, for
instance, the statement of one of the Charoh's
foes, that in 1885  Nonconformity supplied-
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_ Wales with 4503’ rinistera and lay. preachers.
Yot in 1887 the offioial totatl of the Methodiats,
"Wesleyans; Independents and Baptists was only
16571 8o, too, another asgertion, that in 1388
the Calvinistic' Methodists had 4500 places of
worship and a corresponding pumber of minis-
tera and preachers, As a matter of faot, in
1887 the official total of thia body was 622,
These are the unworthy weapons with which
the fizht 1is waged; these are the
falsehoods which are sown broadoast over
the land, A cause which employs such
means is foredoomed to failure, ' Their very
uge implies that those who resort to them are
conscious, if they are met with confidence and
firmnean, that it will bo impossible for them to
soatch the viotory which is the object of their
brightest hopes.—Church Bells.

BEDE AND THE EARLY CHURC 7F 3.

The Saturday night lectures at Toynbee

- Hal), London, England, are becoming every
week more popular, and are drawing large
audiences. On Saturday night, 17th January,
Lord Justice Fry lectured on ¢ Bede and the
Esrly Churches of Great Britian,' The Rev.
8. F. Barpett presided. His Liordship, at the
outset, gaid he desired to speak chiefly on the
- movement which had made Eungland a Chris
tian oountry ; and to those who, like himself,
‘believed Christianity was the greatest blessing
that had been given o the world, the subjsct
was a most interesting one. For the history of
this movement we were greatly indebted to

Bede, who was the greatest of the Anglo-Saxon
writers, Of Bede's voluminious works the
chief one was his History of the Church of Eng-
land, Born in 473, Bede, st the age of seven
years, passed from the osre of his friends to
that of the monks who dwelt in the establish
ment built by a great Saxon nobleman on the
banks of the Tyne, and thero he spent the
‘remainder of his life, occupying the whole of
his days. Not only did he employ ocorres
pondents to soarch the great Papal archives,
bat be sorresponded with varions distingnished
persons throughout the country, and got from
them important information, the whole of
which he reduced to writing, which was for-
tunately proserved to us. Spesking of the
founding of the Roman Church in Britain, the
lecturer said we were all familiar with thsa fact
that uoder the reign of tae great Pope Gro-
gory, the monk of St. Augunstine brought Chris-
tiauity int. Kent, from whence it spread over
Bogland, and they were scoustomed to look to
the event as the beginning of Christisnity in
Eogland. Bat that view was very inadequate,
aud they did injastice to another who preceded
-8t. Augustine, if they confined their attention
to the state of things in Hogland, as they
existad &t the time when St Augustine arrived.
Anterior to the lunding of Augustine with his
“band of missionuries, there existed a British
Church among the Celts. In 697, when Augus.
tine arrived; the British Charch had been
driven to take refugo in tho West of England,
and thero was distinot evidence to show that in
the year 200, when this conntry wasin the pos-
gession of the Romans, a Christian British
Churoh existed. At the beginning of the foarth
century the Christinns were persecated, and S,
Alban was put to death, St. Alban was, there.
fore, the first Christian martyr, and, accord-
ing to tradition, the spot of his martyrdom was
-exactly under the tower of St. Albauns Abboy.
" About the middle of the fifth century the
Romans left, and then began the troubles of
the Celts, who were persccuted by the Suxons,
and ultimately yielded to them. The Saxon in-
“vasion was undoubtedly one of the most ter-
rible invasions this ocouuntry had witnessed.
"Such was the nature of the conflict on the
Sussex coast that the gaxons did not leave a

goul alive. Coming to. Bath; which was even
then. famous - for its hot waters, and was a
flourishing oity, they 1aid the place absolutely
waste, The ssme thing happened at Chester,
which for many years sfterwards remained un-
inhabited, A hundred years before 8t.'Auguns-
tine, 8t, Patrick bad founded Christianity in
Ireland, and about the year 563 there landed off
the island of Iona one of the most remarkable
men that had been concerned -in the history of
Epgland or Scotland—the great St Columba,
At the present time two or three churches were
still to be eeen on the island, which was
certainly one of the most sacred of our islands
throughout the globe. Oa this island Columbs
introduced Christianity, and gradually ex-
tended it until it wrapped in & very large
portion of Eogland, Columba was supposed to
have been of royal descent. He was brought
up in & monastery, and was a man of very
superior intellect,, His fondness for books un-
fortonately brought him into trouble, 8t.
Filian, his master, possessed a Psalter which
stiracted the attention  and saffection of
Colamba, who succeeded, by sitting up at
night, in making & copy of it, 8t Filian, dis-
covering this, clsimed the copy as his own, bat
Columba pleaded the rights of labor against
the claims oi copyright, and refused to give it
up. A great commotion was caused which led
to warfare, and Colamba was defeated,. and
then excommuoiocated, the result being that he
was banished from the island., The original
book however still existed. It was, he believed,
in the O Donnell family, and bad been to the
fumily for some venturies past a kind of fetish.
Before he left the ‘island, Columba founded
mauy monssteries, and nothing conld be more
noble than the life he led saubscquently, and by
his work he brought the whole of Scotland
nnder Christisnity, This great man died the
same year that Augustine landed. The lecturer
ithen went on to speak of the work of
Augustine, the conversion to Christianity of
Ethelbert, and the founding under Augustine
of the Archbishoprics of Canterbury and Lon-
don. Mach good work was done abont this
time, but after the death of Ethelbert trouble
began, and many of those who had adopted
Christiavity relapsed, and a heathen resaction
sot in  Battles followed, and after the death of
Edwin the Cbristian Mission had to be aban
doned in the north, and the country was with-
out an Archbishop both at Canterbury and
London., He next referred to the revival of
Christianity under Theodore, Archbishop of
Canterbury, whom he deroribed as a man of
great vigour, learned in Latin and in Greek.
Thore had been, he balieved, no more flourish-
ing time of English literature and history
during the whole Saxon period than that
during whioh Theodore was Archbishop of
Canterbury. Another man who played an im
portant part in tho history of this time was
Boniface,” who first carried Christianity into
Germany.

