3. In Lreland, already too much petted by
pactial laws to tencnts, & ery for home tule
is rtaised, that demagognes may fourish,
whilst a bogus sympathy for it is expressed
in some’ quarter in this, our own country,
that certa,u politicians may gain what would,
at bust, prove. ouly & temporary advantage,
although at the sacrifice of truth and political
morality,

6. That this District Lodge of Loysal Orange.
men, comprised of Conservatives and Reform-
ers, hereby repoats its well-koown priunciples
of loyslty to the Dritish throue and Proter-
tant religion, the only religion wh.tcp can
ennoble a people aud gecure equal civil and
religious liberty to every citizen. .

7. 1t declares its utter hostility to what is
catled Home Rule in Ireland, for it can never
consent to band over the Protestants of that
country to the certain persecution and out-
rages of the so-called Nutionalists. The pest
history of that couotry, coupled Wlt.h‘ﬂ)e
searet nssaseinutions, poisunings, dynamiting,
boycotting, and other wicked acta of to-day,
and the atracious lauguage of Archbishop
Walsh, which, in effect, *‘ threatens dynamite
and the dagger of the agsasein ”’ if Home Kule
is not granted, must convince all honest men
who read and reflect, thut Home Rule there
means misery and death to the loyal peoyle
of that island. .

8, Belfast ia & fine, noble, and enterprising
city., The Presbytery of the Presbyterian
Churches thers, which must be a large, in-
telligent, and influential body, deems the
dangers of Home Rule so great and imminent
that it hus taken & most unusual step, that
of issuing & manifesto declaring **that the
adoption of Home Rule, at any time im-
politic, would now bs disastrons and crimi-

9. Whon a learned body of Protestant
divines, eye-witnessen, are 8o alarmed by the

TRule and shall have it, however it may affect

believe that these and like papers will en-
tirely fail to drog the loyal Reform party of
this Dominion in front of Parnell’s juggernaut
car to croeh out Protestant freedom iu any

Home Rule in Ireland.

any man or nny body of inen for exercisibg
such right.

They are a3 much brund by their obligation
to protect a loyal Roman Catholie, his
family and propaity, as a fellow Oraoge-
man &nd his family and property.
The close political union, the harmony and
accord that have prevailed in Canada for so

There wasat that timelamine inIreland,and
if there was the shadow of justice ia thecluim
of Englaud of the right to rule [rishmen, then
the tux for this wicked aggression would have
been remitted to them ; that was not done,
but it was left for Canada, Australia, and
lrishmen in the United States to feed the
starving in Ireland. Eogland did notasa
fatherly government donate a single dollar.
The Queen of England gave $§100. The editor
of one paper in New York raized $100,000 for
them. England had hundreds of millions to
apend in murdering fofeign peopls without a
single advantage gained to humsuity ot home
or abroad; but mot a single dollar for her
starving anbjects.

PARNELL AND 1HE CARINET.

WOULD THE IRISH LEADER FORFRIT CON-
FIDENCE BY ACCRPTING OFFICE }—
WHAT IRISH-AMERICANS SAY —REASON
FOR AND AGAINST.

NEw Yorg, Jan, $0.~—Among all classes of
svinpathizers with Lraland'a tight for legialative
freedom the present position of affzirs was the
all-absorbing tupic of discussion.  [romn among
the many—bankers, wmerchants, profesional
men, politicians, representative men of every
calling—tte fullowing expressions of npinen are
sulected as voicing the varioue views enter-
tertained.

Mr. Eugene Kelly, the president and tresrarer
of the Irish Parliatnantary Fund Associntios,
was one of these very cheerful men,  In answer
to the Herald reportsr's questivns, he eaid :--

* Anto Mr., Parnell’s becoming a membrer of
the Cabioet I am quite convinced that he will
oot do so, It wanld kill him dead if b
did, Buat he iz nct the man to accept any-
thing within the gift of the Crown. That is
the game that the Government has always
plased when it ran agsinan an antagonist
possessing the talent which M Purnell has
displayed. Even if Mr, 1’arnell wers consider-
ing the guestion of goine nto the Cabinet in the
hope af beiug able to acentaplish more for Ire-
land, he knows very well that despite any
pledges made by Mr. tiladstone he could not
rely with certainty upon sccomplishing ang-
thicg. Bnt, ax I have said, he is not that sort
of man.”

0 thoroughly a parliamentarian, so thorenghly
acquainterd with the wmachinery uf the British
government, that he would be an mfluentisl
man anyhow, whether aa 4 member of Parha-
mont or of the Uahinet, and holding bath posi.
tions Lie might exercie very mich greater in-
tlusnce, He 13 not obliged to continue in the
Cabinet it the course of the Cabinet is
rot what he expects, Tf ha sees he
can accaopli:h nothing ke can lenve it
Of course, the man who becomes n Cabinet
minizter ana has had bia say in its detiberations
and. measures is bound to sustain themn while he
renaing ; but he can leave the Cabinet, just as
Mr. Bright did in the course of the Egyptian
war, iu which step Mr. Bright was certainly
right. But [ think it very doubtfulif he would
accept a Cabinet position. His pressnt positinn
is & very strong one, and I imagine that he
would prefer to continue it, _At the aame time,
if he went into the Cabinet, I don’t think there
woauld be auy grouad of cowmplaint.”
TTE WOULD HAVE AN INSIDE VIEW.,

“ What could he hope to accumplisb there 2" -

* He could accomplizh this :—He could ascer-
tain whether they were sincere in desiring to
give the Iruh people what they want. If he
found that they did not intend to do that he
would be under n2 obligatian to remain, and
his position in coming out would be just as
strong as before. You can essily see that
going into the Cablnet the acknowledged
teader of a powerful boly in the House
of parlinment would: be s very diffurent thing
from accepting an office under the British Gov-
ernment. Tha Irish people have a right to dia-
trust men who, after seeming to be warmly
intereatad in their bebalf, take offico ugder the
Gevernmeat—I mean an oftice o»f emolument.
But a position in the Cabinst it quite another
matter, -rhere s no pecun’sry Lenefit tothe
thdividual there, but a simple recogaition of his
influence and ability.