In conclueion, Lord Justice Fry said no one
could read the works of Bede withont forming
an affection for the writer., He waus a man of
& simplo and noble character, who devoted him-
gelf to studious labours, among them the writ-
ing of the Hisiory of the Enqlish Church,
without which the greater part of our know-
ledfa of that C urch would not exist.—Church
Belts,

BISHOP WHITE ON THE MINISTRY.

“ Bishop White's opinions on interchanging
with ministers of non-Epiccopal Communions,
extracted from his charges, addresses, sermons,
and pastoral letters,” is the title of a little
pamphlet that has just been lent me by a
friend, who recently turned it up in moving his

goods and chattels. It bears date and imprint, !

“ Richard McCauley, 1814 Chestnut S, Phila-
delphia,1868.” * Just.at this moment, it might
be well to get out another edition, for I make
no doubt that it would be hard to fiad another
copy. There may be many who'deriving their
opinion from what they have heard, to put it
mildly of & slight laxity in the good old man's
Chaurch principles, will be slightly astonished
at the following extracts from the * pastoral
lettors” written by him: : L

From the Pastoral Letter of the House of
?ishopa, -written and signed by Bishop White,

8l17: ‘

“On the point of the ministry, it is well
known that our Church ascribes great import-
ance to the position, that ¢ from the Apostles’
time,’ there have been in the Churoh of Christ
the three "Orders, of Bishops, Priests, and
Deaco.s ; and she presumes that this is evident
from Scriptere and from the writings of the
early Fathers, We are aware that this has
been denied to have been the opinion of the
Church of England, at the period of the Re-
formation, Bat it was at this period that the
Ordinal,.from which the words are quoted, was
composed; aod the sense of them might be cor-
roborated by citations from the writings of very
early divines, _

“This is not an ocossion on which it will be
expecte . of us to go into & proofof the original
institution of Episcopacy., It is suffisient for
the present purpose, that we belicve it to have
been coeval with Christianity; and to have
continued in the Church universslly for the
space of about 1600 years., If this be our
belief, how is it possible that we can offivially
recognizs the organizing of non Episcopalian
congregations and the administering of the
ordinances by & non-Episcopalian ministry ?
* % % But whle these considerations con-
firm us in the di-position, which we oaltivate
on other accounts, of avoiding the casting of
reproach and, censure, they do not extend to
the justifying of us, in countenancing such an
introud on the constitution of the Church of
Christ. It is on this ground that we keep
ourselves at a distance from all efforts for the
encoursging of & minist: y not Episcopal, and for
tanctioning its agency in the sacraments and
other ordinances of the Church,”

In the Pastoral Letter of 1823, also by
Bishop White, when the House of Bishops in~
cluded with him Bishops Griswold, Kemp,
Croes, Bowen, Brownell, and Ravenscroft, an
equally distinot declaration of principles is
mude, a8 follows:

“If it shonld seem to any, that, for ¢ follow-
ing of peace with all men,” there should be an
abandonment of these properties of our Church
which we believe to bave descended to us from
the earliest and best ages, such compliance
would not only be contrary to obligations most
solemnly ssrumed, but far from promoting the
proposed objeot of conciliation, would be more
operative tbun apy other csute that can be
imagined, to the opening of a door for the
hydra of religious controversy. The wisest
sud most Caoristian courge that ocan be pursued
by us, is to eorduct the concerns of our Church
sgreonbly to-its matured and long existing in-
stitutions, and under the sense of responsibility
to its Divine Head; bat withoat reference to
others professing to worship tho same God
through the merits of the same Redeemer,
except to put the .most fuvorable construction
on their scts, to re¢jiice in any good resulting
from them, and scrupulounsly to avoid whatever
msy have & tendency to excite passions, either
in them or in ourselves,"”

In the Bishov's first charge to his clergy in
Convention, 1807, is a footnote that at the time,
no doubt, would bave occasioned some sirprise,
and i8 of interest, not with reference to a book
that has sbout passed into oblivion, but in its
ivflonence on 1he founder, or the claimed founder,
of the largeat seot in the Christian world, (is it
not 7:)

1t is not an object with me to allude to the
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opinions of other Communions, and ¥ do inl

this place, it is merely that I may be more
olearly.apprebended, as to the property of our
own. The sblest of the non-Episcopalian
writers bave dated the rise of the Episcopaoy
in the second century.” . S

The Bishop adds the following note on Lord
King's celebrated book, defending.the position
that all Presbyters were of the same order, the
Bishop being simply &n overseor or super-
intendent, to whom the other were assistants:

“The suthor of the present performance
though he had no need to refer to the principle
above stated, a8 it seems to him to have little
weight among men of literary reputation, of
Communions professedly non-Episcopalian.
Aud besides, be bas mever metany who had
read Lord Xing'sbook and the Rev. Mr. Siater's
auswer to it, who did not appear sufficiently
secured by the Iatter, against sny undue im-
pressions which might otherwise have been a
consequence of the other,

“It is indeed surprising that a gentlman who
lived to fill the first law office in England
should, even in his early years, have reat from
under his pen & book 8o unsound in principle,
and so full of mirquotations snd mistranslation;
snd it will be & remarkable faot in the eccle-
giastical history of this country, that disregard
of the Episcopal euccession in the forming of
the ministry of 8 very numerous society, was
owing to conviotion received from said
book composed by a young man of the
age of twenty-two;
ahility vear the time of its appearance, and not
since defended by its author or by any other
person. The faot alluded to appears in an
instroment from under the hand of the late
Rev. John Wesley, set firth at the time of his
suthorizing of ordinations in .America."—
Living Church.

If the Church, in a certain imyportant senso,
is the representative of Christ; if it is, as Holy
Scripture declares it to be, the very Body of
Christ, it must ulso evidence im its life and
works the love of Him who gave Himsell a
repsom for mary. To ‘*spess thbe truth in
love ' is sacred counsel which the Church has
never yet praotised, which it may be feared the
Church bas a8 you scarcely considered, in the
fulloess of its meaning.

With all it has accomplished, the Church has
by no means fally proved to men that it is
Christ’s because it is doing out of love just what
the Saviour did for the bodies and souis of men,
Wherevertmen, no matter of what raceof color,
sre on the one hand indifferent toward, or on
the otber thirsting for the better life, the Church
is bound by the gracious example of the Master
to give the bresd of Life and the water of sal-

- These
dwelt upon the meetings held, the collestions
made, the money and parcels sent forward to
the various church missiovs in the North-West
a8 well as to the Zanana missions in India, The
country districts made an ‘excellent showing,
submitting substantial figares, and manifesting
an enthusiasm which the President said might
put them to shame in the city. She had a
suitable word of commendation for each roport,
and especially praised the noble efforts of those
branches whose resources were known to be
slender., The branches heard from embraced
Christ Church, St, Martin’s, 8t. Stepbens, St.
Matthias, St. Thomas, Trinity, St. John the
Evangelist, All Saints, St. Luke's, Alymer,
Cowansville, Clarendon, Shawville, Clarence-
ville, Danham, Havelock, Huatingdon, 8t, An-
drew's, St. Johns, West Farnham, Waterloo,
Grenville, St, Lambert.

Upon the motion of Mrs, Wright, seconded
by Mrs. Robinson, the reports were adopted
and ordered to be printed.

The meeting then adjourned till three o’clock.

The afternoon session was held in the chapel
of the Diocesan Theological College, His Lord-
ship Bishop Bond presiding, Atter the sing-
ing of the hymn, “Jesus ealls us o'er the
tumalt,” Principat Henderson offered up prayer,
and subsequently the following officers were
elooted :—F’resident, Mrs. Holden ; Recording
Secretary, Miss J. MoCord; Correspondiog
Secretary, Miss N, MocLseod ; Treasarer, Mra,
Evans.

Revd, J. A. Newnham read the annual report
which, among other things, spoke of the great
help the society had afforded to tho clergy and
of the increased vigor which had been displayed
during the past yenr. The work in the branch
of St. John the Evaugelist Church was par-
ticularly allnded to as bving marked by much
zeal doring its year's existence. Six new
branches had been formed during the year—
two in the city (All Saints and St, Luke's) and
four in the conntry (Clarenoceville, Huntingdon,
West Farnham and Grenville). After referring

THE MAKING OF THE NEW TESTAMENT.

To the Editor of the Church Guardian :

B1n,—To resume my communication of Jast
week, in support of the Rev. Dr. McCounell's

thesis, that *in the work of propagundism (of

the Gospel in the eerly Church) the Bible was
no part of the machivers ' by ‘ihe Bible’ mean
ing what the casosl reador would understund
by the term, and could with d:fficulty be made
to uvderstand anything else, viz. : the volume
consisting of the Uld and New Testaments with
all of the books of each compicte; und against
your correspondent’s deniul of this thesis I
prooeed to quote Canon Scoit Holland as hehas
expressed himeelf ip his recent book, ‘OUn
Behalt' of <Beliof' Uuder the heading, The
Guspel Witness, ho writes of the New Testament
*iv 18 well on in the second ceniury befure' we
ean positively assert that the Charch is olearly
usivg and quoling the very Losks as we have
them in ounr hands to-day. Asg soon &8
we bad recovered from ibesurprise of discover-
ing 1his vagneness of certifio tion for the written
bouk, we louked closer, and we found at once
that this vagueness was due to the faot that the
Christian Charch did not dream of finding the
first anuthority for the story in the written word,
It took it @ Aundred years to acoustom itself to
turn 10 these books #s its primary authoritios,
its earliest mind was strongly against writing.