IT WOCLD WEAKEN HIS HOLD,

A group of Irish-Americans were discussing
tne situation in the Astor Hottse Totundn when
the Herald teporter happened along. They
were particularly interested in the question of
the advisability of Mr. Farnell enteriog the
Cabinet if the offer were made to him, It
would seem to me particularly unfortunate
if he toock such a step,”’ waid Mr,
James J. Coogan, * because whilo it would
be very clear to the mojority of the peaple
that in doing 8o he could only be prompted by
cousideration for the best interests of the move-
ment, yet I fear it would weaken his hold upon
the peopls. Just now he is regarded with a
semi-adoration that is n potent factor in the
auccess of the strupgle. He is followed, not
blindly of courae, but with such an abiding faith
and coafidenca ax was cxteadcd to General
Grant when the fate of the natien s2emed
to rest wpon him., Without going into the
question of whether be could be more
powerful for their good in the Cabivet than out
of it, there can be little question that the
moment'he said *I will accept a position in the
British cabinet 'that moment doubt would come
into minds of the people, and with donbs possible
disintegration. Sothatatatime whea it appenrs
that all that 1s requisite to the complete succesa
of the agitation is a vigorous continuarce of the
methaods that have brought such success thus
far, and when the good to coma from a seat in
the Cabinet is only problematical, it certainly
would secem an nnwise step for Mr, Parnell to
take.” Those who listened seemed in thorough
aceord with the sentiments of tho speaker.

Mayor Grace is aa Lrishman, and oze who
has found time, despite the multifarious duties
of his office, to take an active juterest in the
labors that tho peopls bere have been contribut-
ing towards home vule, Ho snid last night : —

81k, - L buve had it on my mind for some
weuka, now that it has become so fashionable
in somoe (nuarters among ‘l'ory newspapers to
abuge the Fremelh Canadians, to write a few
letters on the sul-juct of the French in Can-
ads for the past two hundred and seventy
old yeurs, It wus very well as long as the
crench Canadiaus (Bleus and Ronges) were
not hestile Lo the Government ot Sir John
Maedonaid, and as long as the Bleus, or
rather their leaders, sapport that gentlemsn’s
evriupt nod high-lianded  politieal measure-
in the Dominjon, to utter and mako use of
them, Lut ns anva as they show any national
apirit or independence of hia tale, then
his  oresns,  cspocially  the Wi, are
wld to Heuut in their faces, ** the Lloody
skirs,” awd to threaten theat wih the dire
abrogation of their privileges, secured by
tresty o hundred years ago and nowanls,

Such treatment by the Tory pirty (or
ruher by their leadere) is very disgraveful,
gimily hecanze they asked the Ottawa Gov-
ernment to apare tue lifeof Riel. It must be
reniembered that the French Chnndians have
very ancient rights in Canada, that th vy
were its firet civilizers and settlors, that
th-y were the firat to intro-iuce Christinnity
in 1ts vast wilderners-g, jn the sixteenth ana
seventrenth ¢onturies, that thoy were the
firat to introduce civilizing laws and litera
ture into it, and that their beantiful lingunee
v-a3 the first to bespoken in i's great wilds,
rad their songs were the first to be sung on
its brond lakes, rivers, prairies and stream-
leta ; that their sprightly manners, their
joyous laughter, their uny asaemblies, their
church bells ana religious services, were the
Krat ever sung, seen, heard or enjoyed, inthe
desolate lande of Canada, during the century
from 1608 to 1708 and upwarde. % must be
remembered that their missionaries traversed ;
the great St. Lawrence and Ottawa rivers,

Superior, and crossed to the msmmoth Mis- §
sissippi, and then down its course to the Guif ;
of Mexico, before any other white men dared
to do it. The gentle voices of these mission-
uries spoke of the love of Jesus and of God to
the Indians, and strove to elevate them into
civilized habits, Su:h thinga are not to be
forgotten, nor are the sclemn promises of
the British Crown guaranteeing certain
rights, religious and civil, to be treated with
that contempt, uttered some time ago by
the Mail (the organ of Sir Joha Macdonald),
heeansg tho execution of Riel took piace, (a8
a majority of the Caneadiens thonght), in a
hasty cruel manner. It must not be forgotten
that the Canadiens under Papineau from 1820
to 1838 showed themselvos to be truly pro-
fressive and liheral men in political matters,
and rather than yield their uadoubted politi-
cal rights to Lord Goeford's arbitrary rule,
even rose in arms in 1837, and although
for a time overpowered, yet succeeded a
few yenrs after under Ls Fontaine and
Morin and others in obtahing the grant of
Responsible Gavernment, which Mr, Bald-
win, under Lord Elgin, fully carried out and
established. It must not be forgotten that
for doing this the Tories, under M:Nabh,
Draper, Sir John Macdonald, and such llke
Tories, caused the Parliament buildings to be
burnt in Lord Elgin’s day, and insulted that
(Governor in the streets of Montreul, loyal as
they pretended to be. It is nothing new for
the Lower Canadians to be Reformers, and the
only thing to be regretted is, that, under Sir
George K, Cartier, and since his time, they
bave forgotten their better days : their old
renown, the persecutors of Papinecau’s day,
and the slaughter of their patriots under Sir
John Colborne. A great deal could bessid as
to the ahameful misgovernment of the North-
West for the past seven or eight years, of the
infamous neglect of the rights of the Metis
and of the poor Indiane, of the flooding o
the North-West with land sharka and G.v-
ernment speculators, thereby alienating the
loyalty of the Indisns and Halfbreeds, at last
culminating in the death of Riel. Suflice it
to say that the Canccicns and their poli.
ticinna are not without cause for their anger
at Sir John and his Ministry. They, and the
QOutario public, cannot forget that this same
Riel was made wuse of for political purposes
by Sir John and his then political ally, Sir
Gerorge 1. Cartier, long after the redellion of
1870, and money wus given by thia same
Premier to Archbishop Tuche, to be given to
Riel to get him out of the country, in connec-
tion with which a private letter was written
by Sir John Macdonald to Archbishop Tuche,
marked ‘‘private and confidential,” which
has lately been published in yonr paper, and
was read by Mr, Edgar at the Stouflviile Re-
form meeting & month ago, & proceeding
very disgraceful at the time. It in certainly
o strange thing that this Jittle Dominion,
having only some five millions of people,
ghould be a hundred-fold mcre vindictive
than the [liited ~*.tes, which pardoned
Cewameadd 6L dubes 3o called, after <t e
of taeir great rebellion. The cruu. uature o.
Riel's death consista in holding out to him
hopes of commutation. of his death aen-
tence, respiting him, and” then hanging
him. It is no wonder Sir John ran away
Trom the cotintry 6uddenly in view of the
whole  transaciiof.,,, It 'is ' quits cértain-
the  Américas, would not have acted (in,
this way, nor would the Eaglish Government,