- Writing wae not ite most nataral method of

preserving its story. It distrusted the accidents
1hat beset it, the changes, the blunderings; it
disliked the deadness of a damb doocumen:,
Oar Loxd had not written one word; He had

definitely preferred to uee living human memo-
ries written on the tablets of the heart; 'and
the loyal impulses of the Church all set.in the
channels which He had marked down.' T quote
Caron Holland thus at large for thereason that

-snch & man expresses more accurately and fully

the genersl mind of the Church than any indi-
vidual specialist- in Biblical oriticism ean ; and

“his wourds it will bo observed are an unqualified

witness to the main contention of Dr. McCon.
nell's article, '

. To pass to your correspondent’s second letter,
his first sentence seems to be a direct attempt
at misrepresentation. He writes: ¢ The account
given in the article of the Composition and
order of publication of the Gospels is certainly
not the story of Papias,’ Dr. MoConuell does
not claim that it is, but quotes Papias only
with reference to St. Mark ; and to try to throw
dizcredit in this way upon his nse of the testi-
mony of Papias is comething more than unfair
—to my wind it i8 nothing less than dishonest,
But he adds, ¢ The best anthoritics agree that
pot Bt. Mark, but St. Matthew and St Luke
were written first.' This  is the conclusion of
Prof. Salmon.’ To show the difference between
the hsif confident assertion of your correspond. -
ent and the position of his teacher, allow me to
tranteribe some of Dr. Sulmon’s words on this
subject, In the work quoted, he says: * Does
it fullow, then, that Mark's was the earlieat
Gospel of all, and that it was used by the other
two evangeliste? Not necessarily ; and the
result of such comparison as I have besn able
{o make ia to Jead me to believe that all drew
irom & common soarce, whioh, however, is
represented most fully, and with most verbal
exactosss in S, Mark's version. It is even
possible that the second Gospel may be the latest
of the three,—he (St Mark) may eveu bave
used in kis work the other two synoptics,
which even may have been then already written,
Whether they were 30 or not is a question on
which I do nos feel confidence in takng o side.’
So much for Dr, 8almou’s position, white Canon
Westcott writes of St Mark's Gospel. ‘In
easencw, if not in composition, it is the oldest.’

Again, your correspondent asserts that the
gense given in the artiole to the word ‘inter.
preter’ when Papias speaks of S8t. Mark as the

*interpreter’ of Peter, is certainly wrong,

|The distingeished German scholar, Lange,

whose commentaries are in general use im
Csnadas and in the Uuited Siates, writes in
opposition to the assertion of your correapond-
ent, * Nor is it necessary to snppose with Myer
(who quotes from Jerome & staiement evidently
marked with dogmatio bias) that the expres-
sion, Hermenentes, merely mesnt & seorotary,
It is evident that Mark, who was familisr with
the mapuers and langnage of Rome, could ren-
der important assistance to Peter in Ituly, as
* interpreter ’ in the sirictest sense, and that too
notwithstanding the Apostolio gift of tongaes.'

Another of your corre pondent's assertions
is, ‘ In any case it is ceriain tbat whether there
waus & Hebrew original or nol our Greek St.
Matthew is not & translation as the article says,
but an original composition.” Agsin, let me
quote Dr. Sulmon, whom your correspondent
bas cited, immediately betore 1bis rentence.
*Now," writes Dr. Salmon in his discossion of
this qnestion, * that our first Gospel acluslly is
such s transiation from one written in Hebrew
by St. Muuthew is testificd by an oserwhe ming
mass of Patrisiic eviuence, which has buen
avoepted 83 conclasive by a number of the most
eminent modern critics,’ And then after a
number of arguments against this view, which
ceriainly * & number of the most eminent crities
do not counsder conclusive, he says, of what
your correspondent declsres to be ‘certain.’
For these reasons, I am disposed to pronounce
in favor of the Greek origiual of 8t Matthew.'

But I should like anyone who may have read
the srlicle itself apd the letters -of its critio
without compariog them, to place side by side
these two -siastements, the first that of Dr,
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M(Counell, the second that of-your correspond-
ent. ‘'l hus there quickly grew up,’ writes the
author of the article on the New Testament, an
0181 Gospel and Litirgy which were substanti
ally the same throughout the Church. Once it
took shape it held tevaciously, owing to the
populsr habit *Thus the Oral Gospel was
long preserved in“the Church and was sufficient
for its needs” Writes the aesailant of the
author of these words, ¢ The article wonld have
us believe that the Church wasfor & long period
practically without any New Testament, The
simple fact is, ibat while the Church possessed
the persopal gu dance and teaching of the
Aposiles, to whom our Lord promited the Holy
Spirit as their infallible tescher, she did nov
need their writings, butthat before the A postles
passed away she wus put in possession of them.’
Csn it be possible that your correspondent
think that by his repetition of what is practi-
cslly the leading position of Dr. McConpeli’s
article, bhe justifies his attack upon it? Does
not Dr, McConpell sficra that of two reasons,
" ope great reason for putting the Gospel into
writing was that the Aposues and others who
bsn teen ' eye—~witnesses of these 1hings from
the beginnivg’ were (ne by one falling by the
wsy 7 Does be not recognise the Apostolic
autbority of the New Testament, when he asks,
‘How do I know that the Bible which Polycarp
(wbo was a pupil of St. Johs) and Athanasius
reed'? Anuaedd, almost at once * there is no
other book which can at all compare with the
Bible for the fulness of the evidence to its an-
thenticity'? Does he not plainly state the
comyparatively early committal of the New
Testament buoks to writing, 8s sgaicst the
date A.D. 397, when he affirms that this was
‘{hree bundred years sfter the last of them hsd
been written'? The most charituble expluna-
tion that I canimagine for your correspondent’s
critioism is, that at the ume of reading Dr.
Mctonnell's article he was under some malign
ifl uence, possibly like that of Austey’s ‘Falien
Idol, so that to his imagination almost every
atatement was distorted out of its nataral
meaning. And then forsooth after, ** Bat the
article ssys ‘it was generations before the
writlen Gospels superseded the oid methods of
promulgati.n,’ he proceeds tosay, * surely there
is some confusion o1 thought here.” The written
Gospels never saperseded the original methods
of promulgation. The Church still delivers her
message orally, appealing for its confirmation
to the Book. Confusion of thought!