ald nnd Sir George Cartier in 1870 1.2, and
gave way to thy latter, causing him to b
elected for Provencher. They thought when
large numbers of peti.ivng  were  wen
for his reprieve, and the msjority of their
ruce all over Ameriea wished his life to b-
spared, this leniency should have been
showp.  There in titele doubt thae Riel conld
have eserprd, and having, sy it is sl wold
his men to epare the lifo of Gener.t Middle-
ton at Bateche, and then surrendrred to tifin
ad & prisonet of war, the Cunmdions think
such facts shoull have e cighed 1 v cppii
cation for his reprieva. But returniug to the
hixtory of the Freneh in America, we canuot
forget who aaved the armies of \Washington
when atruggling aziinst FBoglivh “roops fer
th: ir liberty, not ouly soninet aglich troops,
but hired Hesstans from Germany, It was

The Tory Government
is fatally stiicken, snd it lies like a log on
the political ses, The mass of the Liberal
party shrink from entering into power. They
fear lest the popular passicn shall be excited
by the Tory cry cf ‘The empire iz danger,’
and the Liberal party overwhelmed. ™This
dread keeps Mr. Gladstone’s late colleagues
silent spectators, while on hie single shield he
bears the brunt of the fight. it wasasplendid
sight when the * Old Man Eloyuent’ rose from
nmong his cowering lieutenauts to criticise the
Queen’s apeech, and challenged the right (f
the Governmant to remain in power. In
worde of marvellous beauty and power he
declared that the Irish difficulty muat be

The Tory chief manwuvres
to get thrown out of office on the Home Rule
question, but his scheme has failed, and he
will be thrown out on some minor question,
Mr. Gladstone can then come into power,
propuund a scheme, and secure for it ample
discussion before the dissolution which must
follow the inevitable refusal of the House of
Lords to pass uny tlome Rule scheme.

LANDLOEDISM IN AMERICA.

Cunicaco, Jan. 25.—The Zribune devotes
four columuns to-day to the career of F. M.
Scully, at preeent a resident of London, Eng,,
who, it iy claimed, owns large tracta of
American land. The paper saya : {Scully is
of Celtic birth, but now lives in London, He
is one of the chief figures among the alien
proprietors of American eoil, and has intro-
doced the meanest features of the worst forms
of Irish landlordism on his estates in this
country.) *‘It will startle the public to
learn that he had acquired in the neighbor-
hood of 90,000 acres of land in Illinoiz alone
at merely a nominal figare—fifty cents to one
dollar per acre—aa a rule, His careor as an
Irish landlord was a hiatory of oppression
and extortion that was appropriately finished
by a bloody encounter with his tenants, He
was tried and acquitted ona charge of double
marder, but became ao unpopular that in 1550
be sold most of his Irish property, and has
aince devoted himeelf to building upthe land-
lord system in Illinois, Kansas, Nebraska
and other states. He made entries of the
publio domain through the medicm of land
warranta issued to Mexican soldiers, which
he purchased at the rate of fifty cents per
acre. In Logan county, Illinois, alone, he
has 40,000 to 45,000 acres. It is the alffnost
universal testimony that Scully’s rule in that
connty has reduced 250 tenants and their
families to

Furthermore, Scully pays no taxes, the tenants
signing ironclad agreements to assume the
same, bat they are required to pay to Scully’s
ngents the taxes at the same time as the
reptals, on the lst of January of each year,
whereas the agent need not turn over the taxes
to the county treasurer untili about June 10
following. It ias also shown that a great deal
of this alien’s land entirely escapes taxation,
thus increasing the burden on other property
holders, that he takes the most extraordinary
precautions to secure his rent, executing &
castiron leage, with provisions that mortgage
the tenants, and meking it compulsory for
amall grain to be sold immediately nfter
harvest, no matter what may be the condition
of the market ; that grain dealers are notified
not ko buy of the tenunts until Scully’s rent js
paid ; in short, that Scully has founded a
land system so exacting that it is only paral-
loted in Ireland, and rules his tenantry so
despotically that few can be induced to tell
the story of their wrongs, fearing that it
would involve them in ruin.”

REV. PRINCIPAL MacVICAR REVIV.
ING EXPLODED CALUMNIES,

Tue Montrenl Daily Witness of 27th inst.
contained the report of the annual meeting of
the Montreal Auxiliary Bible Society, which
wag attended by the leading divines of the
wany reformed churches. The chief featare
of the report and of the meeting was an ad-
dress by the Rev. Principal MacVicar. The
address was remerkable asa combination of
bombastic abuse of Father Giband, one of
our city clergymen, and of calumoy agaiast
the Most Rev. Dr. Ryan, Archbishop of
Philadelphia.

'I'he pa.rhcnlnr form in whiah the falsehood
hu récently been' revived ‘and republished,
both in this country'and o the other side of
the Atla.ntlo, is” tha.t 'the Most Rev. Arch-
buhop was the author of the article referred
to.  As regards thie particular assertion, the
simple facts are that, at that time, Archbishop
Ryan was a theological student, and had no
connection whatever with the newspuper in
which the article appeared.

Thia should suofficiently aqueloh the fulae—-
hood 8a far as the Most. Rev. Archbishop of
Philadelphia is concerned. It may be well,
however, to add here that the false assertion
that Archbishop Ryan wrote or had anything
to do with that has becn continuslly mis-
quoted, isa new version of the calumny. All
along, until & year or =o ago, the Most Kev.
Peter Richard Kebrick, Archbishop of St.
Louis, was elanderously charged with it.