The effect of the Canon is
to place all the institntions on the same line in
this respect. It is ono thing to examine f.r
Divinity Degrees, it 1s quite another to confer
them. While the Canon s in force, no Uaiver-
sity or College will examine for Degrees, but
each University or College is empowered to
confer Degrees apon those who shall pass the
examination of the Board, and upon those
“ only,” or, (if & bypercritical objection be
taken to the mode of expression employed)
each University or College is empowered to
call upon the Metropolitan ‘to confer the
Degrees upon its own students in its own build-
ing. Quod facit pecr aliem fucit per Se. This
is a higher power than the une originally
- songht for—much more valnable—and it is due
to the Diocesan Theological College in Mont-

real to acknowledge that primarily -and chiefly

through its instrementality this superior advan-

tage bas been obtained for this Ecelesiastical

If you think a while, you
will surely appreciate this purpose ; follow us
in all our services, and be very thankful that
you are in & Church that faithfully reminds her
children, year by year, of the well-besaten high-
way of life, Life is born of sacrifice, and in
this svhool we must be trained, if we would

reach the bleesed end, God in Christ. We be-

gin our ascension to heaven only when we lay
ourselves upon God's altar,

The geason of Lent may be of value to’

our sounls, if, with solemn mcditations, we
rightly use the special services, which will
enuble us to discern Christ, the world and our-
gelves. .

Remember, that fasting is not simply a mat-
ter of the body, but also of the spirit. . Do not
desend upon mero abstinence, to work those re-
sults which are only produced by the Spiritof
@od through the means of grace. The great
lesson which Lent teaches us is self-denisl. Do
not, however, confound self-denial with those
solf-ipflicted il's and troubles which tend to
make us mere religious formalists. In the
hearty acceptance ot the divine law, and of the
resiraints ptaced upon us by our Heavenly
Father, we shall find providential opportunities
for discipline, usefulness aod growih. One of
the greas lessons of Lient is, that we are not to
fret at, or strive against, the will ot God. In
this, as in all other things, follow the Lord
Jesus, and say, not my will but Thine, O God,
be done, .

Avail yourselves of every opportunily of

{communing with God in. His holy temple.

Kutor that temple, not in hasto and ¢onfusion,
but with quiet prepsration and godly parpose.
Da not rush, in spiritaal dissipation, hither and
thither, Beconstant, Engage in meditation.
That you may not be without subjects upon
which to meditate, give heed to the sacred
Scriptures as they are read. Examine your
bearts. Find out your epecial weaknesses and
1aults. Sirengthen your purpose to oorrect
them. And thatyou may not.be without need-
ed grace, and that Lent may notend without
profit to your souls, be unceas'ng in pablic and
private prayer to God, * withont whom nothing
i8 stropg and nothing is holy,”

The Charch, by the sacred season of Lent,
guides her children into bigher paths of spirit—~
uslity, 1t is part of herdivine mission to the
world to uplitt for universal recognition the

idea of Lenten abstinence, not as mere will-

worship, but as the way of a higher, purer life.
Give, by someself'sacrifice, at least & portion of
your time and means to the Church, 83 you
humbly profess to follow in the footsteps of
Hir: who “ loved the Church and gave Himself
for it,” Do not lat these weeks ot prayer pass
withont resolution «and effort, laying hold of
the means of grace, for a higher and nobler life.
Use all the meaos, Have & definite plan and
oarry it out. Come to all the services of the
Church,

THE TRUTH AND TOLERATION OF"
*THE CHURCH OF ENGLAJ_V.D.

I will confine myself to the more famous of
the two cases before us, that of a Bisbop of our
Church, who is accused of having adopted
various points of ritual in the celebration of
the Holy Encharist. Now, let me.at once say
I do not sgree with the not uncommon judg-
ment ihat these are mere trivialities, not worth
disputing about one way or.the other, This is
& common tone, and some men often take }jr_edit;
for wisdom in saying to their neighbors, “Why
dispute about cuch trifles 7 and they accord-
ingly pass thewmselves off as the only men of
common sense. But practices, small apparently,
may have character, beauty and solemnity, and
in reslity these various points of Ritnal:-or,
again, “no Ritual"—certainly indicate some.
what different ideas of Divine worship—on one
gide & love of great simplicity, on the other a
love of beauty and richness—and perhaps (still
more imporiant) & sense that the great service

of the Church is the Holy Eucharist. Undouabt-
edly differences of dootrine often nnderlie what
are apparently only differences of form., - Bat
after all, is there even in this & ground for
‘ brethren to go to law against brethren” ? or
oan it be forgotten on hdw many simildr mat-
ters there have been vehement disputes among
Churchmen, and ‘yet they have been settled
pesceably ? .1 am old encagh to remember the
old disputes about‘‘surplices"—which origin-
ally began in the Puritan times, and which

neatly fifty years ago convulsed ~half- the
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churohes in London—and yet how seldom dou
we méet with a church now where the surplice
is not worn throughout the service? ~ =