But, owing to Archbishop Ryan having
been lately translated from St Louis to
Philadelphia, the calumniators {whether iv
ignorance or malice it needs not to inquire)
have made him, instead of Archbishop Ken-
rick, the objsct of their fa'as assertions.

Here we mightetop. But as, without re
ference to the real anthor of the article, which
has been so shamelessly misrepresented, the
garbled extract ia every now and then quoted
by persons whe would gladly excite pablic
prejudice against Catholive, it is not amiss
for us to enter into some fuller detaila,

In the first piace, the garblers struck out
of the middle of the sentence the significant
and important gaalifying clause, *“ as at pre-

sent  understood.” In the second place
they stopped short in their quo-
tation, thus omitting all  mention

of the important fact that the obnoxious
declaration was one which the writer charged
the enemies of the Catholic Church with mak-
ing, and wnich was only true in an entirely
different and opposite senge from that which
they attached to it.
The true version of the misquoted sentence
is as follows : —
¢ If Catholics ever attain, which they surely
will, though at & distant day, the immense
numerical majority in the United States,
religions liberty, as at present wnderstood,
will be at an esd.

The worde which we have italicised—* as
at present understoad,” and ‘50 say our eme-
mies,” were deliberately and, for a purpose,
omitted by anti-Catholic newapapers of the
day; and though aitention bas been re-
peatedly called to these omissions, the garbled
extract is republithed from time to time,
withount supplying them.
We make no comments, however, upon
this, It is simply s specimen of how shame.
less and inveterate in ita malice anti-Catholic
prejudice is. For our mnon-Catholic friends
who sre open to conviction and wish
to know what the doctrine of the
Church really is as regards religious
freedom, we quote a sentence from the
recent Encyclical of Leo XII), on the Con-
stitution of the Christian State. It is a
recent utterance, bat is only an explamation
and reiteration of what the Cburch has often
previously declared.

Nova Scotia may be taken
ue the principal Province in the fishing trade
owning, a3 she does, 800 out of the 1,200
fishing vessnls, and what is indicated by her
transactions is a fair eample of the other two.
The adventages were not so overwhelmingly
great under the treaty provisions. But there
is another side of the ledger which indicates
the advantages of reciprocal action to the
American® They arc summed up as follows
by a writer on the subject : —

(1.) They enjoyed the full benefit of the free
and unrestricted use of our unrivalled fishing

rounds. (2.) They obtained supplies of
%esh bait, lce, ete., which they can only ob-
tain on our coasts, and without which they
could not posgibly prosecute their bank
cadfishing. (3.) Kefugein our prrts. (4)
By their lmproved appliances for mackerel,
they took the lion’s share of that article in
our waters, and, of course, deprived us of a
full harvest and market that we should have
otherwise enjoyed. (5.) When fish were
plenty, instesd of losing time in taking home
their first cargoes to Gloucester, and thus
ruuning the risk of the fish .etriking off else-
where, their vessels would discharge cargoes
at Port Mulgrave and ship home by the
Istercolonial or by steamer to Boston, and
proceed on meccond and third voysges, thus
teking two or three cargoes where they for-
merly obly got one. (6.) Then they sold us
quite a quantity of their small cod which we
exported to the West Indies. (7.) They
found a large sale for their fish in Ontario
and Quebec,{to the extent ot $600,000 or
870,000 per snruum, and coutrolled the winter
pwwket for freeh fih in those provinces.

Some of those interested in the fisherics

seen to lean to a cloeer system of protection,
and aay that they can do without raciprocity,
and that it would be more than counter-
balaaced by the injury it would do te other
industries of the country, They very reason-

The right to rebel against tyranny and
illegitimate power is atmitted in Catholic
doctrine and teaching. Archbishop Liynch, of
Toronto, bas made this clear in his admirable
Pastoral Letter, which we published the
other day, and which proclaimed the Pope's
Encyclical Immortale Dei.

They join
bands and fix passenger rates where the
Government charter does not provide tor that
impertant factor in public business, and
sometimes pay aan arbitrator a big aalary to
superintend a ¢ pool in rates” for the benefit
of the stockholders, but never out of con-
sideration for the empleyés.

Telegraph companics combine or buy one
another up to secure heavy dividende. The
wholesale grocers have an organized asso-
ciation through which they estublish selling
prices and terms of credit for staple articles,
‘thus protecting the intersss of their eraft,
‘Then the retail grocers have their combina-
tion for mutual benefit, and, o8 is well known,
the manufacturers of buots and shoes have
their organization, the wholesale clo-
thiers theirs, the shirt apnd collar
men theirs. The cotton mills are trying to
put their heads together on prices snd li.nit-
ing the production, not that their workiong-
men, workingwomen, boys, girls and ever
children, may be lifted up from the verge of
want, but in order that the banks may secure
their advances, and the proprietors roll up
their wealth ; the aame muay be suid of the
principal woolen manufacturers snd the rope
meXers, who sell on combination prices only
In fact the whole upper crust is sarrounded
by combinations, it is through the organiza-
tion of eapitolists that governments are kept
in power and forced by manafacturers te
arrange the tariff where their interests wiil be
protected.

Look at what the organization of a few
capitalists has done in leading thc Federal
Government of Canada to enrich tho men who
formed the Canadian Pacific Syndicate. It
seems monstroua that a few wen should thus
contrel a whole body of legislators who, when
asked to pass a simple factory act, framed to
a limited extent only, in the interest and for
the sufety of working classes, voted in such a
manner that the bill was simply snuffed cut,
How long will indopenden: workingmen bear
with this arbitrary style of treatment?