And here:may I be sllowed to quote the re-
cent words.of one of our most moderate, as well
a3 zealous, Bishops, the Bishop of Lichfield..
“ How many things,” he says, “ once fiercly
opposed have been now quietly adopted by
those who.once regarded them with. horror ?”
s And all .the,while"~and pray mark this—

# what wonderful progress has the Church been |

making in ber great work of winning .ouls for
Christ * * * Not byone method only,
but by diverse methods, according fo diversities
of thought * * * _Isit really desired,” he
adds, ** %o lower tho character of religious
worship to what gome of us may remember it
to have been fifty years ago? Can any one
who is not blinded by party spirit fail torecog-
nize the general increase of reverence in the
gervices of the Church within that period?
And if, in connection with this blessed improve-
ment, there have been some few extravagances
of Ritual, are they not of small moment sp
long as they sre not direcily contrary to the’
Word of God and to the doctrines of the
Ohurch ? Or, is it desired to drive out of the

nstional Church all those who are in sympathy |

with this higher Ritual, aud has it been serious-
ly considered what would be the result if such
a process could be accomplished "

1 have not oared to enter into the minute de-
tails of the speoial acts which have led to the
uoeeemly speotacle of a Bishop, revered on
every side for the beauty and holiness of his
oharaeter, being acoused for the violation of &
law, which the "high aathority just quoted re-
minds us would, if rigorously precsed, condemn
slmost every olergyman and every Bishop in
England, *Every olergyman”—these aro
again the words of the Bishop of Lichfield—
“who introduces the customary hymn at the
end of the Nicene Creed, or at the end of the
Prayers or the Litany, or after the morning
sermon, or indeed anywhere; except after the
third Collect, is a8 certainly guilty of an un-
authorized action as those who do the same
after the conseoration of the elements’; indeed,
the singing of the Agnus Dei is a less offunce,
as the words in Hoglish aotnally form s partof
the Communion service.” Nay, the Bishop of
Lichfield goes further, and reminds his hearers
that if the strict law of Canons and Rabries is
to be preased,” the first persons to be condemn-
ed will be the Bishops themselves, for there is
no Canon more constantly repeated and dis-
obeyed than the injunction to wesar a cope at
the ocelebration of ‘the Holy Eucharist. BntI
sm sure that most persons will agree with his
conelnsion that the Rubries in the Prayer Book
were never intended to have the exhaustive
completeness of legal documents, and that they
were general directions for the performance of
Divine service only. If we are to be minutely
bound to every detail, not only is everyone an
offender, but we must surely say that thore
is no Church in the world so absolutely bound
and fettered hand and foot ag the English.

Where, then, is our hope -of defence both for
the Church of Evgland and for religion itself,
in the present difficuity ¢ Well, our hope (un-
der God) ia in the good sense, and the sense of
justice, of the English people and of Euoglish
Churchmen. Will the English people or the
English Church allow & Bishop, conspicuous for
& devoted and nuble characwer, to be fined, con-
demned, or, it may be, imprisoned, for acts
which in his conscience he believes to be the
duty of his cffice, and to terd to the glory of
God? 1If,indeed, such things were conceivable,
they would only tend to the success of the
cause for which he wounld suffer., I have
srgued, snd I believe, that-both the origin and
the history of the English Churoh sanction the
existence, within due limits,.of different.lines
of religions thought and.aotion—but if you wish
to make one of these irinmphant over the
other, you-have nothing to do but to deal with

it unjustly, to attempt to ‘eject it, to ornsh it—
and then the eourage of those who suffer for it
bravely will soon win the sympatby of the
world.. . '

I have attempted, as calmly and impartially
as I cap, to set before you the difioulties and
the struggles in which our Church is .at this
moment involved. I have tried to give you,
though I may have doue it feebly, my own
solution—the solution that two of the leading
principles of the Catholic Church in England—
'the two above all to be remembered in this age
—are: (1) Trath, and then (2) Toleration. Its
enemies, and perhaps even the most vehement
‘amongst ourselves, might say that if you push
toleration too far you destroy truth—in 8 word,
that even the party of a rich and besatifal
‘Ritual, or the party whose watch word is
. nothing but Sariptural simplicity " must suo
camb. This is not my.view, either of history
'or of daty. I see bufore usa great national
‘Churob, not perhaps in all respecta framed on
the principle of a striot logioal consistency, but
‘which has in the main well met tho religious
‘wants of a great peoplé. I often rooall the evi:
.dence of .a strong but generons-opponent—the
Count Montalembert—who, in his ¢ Lives of
‘the English Saints,” has deliberately recorded
his opinion that **the Knglish nation is, with
all its faults, of all nations the most religious.”
I read but lately almost the same sentiment,
expressed in the terse words of the great Dake
of Wellington, that ‘* the English Church has
deeply impressed the English people with the
senso of duty.” And how has it done this?
By each man, and each party within it, being
sllowed bopestly to work on his own lines of
religions conviotion ; and by the whole Church
not being oramped into the limits of & kingle
sect, Axd are wo tg depart from this principle
now ? Noone can deny thatthe lust fifty years
 have been an extraordinary. advance,of the re.
'ligious influence of the Church ; in zsal for pas.
toral labor, in the love and revival of religions
services, in roverence, in all bodies of men and
women devoting themésclves more thoroighly
to the service of God and of His Church, Are
we to say to the great msjority of our most
zealons workers: ¢ You shallno longer have
the sorvices you love—thecarved work of your
temples shall be torn down, the gmides and
leaders whom you most admireshall be silenced
or imprisoned ?" It cannot, it must not be!
We, my brethrer, must do all that in us lies to
prevent 80 great & catastrophe, By thought,
word, and act, and above all by prayer, we can
each of us do much to prevent it. By thought,
by cach fairly thinking over the painful trial
through which our Church, in the person of one
of its noblest rulers, is pasring ; by words, for
wo can all speak out munfully ; and by dotion,
by giving freely of our subsiancs, by joining in
every protest, and preserving in every sort of
registance, to &-course of action which might
rob the Church of England of half its beauty
and many of its noblest sons.—Church Critic.