They have the remedy in their own hands,
and the remedy is as simple ag it is effective,

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THE LOTBINIERE CONTEST—A WARN-

TuE election in Lotbiniere county on
Saturday last was, from all acvounts, 8 warm
and close conlest. Itwas for the return of a
member to the Quebec Local Honge, to fill the
vacuncy causea by the resignation of Hon.
Mr. Joly, who had represented that county

for twenty-five years. The result
was favorable to Mr., Laliberte, the
Liberal eandidate, and the Conser-
vative standaxrd bearer may thsnk the

Dominion Government for his defeat. It
had been decided and agreed to by both
parties, Liberals and Conservatives, that the
issues of the election wouid be purely local,
and that no reference would be made to the
merits of the Northwest and Riel questions,
as the Provincial Legialature was not called
upeither to discuss or settle them., The com-
pact was faithfally adhered to np to the
cleventh hour, when the Dominion Govern-
ment sent in an army of carpet baggere,
and other -men prominently cennscted
.with  Bir John's Cabinet, to capture
the county, and then proclaim the
victory gs an approval of the Ottawa Admin-
istration. 'Up. to the appearance of these
genita on the scene the Quebec Government
had agmittedly secured the ‘aupport of the
vast majority of the county, - '

Bat when it leaked out on Friday that
the Ottawa Government was ijanterfering in
the . contest and that Ottawa . Tories
had come to ebatch the prize, there
was an instant revolt in popular feeling
in the two or three parishes where the facts
conld be made known. It was suffivient to
turn the Couaservative candidate’s aseured
majority of two hundred into an actusl mi-
nority of fifty-three. 1fjall the parishes in the
county could have been made acquainted with
the game of the Ottawa Tories, which was to
steal or forze a certificate of character for
Sir Johu and his government, the Conaerva-
tive candidate would uot have got one in fifty
of the votes.

Mark the words—that if any more crosses
are raised in Ontario that Province will come to
be. considered as allen as the Province of
Quebce. We should sy the only thing alien
in Quebec is the fanaticism and ignofance of
which the Daily Wilicis is the worthy mouth-
piece. If it was the likeness of Her Majesty,
or the lste John Brown, or & ballet dancer, or
an indecent poster, it would pass muster
with an admiring smile, or a leer, from the
men who *fprotest” against the innova-
tion” of a cxons ! & ** Popish” cross ! | that is
something not to be *‘tolerated” without an
indignant rejoinder, It is all right these
people think to daub the walls of the
road side with advertisements about
loathaome diseases or pictures of such artistic
excellence that they ** lose halt-their vice by
losing all their grossness,” but the emblem of
man’s redemption must not meet their eyes
along the highway. The cross may stand on
the lofty steeple of the English Cathedral in
this city, and it mny here sud there be placed,
sy the most becoming emblem, on other
Protestant churches in the ccuatry, but it
must not, these people say, be brought down
to solid earth, and remind the paseing way-
farer ot the God-Man who was crucified on
its outstretched arms. The Turk may
have hiz Creacent, the Chinese hia Joas,
the Indian may * see (od in ¢louda and bear
bim in the wind,” but the Cathoiies and
liberal Protestanta, it is raid by some people,
haaded by the Daily Witness, ought oot to
have their crosses on the highway. Theman of
business, fresh from the marts of commerce,
in which he has perbaps cheated hiefellow
manp, the libertine who, with honeyed words
and * false vows,” made some Eveline weep
in her hower—these and othera of this kind
must not have this scheme of gain and lnst
interfered with by a cross which reminds
them that there is a God to punish the wrong
doers.

What
Canada wanta is & minister of her own in
Whashington ; o man charged with all the
dignity' of  representing en independent
nation ; and one ,’v‘vh_o will place Canada First
on his note book and make all intente sub-
servient to thogse which affect the people of
the Dominion. To do this, however, Canada
should become an indepondent nation and
fncur additional expense, Well, that is
ncthing. Sir John always knows where to
get ‘‘another $10,000” when he wants it, ond
for snch a purpose Canada would cheerfully
look at his uplifted paws and admit that
* these hands” were * clean.”

THE INDIANS.

Up to fifteen years ago the Indians of what
is new called the Canadian North-West were
among the happiest people in the world. The
great outside world was to them little more
than a dream. They were masters of all they
surveyed. Their prairies were full of buflale,
antelope, and many horned animals; the
lakes and ponds of that great land
were the breeding ground of the wild
goose, the duck and myriads of water fowl;
the woods were dotted with *‘ yards" of deer
in the winter, and the moose, the cariboo and
the elk furnished the wood Indians with all
that was necessary to them for health and
subsistence. Their tepees were made of the
hides of the animsls they killed, and inside
piles of robes of wmany wnimals made
luxnricus and warm sleeping places for the
members of the lodge. Of the busicess
of civilized life they knew nothiuy, and what
the eye did not see the heart diu ot coves.
If they hiad their tribal wars that wis thedr
own business, We have our wars too, aund
some philosophers think that war has its
good, as well as its bad, eflect on mankind.
But, how is it now? Civilization has gone
into the Northwest, and the Indian’s tepees
ia no longer made of the hides of animals, it
is of canvas; his bed is not now made of
buffalo robes, but ot leaves and brushwood ;
the good supply helooked on as inexhaustible
has gone, and he aubsjsts on the charity of
the Government ; he is defrauded by Indisn
agents, who debauch his women after demor-
alizing himself. From being independent he
has become an abject beggar, and is it any
wonder that the old fire of independence
breaks out now and again, and as he sees the
last of his race graduslly sinking into the
tomb, Let vs make it our own case amd
what would wo do?

A CONTRAST.

The fullest investigation into every
circumstance preceding and attending the rebel-
lion must be had before the Conservative
party will be purged of the suspicion
that now attaches to it; and if this be not
accorded promitly and [raukly, so much the
worse in the loug ruu for the Conservative
party. It is useless for the party press
to attempt to raiso a false issse through
the Riel agitation, The question before the
country is not at all the execution of Riel,
but tue causes that produced the rebellion
he headed. The Riel case will have, indeed,
to be discussed by Parlinment, because, as
Mr. Blake puts 1t, his charges of mismanage-
mant against the Government have been de-
clared by the Govornment to be & dofence of
tho prisoner. They have rested their defenca
on his ccndemnation,  And perbaps if they
had vardoned him it might have been taken
as a confession of their own culpability.
Therefore, it is most desirable that by the
fulleet investigution the country wny Lo con-
vinerd that the Government have net been
ity of Wie baseoes~ of punishing il to
Mo Dlake while deprecat-
wig, generally, criticism of the exercise or non-
exercise of the prerogative of mercy, yet holds

A GLENGARRY HOMESTEAD OF THK
OLD TIME.