WITNESS OF HOLY SCRIPTURET@ THE
MINISTRY OF THE CHURCH.

Cavon Luckock, D.D., Fellow of Jesus College,
Cambridge, formerly Principal of Ely Theo
logical College, and whose books,
Death,” “The Divine Liturgy,” eto, have
given him a reputation far béyond the compara-

tively narrow limits of the University, -

The following . are extracts from Canon Luo.
kook'Spaper: . ‘ L

It was an-essential principle of the old dis.
pemsation that God should oconvey - spiritual
gifts to men, not- direotly, but mediately .
through human agents. Now this dispénsation
was 8 preparatory one-; it looked forward to
and was fulfliled in Christ, Who gathéred into
His own- Person, in ocomplete perfeotion, the
twofold office ef prophet.and priest.. In theIn-
carnativn He so reflected the .image of the
Father smong men that they might knew His
Will perfeotly ; and the sacrifiice that He offer-
ed wsas sufficient to atone for the sins of all,
But did this folfiliment involve the supseroession
of all human mediation ? Some difficulty has
been felt in admitting the administration of
Christ’s office upon earth by human hands.; but
it is confined entirely t> the part of it-which be-
longs to His Priesthood.. The thought of &
perpetuation of the prophetic office, at least in
its ordizary fanction of proaching and teaching
or again, of tho delegation of His -Bovereign,
power to earthly kings creates no opposition ;
yot Christ was as muoch the perfoot embodi,
ment of the old prophetie and kingly offises as
Ho was of the prissily. If, therefore, kings
may now reign by Christ's authority, snd men
may preach in His name, without obsouring
the glory of the Divino Bovereignty, or ower.
shudowing His paramrunt olaim. to. be the
great teucher of iruih, is there not a.manifeat
inconsistency in asserting that the.exercise.of
the priesthood by others, in His behalf, neces,
sarily deiraots from the comploteness of His
mediation ? * The witness of Roriptare * seems
to: vontradiet the assortion, for .the prophets
were inspired Lo prediot the continnance. of the
priesthood in the Church of the Gentilas, It
has been argued that beocausoe the title of
“priest” is not given io the minigtry in the
Now Testament, the propbets could not haye
intended to prediot the perpetuation of the
identiosl offive, and that they drew their
imaginary perforce from oxisting oiroum.
stances, It .is & plausible objection, The
propbetio imagery cannot always, it is true, be
exactly roalized ; but it could never be n-ed to
foreshadow anything essentinlly different. It
mutters but little to know what tho Christian
minister was called in the beginuing ; but it is
of the utmost importance what-hedid. The
great dramatist taught this very foroibly when
he made the impersonation of Saten advise that
in dealing with theological ‘questions' much
stress shonld be lsid upon names, and' no notice
takken of facts. .IfChristianity possessod no
special and exolusive priesthood,, none, could
have incurred the ein of Korah, and certainly
none wonld have received his doom. The con-
clusion, then, that we draw. {rom the evidence
of Soripture is .that the Aaronio priesthood, in
its most esgoentinl featnres, was carried on into
the Catholic Chmrch; and this will be still
further corroboraled when 'we have examined
the natore of thecommisaion given by Christ
to the Apostles, For this ihey were cgpstant-
ly being prepared daring the whole of His
earthly ministry. :

APGSTOLIQ ORDINATION,

The Apostles wore chosen, called, gathered
into the sacred company or college ; thoy were
even sent outon atemporary mission to the lost
sheep of the house of}[srael, but they were not
ordained till after the resmrrection. The
Apostles, we beliove, received on the day of che
resarrection their full anthority for the ordinary
work of the Christian ministry, Itis when we
are able t0 separate this, their ordination pro-
per, from the Pentocostal gifts, which were
subsidiary, that we realize how impossiblejit is
to feel that they were endowed with ministerisl
power only for & temporary mission. As far a8
their ministerial qualifications were concerned,
Pentecost. brought:.them only temporary en-
dowments, These were wholly miracplous and

could nottherefore be intended to be perpetaal-
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" ly renewéd, They were needed for the. first|

pioneers of faith, as visible credewtials of their

divine missions, and 80 the Apostles were
“"bidden to tarry at Jerusalem till they were en
. ‘dued with power—dynamis, it is nearly always
" in the New Testament miraculous power~—with

boldness of speech, with the knowledge, per-
- haps, of foreign langusges which they had

never learned, with quickened memory to recall
" the works and words of their Master, and with
‘healing virtue,