o country :—* Glengarry was ‘my childhood
home " o

Who can picture the sufferings of cue
. Scotch wanderera? Oar fathers have told us
—yea, even the writer himself .in his young
days had ‘'met with and ’'listéned to the
stories of some of the old men then living,
who were children when their fathers jour-
neyed through the wilderness io reach their
new homes in- the Canadisn “Glengarry.
Women and childred, with 'the infirm and
aged, were huddled together in 0x waGGONS,
sometimes through dense forests, over old
Indian trails; surrounded, or at least within
thehowl of savage beasts and within - the
reach of men not; less Bavage thaa they.
Onward they journeyed—their faces ever
pointed northward to this land of promise !
No pillar of cloud by day, nor pillar of fire by
'night to guide or direct-their course ; sgeadily
but slowly they moved. Hope was their
guiding star, and they had Grm faith in the
God cf -their inthers—that His watchful eve
was continually oa them and that He would,
not forsnke them in that their dark day of
trial and suffering ! Those wandering Scoteh
exiles were God-fearing men. They had theic
Seotch Presbyterian chaplaing snd their
Scotch priesta with them to encourage and to
minieter unto them in holy thinys.

The first aettlers of Glengarry from the old
colonies were chiefly, we believe, Scotch
Presbyterians, but when the glad news
rezched old Seotland of this Scotch home in
Ceuadn there camp, a few yoars later, a large
body of Scotch Catholics under the guidance
of that good old priest, the late Bishop Mac-
doopell,  We may hera note that the father
of the late Dr. Bethune, Dean of Montreal,
and grand{ather of our respected townsman,
Me. Strachan Bethune, Q, C., was chaplain,
we believe, in a Scotch rogiment which had
served in tho old colonies during tho revolu-
tionery war, come over among the first set-
tlera to Glengarry, and, if we mistake uot,
settled at Willtatnstown.

Tha greater portion of those who came over:
with Bishop Macdonnell had been soldiers or
the families of those who had been conected
with the armv—rmame af the «1ler anes had
el out i e rehellion or 1743 .uch also
was the compoation o gha v wnag game as
exiles from the ola ¢ilusivs —Lisicore, Glen-
garry wus the nursery und the home of
soldiors, and the old county was looked to
and relied upon for the defence of Canada in
after years, and unobly did her sona do thair
duty in_the Rogal cnose on maeny a hard
fought field on the Niagaru frontier during
the war of 1812, Many of these Glengarry
hoys were laid low on Queenston Hoeighta,
Lundy's Lane, Chinpewa, and &t the evaoua-
tion of old Fort George.

Scetenmen, more than all other men, have
great veneration for the land of their fathors.
They venerate 1ta bleak mountaing and its
barren hills above all other landas, and Scotch-
men and deacendants of Scotchmen, wander
where they may—like tho faraelites of old,
ever point homewarils—these to the Holy
Land, to the ruined walls of Jerusalem—
those to the storied plens and to the hillsides
of Old Scotis, rendered almost macred by
separation and distance] Truly hias the poet

THE GOVERNMENT TO RESIGN.

LoxpoN, Jan. 26.

Sir Michael Hicks Bouch gave notice in the
Bouse of Commons this atfernoon that the
Goverament woull introdvcz on Thursday a
bill to suppress the Irish National League
and other dangeraus societies, to prevent In-
timidation, protect life and property and
maintain public order in Ireland. {Loud
cheers.) Sir Michael said he would ask the
house to give the bill precedence. He added
that thia measure should be followed by a
bill dealing with the Irish land queston on
the lines of policy indicated by the land pur-
chage act of laat session.

THE BRADLAUGH CASE.

Sir Michael Hicks~Beach, referring to the
case of Mr, Bradlaugh, said the Government
waa not prepared to oppose that gentleman’s
right to sit and vote in the House of Com-
mons, The appeal of Mr, Bradlaugh is still
before the House of Lords. The matter
now, said Sir Michael, is the concern of the
caurts of law.

HOW THE TFARNELLITES RECEIVED THE NEWS.

Mr. Parnell moved that the debate on the
sddress in reply to the speech from the
throne have precedence ever the bill to aup-
“preas the National League. This motion was
-atropgly opposed by Sir Michael. Mr. Par-
nell later withdrew his motion. The notice
given by the Conservative leader was greeted
by the Parnellite members with cries of
+ Cowards ! ** Shame ! and with ironical
Iaughter, the uproar coutinuing for some
minutes.

THE (I0OVERNMENT DEFEATED.

Mr, Collings then moved hiz amendment
10 the sddress on the subject of allotment.
Mr. Collings’ amendment, slthongh strongly
supported by Mr. Gladstone, was opposed by
the Marguis of Hartington. Sir Michael
Hicks-Beach eaid that the Government would
willingly accept the decision of the House, as
they had assumed office with reluctance
and would resign without regret. The
amendment was adopted by a vote of
329 to 150, the Government thus being de-
feated,

THE VOTE ANALYZED,

The result of the division was received by
the Irish members with derisive cheers and
cries of '‘Boycotted I” Ihe house, on the
suggestion of Sir Michael Hicks.-Beach, ad-
journed until Thuraday, Lord Hartington,
Mr. Goechen, Mr.Courtney, Sir John Lubbock,
and other moderate Liberals voted with the
Conaervatives. Mr, Gladatone, Mr. Cham-
‘berlain, Sir Charles Dilke, Mr. Trevelyan,
My, Labouchere, Mr. Bradlaugh, Lord
Richard Grosvenor and sll the Parnellites
voted against the Government.

LoxpoN, Jan 27.—A later analysis of the
division showa that Lord Hartington and Mr,
Goschen abstained from voting, and thst
only seventy-three Parnellites voted. Messrs.
Rothechild, Grey, Elliot and Wadehouse,
Liberals, voted with the Government. It ia
rumored that Lord Hartington will refuse to
enter a cabinet under Mr, Gladstone, but will
undertake to lead a separate party in opposi-
tion to home rule.

THE FATAL AMENDMENT.

Mr, Collings’ amendment, on which the
Government was defeated, express regret
that no measures are annonnced in the
Queen’s speech for the relief of the sufferers
by the depression in trade and agricunlture,
particularly in regard to aflording facilities
to farm laborers, eta., for obtaining allotments
of small holdings on equitable terms as to
rent and security of tenure.

.OPINIONS OF THE PRESS,

Loxpox, Jan, 27.—The AMorning Post says
that the resignation of the Government will
be announced on Thureday.