(BDIFATION GIFTS OOMMOR,

We eonclude, then, that spesking of the

Apostles in regard to ibeir cfiice, not at all on
the outpouring of the Holy Ghost on the Charch
at large, the Pentecostal gifts were wholly ex-
traordinary, and for asesson only ; but that the
Ordination gifts, previously received, were com
mon to the ministry in all time ; and this dis-
tinotion supplies the answer to those who main-
tain that theologically either all the powers ex-
ercised by the Apostles were perpetuated or
none, The witpess of Seripture, in its after
history, proves that the Apostles so interpreted
their duty. No sooner had Judas fallen from
his office than they proceeded to fill it up;
they felt an absolute necessity comstraining
them; * one must be ordained’’ in hia stead. So
&t o later stage St. Puul invested Timothy and

" Titus with & like office, and erjrined them in
their turn to invest others aigo, It willbonoted
further that tbe graco of Orders is slwayscon-
veyed throngh the same chanpel, It wasip its
origin & Divine gift , it couid only be traps-
mitted, therefore, trom a Divine source, direct
ly or mediately. Itis nojonger givendirectly;
therefore it mnst be given through a channel
that reaches back 1o Christ. Hence the docirine
of Aposlolical bucgession is no mere theologi-
‘cal fancy ; bat is so bound up with the grice or
Ordination thst they stand or full together.
Ewmypty ordination of its supernatural gitt, and
Apostolical Succeesion has only an aniiquarisn
interest; deny Apostolicsl Succession, and
their ie no guuranteo that we are called of God,
to bear His commission,

: _-Owing to tho serrte firmation of
“wool in which each woolly filament

is covered wi'h minute scsles, a de-
decrease of temperature while wet
causes s contraction of the fabrie,
whereby these little scalesar~ closely
Enitted or hooked tozether. and this
cond tion is not overcome by a cor
responding increase of temperature.
Each contraction cavses a propor-
tionate shrinkage. Therefore, all
woollens should be wash d in water
of the same timpersture s thoe
surrounding air. Jn ro case should
they be subjected to & lower degree
of air or waler. Observe how flan-
nels washed prrhaps, in hot water
and hung out doors on u freezing
day will contract nlmost perceptibly
Woollen goods should be eqneezed
and pressed untl clean Rubbiig
them causes the seslolke fibers to
become matted together and the
fabric is thickened hardsned, and
shrunken. Ezamine the seams
which have been much rubhed by
wear, of a wool dress and note lhow
they are literally felted together.

Borax, becauso of its strength and
yet m ld uncorrosive nature,is the

best alkali to use Ammonia wash ng
soda &ec. are too harsh for flannels.
Dissolvoe-the borax in e thor hot or
cold water, and bottle for the pur-
pose. Hot wator will absor-b about
six times ns much as cold. The
quanti'y to be used depends some-
what upon how soiled the articles
to be washed are, It is the bsier
to.use plenty, #8 it cannot injore
the fubric and the d rt can Do re-
moved with less handline. Allow
the gurds to soalk in the borax wa—
ter or roapsuds several hours pross
and squeeze un'il clenn rnse thor-
oughly several times, adding a litile
bluing to the la-t water, f desired ;
at this point, after the waler has
been wrung from the flannels, work
~and pross in.o oncli p econ few drops
of glycerine. The quintivy is not
arbitrsry. Omne bhalt tablespoonful
"to one pound of dry flannel is an
averaze quant ty. The glycorino

suppl es the or ginal natural oil of

the wool, and ils use was sugwesled
by the fact ‘hat sponge pillows and
matiresses are troated in this way
{o mako the sponge soft and eclastic.
Wool, at one point of the prepara-
tion for weaving, is sprinkled w th
olive oil. After addir g the glycer

ine pull and shake each piece into

shapo and hanyg to dry. Shrinkaye
seems 10 be somewhat dimiushed
by this pulling as wool goods while
wet may be shaded and stretched to
a certain oxient,

If white flannels are old and
yellow, they may be Dbeantifully

bleached and forthis purpose should
be t.ken whon about half dry, hung
on coids siretched in o t ght box,
hurrel or & portable wardrobe.
Spriuklo sulphur on a fow livo coals
l.ced in o flower pot, siucer, sot on

a brick 1n the bottom of the Lavrel,

The articls must not be hung tvo
near the couls to scorch. Sulphur
fumes are very corrosive, and the

Too mnch solphur will rot the fabrie.
One half or one teasp onful in 4
barrel is & fair qoantity.

The irons should not be too
hot and s piecs of musl n ghould be
laid over the goods while presing
If a amooth surface is desired, press
until perfect'y dry; if the nap is
wished mised, remove the muslin
while the steam 1is still ris ng
Blankets should mnot he ironed
Flannels are warmer befora ironing,
as there is a greater amount of air
spaco between the fibers. For ths
reason the same we ght of fllufly,
loosely woven wool is much warimor
‘hun when closely woven, though
the latter is stronger. Old shunken
baby fiannels, 1oo good to throw
away but too hard and yellow to be
presentablo, have beon washed as
described, and made white and soft
18 new.

If the ebove d'rections are followed
vhe blexching process w 1l not ¢ffen
bo necessary. Soms shrinkage is
inovitable, though long, hair like
w ol, wheh has fewer sermstions.
shrinks least. Some of the impurted
wools for ku'tting and ecrocheting
are of this qualiy. IFlannel con
tuining part cottin, wsually shrinks
less than all woal.

For washing woollens which are
hut slightly soiled or outer gurments
which cannot well be taken apart
and pressed. benzns or gasoline i3
excellent, TUse a sufficient quantity
to «over the articles, press and
squeeze until clean.