The Daily News does not seem disposed to
exnlt over the Liberal triumph. It aays that
the Conservativea pursued the best possible
policy, but that they had to bear a policy be-
vyond human strength to support.

The Standard predicts that the next Cabi-
net will be shorter lived than the present. It
says: **The outlook is gloomy. Either
England and Ireland will be torn apart or
there will be a snccession of short lived Gov-
ernments, weakening the executive at home
and abroad.”

The Daily News ridicules the report that
the Queen will summon Lord Hartington to
form a new Cabinet. Mr, Gladatone, the
News says, is perfectly able to form a strong
united ministry.

TRISH MEMBERS ON COERCION.

LoxvoN, Jan. 26.—Mr. Thomas Power
O}Connor, in an interview to-day, said the
proposed introduction in Parliament of coer-
cive meesures for Ireland was n party trick,
based apon the hope of Whig support, a hope
that would probably prove delusive, He
thought the anti-Irish feeling in England was
not so great a8 the Government supposed it
to be, The Ministry, he declared, would
certainly be dofeated, and Mr. Gladstone
would form a Home Rule Ministry, which
would have the full support of the Liberats
and the Parnellites.

Either the hon. Minister considers the peo-
1e of our Province a very stupid one, or he
opencd the door to a serious charge against
bimself. I defy the hon. gentleman to cite &
giogle word uttered in the very many
speeches which have been made on this ques-
tion for some montha past, or to cite a single

article in the colnmps of our prees
which oould have warranted such
ap insinuation. No. Such a stupid

utterance never fell from the lips of vne of
ours, nor was it ever written by our writers.
What the people of our province have said
before this day, and what tney also say now,
in:—

1st. That according to moral laws, any
patty who may be the canse of why a crime is
committed iz himself a criminal, and conse-
quently that the Government of the day
heving, by their bad administration of the
Northwest Territories during the past eight
years, provoked the people of that country
by starving them and otherwise, they are
rcsponsible for the rebellion, and as a logjcal
conacquence of such a responsibility, having,
o8 they have, the power to do so, they were
bound to use all possible clemency towards
Riel and his people,

9nd. That the jury, though compozed of
men adverse to Riel and his people, having
declared upon their cath that Riel deserved
mercy, the Government, responsible as they
are for the rige of this quiet people, were in
duty bound to grant such mercy.

3rd. That considering the whole evidence
ag it now stands before the public, the leaat
that can be inferred is that there is a strong
doubt a3 to Riel’'s mental capacity, and it
being & general and wall known principle
that the accused party has a right to have the
benefit of apy doabt which may exist, be
conld not be put to death, )

4th, That the Government, daring last
gession and during the troubles, having re-
fused to alter the old laws of the Northwest
‘Ferritories and make them somewhat uniform
with the laws of the provinces, have shown a
determination to desl unmjustly with those
people,
5t¢h, That the memorandum of the late
Minister of Justice, Sir A. Campbell, is such
that any honest man after having read it
over and compared every part of it with the
facts as they really are, cannot belp coming
to the conclusion that the Government had
no good reasons to act as they did. That
Riel was sacrificed to a cry of hatred and of
vengeance, and consequently that the Gov-
ernment is responsible tor the death of the
half-breed chief and of all the other victims
of the troubles of last year.

Such are some of the causes of the agitation
which has spread not only in the proviace of
Quebec, a8 the Minister of Justice was pleased
to say, but also throughout the American
continent and even across the Atlantic. This
movement may be stronger in this province
than it is in other parts of the Dominion, but
this would only show, if true, that our people
have faith in responsible government, and
that they understand their responsibility as
to the good or bad administration of the
affaira of the country by their representatives
in Parliament and by the advisers of the
Crown. Where then is the gqumestion of
nationality? Is mnot the agitation a
movement in favor of juatice and
humanity, and what has to do with it
the nationality to which may belong the party
who was gentenced to death and executed,
whether hebe a Scotchmar, an Englishman,
on Irishman or & Frenchman does not change
the issne. Why then shounld the Minister of
Justice have tried to stirr up s.ch feelings of
racea? Waas it not sufficient for dizhonest
newspapers, generally well paid tor doing
such dirty work, to ;aise such a cry? Is the
case of the QGovernment ae bad a case in their
own estimation that they believe they could
not defend it if they should use honest
means.

I was the more surprised to hear the hoxn.

The Catholics of the Province of
Quebec came to the help of their co-religioniats
from New Brunswick,  Sir John A. Mac-
donald being then Minister of Justice had to
make a report oa these petitions to the
Governor-in-Council. So he did, and reported
that tbe N.B. School Act ought not to be
disallowed, since it was within the power of
the Local Legislature of that province to
make such a law. Sir John aleo said at the
time that it wae the policy of his Government
never to interfere with the legislation of the
provinces, except in cases when such legis-
lation was ultra vires or it was adverse to the
general good of the Dominion.

Things being so, & Catholic member of New
Brunswick brought .the guestion before the
Commons, It is then that anmother Usatholic
member, from Quebec, rose ap in his place
and, amopg many other things, said :—

«“Had the 72 Quebec resolutions, which it
¢ wwas then solemnly affirmed were in the
“* nature of & treaty, had they been the basis

It worked
disadvantageously towurds the personal in-
terests of some tew friends of the Premier.
Sir John could then do for a few friends
what some time before he refused to'do for
some 50,000 Catholics of N. B., at the request
of over a million of their co-religionists in the
Dominion.

If such conduct on the part of the leader
of the party is not sufficient to open the eyes
of any party men, I must say I fail to see
what will do it.

be reserved to local legislatures, and that'the
Federal Parliament wonld have nothing to do
with it except the right to declare- which
marriages should be considered valid through-
out the whole Dominion. The Governor
adding, that such was the interpretation
given to the word marriage by the delegates
at the Quebec conference, and that the im.
perial act would be constructed in accordance
with this interpretation.

In 1882 a bill was put befere the Federal
Parliament allowing a man to marry his
deceased wife's aister, Objection was taken
to the passing of such a bill, on the ground
that such a legislation was within the
province of local legislatures, The written
promise thst such would be' the case, a
promise which is to be found on the official
report of the Debates on Confederation, and
the then Minister of Justice, Sir Alex.
Campbell, answered. (See Hansard of the
Senate.) .

It may not be amiss to show the people of
the older proviuces what the consequences of
an Iodian war of éxtermivnation would be,
There are said to be 27,000 Indian¥ capable of
tearing arms, and, it is calculated, it wounld
teke :ten years to exterminate them. If it
cost ten millions of dollars to put down
that riot of two or three hundred Metis at
Batoche, it cannot be an exoggeration to say
it-wonld reguire a hnndred millions of doliars
and the lives of a thonsand soldiers to exfer-
minate the Indians. Now, the whole Indian
country is not warth half the money, not to
mention the fose of lives, The Eustern Pro-
vinces have expended abont a hundred mil-
liens of dollars one way or the other, in con-
nection with the Western extension, and they
have pot, ag yet, had much bencfit from it—
some of them will never have sny, An
additional hundred millions of debt would
injure the gresperity of the Dominion and
depreciate the value of real estate.

It should not be losv sight of that there is
more unoccupied land in the Northwest than
can be filled up 'in the next fifty years; but
there is not, and never will be, land enough
to satiefy speculators and land.grabbers. It
is these harpies that cry the londest to
*‘ remove” the Indians and bring in a strong
military force. The true remedy for the
present unsatisfactory atate of eaifuirs is to
cancel the sales of land in large blocks, arvd,
next, encourage and assist the Indiane to
raise live stock and a little vegetables to
make up for the loss of the buffalo. It
wounld cost much less money to treat the
Indinns jusfly and humanely and let them
roam at large than to establish and maintain
military stations throughout the territories,

McDougall lectured here tonight on * Our
Indiane.” He ssid an important Indian gues-
tson had suddenly arisen in Canada, which
demanded the immediate attention of Parlia-
ment. He deprecated the forced re-
moval of the Indians to the wnorthern
wilderness. He explained bis' Mani-
toulin treaty of 18062, and expressed
contempt for partisans who misrepresented
it, and said it contained humane and liberal
provisions, such as are advocated by General
Sheridan. The Indian title of occupation had
been generally recognized under English rule,
and the adequacy of the compensation was
the key to the problem. His formaula for
the solution of the problem had been to
pay the fair market value. 'Lhe resnlt was
that the Manitonliu lndians, under the
operation of the treaty, have abandoned
their nomadic habits and cultivated the land.
Why were not other tribes equally well
treated ? We have aurrendered their land to
land grabbing companies and timber limit
legislators who fix their own price. We have
exterminated the buffalo and deprived the
Indiaos of all means. of subsistence,
He referred to the Indiap Treaty No. 5,
which extinguished an undisputed title to
one hundred thonssnd square miles, for what
consideration? The reservation of certain
small tracts and a present of five doliars per
head. Yet no Indian possesses a deed of pro-
prietorstip, In a court of equity a transaotion
of this kind wonld be devlared void on the
ground of constructive fraud. Intantsare pro-
tected by courts on the ground of ignorance, but
an untutored child of the forest is compelled
to surrender his birthright for a miserably
inadequate consideration. Mr. McDougall
continaed : For the aake of my country, her
honor and its future peace, and for the glory
and renown of Her Gracious Majesty, in
whogse name these official acts are perpetrated,
I hope public opinion will campel the adoption
of a new Indian policy in the Northwest
Territories, before another resort to the
ultimn ratio of oppressed peoples has atained
the prairies with the white man’s blood and
added another ten millions to the burdens of
Canadian tax-payers.” He ventured to deny
the plenary authority of the Canadian Par-
liament in the North-Weat, notwitsisnding
the recent judicial opinions in a criminal
case, In conclusion, he said that Canada
has not kept faith with the Imperial Gov-
ernment in her treatment of the Indians
nnd had not considered their claims to the
compensation for lands required for settle-
ment in conforming with equitable principles
in treaty making. He would say to the
Superintendent-General of Indian Affairs, if
asked what ought to be done, ‘‘1ieperuse
your title deed and make haste to perform
your obligations accordiog to its provisions.”
We can and ought to amend one-sided and
therefore fraudulent treaties, and to make
adoquate compensation, ’

CARE OF ANIMALS IN WINTER,

The American Humsne Associstion offrs
the following suggestions relasive to fuwls,
horass, and cattie to persons having these ip
charge, ia the N rthern latitudes, dunog the
winter monthe : .-

D, not eompel domestic fowls to roostin
treca,  A.de from danger of heing cuptared
by owls and other cuemies, the awaying of
the branches upon whick they are sitting
will prevent them  from  getling  rest s
while in the saverely cold weather,
thus exposed, .eet and combs are frozen
and the bird is 50 benumnbed as to makeit
impossihie for it to be of much profit on the
farm. Securely sheltered from wind and
storm, and al'owed to sit on a broad roost,
feet ore thus kept warm, refreeghing rest is
obtained and the fowl is much stronger,
healthier and more profitable to its awner.

Do not clip horses during the winter
monthe. \ith the asame propricty we
might cut the hair from a dog or shear a
sheep &t this semson of the year, The
argument in b.half of the practiceis that
the horse in perspirstion will dry mere
gunickly if the hair is short. 1f the animal is
thoroughly blanketed and kept in a sheltered
or warm place, after heing driven, no danger
results from perspiration, whatever the length
of hair ; while the horse that has been de-
prived of its coat in the winter time snffers
perpetually while being expased to the cold.

It is a cruelty icflicted upen beautiful car-
tiage houzes for the purpose of style, Blersed
iz the ordinary work horee, in the wintor time,
for, however much it may perapire, it is al-
lowed to carry ita full growth of bair during
the cold weather.

Do not leave cattle to stand shivering, while
ex‘vemitios of:cn frecze, in the suow storms
und severe winds of winter, when alittle
time would suffice to construct, of boards,
rails or poles, a support upon and around
which mav be placed hay, straw or weeds,
thus making a shelter that may com-
fortably protect them. Cattle kept in
fairly warm conditicn  througchout the
winter will, as milkers, give a larger and
betier yield of milk, snd ag beeves wiil tuke
on Besh much more rapidly than if left ex-
posed to inclemont weather,
